The Operator shall devote the land and all existing improvements, facilities, buildings, instal-
lations, and appurtenances to the purposes of the exploration project without any allowance for the use, rental value, depreciation,
depletion, or other cost of acquiring, owning, or holding possession thereof. Any additional facilities, buildings, and fixtures, to
be purchased, installed, or erected by the Operator, with the estimated cost of each, to which the Government will contribute
currently its agreed pro rata share, are listed in Exhibit “A” attached hereto. The difference between the cost™of such additional
facilities, buildings, or fixtures, and the salvage value thereof at the conclusion of the work, shall be charged as a cost of the
project to which the Government has contributed its pro rata share.

6. Operating equipment. Any operating equipment to be rented, purchased, or furnished by the Operator, with the allow-
able rental, purchase price, or depreciation, as the case may be, is listed under appropriate headings in Exhibit “A”. attached
hereto.

Title to and disposition of property. ,facilities, buildings, fixtures, equipng, or Qr items costing more than $50 °
each, paid for or purchased with funds contributed jointly by the Operator and the Government, shall belong to the Operator and
the Government jointly, in proportion to their respective contributions, and upon the termination of the contract, if they have any
salvage value, shall be disposed of for their joint account unless the Government, in writing, waives its interest in any such items.
The Government may require the dismantling, severance from land, and removal of any such items in order to realize its interest® *
in the salvage value thereof, and the cost of any such removal and of the disposal of the items shall be for the joint account of the
parties in proportion to their respective interests.

8. Labor and supervision. An itemized schedule of labor, by numbers and classes (miners, muckers, millmen, ete.), and of
supervisors, by numbers and positions, with the maximum wages or salaries that may be paid to each as an allowable cost of the
project is set forth in Exhibit “A’ attached hereto.

10. Allowable costs of the project. The costs of the project in which the Government will participate are limited to the
necessary, reasonable, direct costs of performing the exploration work, including the costs of materials, supplies, engineering,
power, water, analytical work, accounting, and utilities, including items of equipment costing less than $50 each; and the costs
referred to in Articles 5, 6, 8, and 9, and the exhibits annexed to and referred to in this contract.

15. Repayment by Operator. If, upon the completion of the exploration project or termination of the contract, the Govern-
ment considers that a discovery or development has resulted from the work from which commercial production of ore may be
made, the Government, within 6 months thereafter, shall so certify to the Operator, particularly describing and delimiting its esti-
mate of the discovery or the development. Thereafter, if and as ore is produced as a result of such discovery or development, the
Operator and his successor in interest shall be and become obligated to pay to the Government a percentage royalty on the net
smelter returns or other net proceeds realized from such ore, concentrates, or metal produced within ten (10) years from the date
of this contract, until the total amount contributed by the Government, without interest, is fully repaid or said 10 years have
elapsed, whichever occurs first, as follows:

Performance of work:

This project involves the exploration of a uvranium-vanadium
deposit located in San Juan County.

In the Moab district the Morrison formation of Jurassic age
consists of two members: The basal Salt Wash Sandstone which lies with
apparent conformity upon the Summerville formation, and the Bushy Basin
shale which lies conformably upon the Salt Wash. The Dakota Sandstone
of Cretaceous age rests conformably on the shale. The mine workings
and prospects of the Yellow Circle group of mining claims are mainly in
the Salt Wash member.

The ore is localized in northeastward trending rolls and in
replaced tree trunks in the upper Sandstone lenses of the Salt Wash
member of the Morrison formation. During the period 1942-4L recorded

ect Contract on October 23, 1951. However, in his letter of
May 17, 1952, to Mr. Stephen R. Wilson of the Bureau of

Mines, Mr. Melvin C. Bowles, Vice-President of the Bowles .
and Heflin Mining Company, the original operator, casts some -
doubt upon this when he states that "Bowles and Heflin Min-
ing Company has incorporated under the laws of Colorado and
will henceforth be known as Plateau Mining Company . . ."

It therefore seems that the original operator re-
presented, in the exploration project comtraet, that it
owned certain lode ¢laims which it astually did not own, as
- some of them were already under lease to the Plateau Mining

. Company, to whom the contract was subssequently assigned.
However, assuming that this misrepresentation, if there

were one, caused no harm, as the assignee assumed all the
obligations of the contract, and assuming thet the Plateau
Mining Company was incorporated in 1951, and not 1in 1952, -
the mining lease from the Atomic Energy Commission can only
act as a clearance of title for the claims referred to there-
in, i.e., the Jane #3, &, and 5, the Vision #3, ¥, and 5,





and the Plateau #1 to 7 inclusive. On the other hand, the
exploration project contract covers a larger number of
claims, 1.e., the Jane #1-7 inclusive, the Vision ;/1-7
inclusive, the Pioneer #1-20 inclusive, and the Rex #1-13
inclusive.

The corporate
acknowledgment on the lease from the Atomic Energy Com-
mission to the Plateau Mining Company indicates that the
company was in existence approximately 6 months before the
lease was made to it. Consequently, the lease seems to
have been properly entered into with the company.

' If there are sny mining claims referred to In
the exploration project contract which are on land covered
by prior oil and gas leases and which are not included in
the afore-mentioned lease, the operator should be called
upon to clear thelr title and have them included in this
lease Or in & new lease with the Atomic Energy Commission.

‘Reference is made to a letter dated January 5, 1953, from the
Chairman of the Operating Committee, to which was attached a memorandum
dated December 31, 1952 to the Administrator from the Chief Counsel. This
memorandum states that the Government would be justified in requiring
clearance of title in all cases where the operator can do so under the
procedure provided by the Atomic Energy Commission and the Government
wants the work to proceed.

We are enclosing the mining lease effective the 15th day of July,
1951, between the U.S. Atomic Energy Commission and the Plateau Mining
Company. The operator is seeking reimbursement for work performed under
» the terms of Contract Idm-E192 on ground which was covered by an oil and
}| gas lease. Does this document constitute a sufficient clearance of title
so that we may reimburse the operator for work performed on these claims?
We do not have any information in Denver which indicates that Congress has
authorized the Atomic Energy Commission to lease lands and we doubt if the
General Accounting Office would approve payments based on this document.

Your attention is called to the fact that the lease is effective
July 15, 1951. Contract Idm-E192 was originally between the Government
and the Bowles Heflin Mining Company. This contract was assigned to the
Plateau Mining Company effective June 15, 1952.

If this document should be in order in all other respects, we
' still question its validity because the effective date is prior to the
éformation of the Plateau Mining Company. We are withholding payment from

Such distributions should be made
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such
phases, or on some other equitable basis. “Operating Equipment”, “Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs”, and “New Buildings Improvements, etc.”, will be distributed to the
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed ‘“Authorized by Contract’’ will be
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is
usually a part of Exhibit ‘“A”’ of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided for
the use of the Operator to call attentxon to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or
disproportionate unit costs.

Exploration by 1,360 feet of wagon drilling and 4,890 feet
of diamond drilling on the Pioneer, Jane, and Vision group of the
Yellow Circle claims failed to find any wranium-bearing ore although
the group had a production record of several thousand tons of ore.
The exploration was aimed at finding new wineralized areas or exten-
sions of known mineralized areas in the Morrison formation. Preliminary

-measurements of radiocactivity in some drill holes on the Jane No. 5

claim suggested the presence of ore on the claim in the range from

0.10 to 0.15 percent U30g. Subsequent drifting and sinking in the
vicinity of these holes showed no ore. Because of the unfavorable
results obtained in the exploration under this contract, the Field

Team concluded that no commercial ore was discovered and that no further
exploration should be carried out with IMEA at the present time.

Conclusion

I concur with the conclusion of the Field Team as set forth

in the report.

The following final report on the drilling project conducted on the
Pioneer, Jane and Vision groups of claims in the Yellow Circle Area, San .
Juan County, Utah, under Contract Idm-E192, is written in compliance with
the requirements of Article 14 of the contract. The report summarizes
the expenditures of the Bowles-Heflin Mining Company and Plateau Mining
Company, the drilling done by both and the results obtained. A large
amount of detailed data has been presented with the MF-104 monthly report
forms and some of the records of the esrly operation are not in our files,
thus only totals of costs, etc., will be presented.

The drilling in both phases of the work under the contract was in-
tended to find extensions of known mineralized areasyor the discovery of
néw ore bodies in the three ore horizons of the Salt Wash member of the
Jurassic Morrison formation from which production had come within the
areas ofvthe claims. The early underground work on the claims was done
on the rim exposures from which good grade. carnotite ore was produced dur-
ing the searchAfor radium and vanadium prior to the recent revival of
interest in uranium. It was believéd that a trend of mineralization had
been established from observation of the old workings and from experience
gained in mining. It was upon this assumed trend that the érogram of

driliing was based.






The arees explored under the contract lie in Sec. 35 and Sec. 26 of
T27S, R23E, and Sec. 2 and Sec. 2 of T28S, R23E, Salt Lake Meridian on
Cain Springs Creek and South Fork of Cain Springs Creek, San Juan County,

HISTORY OF THE PROJECT

The contract with the Government was negotiated by the Bowles-Heflin
Mining Compeny during the summer of 1951 and wagon drilling was begun by
that company on the Jane group of claims in the middle of November, 1951,
and continued until January 4, 1952, when Melvin Bowles, the manager of
the’oberation, was forced to discontinue drilling because of bad weather.
During the period, 1316 feet of wagon drill hole were drilled on the Jane
and Pioneer groups of claims. |

The Plateau Mining Company took over the operétion of the Yellow
Circle mine in the late spring of 1952 and, under an assignment and re-
1§ase dated Jﬁne 15, 1952, assumed the responsibility of the DMA contract
‘ for work on the claims. An amendment to the contract was secured by the
company, which allowed diamond drilling to be done in place of the wagon
drilling originally specified. The drilling under the amendment (Amendment
No. 1 dated June 15, 1952) was intended to explore all three known ore
horizons of the Juréssic Morrison formation rather than the one which was
penetrated by the wagon drill holes.

The diamond drilling under the amendment was contracted by Minerals
Engineering Company of Grand Junction, Colorado, and work was begun on
August l,,1953, on Jane No. 4 claim, and continued on this group of claims

until 16 holes had been drilled. These are Holes No. 16, 17, 18, 19, 20,
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21, 22, 23, 23A, 24, 25, 254, 26, 26A, 27 and 28, The location of these
holes is shown on Drawing No. 3 attached.

The drills of the contractor were moved to the west end of the Vision
group of cleims where Holes Nos. 29, 294, 29B, 29D, 29F¥, 30, 3CA, 30B, 30C,
32 and 39 were drilled. When these holes were compieted, the drill were
moved to the east end of the Vision group where Holes Nos. 31, 33, 34, 35,
40, 41, 42, 43, 45, 46 and 47 were drilled. The drilling on these holes
was completed on October &, 1952, and the contractor removed his equipment
from the property immediétely thereafter. |

A review of the monthly narrative reports shows that 1762.7 feet of
hole were drilled in August, 1952; 2523.5 feet were drilled in September;

" and 603.5 feet were drilled in October;‘a total of 4889,7 feet drilled
under Amendment No. 1 to the contract.

During the progress of the drilling, it was discovered that some of
the holes were drilled on claims that were covered by‘% prior Federal oil
and gas leases (Leases SL-068552 and U-03789). The claims affected were
Jene No. 3, No. 4 and part of Jane No. 5, as well as Vision No. 3 and part
of Vision No. 4 on the first nuﬁbered lease, and Pioneer No. 1 on the second.
Under DMA regulations, the company could not be reimbursed for holes drilled
on these claims. The holes involved were Holes Nos. 16; 17, 18, 19, 234,
254, 26A, 29, 29A, 29B, 29D, 29F, 30, 30B, 30C, 32 and 39, drilled under
Amendment. No. 1,and wagon drill holes Noé. 23 through 34.

The company obtained a lease from the Atomic Fnergy Commission on the
claims covered wholly or in part by the oil and gas leases, which perfected
the title relative to the DMA contract, and reimbursement for the 90% of

the expenditures during August and September was made by the Government.






PROJECT EXPENDITURES

Copies of the report forms submitted to the Government for reimburse-
ment by Bowles-Heflin Mining Company show that $545.56 was expended dur-
ing November, 1951, and $1044.10 was expended during December, 1951,‘on
wagon drilling on the Jane and Pioneer groups of claims. The total expend—
itures for the phase of the contract work was $1589.66, for which 1316
feet of wagon drill hole was completed at a unit cost of $1.21 per foot.
Bowles-Helfin were reimbursed for 90% of the total expenditure before the
assignment of the contract to Plateau Mining Company.

| The total expenditure of Plateau Mining Company under the contract
totalled $13,141.71, for which 4889.7 feet of diamond drill hole was
completed at a unit cost of $2.69 per foot. A summary of the project
expenditures by Plateau, divided into categories, follows:—-

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To date, the company has been reimbursed for 96% of the expenditures for
the months of August and September, or a total of $10,367.14.

The only material purchased for contract work and in which the Govern-
ment would have an interest was steel and bits used by Bowles-Heflin
lining Company in wagon drilling during the.first phase of the project and
core boxes used in the second phase. The first named meterial was completely
uged in wagon drilling on the claims during the recess before Plateau Mining
Company assumed responsibility for the project and so none remained at the
close of the project work. All the drilling of Plateau was done on a sub-
contract basis and ofﬁer expenditures were composed of labor, supervision

and depreciation. The core boxes purchased by Plateau have no resale value.

RESULTS OF PROJECT WORK

Records of the preyiols operation in the files of Plateau Mining
Company show that 14 wagoh drill holes were drilled by Bowies-Heflin Mining
company duriﬁg November, 1951, and 12 wagon drill holes were completed
during December, 1951. The former group of holes average approximately
37.5 feet deep and were drilled in the top beds of the Salt Wash member
of the Morrison formation on the Jane No. 4 and No. 5 claims. These holes
are shown on an attached map.

Shortly after these holes were drilled, Bowlés—Heflin employees pfobed
the holes with a Babble counter and found radiation which they believed
to be "ore." However, when and incline was sunk to the mineralization, it
wes found to be less than 0.05% 0308 by chemical assay.

The diamond drilling under the.amendment to the contract was started

on August 1, 1952, on the Jane group of claims. Minerals Engineering
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Compény of Grand Junction contracted the work. Sixteen holes were drilled
on Jane Nos. 4, 5 and 6, averaging approximately 110 feet in depth. These
holes and their location relative to the claim lines are shown on Drawings
Nos. 1 and 3 attached hereto.

- The logs of the cores indicate that these holes penetrated sand and
mudstone lenses typical of the Salt Wash member of the Jurassic Morrison
formation, including some lenses of coarse-grained iron-stained sandstone,
thought by those working in the area to be indicative of favorable conditions
for carnotite deposition. No ore was found, however. Results of samples
taken from cores from these lenses show some uranium and vanadium mineral—
ization, but no ore. Observation of the cores shows the most "favorable"
sandstone to be in the sduthernmost hole of the group, Hoie 28. The
character of the sandstone closely resembles the low grade ore and waste
mined in the No. 1 Incline on the Carel B. cleim immediately joining Jane
No. 6 on the west. The relation of the elevations of the ore mined and
the "favorable" lens encountered in Hole 28 lead to the conjecture that the
cores may indicate an extension of the ore "roll" on to the Jane group in
this area.

After completion of the sixteen holes on the Jane group, the two
drill rigs were moved to Vision No. 4 cleim, where eleven holes were drilled,
averaging 120 feet in depth. Hole 29 shows “favorable" sandstone at 65 to
70 feet. A sample indicated a little urenium mineralization in the avail-
able core, but no ore. Other holes were drilled in an irregular péttern
to delimit this lens. The sandstone was found to be limited in extent,
and the cores showed no ore.

The drill were moved to the east end of the Vision group, where
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eleven holes were arilled, averaging 164 feet deep. The cores from this
area‘showed no ore, but some coarse-grained, highly iron-stained sandstone,
with considerable trash cerbon was encountered. Samples from Hole No. 325
showed some uranium mineralization.

Unfortunately, little continuity of beds could be established because
of displacement of the beds by minor faulting apparently attendant to a
fault lying between Holes Nos. 46 and 47. It will be noted from the hole
logs that Hole No. 46 shows typical Jurassic Morrison Salt Wash sandstones
and mudstone, while Hole No. 47 was drilled entirely in Cretaceous Mancos
shale, the bottom of which lies stratigraphically approximately 400 feet
above the top of the Salt Wash member of the Morrison formation. Cain Spring
Canyon probably’represents the trace of the major fault in the area.
| The.core recovery from all the holes was only fair, the over-all
average 51%. A perusal of the core logs shows that the core recovery on
the Jane group was consistently better than the core recovery on the Vision
group. This was due, in part, to the fractured nature of the ground on the
latter group.

The drills were removed from the property October 8, 1952, after the
minimum contract footage had been drilled. A summary 6f the diamond drill-

ing by Plateau shows the following:

Average depth of holes 128 feet
Total footage drilled 4889.7 feet
' Average over-all core recoveiy 51%

Although the drilling showed no ore, the Southernmost holes on the

Jane group did indicate the possible extension of the Carol B. orebdy on

to the Jane group.
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The logs of the holes were included with the appropriate MF-104
forms and hence are not reproddced here.

The results of the project were disappointing to the company, in that
no ore was found. However, the results, when correlated with later A.E.C.
drilling, shows the limits of the ares favorable for:ore deposition and
rules out certain areas as possible drillingvground. The Plateau Mining
Company does not intend to do any more drilling in the area of the DMA

project work.

INTRODUCTION

The Bowles-Heflixi Mining Compeny, San Juan County, Utah requested
an exploration loan for a drilling program to locate new bodies of carnotite
ore on the Yellow Circle group of claims, San Juan County, Utah.

In response to a request from the Field Team, Region IV, dated
June 18, 1951, P. E. Hotz, R. D. Trace, and B. J. Sharp of the U. S.
Geological SurveyA visited the property on June 29 and 30 to determine the

History and ownership

In 1934 the Yellow Circle Mining Company produced carnotite
from about 30 small mines under contr;ct agreements. The greatest boom
for the area began late in 1939 and lasted wntil 1944 under‘the stimilus
of subsidy prices. The greatest prbducfion was from June, 1942 to
March, 1944 under contract with Metals Reserve Company. Recorded shipments
to the Metals Reserve Company show that the Yellow Circle group yielded
2,925 tons of ore averaging 1.88 percent V05, Production data obtained by
the Atomic Energy Commission representing the period from April 9, 1948
to February 28, 1951 showed that 2,839 tons of ore were shipped averaging
0.315 percent U30g and 1.37 percent V205,

On June 15, 1952, the Bowles-Heflin Mining Company assigned its
rights to the Plateau Mining Company, and throughout this report the
company will be referred to as the Plateau Mining Company.

GEOLOGY

The area is underlain by sedimentary rocks of Jurassic and
Cretaceous age. The uranium deposits were formed in sandstone beds in
the lower part of the Morrison formation. Fig. B-2.

In the Moeb district the Morrison formation of Jurassic age
consistg of two members; the basal Salt Wash sandstone which ;ies with
apparent conformity upon the Jurassic Summerville formation, and the
Brushy Basin shale which lies conformably upon the Salt Wash. The

Dakota sandstone of Cretaceous age rests conformebly on the shale.
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The mine workings and prospects are mainly in the Salt Wash member.
This member consists largely of medium grained buff to brown to grayish-
_white sandstone lenses interbedded with an épproximately equal thickness
of reddish=brown to grayish=green shale;

These beds dip gently to the ‘southwest and have been involved iﬁ'
little structural deformation (fig. A=2). A few small faults have been
mapped in the area, but they have had no epparent effect on the ore
deposition. '

| Ore deposits

The ore is localized in northeastward trending rolls and in
replaced tree trunks in the sandstone lenses of the Salt‘Wash member éf
the Morrison formation.

The chief ore minerals of the productive mines are carnotite,
vanoxite, and roscoelite. These minerals fill cavities in the sandstone,
and have locally réplaced carbonaceous material and tree trunks.

The principal ore horizon in the district is in the upper part of
the Salt Wash member of the Morrison formation. Ore occurs in two sand=
stone lenses that are separated by as much as 25 feet of shale in the
southern part of £he area, but which merge northward as the shale thins and
disappears. The lower sandstone is 40 to 45 feet thick and underlain by at
least 10 to 15 feet of shale. The upper sandstone lense ranges from 5 to
30'feet in thickness and is overlain by shales of the Brushy Basin member
of the Morrison.

Vanadium~bearing sandstone occurs in thin, discontinuous, blanket-
| like layers that thicken locally and in a few places form fairly well-
defined rolls; all of the rélls trend northeast. There are five such

layers in the lower sandstone and two in the upper sandstone.
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Exploratory work
In the area northeast of the mines in the old Yellow Circle group there was
" & good possibility of discovering high-grade log replacements. Past history
of this area has shown that the deposits are larger and of higher grade than
elsewhere in the district.

The applicant proposed to explore the Salt Wash member of the Morrison
formation in this area by means of 40,000 feet of wagon drilling a.nd 10,000
feet of core drilling. Wagon drilling was to be used in those areas where the
ore horizon was within 40 feet of the surface and core drilling was to be used
where the ore horizon was deeper. Exploration was. to be restricted to two areas,
one in secs. 2, 3, and 4y T. 28 S., R. 23 E., and the other in secs. 34 and
'35, To 27 Sey Re 23 E.

The examining geologists were in agreement with the company that exploratory
work was waerranted, but suggested that the program be modified. The alternate
exploratory program, which was thought to have had a better than 50250 chance
of discovering new uranium ore bodies, is described in the following quotation
from the DMEA contract executed October 23, 1951.

This exploration work is to be confined to two areas in
sections 2, 3 and 4, T. 28 S., R. 23 E., and sections 34 and
35, To 27 Sey Re 23 E. These areas are to be exposed to a
depth of ebout 40 feet from the surface (by means of drilling

with a wagon drill) through the Salt Wash member where the
ore horizon is shallow. The drill holes are to follow the
rolls and the holes are to be spaced every 50 feet in a
northwest direction (across the rolls) and every 200 feet
in a northeast direction (along the rolls) in the area
indicated on the map accompanying the contract. These
areas are covered by the following claims: Vision Nos. 1,
2, end 3; Jane Nos. 2, 3y 4y 5 6, and 7; and Rex Nos. 10
and 13, the other area is covered by the following claims;
Pioneer Nos. 1, 2, 3’ 11 12’ 13, 14’ 15’ 16, 17, 18’ 19’
end 20 (Figs. 1, 2 and 3;. Holes may be drilled elsewhere
on Operator's ground subject to the prior approval of the
government Field Team engineers. A totel of 25,600 feet of
drill holes are to be drilled having a starting hole diameter
of 2 3/ inches. . :

The estimated cost of the project was $18,944.00.





Contract Amendment No. 1, dated June 15, 1952, edded the following: Diemond
core drilling may be substituted for a portion of the wagon drilling. The
increased post of diamond drilling over wagon drilling will result in the
reduction of the footage drilled in order to stay within the funds allocated
for the project.®

Results of Exploratory Work

A total of 1,310 feet of wagon drilling was drilled- on the DMEA project.
Wagon drilling on the Jane No. 4 claim showed that holes 1, 2, 3, and 4 found
wranium averaging 0.15 percent U30g with the rediometric probe, however,
drifting and sinking on the ore did not find any uranium of commercial grade.
Wagon drill holes No. 15 and 16 on the Jane No. 5 claim were probed and showed
assays of 0.10 and 0.15 percent respectively, but did not prove to be of
commercial grade upon further exploration of the mineralized zones. No ore
was found on the Pioneer claims as a result of wagon drilling. Diamond
drilling under Amendment No. 1 totaled 4,889;7 feet and included drilling

the Salt Wash member of the Morrison formation on the Jene claims Nos. 3, 4s 5

6, and 7; the West Vision claims Nos. 3 and 4; the Slaughter claims Nos. 8 and 9;
and the East Vision claims Nos. 5, 6, 7, 8, 9, and 10 (see diamond drill hole
maps, figs. 1, 2, and 3).

No uranium mineralization of commercial grade was found in any of
the diamond drill holes.

It was requested by the U. S. Geological Survey and the U, S. Bureau
of Mines that the drill holes be logged radiometrically by & representative
of the Unit Technical Services Branch, Grand Junction Exploration Branch, 4. E.C.
The logging was accomplished on June 4, 1953 with Mr. H. K. Thurber, mining
engineer, U. S. Bureau of Mines, present as the DMEA representative. Thirteen

holes totalling 1,438 feet of drilling were logged. A total of 6,199.7 feet of

5=





diamond and wagon driliing was completed with DMEA aid. The remaining holes
were too badly caved to permit logging, but the information obtained from the
13 holes roughly corroborates ‘bhe. data supplied by the operator at the end of
exploratory worke.

No mineralization of commercial grade‘ or size was found as a result of the
DMEA exploration program and it is therefore recommended that no further
“ ekploratory work be done with DMEA aid at the present time.

‘Summa:cy, Conclusions, and Recommendations

The Bowles=Heflin Minmg Company obtained a DMEA loan October 23,
1951 to aid in the exploration for urenium ore on the Yellow Circle group of
claims neer Moab, San Juan County, Utah. This company assigned its rights to the
Plateau Mim.ng Company on June 15, 1952 and fhe latter company completed the
DMEA project.

Production of vanadium and uranium ore has been more or less continuous
since 1911.

The claim area is underlain by nearly flet-lying gsedimentary rocks
of Jurassic and Cretaceous age. The Morrison formation of Jurassic age is
the principal ore-bearing formation of the district with most production coming
from the lower, or Salt Wash,member. This member consists of buff sandstone
interbedded with gray=-green shale. The ore is localized in northeastwérc_i
trending rolls and in replaced tree trunks in the sa.ndstdne lenses of the Sa}lt
Wash member. Carnotite is the principal uranium ore mineral.

An alternate eocploration program was adopted which, according to the
contract, authorized a maximum of 25,600 feet of wagon drilling on claims in
the Vision, Jane, Rex, and Pioneer groups. Substitution of diamond drilling for

a portion of the wagon drilling was authorized by Amendment No. 1.

‘A total of 1,310 feet of wagon drilling and 4,889.7 feet of diamond
drilling was completed. Radioactive beds were encountered in four wagon drill
'holés on the Jane No. /4 claim and in two wagon drill holes on the Jane No. 5 claim.
These radioactive areas »di:d not prove to be of ore=grade when éxposed by
mining operations. No uranium m:i.neralizgtion of commercial grade was found
in any of the diamond drill holes. ‘

Radiometrié logging of thirteen drill holes by the A. E. C. roughly
corroborates the data supplied by the koperator concerning the results of the.
exploratory drilling. The remaining drill holes were too badly caved to permit
logging.

No uranium mineralization of commercial grade or tonnage was found
as a result of the DMEA exploration program and it is recommended that no

further exploratdry ‘work be done wj.th DMEA aid at the present time.

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SUMMARY , CONCLUSICNS AND RECOMMENDATIQNS

Exploratory wagon drilling by the Bowles-Heflin Mining Co,,.
Moab, Utah, under Contract Idm-E192, docket No, DMA 1309X (Urgﬁium),
on the Yellow Circle group of claims in San Juan County, Utah, was
begun November 19, 1951, The work was recessed January 4, 1952,
due to severe winter conditions, During this period, 1,316 feet of
wagon drilling was done on the Jane Nos, 4, 5 énd 6 claims and on
the Pioneer No, 1 claim,

Under an assignment and releasé dated June 15, 1952, the Plateau
Mining Co,, Us Se¢ Bank Building, Grand Junction, Colorado, assumed
the obligations of the DMA contréct and later requested that diamond
drilling be allowed under an amendment to the contract, _Amendment
No, 1 to the contract, effective June 15, 1952, allowed this, and re-
vised certain wage rates.. No increase in the total project éost
was allowed by the amendment, but the total footage to be drilled
was reduced to offset the increased cost per foot of diamond drilling,

Work under the assignment end Amendment No, 1 was resumed August
1, 1952, by Plateau Mining Co, on the Jane group of claims, The drill-
ing was contracted by the Minerals Engineering Co, of Grand Junction,
Colorado, A total of 4,889,7 linear feet of BX-and AX-size diamond
drill hole was drilled on the Jane and Vision groups before project

work was stopped October 9, 1952,






No ore was discovered by the project work on the claims drilled
under the contract, Some weak uranium mineralization was encoun-
tered in the wagon drilling on the Jane No, 4, but later underground
work which exposed the mineralized zone in drift faces showed that
radiometric indications were ﬁnreasonably high, Probing of the
diamond drill holes on the Jane and Vision groups of claims by an
AEC logging unit revealed an estimated 0.039 percent U30g as the
maximum grade of mineralization encountered in any hole that could
be probed.

The results of the drilling ﬁnder the contract indicate that
additional exploration either hy the operator or the Gove;nment is
not wvarranted., Production of uranium is not feasible from the drilled
areas of the property. It is recommended that no discovery under
DMEA regulations be certified on the property.

DESCRIFTIMN OF WORK COMPIETED

The Bowles-Heflin Mining Co, began wagon drilling under Contract
Idn-£192, docket No, DMA-1309X (Uranium), on November 19, 1951, and
continued until January 4, 1952, when severe winter weafher caused
cessation of the exploratory work, During the period, drill sites
were prepared and 1,316 feet of wagon drill holes were drilled, This
constituted all of the work done by the Bowles-Heflin Mining Co,
under the contract, A total of 25,600 feet of wagon drilling was

allowed by the contract.





An assignment end release dated June 15, 1953, was approved by
the Government, transferring the responsibility and obligation under
Contract Idm-E192 to the Plateau Mining Co, - The company was granted
Amendment No, l to the contract effective June 15, 1953, which allowed
diamond core drilling to be substituted for the wagon drilling origi-
nally specified in the contract, and other changes in equipment and
vwage rates, Minerals Engineering Corp, of Grand Junction s Colorado,
was engaged as independent contractor to do the drilling,

Drilling of BX~ and AX-size holes was begun August 1, 1952, and
was stopped October 9, 1952, During this period, 4,889.7 linear
feet of holes was drilled on the Jane and Vision groups of claims.
The location of the holes relative to claim boundaries and lend divi-
sion corners is shown on figure 1, "Diamond drill hol@ map, Plateaun
Mining CGo., Yellow Circle mine, San Juen County, Uteh," attached,
The map shows that 16 holes were drilled on Jane Nose 4, 5 and 6,
and 22 holes were drilled on Vision Nos, 4, 7, 8, 9 and 10, Detailed
locations of the drill holes on the two groups of claims are shown
on figure 2, "Diamond drill hole inap, Plateau Mining Co,, Yellow
Circle mine, Jane group," and figure 3, "Diemond drill hole map,
Plateau Mining Co,, Yellow Circle mine, Vision group." The maps
ﬁere traced from company maps submitted with the MF-104 forms

presented for payment,






The overall average depth of the holes drilled was 128,7 feet,
and the overall core recovery for the project was 58 percent, The
relatively»low average core recovery resulted from the badly fractured
nature of the ground on the east end of the Vision group where numer-
ous faults have displaced the beds varying amounts. The sandstone
beds drilled on the Jane group were found to be undisturbed.

-In addition to the drilling under the contract, work accomplished
consisted of road building, drill site preparation, engineering and
map preparation,

- GEOLOGY

The work under’ﬁhe.contract was intended to explore the ore
horizons in the Salt Wash member of the Upper Jurassic Morrison for-
mation, The Salt Wash member consists of medium-to-coarse-grained,
tan-to-grey sandstone lenses interbedded with red-to-greenish~gray
mudstones, The uranium mineralization has been found in three general
horizons in the Salt Wash member in irregular, lenticular bodies or
"rolls.," The rolls were noted to occur on different levels within
the horizon, The "rolls" previously mined consisted of from a few
tons of carnotité ore to several hundred tons, The ore bodies are
generally noted to occur in groups, end the project was planned to
locate new groups of rolls.

The wagon drilling originally proposed by Bowles-Heflin Mining

Co. was intended to penetrate only the upper ore horizon on the Jane





and Vision groups and the middle ore horizon on the Pioneer group
of claims, The diamond drilling done by the Plateau Mining Co,

- was intended to penetrate all three ore horizons. It is believed
. that this was accomplished,

The criteria for favorable areas in the Salt Wash member of the
Morrison formation are the thickness and character of the sandstone
lenses and the alteration of the red clay underlying and overlying
vtlAle sandstone lenses, In only one area of the drilling were favor-
able conditions encountered., This was on the Jane No, 6 claim in
Holes 26, 27 and 28, where a relatively thick, iron-stained sandstone
was encountered., No radioactivity was noted in the core, howevers

The hole logging unit sent. to the area by the AEC at the request
of the DMEA recorded slight minerslization in only two of the holes
that remained opén at the time of the probings These were Hole 264
on Jene No, 4 c¢laim and VHole Noe. 30 on the Vision Nos 4 claim, The
estimated grade of mineralization over l.4 feet in Hole 26A is 0,039
percent U30g, and over 1.0 feet in Hole 30, 0,017 percent U30g. The
thickness of the sandstone lens thought to be mineralized and the
thickness of the green clsy were not indicative of a favorable area.

Two face samples were taken in an incline driven to a supposedly
mineralized hole on the Jane No, 4 claim drilled by wagon drill
during the operation of Bowles-Heflin Mining Co. These samples

assayed 0,031 percent U30g and 0,036 percent U30g8. The original






estimate of the operators at the time the holes were drilled was
0.12 to 0,15 percent U30g, based upon probing the holes with a
standard-make Geiger counter, The error in the operatort!s estimate
mgy have arisen either from an incorréct calibration of the counter
or from a concentration of radon gas in the holes which were probed,

No ore reserves were discovered by the drilling under the con-
tract,

EXFENDITURES

The expenditures allowed under the contract total $18,944.00,
and the Government's share of the cost (90 percent of the total) is
$17,049,60, The expenditures of the Bowles-Heflin Mining Co. during
their operation under the contract totaled $1,589.66, of which the
company was reimbursed $1,430.,69. The total expenditures by the
Plateau Mining Co, operating under Amendment No, 1 to the contract
were 313,141.71, for which the company has asked 90 percent reim-
bursement, or $11,827,53. The total expenditures by both Bowles-
Heflin Mining Co, end Platean Mining Co. under the contract have
been $14,731;37, which leaves $4,212.63 unexpended, The Government!s
share of this unexpended amount is $3,791.38,

The question of the conflict of the claims with Federal oil and
gas leeses was settled by the operator obtaining an AEC lease on the

areas in question.





No production came from the claims described in the contract

during exploratory work under the contracf.
EFFICIENCY COF OPERATION

The drilling done by Bowles-Heflin Mining Co, was accomplished
in an efficient manner, but due to bad weather during the two months
of operation, resulting in poor road conditions and wet drill sites,
the unit cost was high, The overall cost per foot for wagon drilling
during the period was $1.21. This would have been reduced materially
had the operation resumed under better weather conditions.

The operations of Plateau Mining Co, and the independent con-
tractor,v Minerals Engineering Co,, were slowed by use of a bulldozer
too smgll to adequately prepare drill sites and access roads. This
resulted in some delsy to the drilling contractor., The cores result-
ing from the drilling were properly stored and marked, The overall
cost per foot of the drilling under Amendment No, 1 to the contract
was $2.69,

 EQUIPMENT PURCHASED FCR PROJECT

No equipment was purchased for the project, and it has been
administratively determined that no supplies or material remain in
which the Government has equity. (Memorandum from Exscutive Officer,
Field Team, Region IV, to Donald F, Finch, DMEA Auditor, Region IV,

If any of the land which is the subject of your Exploration
Project Contract includes a located claim or claims, the validity of
which might be questioned on account of a previous oil and gas lease,
the statute cited is called to your attention so that you may valldate
your rights as above indicated, if you consider this to be in your
interest.

It has been brought to our attention that a portion of the wagon
drilling accomplished during the months of November and December, 1951, for
which reimbursement has been made, was done on mining claims which are
invalid by reason of a prior Gas and Oil lease. Apparently the operator
was unaware of the invalid title of the claims on which they proposed the
exploration work.

Possibly we will be faced with similaxr conditions on other
projects. Therefore, we seek a legal ruling and advice as to the procedure
ve are to follow when reimbursements have been made to operators holding
DMEA Contracts where it subsequently develops that the operator did not have
valid control of the ground on which work was accomplished.

: In this particular instance reimbursement has not been made for
work accomplished during the months of August, September and October, 1952,
therefore, to permit reimbursement to the operator for work performed on
claims which are valid we have requested the Operator to submit revised
MF-104 Reports on which he will have deleted the costs of drilling on claims
the titles of which are not valid by reason of the prior 0il and Gas lease.

The Bowles-Heflin Mining Company has applied for an exploration loan
to be used in a drilling program to locate new bodies of carnotite ore on
the Yellow Circle group of claims. The cost of the proposed work was estimated
to be $100,000.

In accbrdancé with a request from the Field Team, Region IV, a field
examination.of the property was made to determine if the exploration project
has merit.

The ore is localized in northeastward trending rolls and in replaced
tree trunks in:the.upper sandstone lenses of the Salt Wash member of the’
Mbrrison formation, During the period of 1942 to 1944, recorded shipments
of ore show that thé_Yéllow Circle groﬁp.of-claims yielded 2,925,90 tons of

INTRODUCTION

Docket DMA-1309X, Bowles-—Heflin Mining Company, San Juan County, Utah,
has requested an exploration loan fqr a drilling program to locate new bodies
of carnotite ore on the Yellow Circle group of claims.

‘In response to a request from the field team, Region IV, dated June 18,
1951, P, Z. Hotz, R. D. Trace, and B. J. Sharp of the U. S. Geological Survey
visited the property on June 29 and 30 to determine the merit of the proposed
exploration program, Geologic maps of the area prepared by Union Mines
Development Corporation were obtained from the files of the Grand Junction

office of the Geological Survey.

Location and accessibility
The Yellow Circle group of claims is owned by the Bowles and Heflin
Mining Company. The claims of this Company include all of sec. 26, T, 27 Se,
R, 22 E,; all of sec. 32, T, 27'S., R.(::iE.; part of secs. 33, 34, and 35,
