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INTRODUCTION

A preliminary examination of the Heber Lion mining property,
relative to DMA Docket 1402X, was made July 10, 1951, The examination
was conducted ty W, E, Young and R, L, Middleton, mining engineers for
the Bureau of Mines, and J, W, Hasler, geologist for the Geological
Survey. Heber Lion representatives were not present.

The examination consisted of a Brﬁntoh-tape snquv of a develop~
ment crosscut known as the East tunnel of the Lion No, 1 claim and
mapping details of the bedding, mineralization, contact and famlt
structures. An excellent opportunity to observe a continuation of
structure and mineralization was had on the Marble Quarry claim tunnel
of the West Park Mining Co, This claim is adjacent to the Heber Lion
property, Figure 2 illustrates the relationship of the two properties.

for this work,

The Heber Lion Mining Co, will hire one person to represent the
company, The president of the company stated that no member of the
company will be able to remain on the property during the exploration,
but a competent man is available, The cost of this supervision for 8
weeks is estimated at $500,

Electric power.is available providing exploratory work develops
ore reserves to justify transmission lines from power station about
5 miles distant.
