Enclosed are 8 copies of a report on the Lee Mining Company 
property in Neff Canyon east of Salt Lake City, Utah. 


In response to the request. for a field examination, dated June 
28, 1951, from the ?ield Team, Region IV, an examination was made July 
13, 1951.


The mine is in shale and limestone of Cambrian, Devonian, 
and Mississippian age which locally are faulted and brecciated, and 
are stained by iron oxide. The mineralization is very weak. There 
are no measurable reserves and the outlook for finding ore beyond the 
present workings is not good. It is recommended that the exploration 
loan be denied. 


I concur with the examining geologists and engineer that the 
request for an exploration loan be denied.
