Middleton could not determine' 
the. extent of the cave, 'nor could he know the operator's plane con- 
corning rehabilitation of the drift. to the face, Work was being done 
on the property at the time of ezaainaton,' and it is-conceivable, 
that the drift could' hav 'been. rehabilitated to the face. If this had 
been done, work: under the' contract' would undoubtedly have been started 
from the face. : :BItWøefl the tiie 'of examination and the 'date of project 
beginning ,, the drift caved from 'a point 85 feet from the face to a point 
134 feet from the face • The contract was started from this latter point 
and' spiling was required to penetrate the 'caved 'section.: It was deemed 
advisable by the operator to drift in the footwall of the Blaine f is-
sure after 17 feet. of spiling; thus, subsequent work was done here in 
place of spiling further in the	 drift. 


The contract describes 'the. work as "extend the lower edit' 
approximately 600 feet to the, northwest 'within the mineralised zone 
of the Blainefssu." No specific starting point is indicated and

However any controversy over interpretation of the contract could 
probably' be avoided by an amendment permitting' a drive around the 
caved,area. 


The contractor has drawn supplies for spiling from his es- 
tablished' stock, and is unable, therefore, to furnish vendors', invoices 
for the supplies used only in the spiling.

This is the final report upon completion of uor contract Idrn-E 340, (pb-zn) 
Docket No. DNEA-1923. 


As per previous reports, we have drifted for a total of 585 feet along the 
mineralized zone of the Blaine Fissure. For practically this entire distance 
the fissure contained considerable iron-pyrite with some showing of fine-grained 
galena and blende crystals. In three places during this drifting we encountered 
a good grade of lead-zinc sulphide ore, occuring in a greenish gangue and filling 
the fissure from wall to wall. This on first appearance looked very encouraging 
but on further investigation proved to be disconnected ore-lenses which feathered 
out in a few feet. Inasmuch as these ore-lenses are found. in the lower tunnel, 
middle tunnel, upper tunnel and can be' found also on the surface, it is evident 
that aitho they are not connected there must be a continuation either up or dovvn 
in certain beddings which are favorable to ore deposition. Our hope is. to find 
a favorable bedding large enough to make a commercial ore body. With this indi-
cation in mind it is our intention to do a limited amount of prospecting in the 
future as funds become available. 


Due to the long tram, which was all done by man-power and the high cost of 
labor and supplies we find that our costs have been in excess of our estimate 
and the contract price of 27.58 per foot of drift. 


At the present time we have two men on the property who are working part-time 
doing assesment work on another group of claims and part-time continuing the 
raise from the lower to the middle tunnel. They are saving a little ore from 
this operation and I shall notify you when a shipment is ready to go forward. 


I wish to express appreciation for the help and co-operation we have received 
from the Bureau and especially from you personally and also from 	 engineer 
Mike Howes.

Lead-zinc mineralization in the Ida mine is confined to the 
Blaine fissure system and more specifically to those areas where 
branching fissures have intersected in the chioritic shale units. 
Drifting 585 feet along the fissure system has demonatried its 
persistence along strike but only three small pockets of ore 
were exposed. 


It is estimated that the D1'EA work has increased the reserve 
picture by only 270 tons of possible

SUMMARY 


The United Mining Development Conany,. mc;, was granted a DNEA 


loan on work totaling $16 ., 548900 to aid in exploration for lead-'zinc 


ore along the northwestern extension of the Blaine fissure in the Ida 


nine, Tooeie County, Utah. 


The Ida mine is on the south flank of the Simpson Mountains in an 


area of interbedded chioritic shales and chioritic quartzites of pre-


Cambrian age. The ore mineralization appears to be confined to the 


Blaine fissure system with little or no replacement out into the wails. 


It was effectively demonstrated that the Blaine fissure system is 


persistent along strike but that the ore occurrences within the fissure 


are extremely spotty. The contract was terminated after 585 of the authorized 


600 feet of drifting. 


Based on past production as well as the information developed by 


DIvEA work it is estimated that the mine contains 70 tons of probable 


ore and 2Uu tons of possible ore averaging 6.-8 percent. lead and 


7$ percent zinc.

INTRODUCTION 


The United Mining Development Company, Inc. applied for a loan, 


DI'EA Docket 1923s to aid in exploration for lead—zinc ore at the Ida 


mine, Erickson district, Tooele County, Utah. The property was examined 


by R. C. Middleton, Mining Engineer, U. S. Bureau of Mines on October 10, 


1952, The U. S. Geological Survey did not participate in the examination 


of the property. It was recommended that a loan be granted and on June 6, 


1952 contract No. Idim-E340 was consummated authorizing a total of $16,548.Ou 


for 6o0 feet of drifting northwest on the Blaine fissure system. The 


contract was terminated on May 31, .1953 after completion of. 585 feet of 


drifting. A total of $16,134.30 was expended during the course of the 


project.


LOCATION AND ACCESSIBILITY 


The Ida mine is situated in Blame Canyon on the south flank of 


the Simpson Mountains in southeastern Tooele County, Utah. The exact 


location is Sec. 35, T. lu S, ,,-R. 8 W., SLB&M, Erickson mining district. 


The property, about 5u airline miles westerly from Eureka, Utah, may 


be reached by travelling 17 miles south from Eureka on paved U. S. 


Highway 6 to Jericho, thence westerly 27 miles on the gravelled 


Jericho'mCaflao road, thence northerly 10 miles on an unimproved dirt 


road leading to the mine (fig. 1). 


History and Production 


The Ida mine, formerly known as the Blaine mine, shipped 100 tons of 


lead carbonate ore during the 1880s from the upper oxidized portions 


of the Blaine fissure • From 1918 to 1925 only 85 tons of ore averaging 


2.2 oz. of silver per ton, 19.5 percent lead and 13.7 percent zinc were 


shipped. Just prior to the D1EA loan 115 tons of ore containing 10.3

percent lead and 9.6 percent zinc were shipped from the lower adit 


level. During the course of the exploration project two small pockets 


of ore on the lower edit level produced 39.65 tons containing 0.0075 


ounces gold per ton, 0.85 ounces silver per ton, 7.41 percent lead, 8.4 


percent zinc and u.u6 percent copper, and 48918 tons containing 0.025 


ounces gold per ton, 1.545 ounces silver per ton, 8.55 percent lead, 


9.35 percent zinc and 0.275 percent copper. 


GEOLOGY 


Sedimentary rocks in Blame Canyon in the vicinity of the Ida mine 


are green shales and quartzites. G. F. Loughlin first described the 


section in the U. S. Geological Survey Prof. Paper 111, (1920, pp I46-I47) 


as being several thousands of. feet thick and composed entirely of alternating. 


beds of greenish shale, dark and light quartzites and conglomerate, with 


green shales most abundant on the lower slopes near the Ida mine and greenish 


chioritic quartzite most abundant in the upper part of the unit. There 


are no limestones exposed in the vicinity of the mine. Loughlin (1920, 


p. 448) suggests pre-Cambrian age for the lower series and Eardley and 


Hatch (G.S.A. Bull. Vol. 51, p. 840, 1940) date a similar series of 


interbddédquartzites and argillites in the Sheeprock uplift, of which 


the Simpson Mountains are a part, as Proterozóic. 


The argillic rocks in the mine area are predominantly green and 


weather to a dark, rusty brown, locally they are slaty and contain 


sufficient chlorite and mica to be termed phyflite. They are often 


gradational in thin bedded, fine grained greenish gray to purple chloritic 


quartzite which also weathers to a dark brown color.

The sediments are cut by a few porphyry dikes and are covered in 


places by remnants of volcanic flows, however, no igneous rocks are exposed 


in the iñ]msdiate mine area. 


Structurally the beds in the mine area are essentially homoclinal 


with a fairly uniform northwest strike and shallow northeast dip. The 


major structural feature is the Blaine fissure system which strikes 


N. 5o°-.6o° W. and dips 600..700 I'IE • Fissure systems in the area with this 


general trend have been demonstrated to be the most persistent but are, 


nevertheless, relatively short compared to fault systems in major mining 


districts. Most of these fissures are mineralized to some degree. Loughlin 


(1920 P. 450) notes that owing to the unequal resistance of the different 


strata, clean cut fissures were developed in the more quartzitic beds but 


failed to persist in the more shaiy beds. Such an explanation would a.Lso 


account for the numerous strands and splits making off from the main fissure. 


Argillites and shales where cut by the main fissure readily produced thick 


gouge, breccia and 8hatter zones. 


ORE DEPOSITS 


In the Ida mine the ore has bëén confined to the steeply dipping 


Blaine fissure system, there has been no significant replacement out from 


the fissures other than a slight impregnation of the wails of pyrite. The 


ore minerals are galena, sphalerite, a small amOunt of chalcopyrite and 


probably somstetrahedrite. Very minor gold has been reported on some 


assay returns. Gangue minerals include calcite, quartz, chlorite, 


possibiy soms Neericite, and pyrite. Lpparent.Ly the ch.Loritic sha.Ly beds 


were more readily susceptible to attack by the ore carrying solutions than 


the purer quartzite beds. The larger ore exposures appear to be localized 


in the more chloritic beds where they are thoroughly shattered by either the 


main Blaine fissure, or a related set of branch fissures.
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ORE RESERVES 


Two shipments of ore were produced from the ore bodies exposed by 


DIvEA work. The first lot of 48918 tons (block A, Fig. 2) contained 


1.54 ounces  go it 8.55 percent lead and 9.3 percent zinc. The second lot 


of 39.65 tons (block B, Fig. 2) contained 0.85 otct	 ,'7.4]. percent 


lead and 8.4 percent zinc. In both instances the ore pods were virtually 


mined out • Although a third body of ore (block C, Fig. 2) exposed by 


DMA work has not been mined, it is probable that only a few tens of tons 


are present * IA. certificate of discovery was issued on the basis of these 


small bodies of ore. 


Francis Cameron of International Smelting and Refining Company, reported 


11,087 tons of assured ore reserves containing 5.6 percent lead and 6.66 


percent zinc. Such a figure would necessitate a solid body of ore about 


3 feet wide with 150 feet of depth over 250 feet of strike length. The 


sporadic appearance of relatively small ore lenses and pods thus far 


developed in the Ida mine indicate that Canron ts tonnage estimate was far 


too high.

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EXPLORATORY WORK 


This project was designed to explore the northwestern extension 


of the Blaine fissure system on the lower adit level. Minable ore had 


previously been found in small shoots along the main fissure as well as 


in some of the branching fissures. 


Three small pods of ore were exposed by the DIEA project. Each of 


the three bodies of ore are loca].lized by the intersection of fissures in 


chioritic shale and in each case the ore mineralization is restricted 


to the breccia and shatter zone with no appreciable amount of ore making 


making off into the walls • These small lens and pod-like ore bodies 


located by DI'EA work are much like those mined from the Blaine fissure 


system in the past. 


The allowed expenditure under contract Idm-E'340 dated June 6, 1952 


was $16,548.00 for 600 feet of drifting. The total cost of the project 


was $16,134.30. Although 600 feet of drifting had been authorized in 


the DI'EA contract, the project was terminated after. 585 feet of 


advance 'because of the small likelihood of encountering any noteworthy 


mineralization in the remaining 15 feet. 


CONCLUSIONS AND RECOINDAT IONS 


Exploration work along the northwestern ' extension projection of the 


Blaine fissure system resulted in the discovery of three small pods of 


ore two of which were virtually mined out in producing about 40 tons each 


during the DI'EA project • Drifting on and along the Blaine fissure system 


for 585 feet has demonstrated that the system is relatively persistent 


in strike and dip. Locallization of ore bodies appears to depend on 


the intersection of fissures and attendent shattering within the more 


chloritic shaly beds. Apparently the ores were deposited under such 


low intensity conditions that ground preparation was of prime importance.

It must be concluded that the necessary combinations of requisite 


factors for ore locallization are potentially few and that there is small 


lik].ihood of the future discovery of ore bodies of much greater size or 


grade than those developed in the past. 


No additional exploration for lead—zinc ore can be recommended On the 


strength of the information developed by the now terminated DI'EA project.

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SUIv?IARY, CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMNDATIORS 


Exploratory work at the Ida mine of the United Mining Develop-


nient Co., Inc., was started on June 6, 1952, under docket No. DIEA 


1923 (Lead-zinc), Contract Idxm-'E340 (short form), dated June 6, 1952, 


at a unit cost of $27.58. Drifting was advanced continuously within 


the mineralized zone of the Blaine fissure, The work was done on 


the lower adit level for a distance of 585 feet in a northwesterly 


direction. The project was terminated on May 31, 1953, 15 feet short 


of the 600 feet allowed by the contract, because of the slim possibi-


lity of discovering additional ore in that short distance. Finely 


disseminated write is present in the fissure zone for almost the 


entire distance explored. Three separate, small lenses of fair-grade 


ore were encountered, and from these, two shipments were produced. 


From the ore shipped, $64.66 in royalties was paid to the Government. 


Total cost of advancing 585 feet at $27.58 per foot was $16,134.30, 


of which the.Government's share, at 50 percent, was $8,067.15. This 


cost, less royalties of $64.66, was $8,002.49, the total cost of the 


project to the Government to date. The contract allowed the expendi-


ture of $16,548.00 for 600 feet of drifting at $27.58 per foot, of 


which the Government's share, at 50 percent, was $8,274.00. The 


unexpended portion of the Government's share is $8,274.00 less $8,067.15, 


or $206.85.
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It is concluded that although the project did not discover a 


large ore body, it did prove the existence of strong mineralization 


that may lead to larger deposits under favorable geologic conditions. 


Recommendation is made that no more exploratory or development 


work be done with Government assistance, but that the company conduct 


a small exploratory project in the vicinity of the three ore lenses 


to prove or disprove the continuation of the deposition. 


It is recommended that the D}'EA certify that the project was 


successful and that the Government is entitled to royalties from 


production. When lenses or pockets of ore are found in the Ida mine, 


production is economically feasible. 


INTRODUCTION 


The United Mining Development Co,, Inc., made application during 


1951 for a DIVEA loan for an exploratory drifting project at the Ida 


mine. The property was examined by a mining engineer of the Bureau 


of Mines in October 1951, and recommendation was made that the coma-


pany be granted a loan. A contract was prepared, and on June 6, 1952, 


it was signed and work started on the project. The contract was 


terminated on 'May 31, 1953, after completion of 585 feet of the allow-


able-600 feet of drifting.

SUMMARY, CCtCIiSIONS AND RECOM€NDATIONS 


By R. L. Middleton 


The Ida property in the Erickson district Tooele County, Utah, 


under lease to United Mining and Development Co,, was examined kUr a 


Bureau of Mines engineer during October 1951. The lessee has requested 


a DM loan of $11,278.37 to explore a mineralized fissure 600 feet 


along its strike. 


Rocks in the area of the Ida property consist chiefly of quartzu' 


ito with intercalated ch].oritio shale. An irregular mass of fine-


grained granitic rock has intruded the sediments and is exposed in 


0	 one area at the surface a short distance from the underground workings. 


Lead-'zinc mineralization is present in the northwest-striking Blaine 


fissure which roughly parallels the strike of the enclosing rocks in 


the area of development. MineraliZation consists of galena, spha1erte 


and write in a gangue of quartz and calcite. Ore shoots are found 


along the fissure principally in areas of intersection of the faaure and 


favorable ohioritic shale. 


Coat of the proposed drifting, as estimated by the applicant, is 


believed to be too ].ow. The exami ning engineer has estimated the 


proposed 600 feet of drifting will cost $16,548. 


It is concluded that a fair chance exists that sufficient ores 


will be found to repay the proposed loan. It is recommended that the

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INTRODUCTIt 


A prel iminary examination of the Ida lead-zinc property 


was made October 10, 1951, tr R. L. Middleton of the U. S. Bureau 


of Mines. The engineer was accompanied to the property by John 


Bernard, mine lessee and manager. 


Application for exploration, Docket DN& 1923, asked 


approval of a $31,218.37 loan with Government participation of 50 


percent in matching funds. The cost estimates included in the loan 


application have been revised to 16,548, and this cost is agreeable 


to the Ida mine management.

LOCATICK AND TOPOGRAPHI 


The Ida -propertir Use on the south slope of the Simpson 


Mountains in the southeast part of Tooele County, Utah (fig. 1). 


The specific location is 55 miles west of Eureka, Utah, in T. 10 S., 


R. 8 IL, S.L.B.MII  Erickson mining district. The best route to the 


mine is a graveled road westerly for 27 miles from U. S. Highway 6 


S	 at Jericho, 17 miles south of Eureka, thence north 10 miles by dirt 


road.
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The property, at an altitude of approximately 6,000 feet, is 


in a region of sparse vegetation which affords a lim

poor mine timbers. The topograpIy is moderately steep, and hi].l 


slopes insure drainage, dumpage, and mining backs. A spring in 


Blaine Canyon, 100 yards north of the camp site, yields culinary 


water, and drainage from the lower adit furnishes mill and mine water. 


HISTQI AND PRODUcTIcI 


During the 1880s the Ida mine, then known as the B l ai ne mine, 


produced 100 tons of lead carbonate ore from the aha11uw oxidized

zone of the Elaine fissure. From 1918 to 1925 the property, operated 


1r the Utah Zinc Co., produced 85 tons of ores which averaged 2.2 


ounces of silver per ton, 19.5 percent lead, and 13.7 percent zinc 


During the past year, the present mine management has rehabilitated 


the lover adit and 115 tons of ores averaging 10,3 percent load and 


9,6 percent zinc has been produced. The adjoining property to the 


west the Bar-X mine, is producing approximately 150 tons of lead-


zinc-silver ores per week. 


OWNERSHIP AND EX1ENT 


The Ida mine property, owned ty James Morgan of Eureka, Utah, 


consists of six unpatented lode mining claims. These claims are 


leased to the United I*tntng and Development Cop of Salt Lake City. 


John Bernard, president of the company and Ida mine manager, stated 


that a landlordta subordination agreement can be obtained from Morgan.
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DESCRIFTICK CF THE 1PSiTS 


Rocks in the immediate area of the Ida property are principally 


quartzite with intercalated chioritic shale. A small,, irregular mass 


of fine-grained granitic rock has intruded the area and is exposed 


at the surface a short distance to the northwest of the underground 


workings (fig. 2). 


Structure in the area is essentially homoclinal. The sedimentary 


series strikes northwest and dips 250 to 359 northeast. The Blaine 


fissure, the most prominent in the area, roughly parallels the strike 


of the enclosing rooks in the area of developient. The fissure dips 


0	 steeply to the northeast. Considerable movement has taken place on 


the fissure as shown by strong sliokensides present in the wall rocks, 


and crushing of fissure filling. 


Mineralization consists of galena, apha].erite and write with 


quartz and calcite gangue,as fissure filling, Little replacement of 


the wall rock has occurred, Minable are is found in small shoots 


along the fissure, principally in areas of intersection of the fissure 


and favorable chloritic shale. The shoots vary from 1 to 4 feet in 


width, probably averaging approximately 3 feet. 


Outcrops of the Blaine fissure are covered by considerable 


overburden northwest of the underground workings; thus, the strike 


length of the fissure has not been determined. The relation of the

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strike and dip of the fissure with the topography is favorable for 


development of extensive backs above the lover adit, as drifting 


progresses to the northwest. 


The wail rock of the Blaine fissure is not highly altered and 


atands fairly well without timbers Timbering is necessary in some 


areas that have been crushed by movement. 


MLNABIE CRE RESERVES 


Francis Cameron, while employed by the International Smelting 


and Refining Co., reported 11,087 tons of assured area assaying 5.6 


percent;mad and 6.66 percent zinc ores. The mine produced 115 toe 


of ore, principally from rehabilitation work, after the above esti-


mate was made0 No sampling was done relative to the preparation of 


this report, but examination of the irregular and sporadic minerali-


zation suggests a tonnage estimate loss than that given by Cameron, 


PRESENT STATUS 


The Ida mine has been developed by three adits which expose the 


Blaine fissure for 4200 feet (figs. 2, 3 and 4) • Except for replacing 


a few rail sections, the lover adit has been rehabilitated and explora-


tion work can begin from that area. 


The nine is adequately equipped with housing, tool shed, conprea-


sor house, nibIng equipment and tools. A gravity mill with a capacity 


of 2 tons per hour has the following flow sheet:

PROJECT PROPCEAIS WITh COSTS 


The proposed project consists of extending the lower adit approxi-


mately 600 feet in a northwest direction within the mineralized zone 


of the Blaine fissure (figs. 2 and 4) • The applicant has estimated the 


program will cost $11,218.37; however, this cost is based on a direct 


cost of $10 per foot for drifting, which is too low. The cost of this 


drifting, as estimated by the examining engineer, is $27.33 per foot.

Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
lOgs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four .copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form.

MQN1HLY REPORT 
The. Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 


required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104----Operator's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is 'a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con- 
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under, Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do hot 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a

third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other seven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer. This certification may be stated thus, 
"Certified True Copy (or Transcript)", followed by appro-
priate signature. If the Executive Officer of the Region 
determines that a contract under Form MF200 should have 
an "on-site" audit, that is, a Government auditor should 
make an audit of the Operator's books and records of account, 
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with 
original or certified documents except in cases of equipment 
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00. in these 
cases the original or a certifiedcopy of the purchase order or 
invoice should be attached to the Monthly Voucher.

Preparation of Form MF-104A-0prator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. Thepurpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be 
reported for a particular project. It, will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-

In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain 
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have 
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided 
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made 
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor 'charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable basis. "Operating Equipment", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by' Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided, for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs.

corporation was defunct and its assets had been liquidated in the 
payment of outstanding obligations.

As all administrative ans available resulted in the remittance of 
only $27.20 by Harold T. Morgan, the balance due of $27.19 was 
determined to be administratively uncollectible. Accordingly, . in 
conformance with 'the provisions of 4 GAO 5000 0 the matter was 
reported to the Claims Division of the ii. S. General Atcounting 
Office by letter dated February 6, 1961.

The Operator (Contractor) of a'fi exploration project is 


required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's MonIhly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling; the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


•Tndér Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the e*ploratory operations.

Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
ser'vices, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures, 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) Covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis.

• Preparation of Form MF-104A—Operalor's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The ptirpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be 
reported for a iarticular project. It will be necessary for the Opeiator to dislribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. Thesethree items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short of the entire contract period. 


Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF--104 for both monthly and 
cumulative costs. The "Total Costs" on Form MF-104A for each month should equal 
the, monthly "Total Costs" as reported on Form MF-104.. This isalso true of the "Total 
Costs To Date". 


In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain 
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs. may have 
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided 
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made 
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labàr charged to , such 
phases, or on some other equitable basis. "Operating Equipment", "Initial. Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided, for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs.

The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is

(a) Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-1b4A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-. 
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lOwer left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under, Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Oerator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures, 
and equipment.

(5) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and 


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description Of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map;

The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 


required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voncher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items 'of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount , of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial 'rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other seven categories. 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer. This certification may be stated thus, 
"Certified True Copy (or Transcript)", followed by appro-
priate signature. If the Executive Officer of the' Region 
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have 
an "on-site" audit, that is, a Government auditor should 
make an audit of the Operator's books and.records of.account, 
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with 
original or certified documents except in cases of equipment 
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00.

Preparation of Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose Of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish thesupervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent informationis desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blanks lines, however, for those unusual phases which my need to be 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short of the entire contract period. 


Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF-104 for both monthly and 
cumulative costs. The "Total Costs" on Form MF-104A for each month should equal 
the monthly "Total Costs" as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of. the "Total 
Costs To Date". 


In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain 
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have 
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided 
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made 
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable basis. "Operating Equipnient", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs.

signed's rights to rentals or royalties under the terms of said lease; and 


The undersigned further agrees that if said leasehold interest should be surrendered or if said 
lease should terminate at any time prior to the expiration of the rights of the United States of 
America under said Exploration Project Contract, the undersigned shall assume and does hereby 
assume all of the obligations of the Lessee under said Exploration Project Contract to make repay-
ment to the United States of America according to the terms of said contract; and 


The undersigned agrees to commit no act, nor assert any claim under judicial process or other-
wise that may contravene or conflict with the prior lien and claim of the United States of America 
under the provisions of said Exploration Project Contract. 


This undertaking and covenant shall be binding upon the heirs, successors, and assigns of the 
undersigned.
