I have reviewed the application for an exploration loan for
the property named in the subjecte We do not have sufficient pertinent
information in the Geological Survey files to evaluate this application,
The property is in an area in which numerous showings of uranium minerals
have been reporteds The applicant, however, gives no specific information
about the amount and uranium content of material on these properties other
than a single statement that 280 tons of ore were produced in 1951, I
think it likely that this application should be referred to the field
team but I believe more factual information on the grade of deposits should
be obtained before field examination is decided upon,

If field examination is made, it is worth noting that the proposed
plan of exploration indicates a very sketchy and, in part, erroneous idea
of the manner in which ore occurs in deposits of this typee, Thus a
significant part of a field examination should be directed toward setting
up a plan of exploration appropriate to the type of geology of the deposits.
Very likely such a plan would result in a material reduction in the amount

of work and cost below that proposed by the applicant. f
