4, (a). The property is inactive at this time, and never has been operated upon a large
scale. It consists, instead, of five tunnels, one driven years ago a distance:
of 135', and a probable total of 10,000 cu.ft. moved. Some of these tunnels are
now oaved. Except for a temporary spell of work (placer) in 1947, most' of the
effort was of an exploratory nature, supporting the one man (Ed Hines) who did
the bulk of the work. (From 1896). Production facilities,(except for a Denver
-Mineral Jig still on the property since 1947 and available for use now if so
indicated after survey) are nil. Water and electricity are available, as is
housing, close by. Accessibility to the property itself is simple -via thirty
minutes of paved highway from Salt Lake City and a good gravel road up the i
American Fork Oanyon to Dutchman Flat. The narrow road up the east side of
Mary Ellen Gulch to the claims periodiocally requires clearing of large rocks,
but only upon a short stretch of its 1} mile length. Distance to ehipping, to
residence (other than at Dutchman Mine housing), and to supplies: Alpine, ten
miles; American Fork City, approximately 20 miles.

Generally speaking, from the naturs of adjacent properties, it would appear

that thie property will have mineralization in deposits bedded, and veins, as
well as placer. Outcroppings are common, one of which yielded(1951)a large
chunk of galena, The Roosevelt claim discovery, for example, started out

under a ledge of blue lims, then ran into a lot of iron, of which we have some
samples. This tunnel, run in only 20', is now caved, but would warrant re-
working, Reasons for wishing to explore can better be judged from the followings

Meeecereoin addition to the fact that Mary Ellen Gulch has been a sluiceway for
eons for the products of erosion from areas of famous mines to the emst and
north, es indicated by sampling the alluvial matter, the American Volunteer
property's proximity to such lead-silver producers as the Dutchman, only a half
mile southeast, and the Miller Hill property just to the east, would indicate
thorough exploration for the extension of such mineralization into its ground.
Referring to the geology set forth in pages 137 through 140, of "Geology and Ore
Deposits of the Oottonwood-American Fork Area, Utah", Geological Survey Paper
201, it would appear that there is a possibility of intercepting the Silver Fork
Fault, which probably passes from the Yankee Mine ‘at the north, down Mary Ellen
Gulch to the Dutchman Mine, as suggested at the top of page 138.(At hand 18 a
sample believed to be from an extension into Mary Ellen Gulch from the area
mentioned at bottom page 142- top page 143.)

" Quoting from Ludlow B. Glafcoke, mining engineers ".......I panned samples from
holes dug along Mary Ellen Creek. (45th 3tar and Knew It Was Thers claims). The
concentrates contain black sand sulphides of iron and copper, and free gold." He
sontinues, "The general location of the property is such as to warrant prospecting
and development work along the several faults (fault zones) and bedded outoroppings
exposed on the property. The geologieal positiom of the property is such that it
is reasonable to assume that the ore-produsing fissurss entering this property from
the presently~-producing properties carry commercial deposita of ore. The property
is ideally located from a mining stendpoint, with the natural resources available
for mining purposes on the property."

Mr. Glafcke, after many inspection trips to the property, advises the drilling of
various tast holes, sanmpling of ore therefrom, and the determinstion from these

milling of existing values in the alluvial deposits of the area, citing the values
he recoversd in lead, silver, and gold from the “45th Star® and "Knew It Was There"
claims, It s felt that recovery of these values cen help cover other costs of
development, subsequently indicated, and after initial exploration findings made
possible through DMEA aid,

It would slmost appaar, from the once-prosperous snd recently-prosperous areas
more or less adjoining the Volunteer property, that all the Voluntesr ever has
needed is sufficient expert exploration beyond the original discoveries. In the
opinion of Frank L. Hines, who had wide experience in the development of mining
-properties, the American Volunteer holds considerable promise; considerably
beyond the fact that it supported his brother, Ed iHines, for manyyears from the
results of a small scale operation.
