I have reviewed the Field Team report about the properly 
identified in the subject above, and have discussed it with hr. H. 
D. Keiser, Bureau of lanes member of the Commodity Committee. 


Proposal 


The applicant proposed to ex r lore for uranium by driving 
five 600-foot cross cuts, two on the south group and three on the 
north group of claims.


Comment 


Uranium minerals are sporadically distributed in the 
Shinarump conglomerate and the 1owr part of the Chinle formation 
on the aphicants claims. Locally they are sufficiently concentrated 
to constitute ore as attested by the production of about 102 tons 
from one claim in the south group. The Field Team concludes that the 
occurrences on the north group, which are rrostly associated with 
carbonized logs, are too small and sparsely distributed to warrant 
exploration. The Field Team report recommended, however, that two 
600-foot cross cuts be driven on the south group, but also believed 
that the project be deferred until results of drilling lanried by the 
Zftomic 1nergy Commission were known Some of this drilling was 
5ctèd to explore part of the applicants ground. 


Subsequent to preparation of the report the A.B.C. completed 
a drilling project to the north of the applicants ground in the same 
formations, but did not drill the applicants round. The memorandum 
to A. H. Koschniann, from EL J. Roberts, dated April 29, which 
accompanies the report states, "It is the opinion of the A.E.C. 
geoloists that the Cop'er claims do not warrant further exploratory 
work at the present tirae. It is therefore concluded that the 
application for a loan be denied." Although interpretation of the 
results of the A..C. drilling, which are not given in the meinorañdnm 
may be a sound basis for concluding that exploratory work previously 
recommended is not now warranted, the reasning concerning the 
applicability of those results to the aplicants property is not made clear. 


Recommendation 


I concur with the Field Teams appraisal that the proposed 
exploration is not justifiable on the applicantS north group.

Introduction 


. Nicholas 3. Murphy, Moab, Grand County, Utah baa applied to the 


Defense Minerals Bbcploration Mmi ni strat ion for a loan to explore for uranium on 


his claims located on the south side of Seven Mile Canyon near Moab, Utah (FIg. 3.). 


In accordance with a request from the Field Team, Region IV, an eym1rtion of 


the property was made October 29 and 30, 1952 by C • H. WiUden and J. W. Hasler 


of the U. S. Geological Survey, and 3. F. Haie5 of the U. S. Bureau of Mines.

•	 The Murphy claims are on the north side of the Moab antic].ine about 10 


miles northwest of Moab, Utah. The sedimantary rocks in the inmdiate area of the 


claims range in age from Perinian to Jurassic and consist of sandstone, shale, mudetone,' 


].imaatone, and cong].oxrarate (Fig. 2). The beds in this area strike N. ].5°W. and 


dip about 3.5° to the southwest. The uranium mineralization occurs in sandstone 


and niudstone beds In lenses of Shinaruinp conglomarate. 


The Cutler formation of Permian age is the oldest formation exposed 


in the immediate area of the claims. The Cutler. formation is unconformabiy 


overlain by the Moenkopi formation of lower Triassic age. The Moenkopi is im-


conformably overlain by the Shinarun conglomerate and by the Chi-nie formation where 


the SMnrun is absent. The Shinarun conglomerate and the Chinle formation are 


of upper Triassic age. The Wiñgate sandstone of Jurassic(?) age conformably 


overlies the Chile formation and is over].ain by the Kayenta formation of Jurassic (?)

The Sh1nMrun conglomerate is not present everywhere in the vicinity of 


the Murphy claims, due either to non-deposition or erosion. The Shinarun is

contains some sandstone and sandy mudstone lenses. 


The bab Fault, a prpnth nt northwest-trending normal fault with about 


2,600 feet displacement, traverses the area d,out 3/4 to 1 mile northeast of the 


l'kn'phy claims. The northeast side of the fault is din thrown. 


Ore Deposits 


On the north side of Seven Mile Canyon uranium ore bodies have been 


reported in both the Chinle	 . Shinarun formations, with locally high grade 


deposits in caloareous conglomerate of the Shinarun formation. On the south 


side of Seven Mile Canyon uranium minerálizátion was noted only in sandstone 


and sandy mudstone beds of the Shinarun conglomerate. The deposits on the 


Murphy claims are low grade and very discontinuous. The only uranium mineral 


identified was carnotite. 


Uranium mineralization was noted by the exi m1n1ng geologists on four of 


Murphy's claims, the Copper No. 1, Copper No. 1&, Copper No. IB, and Copper No. 3B, 


and reported by the applicant on a fifth claim, the Copper No. 7. On the Copper No. I, 


Copper No. IA, and Copper No. lB clim the uranitun occurs as unidentified uranium 


minerals principally disseminAted in light-gray to light-green sandstone and 


sandy mudstone, and, to a m4nor extent, replaces carbonized woody, material. On 


the Copper No. 3B cb tm the only uranium mineralization noted was a smAll carbonized 


log partially replaced by carnotite.

The Copper No. I. claim is the only- claim with a production record. The 


applicant shipped a total of 101.93 tons of ore with an average grade of 0.27%

unable to find any promising radioactIve anomRlies in the adit. One six-foot 


channel sanle cut from the side of the edit 49 feet from the portal assayed

Ore Reserves 


The blocked out ore on the Copper No. 1 claim has been largely mined, 


and the remMriing uraniun-bearing material is too low grade to m1n	 Despite 


the fact that the applicant mined 100 tons of ore from this property, there is 


no apparent basis for inferring ore reserves beyond the present workings. The 


uranium showings on the other claims are too low grade and too discontinuous 


to permit oalculation';of inferred ore reserves on these properties. 


Proposed Exploration 


•	 The applicant has pràposed driving five 600 foot crosseuta on showings 


that he considers to be promising on the Copper No. 1, Copper No. ]J, Copper No. 38 


(2 crosscuts), and Copper No. 7 claims, (fig. 3). The work as outlined by the 


applicant would cost a total of $79,030.00. 


Under the applicants proposal, orossouts 4 and 5 on the Copper No. .38 


and Copper No. 7 claims, respectively, would be driven at points where SmRll 


carbonized logs partly replaced by carnotite crop out. In general, uranium-


bearing logs are so erratically dintributed throughout the Shinarun oonglonrate 


that an exploration program involving the driving of drifts in search for "buM0 


logs has little geologic BEnt, however, the msTh purpose of the crosacuts is to 


establish possible ore trends or chzmels and to test the possibility of increased 


grade of ore at depth beyond the zone of weathering, down the dip of the ore-bearing 


horizon. Crosacuts proposed on the Copper No. 31, 38, 14 and Copper No. 7 claims 


do not appear to be as well located as the ones on the Copper No. 1, IL, and lB 
claims since the latter claims have had SOUE production, and show possible 


occurrences of ore grade material.

The two croascuts proposed by the applicant on the Copper 1, and. ]JA c1,i1n 


appear to have a good chance of finding additional oommarcial ore, as ieU as 


establishing any possible ore trends. It is recommanded that these two 6(X) foot 


crosscuts be driven as shown in fig. 3. However, the .&tomic Enerr Commission 


has recently begun exploratory work on nearby ground and is reported to have 


plans for diamond drilling the Copper C1ia1 n No. 1 and iSA, in the near future. 


• LAs the IA. E. C • drilling program will explore part of the area the applicant has 


proposed to do DN work on, it is recoinmanded that the program outlined in this 


report be deferred until the LA. E • C. drilling is well advanced. More promising 


areas may be discovered by the dri].].ing and a more definite exploratory program 


can be set up.


Smimzary and Conclusions 


The Murphy claims are underlain by the Moenkopi, Shinarunip, and Chinle 


formations of Triassic age, and the Wingate and Kayenta formations of Jurassic(?) 


age • Uranium mineralization is present on soma of the claims as carnotite 


partially replacing carbonized woody material in the Shinarun conglomarate, and 


as unidentified uranium minerals disseminated in a sandy mudstone lens of the 


Shinarun conglomarate. 


The property has produced 101.93 tons oi' 0.27% U308 ore, all from an 


Copper No. 1 claim. There are only a few areas of coinmarcia]. grade 


ore exposed on the applicant s oldins at the present tima.

The applicant has requested a loan of 79,O30.00 to be used for driving 


five 600 foot crossouts on what he considers to be promising showings on foin-


c].aiina. Three of the proposed oroascuts on the Copper Nos. 3!L, 3B, h1, and 


Copper No. 7 claims have little geologic msrit at the presenttine. 


Present ore showings in the workings on the Copper No. 1 and ].& ólaims 


are notteo promising, but 60 feet of drift has produced 101.93 tons of ore 


averaging 0.27 percent U30.

PELSENT STATUS 


At the present time, the workings on the Copper Group consist of 


a few hundred feet of exposed rim plus two short adits in .the South 


Group.	 These adits are 60 feet and 5 feet in length, respective]y, 


and were ' started on the most promising mineralization exposed during


the road construction. Some ore was sorted from the adits and mixed with 


that obtained from the rim stripping to make up the 101.93, tons of ore 


reported above.

However, this agency apparent]y does not consider the Copper 


claims to have sufficient geologic merit to warrant exploratory work 


south of Seven Nile Canyon. 


CONCIIJSIONS AND RECON€NDTIONS 


A small tonnage of ore has been produced from the South Group of 


c]ai by hand sorting the low-grade uranium-bearing sandstone and 


conglomerate. However, geologic evidence indicates the improbabilitr 


of discovery of significant ores by performance of exploratory work 


proposed by the applicant. It is therefore recommended by the examining 


geologists and engineer that the loan request be denied.

I have reviewed the application included in the subject 
docket, discussed the application with Robert Schnable, Acting 
Geological Survey Member, and consulted a copy of AEC report PNO-8l, 
"Geology of the Seven Nile Canyon Uranium Deposits, Grand County, 
Utah," by Robert F. Droullard and Everett E. Jones, which report 
pertains to the general area involved under the application. 


Comparison of the maps in the aforesaid report with that 
accompanying the application indicates that the actual presence of 
the Wingate formation is questionable over most of the area involved 
in the crosscutting proposed in the application. Furthermore, the 
report indicates that horizontal or angle diamond drilling should be 
considered in any proposed exploration in the general area. 


It is recommended that the application be referred to the 
field team for investigation and report, with the suggestion that 
the team consult M 11 Lowell Hilpert, Geological Survey, and Mr. Ernest 


/Gordon, Atomic Energy Commission, Grand Junction, Cob. 


It is further recommended that the field team be asked to 
report specifically as to (1) the merit of exploration in the general 
area by crosscutting as opposed to diamond drilling, either vertical 
or horizontal, (2) the probable economic return to the applicant in 
the event he would bring into production high-le uranium ore which 
seems to prevail in the area, and (3) the advisability of initially 
considering all the exploration proposed under the application.

AlL of the 
exposed outcrop is radioactive with certain 5eøtions 1ndicit1ng 
commercial ore. Three short tunnels have been started on the 
better ore showings.
