The applicant requested exploration assistance in the amount
of $7,200.00 to sink 16 shafts an average depth of 30 feet '00 explore
8 pJ.acer claims.


The area in the vicinity of the placer deposits is underlain
largely by Cambrian limestone and quartzite that have been intruded by
the Notch Peak quartz-monzonite stock. The tungsten and cobalt placer
deposits have resulted from erosion of the quartz monzoni.te.


The ore minerals found in the gravel deposit consist of
scheelite and possibly some unidentified cobalt minerals. Four samples
of the gravel taken on Eddy No. 3 claim by the Field Team were anal¥zed
for W03 and Co. Results of analyses merely show the presence of tungsten
in the placer deposit.


The eXamining engineer and geologist of the Field Team, Region IV,
believe the content of t.ungsten and cobalt in the gravels is too low to
warrant further consideration at this tim. They, therefore, recommend
that the loan request be denied.


We concur in the denial.
