Upon inquiry, it was found that AEC 


planned to drill this area, and so action on the application was deferred. 


This memorandum report summarizes the results of AEC drilling and recommends 


that the application be denied0 


The application proposed drifting northward from the two mine work-


ings shown by the ticrossed pick and hammer U symbols on the accompanying map and 


to crosscut between these drifts. As this ground was tested by 7 of the AEC 


drill holes, L of which were barren and 3 of which cut very weakly mineralized 


rock, there appears little chance 0± finding significant reserves with the pro-


posed drifting. For this reason it is recommended that the application be 


denied.


Incidentally, the ownership listed on the AEC map is not exactly the 


same as that indicated in the application and the claim locations are not 


exactly the same. It is not known which source of information is correct.
