•	 It is assumed that such a geologic environment is jhe favorable one for 


urarium deposits in this area. 


As the Shinarump is present along only 3. relatively small part of 


the outcrops in the area (see attached map), and as it förms• channel fills 


along only a small part of the outcrops where the formation'is present, 


the chance Of the proposed shaft cutting an ore body is slight. For this 


reason, it is recommended that the application be denied. Firthermore,. 


the proposed shaft might be more appropriately considered development 


work than exploration. With good core recovery, a diamond-drill hQle 


would yield 'nearly as much information as the shaft ad would cost 


much less.

THIS CONTRACT, entered into on April 3	 ., 1953, 
by and between the UNITED STATES ATOMIC ENERGY COMMISSION (hereinafter 
• called the Comnission"), acting as agent of and on behalf of the 
UNITED STATES OF AMERICA, and	 LaFlorecita Mining Company 


1153 EpSt 6th South Street, Salt Lake City 2, Utah 
(hereinafter called the "Contractor), 


WITNESSETH THAT: 


WHEREAS, the Commission has been permitted by the Department 
of the Interior to search for, extract and remove uranium deposits 
from Capitol Reef National Monument (hereinafter called the "Monument"); 
and


WHEREAS, it is necessary under the Commissions's program for 
the acquisition of source materials that certain areas of the Monument 
be developed and. operated for the production of uranium ores; and 


WHEREAS, the Contractor has. discovered deposits in the Monument 
and is willing to produce ore from those deposits; and 


WHEREAS, this agreement is authorized by and has been negotiated 
under the Atomic Energy Act of 1946 in the interest of the common 
defense and security; 


NOW, THEREFORE, the parties hereto do mutually agree as follows: 


I. The Contractor agrees to carry on operations to produce 
uranium ores from the property described in Appendix I?Au attached. 
hereto and made a part hereof. Should any question arise as to the 
exact boundaries of said property, the boundaries as determined by 
the Commission shall be accepted as final and binding on the parties 
hereto. The Contractor shall remove deposits only within the vertical 
planes of the boundary lines of the said. premises. The Contractor 
shall not work the property for minerals other than uranium, and 
shall not remove significant amounts of ore which do not contain 
uranium. 


2. The term of this contract shall be from April 3, 1953 


	


t o_April 3, 1956	 , inclusive. 
However .,-it may be terminated by the Commission because of a viola-
tion by the Contractor of any of its obligations hereunder or termi-
nated automatically by the Secretary of Interior's revocation of the 
authority granted to the . Commission to permit operations on the 
Monument.







3. The Contractor agrees to rreserve and protect all 
natural and. archaeological features and conditions of the-Monu-
ment to the fullest extent feasible and economically -practicable 
consistent with operations hereunder. 


4. The Contractor agrees: 


a. To enter upon the premises and commence work 
within thirty (30) days after the date. of this contract, 
and work the property in a manner consistent with good 
and economical ore production practices, so as to take 
out the greatest amount',of uranium ore possible (unless 
otherwise authorized by te Commission), with due regard 
(1) to the development and praserivation of the property 
as a workable property, and (2) to the other provisions 
of this contract (including paragraph 3 above). 


b. To work the property steadily and continuously 
during the term of this contract, with not less than 
30 shift. s/ of work during each calendar month, unless 


other arrangements are approved in writing by the Com-
mission or unless.the Contractor is prevented from work-
ing the property for reasons beyond' its control. The* 
word "shift" means the labor of one-man for one day of 
at least eight hours.,, 


• C. To ship all. ore at its own expense with reason-
able diligence after production to such uranium process-
ing plant or buying station as the Commission shall direct. 
The Commission reserves the right to take and remove all 
ores not so shipoed with reasonable diligence,andto 
credit the Contractor with the value of his services in 
producing such ores less sums due the Government from 
the Contractor, including the cost of such taking and 
removal.  


d. . To well and sufficiently timber the workings 
at all points where proper, in accordance with good ore 
production practice; to repair all old timbering wherever 
it may become necessary. 


e. To keep all drifts, tunnels, shafts, winzes 
and, other workings thoroughly drained and clear of loose 
rock, rubbish, and in a safe and secure condition at all 
times unless pr,2vented by extraordinarr operating casu-
alty, and to arrange'to leave the floor of all crosscuts 
and other workings in good, even, unobstructed "condition 
at all times, and to stow no waste underground nor fill 
in stopes withot the written consent of the Commission.

f. To make all drifts at least six (6) feet 
high and four (4) feet wide in the clear. 


g. To cover all holes drilled and cover and 
maintain in safe condition all shafts and other open-
ings when finished with use. 


h. To allow the Commission and its representatives 
at all times to enter upon the property and into all 
parts of the workings for purposes of inspection.,sam- 


pling and mapping. 


i. To keep proper records of (1) shifts worked, 
(2) tonnage and grade of ore developed and extracted 
and (3) development work and drilling performed and 
assay data pertaining thereto, 


j. To permit the Commission to audit the records 
specified above in paragraph 1, and to submit reports 
to the Commission covering' these matters when requested 
to do so.


k. To permit the Commission to inspect maps and 
assay records relating to the premises. 


5. The Contractor may use the surface of the area described 
only insofar as such use is necessary for the conduct of efficient 
operations, including the right of way over the surface for access 
to the workings. The Contractor shall have the right, to the 
extent required for efficient operati tons, to erect buildings and 
structures and install machinery, and it shall under the direction 
of the designated representative of the National Park Service of 
the Department of Interior (hereinafter called "Service") ., and 
subject to the option of the Commission provided for in paragraph 
6 below, remove any such buildings, structures and machinery 
placed on the property by it and restore their sites to a satis-
factory condition within ninety (90) days after the end of the 
term of this agreement, or after its termination. These rights 
are granted subject to the proviso that no roads or trails or 
buildings or other structures shall be constructed or erected 
except upon the prior approval of the designated representative 
of the Service, it being understood that only those physical facili-
ties which are necessary for efficient operations hereunder shall, 
be installed. The Contractor shall have no right to cut and use 
timber except upon the written authorization of the designated 
representative of the Service. 


6. The Contractor hereby grants to the Commission and the 
Service an option, (which may be exercised by either), to purchase 
at their reasonable salvage value all buildings, structures, machin-
ery, rails and pipe installed or located by the Contrmctor on the 
premises, and remaining there at the end of the term or on the 
termination of this contract, this option to be exercised not 
earlier than ten (10) days. prior to nor later than sixty (60) days 
after the end of the term or after the temin'ition.

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7. a. It is understood that neither the Commission 
nor the Service shall be responsible for any mechanics' 
or other liens, encumbrances or liabilities incurred 
by the Contractor in connection with the operation of 
the premises, and the Contractor assumes all responsi-
bility for and will save the Commission and the Service 
harmless from all claims of whatsoever nature arising 
from .the operation or occupancy of the premises. The 
Contractor shall forthwith post, and at all times keep 
posted, in some conspicuous place upon the premises a 
notice stating in substance that the property is being 
operated by the Contractor under an agreement with the 
Commission and that neither the'Commission nor the 
property shall be subject to any liens, claims or encum 
brances arising in connection 4th its occupancy and 
operation by the Contractor. Neither the Commission 
nor the Service shall be liable to any person not a 
party to this agreement for any claims arising in con-
nection.with this agreement or the premises. 


b. The Contractor agrees to protect and indemnify 
the Commission and the Service against any payroll taxes 
or contributions imposed with respect to any employee of 
the Contractor by any applicable law dealing with old 
age pensions, unemployment compensation' workmen's com-
pensation insurance and related subjects. The Contractor 
agrees to insure or cause to be inred to each and every 
workman employed in and upon the premises the compensation 
provided for in and by each and every statute applicable 
thereto with resbect to workmen's compensation and/or 
employers' liability, in a reputable and financially re-
sponsible insurance company, and to furnish to the Com-
mission evidence of such insurance. 


c. The Contractor agrees to procure and maintain 
such bonds to insure compliance with all the terms of 
this agreement as the Commission may direct. The terms 
of any bond to be procured shall be submitted to the 
Commission for aiyoroval.. 


L a. In consideration of the Contractor's performing 
the services provided for and complying with the terms of 
this agreement, the Contractor shall receive the proceeds 
due, if any, from the uranium ore processing plant or 
buying station to which ore is delivered. However, the 
Contractor shall pay to the Service by check or money order 
payable to the Treasurer of the United. States, a royalty 
per ton of uranium ore extracted equivalent to ten (10%) 
percent of the iDayment received by the Contractor (1) fran 
the processing plant or buying station and (2) in the case 
of bonus payments, from the Commission. For the purpose of 
calculating this royalty the development and haulage allow- 
ances shall be excluded.

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9. Payment of such royalties during any calendar 
month shall be due and payable at the Office of the Super- 
intendent, Zion and Bryce Canyon National Parks, Springdale, 
Utah on or before the 20th thy of the succeeding month, 
unless otherwise mutually agreed upon, which agreement shall 
not require an amendment to this contract. 


10. The Contractor shall immediately notify the Com-
mission of all ore deposits of any kind which may be dis- 
covered by it, in any menner, by working within, or from the 
premises.


11. The Contractor must comply with the regulations of 
the Secretary of Interior governing the Monument except as 
they are inconsistent with the performance of this contract. 


12. Neither this agreement nor 'any interest therein or 
claim thereunder shall be assigned or transferred. by the 
Contractor except as expressly authorized, in writing by the 
Commission. 


13. This agreement may be terminated, at the option of 
the Commision, upon failure of the Contractor, except for reasons 
beyond its control, to comply with any of the agreements in 
this contract within fifteen (15) days after the receipt of a 
notice from the Commission specifying such failure and 'request-
ing compliance. In addition, should the Secretary of Interior 
revoke the authority granted to the Commission to enter into 
this ccntract, it shall automatically terminate. Upon termina-
tion the Commission or its representatives may, after demand 
of possession in writing, enter upon the'premises and dispossess 
all persons occupying the same. 


14. All disputes which may arise under this agreement 
which are not disposed of by mutual agreement shall be decided 
by a representative of the Commission, who shall reduce his 
decision to writing and mail a copy thereof to the Contractor. 
Within thirty (30) days from this mailing the Contractor may 
appeal in writing to the Commission, whose written decision 
or that of its designated representative or board (which shall 
not include the representative who made the decision referred 
to above) shall be final and, conclusive. Pending decision of a 
dispute the Contractor shall diligently proceed with performance 
of this contract. 


15. The Contractor warrants that it has not employed any 
person to solicit or secure this agreement upon any agreement 
for a commission, percentage, brokerage, or contingent fee. 
Breach of this warranty shall give the Commission the right to 
terminate this contract, or, in its discretion, charge to the 
Contractor the amount of such commission, percentage, brokerage 
or contingent fee.

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16. No member of or delegate to Congress or resident 
commissioner shall be admitted to any share or part of this 
contract or to any benefit that may arise therefrom, but 
this provision shall not be construed to extend to this 
contract if made with a corporation for its general benefit.

Because 
of this work by the Survey, the AEC has made no detailed studies in this 
immediate area. 


Because the Shinarump conglorate, which contains the uranium 
deposits in this area, is more likely ahsnt than present at the site of 
the proposed shaft, the report recommends that the application be denied. 
Furthermore, it is believed that the proposed shaft would be more appro-
priately considered development work than exploration.

On the 'Oyler Tunnel Tract south of the mine, slightly mineralized 


rock is exposed at several places along the Moenkopi-Shinarump contact.

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CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

In the vicinity of the La Florecita Exploration Tract, the Shinarump 


conglomerate is known to contain uranium-bearing rock of ore grade only 


in the Oyler mine ., where the ore is in the basal beds of the formation 


where it fills a channel cut into the underlying Moenkopi formation. 


It is assumed that such a geologic environment is the favorable 'one for 


uranium deposits in this area. 


As the Shinarump is present along only a relatively small part of 


the outcrops in the area (see attached map), and as it forms channel fills 


along only a small part of the outcrops where the formation is, present, 


the chance of the proposed shaft cutting an ore body is slight. For this 


reason, it is recommended that the application be denied. Furthermore, 


the proposed shaft might be more appropriately considered development 


work than exploration. With good core recovery, a diamond-drill hole 


would yield nearly as much information as the shaft and would cost 


much less.'
