Mbrevspecifically, the three -
claims included in the DNEA project lie on the north facing slope near the
floor at the mouth of Pooi"Canyon about 2 miles northwest of the towﬁsite
of Gold Hill, Utah., The claims lie within T, 7 S., R. 18 W., SLB&M (unsurveyed).

| History and production -

The property included in the DMEA exploration project consisted of
three claims, the Last Chance No. 1, Last Chance No. 2 (am'd) and the |
Apache Chief (am'd). These claims were leased on April 24, 1953 by Timeo,
Inc, from Stardust Mines, Inc. for a period of 15 years..

Tungsten ore was discovered on the Last Cheance No. 1 claim in 1942.
From this discovery, an open pit operation produced two shipments as
follows: December'BO, 1952, 55.66 tona of ore that assayed 0.75 percent‘MOé;
and January 15, 1943 50.48 tons of ore that assayed 0.5} percent W03. It is
probable that considerable hand sorting was done on these shipments as no assays

- of comparable tungsten content have been recorded.
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Later in 1943, tungsten mineralization was discovered in an adit 300 feet
northwest of the first discovery. During 1952, tungsten mineralization was
found in a second adit 500 feet nortlwest of the initial discovery on the same
contacte. Infermittenx tungsten mineralization could be traced along the quartz
monzonite~limestone contact for a distance of 2,500 feet with the aid of
an ultra violet lamp, however, no further production has been recorded.

GEOLOGY

The Gold Hill area at the north end of the Deep Creek‘Range is
descri#ed by Te B. Nolan in U, S. Geological Survey Professional Paper
177, 1935.

Sedimentary rocks exposed in the Gold Hill region range in age from
lower Cambrian to'Recent. These rocks have been complexly folded and faulted
during several periods of deformation; b large irregular stocklike body
of quartz monzonite and some smaller related bodies have been intruded into

principally carboniferous sediments. Emplacement of these intrusive bodies
.appears to have been controlled by pre-existing‘faults. Contémporaneous with
and following the emplacement of the quartz monzonite there were considerable
igneous metaﬁorphic effects at intermittent points generally near the contact.
These effects were in the form of a complex suite of metasomatic minerals which
developed mainly in the limestone. Nolan (1935, p. 92) notes that the
‘development of silicate minerals in the limestone is not confined exclusively
to the immediate contact zone but may make off along favorable beds for a
considerable distance away from the contact. A very heavy dark colored rock
type developed by the intense metasomatic action is composed mainly of

garnet and diopside and is locally termed tactite., Tungsten, bismuth, copper
and molybdenum minerals are commonly found in the tactite and probably are

closely associated with its genetic development.'
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In the DIEA project area the sedimentary rocks are Ochre Mountain
limestone of Mississippian age which has been intruded by small irregular bodies
of quartz monzonite about 1 to 2 miles nortlwest of the main intrusive body.
There has been intermittent development of tactite, which contains sporadic
disseminated deposits of scheelite, at or near the ciuartz monzoniter-limestone
contact. The contact strikes generally southeast and has a gentle southerly
dip. 4An indistinct eé,sterly plunging syncline is present at the eastern end
of the project area. Bedding dips range from nearly flat in the east and
central portion of the project area to fairly steep dips in the western
portion. |

CORE DEPOSITS

The known ore deposits in the project area are confined exclusively
to the tactite zone formed in the Ochre Mountain limestone at its contact
with the irregular bodies of quartz monzonite‘. The scheelite bearing
tactite is made up predominantly of green diopside and brownish garnet and
varies from a few inches to several tens of feet in width and is generally
overlain by a capping of coarsely recrystallized, bleached limestone.
Scheelite occurs in the tactite in thin irregular discontinuous stringers
end as disseminations which in places are sufficiently concentrated to make ore.

The largest tactite zone is exposed at the eastern edge of the project
area where a thin veneer of bleached limestone overlies the intrusive.
Sporadic occurrences of disseminated scheelite are present in thin bodies of
tactite which vary from 2 to 5 feet in thickness and average about 3 feet
thicke During thé initial DMEA examination of this property one assay, Sample
USBM No. 3, from this area assayed 0.26 percent WO3. Dwring the course of
the DMEA project the operators cut two more samples in this area, 98 which
assayed 0.09 percent WO; and 1E which assayed 0.38 percent WOz,
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All of the recorded production from the block.of ground included in the Timco,
Inc. lease has come from this area.

About 500 feet west of the above described tactite aresa an adit driven
prior to the DMEA work exposed a zone of tactite for about 40 feet along the
contact. About 70 feet east of the main adit tactite was noted in'the back
of a 10 foot raise in a small adit. Tactite in this block appears to have
developed intermittently over a distance of abbut 300 feet along the contact.
Tungsten miheralization within this block is very spotty, USBM Sample No. 1
taken at the face of the main adit assayed 0.28 percent WOB, USBM Sample No. 2
taken in the raise driven from the small adit asséyed 0.036 percent W03

To the west of the main adit the limestone~-quartz monzonite contact
has been exposed over a distance of about 700 feet. Intermittent, thin
tactite zones have developed along this contact, however, tungsten mineralization
within these thin tactites is irregularly distributed and widely disseminated
where present.

COMPIETED EXPLORATION

Exploration on the Timco lease of three claims consisted sf approximately
2,000 feet of bulldozer strippiﬁg of the Ochre Mountain limestone-quartz
monzonite contact. The purpose of the stripping operation was to expose
zones of tungsten bearing tactite-developed along the contact. Work called
| for in Exhibit A of the amended contract involves bulldogzer stripping of the
limestone-quartz monzonite contact for 1,500 feet east of the main adit and
500 feet west of the main adit. Work actually completed during the course
of the projéct involved stripping the contact over a distance of about 700 -
feet westerly from the main adit and about 1,300 feet of stripping east of the
main adit. The contract also authorized cutting and assaying 50 saﬁples from
the stripped contact, hdwever, only 10 samples were taken, the location and

assay results of which are recorded on figure 2.
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The stripping program exposed a total of about 300 feet of irregularly
distributed tactite bodies from 6 inches to 4 feet thick west of the main
adit. About 400 feet east of the main adit a large single body of tactite
was exposed between the main intrusive body to the north and an off shoot of
the quartz monzonite on the south. This area appears to be a zone of tactite
developed at the base of a thin capping of limestone. The somewhat
triangular shaped tactite zone in this area is estimated to cover an area
about 150 feet from the apex to a base of about 80 feet, with an average
thickness of about 3 feet.

| ORE RESERVES

Ore reserves on the Timco, Inc. lease may best be considered in
two typeé, two, at and west of the main adit in which all of the scheelite
bearing tactite has only a lateral dimension plus thickness and one east of the
main adit in which the scheelite bearing tactite is exposed in three dimensions.

Block I =~ In the block at the main adit and along the 700 feet of
stripped contact to the west there is exposed a total of about 300 feet of
tactite. Assay samples cut by the operator reveal very erratic scheelite
distribution wiﬁhin these discontinuous tactite bodies. In the‘tactite body
above and just west of the main adit assays of 0.17 percent and 0.22 percent
W03 represent the highest values.

This block is 100 feet long, may extend 20 feet into the hill and
averages 3 feet thick. Using a conversion factor of 10 cubic fest per
ton, this block contains 600 tons of tactite. It is further estimated that
this tonnage may be reduced by a factor of one half in order to allow for
the spotty nature of the scheelite within the tactite.

Thus 1,800 tons of tactite exist in this
block and it is assumed that due to‘the spottiness of the scheelite mineral=
" igation this figure may be halved giving an estimated probable reserve of 900
tons. Two recent assay samples in this area cut by the operators carried 0.09
percent and 0,38 percent WO3. USBM Sample No. 3 cut in this area carried a
0.26 percent WOB. Production from this block was 55 tons of 0.75 percent
W03 and 50 tons of 0.54 percent WO3. It is estimated that the probable
reserve of 900 tons from this block will average from 0.25 to 0.40 percent

WOB. Selective mining practice may up grade the final product but with

a corresponding decrease in tonnage.

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CONGLIiSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

Scheelite mineralization in the tactite which has intermittently
developed between the quartz monzonite and the Ochre Mountain limestone is
very spotty. Stripping operations conducted under tle DMEA exploration |
program have exposed tactite bodies both east and west of the main adit
which contain sporadic disseminations of scheelite. Assays taken by the
U. S. Bureau of Mines engineers and by the operators reveal the Asclrleelite
mineralization to be very widely disseminated in the tactite. Only three
areas provide minable concentrations of scheelite at present market prices.
Tt is estimated that the property contains 900 tons of probable reserves
‘containing 0.25 = 0.40 percent WO3 and 620 tons of inferred reserves
containing 0.20 = 0.36 percent WO3.

Tt has been recommended that a certification of discovery be
issued to cover this property explored under the DMEA contract.

No additional exploration for scheelite can be recommended on the

strength of the information developed by the now términated DMEIA project.

Timco, Inc, was authorized under D.M.E.A. contract No. Idm E-621 to
explore the mineralized zone on the Last Chance No. 1, Last Chance No. 2,
and Apache -Chief claims near Gold Hill, Utah.

In December, 195, we éntered into a contract with Gibbons and Reed
of Salt Lake City, Utah, to strip the vein of ore along the contact on the
Apache Chief, Last Chance No. 1 and Last Chance No. 2 claims. This work was
completed with a D-8 Caterpillar Bulldozer in a very efficient and satisfactory
manner. It was apparent that the decision and amendment to use the larger
equipment was a very wise move.

No stripping was done in the central part of the claim, as we had
already stripped most of this area.

' GEOLOGY

The general geology of the area indicates contact deposits of tﬁngsten
between limestone and decomposed granite. The wolframite and scheelite occur
in a tactite formation varying in grade from 0.01% W03 to as high as LO to
SO%_WGB. The grade of the ore is not consistent in the tactite, but varies
violently thréughout the tactite body as indicated above. The strikesof the
veins are generally in a Nathwest-Southeast bearing and dip almost vertically,
The tactite veins are not of any consistent width, but appear to vary from
several feet to possibly LO feet in width.

At the present
time, these men have produced less than two hundred poﬁnds of concentrates,
which have been shipped to Bishop, California, for selling., Final settle-
ment has not yet been received on this shipment and a full report on same will
be made to your office at the time this is received.

(b) Form MF-104A—Operator’s Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures
wh&ch shows costs for the various types of operation;

(¢) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible,
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches
showing formations penetrated and location and assays
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-

tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; -

logs and assays also are to be submitted.

The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of
the month following,

Preparation of Form MF-104—Ouperator’s Monthly Report
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his
f,{],:er;t should sign the certification in the lower left corner of

e form,

The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952),
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting
activities under other contract forms, N

Under Item (1) delete words ‘“Short Form” if the contract
is & sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word
“Independent” if the. contract reported is on Form MF-200
(A). Also, report work paid for on s unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an
independent contract.

Under Ttem (2) include labor, supervision and technical
setvices incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not
include labor, supervision and technical services used for
work performed under items (5) and (6).

Under Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies- '

used in the project other than that used under items (5)
and (6). ’

Under Item (4) appear the three types of '0pera.ting equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation,
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a

third party will'be reported under “Rental”. The amount
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under *‘Purchase”. The amount of
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion 'of equipment owned will be reported under ‘Deprecia-
ion”’,

Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures,
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported
under items (2) and (3).

Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services,
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project.
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items
(2) and (3).

Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen’s compensation
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis,
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and
workmen’s compensation which are paid by the operator
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included
under item (2) as labor costs.

Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the
other seven categories.

The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200
must be supported by original documentation or by certified
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls,
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional
Executive Officer. This certification may be stated thus,
“Certified True Copy (or Transcript)’’, followed by appro-
priate signature. If the Executive Officer of the Region
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have
an ‘‘on-site’’ audit, that is, a Government auditor should
make an audit of the Operator’s books and records of account,
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with
original or certified documents except in cases of equipment
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00.

Preparation of Form MF-1 04A—Operator’s Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the
form. There are blank lines, however, for those unusual phases which may need to be
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: “Operating Equip-
ment Purchased”, “Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs”, and “New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc.”” The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one
month or period short of the entire contract period.

Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF-104 for both monthly and
* cumulative, costs. The “Total Costs” on Form MF-104A, for each month should equal
the monthly “Total Costs” as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the “Total
Costs To Date”.

In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distributions should be made
on the basis of time spent on the _various phases, on man days of labor charged to such

phases, or on some other equitable basis. “Operating Eqmpment” “Initial Rebabilita- ~

tion and Repairs”, and “New Buildings Improvements, ete.”’, will be distributed to the
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed “Authorized by Contract” will be
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is
usually a part of Exhibit ‘‘A’’ of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided for
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or
