} tives that this channel is adequately tested and that there is little
or no chance of finding a deposit with the proposed work, For that
reason, it is recommended that the application be denied,

As AEC is continuing drill exploration of the second channel
on these claims, the examining team did not recognize a feasible
modified program of exploration for a DMEA project, and none is recommended.

INTRODUCTION AND SUMMARY

The White Canyon Mining Company, P. O. Box 801, Grand‘Junction, Colo.,
has applied (DMEA 3121) to the Defense Minerals Exploration Administration
for financial assistance to explore fof uranium in the White Canyon
district, San Juan County, Utah (fig. 1), The company owns the Ears,
Ears.No..l, New Year No. 1, Hillside, Hillside No. 1, Hillside No. 2,
and April claims in secs. 10 an& 11, T. 37 S., R. 16 E., unsurveyed, Salt
Lake mgridian. These‘sevgq unpatented claims are in a contiguous group
on the rim along the soutﬁuside of Frey Cényon, a tributary to White
Canyon, approximately 67 miles by roa&;west of Blanding, Utah. The
properties are reached from Blanding by Utah Highway 95, a secondary
road in Frey Canyoh,; and an extremely steep mine road to the claims,

The claims are about 85 miles from Monticello, Utah, the nearest station
for receiving uranium ores. The Hite mill of the Vanadium Corporation

of America is about 30 miles by road west of the claims, but is receiving
ore only from the Happy Jack Mine., However, it is beligved that plans
are being made for the expansion of this mill for the treatment of much
of the ore from the White Canyon area, |

The applicants proposed to drive 870 feet of exploratory drift and
400 feet of crosscuts in the channel. The proposed drift would extend
from a point on the ore rim to an intersection with U. S. Atomic Energy
Commission diamond-drill hole 11 (fig. 2). This drill hole and hole 64
are believed to have penetrated a small uranium deposit near the center

of the channel. The crosscuts were plahned to explore the channel for
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50 feet on either side of the centef line of the drift at intervals
of 100 feet; a total of eight crosscuts were proposed. ‘It was further
proposed to expose the north branch of the dhannellby bulldozér trench-
ing.where it is covered by talus on their propertj, to build a road to
the portal of the drift, to build structures for equipmeﬁt and living,
and to provide underground ventilation by churn-dfill holes having a
diameter of 12 inches and spaced at intervals‘of about 300 feet. The

The claims were examined on September 2 and 3, 1953, by
M. H. Salsbury of the U. S. Bureau of Mines, L. J, Miller and Dafyl
Spencer of the-U. S. Atomic Energy Commission, and Albert F. Trites, Jr.,
of the U. S. Geological Survey., [?he field examiners, and the AEC repre-
sentatives as well, are agreed that the channel on the New Year and
New Year No. 1l claims between the oﬁtcrop and drill hole 11 haé’been
adequately tested by drilling and that there is little chance of |
finding a significant deposit with the proposed drifting and cross-
cutting, and, furthermore, that under these conditions, a drift to
drill hole 11 would be more appropriately considered development work
rather than exploration.

GEOLOGY

The area of the Ears group of claims is on the west flank of the
Monument upwarp that extends from northeastern Arizona'to Elk Ridge in
southeastern Utah. Rocks exposed in the area consist of sedimentary
beds of Permian, Triassic, and Jurassic ages. These rocks dip

approximately 2° W.






The Moenkopi formation (lower Triassic), the Shinarump conglomerate
(upper (?) Triassic), and the lower unit of the Chinle formation (upper
Triassic) are exposed at the claims, Talus and slide rock have covered
some of the Shinarump and Chinle beds on the claims,

.The Moenkopi formation is approximately 300 feet thick and consistsA
of interlayered beds of brown siltstone, fine-grained sandstone, and
shale, The Moenkopi beds immediately underlyiﬁg the Shinarump conglomer-
ate have been bleached greenish-gray from a few inches to 2 feet,

The Shinarump conglomeréte ranges from 30 to 50 feet thick and is
composed of beds of conglomeratic sandstone, siltstone, and conglomerate,
The lower beds of the Shinarump conglbmerate £ill a channel that has been
cut into new Moenkopi formation. This channel is bifurcated approximately
1,500 feet behind the rim (fig, 2). This channel; trending réhghly
N. 45° E., has been followed for more than 2,500 feet by diamond drilling
and is believed to be the same channel being drilled on thd north side
of Red Canyon one mile southwest of the rim, The south branch of the
channel is approximately 300 feet wide and 20 feet deep where it has
been exposed by bulldozer trenching at the rim, The base of the north
branch of the channel is covered at the rim, but diamond drilling has
suggested that this channel is slightly smaller than‘the south bi‘anchg
These two branches coalesce to form a channel more than 200 feet wide
and 28 feet deep.

The lower unit of the Chinle formation is about 250 feet thick and
at the outcrop forms a slope above the Shinarump conglomerate. Most of .
the unit is composed of beds of light-gray clayuénd siltstone and a few .
lenticular beds of fine- to medium-grained sandstone. A sandstone bed, .
commonly called the Mossback sandstone in the White Gényon district,

forms the capping ledge; this sandstone ranges from 30 to 50 feet thick. :





ORE DEPOSITS

In the White Canyon distriet, the uranium-bearing deposits are in
Shinarump beds that fill channels cut into the Moenkopi formation,
Most of the deposits are in the central, deeper parts of the‘channels
where they form tabular masses that lie essentially parallel with the
bedding. The deposits range in size from a few tons to mény thousand
tons, of ore; deposits gf average size contain.a few hundreﬁﬁtq}atfew
thousand tons. The ore bodies consist of .»uraninmaqnsi._coppe;; rﬁinerals
that impregnate the rock and replace.fossil ‘wood.. - ?i{jiéﬁhlendgsis; @-he
dominant uranium mineral and is associated with copper sulfides and pyfite._

The uranium deposits in the Ears group of claims are in the lower
3 feet of the Shinarump conglomerate in conglomeratic sandstone contain-
ing carbonized wood and siltstone pebbles, The uranium is believed to
be contained in pitchblende that is replacing carbonized wood, and is
éssociated with chalcopyrite and pyrite that have impregnated the sand-
stone and replaced wood,

A large uranium deposit near the center of the channel at the
Junction of the channels has been discovered by diamond drilling by
the U. S. Atomic Energy Commission. Most of this deposit is believed
to be on the Gizzmo No. 5 claim (fig. 2) owned by D. V. Blake, White
Canyon, Utah, who is planning to drive an inclined shaft to ﬁhe ore body.
A smaller part of this deposit is believed to be on the claims owned by
the White Canyon Mining Company, and to have been penetrated by diamonde
drill holes 17, 49, and 67 (fig. 2 and table 1). The segment of this
ore body owned by the White Canyon Mining Company is estimated to be
LOO feet long, 90 feet wide, and 3 feet thick.

I‘Additional ore deposits may be found by exploring the north branch
;f“iﬁé channel on the Ears and Ears No. 1 claims, but the south branch
on the New Year No. 1 claim seems adequately explored. AEC dfilling
completed thus far on the north branch ofAthe channel has delineated
the trend of the channel, but has not penetrated ore, possibly because
the holes are too near the outer edge of the chanmnel. Secondary uranium
and copper minerals are found in the Shinarump beds at the outcrop of
the north branch, but scintillometer readings made by the AEC do not
indicate the presence of ore-grade material. AEC plans additional
dfilling on the nofth branch, but has discontinued exploration on the
south branch because of the relatively small size of ﬁhe deposits
it believes will be found,

.The largest deposit that could be expected by exploring the
south branch is believed to be considerably less than 2,000 tons,

-Such a deposit, if confined to the channel, would be between drill
hole 72 and the narrow point qf the channel near drill hole 7, between
the narrow point in the channel and drill hole 3, or between drill hole
3 and the oufcrop. Little hope is maintained for the discovery of a.
significant deposit between drill hole 72 and the narrow point of the
channél near drill hole 7. Drill hole 72 has penetrated a basal
Shinarump sandstone bed containing minor amounts of chalcopyrite
believed to be in a weakly mineralized zone bordering the ore deposit
at drill hole 11, This sandstone is also much thinner in drill hole

SUMMARY, CONCLUSIONS, AND RECOMMENDATIONS

By M. H. Salsbury and A. F. Trites, Jr.

The Ears Claim group, property of the White Canyon Mining
Company, Inc., Grand Junction, Colo., located in the White Canyon
Mining District, San Juan County, Utah, was investigated on
September 2 and 3, 1953, by a Region IV Defense Minerals Exploration
Administration examining :team, accompanied by field personnel of
the Atomic Energy Commiésion and Raymond Starr, :epresenting the
applicant.

Application has been made for Governmsnﬁdassistance to explore
buried stream channels in the Shinarump formation by adit tunnel,
crosscuts, and surface stripping,at an estimated cost of $56,428.52-~-
Govérnment participation 90 percent, of $51,785.76. Denial of the
application is recommended.

Seven contiguous claim locations cover two branching channels
in the ore-bearing Shinarump conglomerate, portions of which have
‘been disclosed to be ore-bearing by an exploratory drilling program
of the Atomic Energy Commission. The mﬁjor ore occurrence, at the

junction of the two channels, appears to be largely on a conflicting

prior claim location not owned by the applicant.






The claims are on branching channels cut into beds of the
Moenkopi formation. The south branch of the channel is approximately
30 feet wide and 1/ feet deep; the north branch is slightly smaller.
The chanmnels have been filled with beds of sandstone, siltstone,
and conglomerate of the Shinarump conglomerate.

Two uranium deposits have been found in the lower 3 feet of the
Shinarump conglomerate, oﬁe near the junction of the branches and the
other in the south branch. The part of the deposit on those claims
near the junction of the branches contains approximately 8,000 tons
of ore, having an average grade of 0.25 percent U30g3. The deposit
in the south branch contains a maximum of 1,500 tons of ore, having
an average grade of 0.25 percent Us0g.

The north channel branch is almost totally unexplored and some

INTRODUCTION AND SUMMARY

The White Canyon Mining Company, P, O. Box 801, Grand Junction, Colo.,
has applied (DMEA 3121) to the Defense Minerals Exploration Administration
for financial assistance to explore for uranium in the White Canyon
district, San Juan County, Utah (fig. 1). The company owns the Ears,
Ears.No..l; New Year No., 1, Hillside, Hillside No; 1, Hillside No. 2,
and April claims in secs. 10 and 11, T. 37 S., R. 16 E., unsurveyed, Salt
Lake meridian. These seven unpatented claims are in a contiguous group |
on the rim along the soutﬁﬂside of Frey Canyon, a tributary to White
Canyon, approximately 67 miles by roadfweét of Blanding, Utah.

‘ Additional ozbdeposits may be found by explor‘ the north branch
of the channel on the Ears and Ears No. 1 claims, but the south branch
on the New Year No. 1 claim seems adequately explored. AEC drilling
completed thus far on the north branch of the channel has delineated
the trend of the channel, but has not penetrated ore, possibly because
the holes are too near the outer edge of the chamnel. Secondary uranium
and copper minerals are found in the Shinarump beds at the outcrop of
-the north branch, but scintillometer readings made by the AEC do not
indicate the presence of ore-grade material, AEC plans additional
drilling on the nofth branch, but has discontinued exploration on the

The White Canyon Mining Company, Inc., P. O. Box ‘801, ‘Grand
Junction, Colo., has applied for a Defense Minerals Exploration
Administration loan of $56,428.52-—-Government participation 90 per-
cent, or $51,785.76——for an exploration project for uranium. The
‘ ' | proposal inecludes 1,670 feet of underground development by drifting
and crosscutting in an adit tunnel to be started on the outerop
of a potential ore~bearing stream channel, and 200 hours of bulldozing
for an access road to the tunnel portal site, and to uncover another
channel outcrop.

LOCATION, TOPOGRAPHY, AND PHYSICAL FEATURES

The Ears Claim group is located in the White Canyon Mining
District on tﬁe southwest rim of Frey Canyon, a tributary of White Canyon,
in San Juan County, Utah. The property is in unsurveyed secs. 10 and
11, T. 37 S., R. 16 E., Salt Lake principal meridian (fig. i). It is
reached from Blanding, Utah, the nearest point on a paved highway, over
Utah State Highway 95, a graded road, and connecting access roads to
the Frey Canyon camp of the Atomic Energy Commission and the expl&ra-
tion area on the rim. The distance to Blanding is 67 miles, and to
the nearest receiving plant for uranium ores at' Monticello, Utah,

89 miles.

The region, at an average elevation of 6;000 feet, is the typical
arid mesa land of the Golorado-Ufah plateaﬁ with Triassic sediments
outcropping, cut by numeréus steep-walled_canyons draining northwest
to the Colorado River. The climate is one of extremes, hot in summer
and often very cold during the winter. Total yearly precipitation is
low, but violent storms, often resulting in local flash floods, occur
in summer and there are oécasional heavy winter snowfalls. Except
for brief periods after storms, and during spring thaws, stiream beds
aré practically dry. The vegetation is rather sparse, but ample supplies
of fire wood for domestic purposes are easily gathered.

There are a few springs in the area which will supply domestic needs

and limited drilling requirements. The water supply is usually supplemented

by runoff stored in small retaining ponds.
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The nearest scheduled transportation service ends at Blanding.
Hauling into the area must be done by the operator or by contracting
truckers. Transportation costs over the roads, which are nearly
impassable at times after heavy storms, are high, although a new
road, which bypasses much of the worst section of Highway 95, has '
recently been completed. There are no published tariffs, but advan-
fageous arrangements for bringing in supplies and equipment can
sometimes be made with ofe-hauling contractors.

The nearest complete stock of mining sup@ies is at Grand Junction,
Colo., i80 miles by paved highwéy from Blanding. |

Transportation of ore can be contracted with a number of trucking
firms operating in the region. The hauling bonus of 6 cents per ton
mile paid by the Government must be supplemented by an additional
2 or 3 cents per ton mile paid by the Shipper; The total ore hauling
cost from Frey Canyon to Monticello is approximately $8.00 per tén.

individual operator.

or_ and Li Condition
, A1l housing and service facilities must bé moved in and maintained
by the operator. The usual accommodations are trailer houses, simple
frame buildings, or crudely constructed cabins. Because of the housing,
remote location, and climatic extremes, living conditions are not :

attractive, particularly during the winter when roads may often be

traveled with difficulty.
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The labor supply is short. Adverse living conditions make it
difficult to obtain or keep good mine workers in the face of competition
from other less remote areas.

The wage rate for mine labor is supposedly $1.50 per hour, but
this appears tolte only a nominal figure as operators will pay up to
$2.00 per hour to get and keep good men. Most operations are carried

on by lessees or by contract miners.

HISTORY, PRODUCTION, AND OWNERSHIP

The White Canyon Mining District is in a remote area of south-
eastern Utah, difficult of access and little known before the search
for uranium ores was extended after World War II. Most of it is in
the public domain; in Frey Canyon, as well as some other sections,
land was not withdrawn from entry and is open to mineral location.

The Atomic Energy Commission has carried.on extensive core drilling

in the White Canyon area, much of it on privately-held claims. .Several
uranium deposits located by the Atomic Energy Commission drilling are
in production, but the Frey Canyon section is just emerging from the
exploration stagé, and there has been no production to date.

White Canyon Mining Company, Inc., owns seven contiguous located
claims, the Ears, Ears No.‘l, NEN‘Yegr‘No. 1, Hillside, Hillside No. 2,
and April claims, which are of concern to the proposed project. The
locations are recorded in the San Juan County Courthouse, Monticello.
‘A conflict with a prior located claim, the Gizzmo No. 5, owned by
D. V. Blake, removes an area equal to a full 600-foot by l,SOO;foot
claim from the control of the applicant in the heart of the ore zone

(fig. 2, with the geologic report). The area of the proposed exploration





project is covered by the property listed in the application. The

Gizzmo No. 5 claim does not conflict with this ground.

DESCRIPTiON dFvTHE DEPOSITS

The known uranium deposits on the property are typical deposits
of Shinarump conglomerate in stream channels cut in the underlying
Moenkopi formation. Two branching channels are known, outcropping
on the southwest rim of Frey Canyon several hundred feét above the
canyon floor. These two branches join some 1,500 feet from the rim,
forming a larger chamnel which contains the best part of the knéwn ore.
The overburden on the applicant?s claims ranges from 50 feet at the
rim to over 300 feet at the southwest boundary. As roughly outlined
by Atomic Energy Commission core drilling, the branching channels are
not wide, 50 feet at the most, and possible ore deposits are corres-
pondingly narrow. At the junction of the channels, the ore may be
as mich as 200 feet wide. The thickness of the ore bed appears to be
from 1 to 5 feet, with the mineable deposite on the applicantfs
property about 3 feet thick.

The uranium apparently occufs as pitchblende, replacing carbonized
wood contalned in varying amogpts in the lower 3 to 5 feet of the
Shinarump conglomerate in the channels. It is associated with chalco-
pyrite and gyrite, which also have replaced carbonized wood fragments
in the formation. In some occurrences, the chalcopyrite is in sufficient
quantity to consitute a copper ore. No vénadium minerals are found
locally. The rim outerops of the two channels are barren and the

presence of ore nearby is not indicated.






MINEABLE ORE RESERVES

There are two ore deposits outlined by Atomic Energy Commission
drilling on the property. The larger is a continuation of the ore
at the junction of the channels, covered by the Gizzmo No. 5 claim
of different ownership. It has roughly indicated dimensions of"

400 feef in length, 90 feet wide, and 3 feet thick, containing an
estimated maximum, using a tonnage factor of 14, of 8,000 tons of

ore with an average grade of 0.25 percent U30g.

The other deposit, in the vicinity of Atomic Energy Commission
diamond drill holes numbers 11 and 64, may be 180 feet by 40 feet by
3 feet and contain 1,500 tons of ore averaging 0.25 percent U30g.

The foregoing estimates are rough, being based on exploratory
drilling of the Atomic Energy Commission, which is not designed to
block out ore.

The results of sampling by the Atomic Energy Commission, including

pertinent drill logs, are included in the geologic report.

PRESENT STATUS

The property has been the site of part of the exploratory drilling
program of the Atomic Energy Commission in this district. Forty holes,
100 to 300 feet deep, have ouxlined roughly the two ore bodies previously
deseribed (fig. 2, with the geologic report). However, a 900-foot
section of the south channel, and most of the north channel, have not

been completely explored. Seven holes drilled along the comparatively





unexplored section of the south channel have given negative results;
They do not rule out the bossibility of the occurrence of more ore
bodies, but do establish the fact that any ore discoveries are likely
to be small. For this reason, the Atomic Energy Commission does not
plan any more drilling on the south channel.

.included.‘ In addition, the applicant proposes to strip the talus
masking the north channel outcrop.

The applicant estimates a total cost of $56,428.52 for the project.
Deducting the cost of bulldozing, buildings, and other preliminary
work, the actual cost of the underground work is about $31.00 per
foot, $6.00 per foot more than the highest normal drifting cost in
the uranium area, according to criteria of the Atomic Energy Commission.

Rather
elaborate haulage equipment, and 1arge drill holes for ventilation,
proposed by the applicant, account for the additional cost.

The proposed work would explore the south channel very completely,
but the applicant obviously wants the tunnel more for its development
features. Completion of the adit tunnel to the ore body in the vicinity
of Atomic Energy QOmmisaion hole No. 11 would provide an excellent
haulageway for miﬁing the ore between that point and the southﬁest
boundary of the property. On page 2 of the engineering report accompany-
ing the application, the statement is made that the first 870 feet of

The north channel outcrop has been examined by the Atomic Energy
Commiséion, and scintillometer readings on the talus-covered outcrop
were negative.
