This will acknowledge your letter of November 25 request-
ing information on Defense Minerals Exploration Administration as-
sistance. The Defense Minerals Exploration Administration has a
program for exploration of deposits of uranium minerals. This pro-
gram is intended to assist in exploration work.

In some cases we have found it possible to include some
road repair work in connection with an exploration project. The
roads constructed under this program are limited to the bare neces-
sity involved in making an area accessible for exploration.

Enclosed are DMEA Order 1, Amendments No. 1 and No. 2,
and five copies of Form MF-103, DMEA Order 1 and its amendments
guide the Defense Minerals Exploration Administration in selection
of projects that may be considered favorably by examining engineers.

In case you are in position to qualify for assistance in
the exploration of your uranium property, you should complete appli-
cation form MF-103 in quadruplicate. The fifth copy is for your
files. The completed forms may be sent to this office or direct to
Defense Minerals Exploration Administration, Interior Building, Wash-
ington 25, D. C.

The construction of access roads for transportation of ore
was within the province of the Defense Materials Procurement Agency.
This agency has now been taken over by the General Services Adminis-
tration. If you have in mind assistance in developing your property
for production or the construction of an ore hauling road we suggest
that you write to Mr. Irving Gumbel, Director, Materials Division,
Emergency Procurement Service, General Services Administration Build-
ing, Washington 25, D. C., and explain your needs.
