GEOLOGY 


The Slide group of claims are located on the southwest flank of 


the Salt Valley Anticline. The exposed rocks in the v:icinity range 


from the Pennsylvanian Paradox member of the Herinosa formation to the 


Cretaceous Mancos formation. The beds strike about N. O° W. and dip 


about 100 SW. Numerous joints and faults in the area roughly parallel 


the salt Valley Anticline, (fig. 2). 


The Salt wash sandstone member of the Jurassic Morrison formation 


on the Slide group is about 200 to 2S0 feet thick and consists of three 


or more light-red to light-brown discontinuous sandstone beds, which are 


frorn.a few feet to more than 30 feet in thickness. The beds are separated 


by red-brown rnudstone and thin, reddish interbedded layers of sandstone 


and siltstone. The gray-green mudstone present under some of the sandstone 


beds is from a film to more than one foot in thickness. The thicker sand-


stone beds have an abundance of limonite stain. Erosion has removed a 


large amount of the Salt wash member and only narrow remnants remain 


between the washes. Farther west the entire Salt Wash member is present, 


but in most places is buried by the Brushy Basin shale member of the 


Jurassic Morrison formation. 


ORE DEPOSITS 


No mines or prospects were observed on the applicant's claims. The 


chemical assays in the brochure supposedly caine from the claims, but 


Dl J. McLean did not know the locations. No known uranium mines or prospects 


are near the applicant's property. There are several copper prospects in

the Salt Wash sandstone along a fault about 2,000 feet northwest of the 


Arrowsmjth No. 1 claim.

PR0P0S1D EPLORTION 


The applicant proposed to do exploration for uran:Luin and cobalt 


on 1)4 claims. Road building, preparation of drill sites and 7,000 


feet of diamond drilling were proposed. The total cost as estimated 


by the applicant is L.7,350.00. Most of the diamond drilling would 


be wide spaced. several holes would be drilled close to the faults 


on the Arrowsmith No. 1 claim. 


The location of the claims shown on figure 2 is not the same as 


in the applicant's brochure. The three claim corners found in the 


field were plotted in relation to the geology and the claims were 


plotted from the description notices at the corners. J. D. McLean 


	


5	 believes the section corners on the map are not located correctly in 
relation to the geology. This could very well be true. No section 


corners were found in the field. 


CONCLUSIONS AND REC0&ENDATIONS

The Slide group of claims are located on the southwest flank of 


the Salt Valley Anticline.

The beds strike about N. 50° W. and dip 


about 10° SW. Numerous joints and faults in the area roughly parallel 


the Salt Valley Anticline, (fig. 2). 


The Salt Wash sandstone member of the Jurassic Morrison formation 


on the Slide group is about 200 to 250 feet thick and corsists of three 


or more light-red to light-brown discontinuous sandstone beds, which are 


from a few feet to more than 30 feet in thickness.
