on the basis of the information submitted to date our engineer and geolo-
gist would be infringg on the rights of private äonsulting geologists 
and engineers, and the Bureau of Mines would be subject to criticism. 
We have always maintained that the applicant should submit a definite 
plan of action. 


If our engineers and geologists should visit this property 
and propose holes to be drilled in a certain area and no ore were found, 
there is no doubt in our mind, that Mr. Franks would state that he had 
spent his money on the advice of Government engineers and geologists, 
and''that if I1 had spent hil money on a different area he would have 
found ore.


We do not tell an applicant how to spend his money; we re-
quire him to tell us how he wants to spend it and then we either approve 
or deny the request. In some cases we arrive at a compromise with the 
applicant, but we always require him to submit to this office a state-
ment requesting this work so that he cannot at some later date state that 
he did. this work againI' his will on the advice of Government engineers. 


We believe that if the information we have requested has not 
been received by January21, 1955, the docket should be close&without 
any further correspondence. 


Please advise us if this is the proper procedure.

I have discussed this ase with Mr. King nd he has in-


formed me that your client has only a 90 day optior on the property, 


as well as having no right to mine ore until the option is exercised 


by making final payment of the purchase price. Suc!i an option of 


course would not be adeq1ate for an exploration project contract, 


It would neither permit sufficient time in which to complete the 


project, nor would it adequately protect the Government 's interest. 


In order to meet these requirements it would be necesary that the 


option rnn for sufficient time so as to cover a perid required to 


process an application, prepare and execute a contract, complete the 


work described in the contract and extend for a perio of at least 


six months after the completion of the work or termination of the 


contract.

As a further step to the conversation I hai with you September 21, 
by telephone, I am submitting the following facts which bear out 
the conversation we had. The Agnew-Smyth partnership has twice 
been refused processing of an application 4'or aD.M.E.A. loan by 
the Denver Executive Office under the direction of Mr. W. H. King. 
The only apparent objection to the application is based upon this 
following paragraph from the agreement undr which Agnew and Smyth 
are purchasing the applicable mining c1aim from the seller, Harvey 
Thomas: 


"That the parties of the second part hall immediately 
have the right, upon Harvey Thomas receiving said powers 
of attorney, to drill said fraction, by which we mean 
ground within the survey of said claiths but outside the 
limits of the legal size of the claims as set forth by 
law; however, it is understood by and [between the parties 
hereto, that if any fract:Lons are locaed in the above 
described claims that require relocation or the filing of 
amended locations, that the same will be done ',y the party 
of the first part, and if same is not done by the party of 
the first part, the . partiLes of the sedond part shall do so 
as agents for said party of the first part, but first 
party shall pay for the reasonable cot of thesame. That 
upon paying the additional sum of 5j5OO.00, the parties of 
the second part shall be granted the exclusive, possession 
of all of the above described mining claims with the right 
to drill the same and otherwise explore for ore, but with-
out. the right to mine or remove ore fr1om said claims.

As additional facts, you are informed, as was the Denver office, 
that the payment of 5,5OO.00 was duly made on or before August 22,. 
and that said payment, in our opinion, keeps the agreement in full 
force and effect. Also, we can inform you that Harvey Thomas, the 
record owner of the claims, individually and as attorney-in-fact, 
has signed MF-203 form (owner's consent to lien), which forms were 
also submitted with the loan application as evidence of Mr. Thomas' 
consent to the lien and any royalty payments onany production. 
With these facts available to the Denver of ice, it was 'our opinion 
that there was no necessity for the right to mine the ore upon the 
part of the operators under aLl applicable D.M.E.A. rules and regu-
lations. We carefully examined the D.M.E.A. order 1 Amended, re-
printed from the Federal Register of March23, 1954, and therein 
find no specific requirement that the operators need the absolute 
right to mine the ore. In fact, it is speàifically negative by the 
provisions that thereis not at 'any time any obligation on the 
operator or the operator's successors in interest to engage in any 
mining or production operation. Of course, Agnew-Srnyth did not have 
any intention of not going into production if any commercial ore is 
found, but we feel that this statement is sufficient grounds to 
refute the position of the Denver office. 


The geologist's report and engineer's report which accompanied the 
D.M.E.A. application indicate that the claims owned by the operators 
to which the loan is to apply have an extremely favorable explor-
ation outlook, and with the drawing near of bad winter weather, it 
is extremely important to the partnership that all due expediency 
be made in processing this D.M.E.A. application. 


We would very kindly appreciate your getting an opinion as soon as 
possible from your attorneys, as you stated you would on the 
telephone, in order that this issue might be resolved. And in the 
event that it is resolved in our favor, we would again appreciate 
it if you would immediately so notify the Denver office of your 
opinion with instructions to us to resubmit the application for 
immediate processing.

In your memorandum to me of September 22 you have 
inquired as to the sufficiency of a 90-day option to support 
the operator's property rights under an exploration contract. 


In my estimation, a contract should not be entered 
into with an operator who has nothing but such an option. 
This is not to say that no contract can be negotiated with 
such an operator. It may be that the applicant will not 
wish to exercise the option unless he is sure that he can 
get an exploration project contract.. It would be a simple 
matter to draft the contract and provide that it would 
become effective only when the operator has furnished the 
Government with proof that the option has been exercised. 
A time limit could be placed upon the period within which 
the option may be exercised. 


An alternative method of handling this matter 
would be to place in the exploration contract a provision 
that the Government will make no contributions under the 	 ( 
contract unless and until the operator has furnished the 
Government with satisfactory evidence that the option has 	 • 
been exercised. 


You have asked this specific question: "Does t/ 
the type of Option to Purchase referred to give us a 	 )' 
sufficient interest in the land for the purpose of the 
exploration contract?' In my opinion, from a strictly legal 
standpoint, the answer is yes As long as the time fixed 
f or exercising the option has not expired, the applicant 
can acquire a sufficient possessory right in the land. How-
ever, from a policy standpoint, I do not think that we should 
accept such an option as sufficient for the purposes of the 
contract.







It follows that in my opinion (replying to your 
specific question) "Mr. King's basis of rejection of the 
application" is not proper. It is not reasonable to 
require an applicant to exercise the option without any 
assurance that the Government will give him an exploration 
project contract.

)ne of our requirements for entering an exploration contract 
is that the operator s tave a sufficient interest in the 3azKi for' the 
purpose of the exploration contract. 


A question coneernin this matter has arisen with respect to 
certain types of Options to Purchase which have been submitted with 
applications for uranium exploration projects in eg5c IV.
