The Buckhorn Group, of five unpatented mining claims, is leased from
Ernest D. Griffin, Lorin Griffin, Ray Griffin and Carl Dewel. The Yo Yo No's. 12,
13 and 14 are leased from Kenneth Pratt. Yo Yo 18 is leased from W. M. Christensen.
The Marys No's. 1, 2 and 3 are leased from Haynes Woolsey. All the leasees reside

in Escalante, Utah. Appendix A includes duplicate copies of the leases.

Access and Physiography

The property is located in an area known as Circle Cliffs, Garfield
County, Utahf CirclevC11ffs is roughly 40 miles east of Escalanté, Utah, and 45
miles southwest of Hanksville, Utah as shown on figure 1. |

Access is either by 60 miles of truck trail and improved dirt road from
Escalante, or by 68 miles of all weather dirt roqd from Hanksville. Nearest rail
head is Green River, Utah. Nearest ore buying stations are at Marysvalle, Utsh a
distance of 127 miles, and Thompson, Utah a distance of 154 miles.

Topography is typical of the Colorado Plateau; that is, sandstone cappeéd
mesa$§y covered with pinons and junipers. The mesas are easlly accessable to drill
rigs with a minor amount of bulldozer work. Average elevation is approximately
6,500 feet. Average annual rain fall is less than 10 inches. The summers are
uncomfortably hot and winters are moderately cold. Year round operations can be

conducted with little difficulty.

History of the District

The first uranium claime in the district were located during 1948. - In-
accessability impaired development of the area, and little was done other than
assessment work until the fall of 1953 when the Atomic Energy Commission completed

the Burr Traill Access road. The early ﬁart of this summer the Stud Horse Peaks

-3-
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Mine and Rainy Day Mine started producing. This was the first significant produc-
tion from the'area. Location of these ore deposits is shown in figure 2. The
Atomic Energy Commission withdrew about 12,500 acres from mineral entry and es-
tablished a field camp in the area shortly after the first of the year. At the

present time a number of private companies are drilling in the area.

General Geolggz

The locality referred to aé Circle Cliffs is a northwest trending eliptical

shaped uplift, approximately forty miles long and ten miles wide. Rocks of Pemmtan

Age are exposed on the crest of the structure. The west flank is cgpped by the Glen

Canyon Group of Jurassic Age, and the east flank is cappel with the San Rafael Grodp,
also‘of Jurassic Age. Erosion has denuded the structure producing an oval shaped
valiey in the Moenkopi formation, surrounded by inward facing cl1iffs, of the Glen
Canyon Group. The resistent Shinarump formation is exposed as a more or less coﬁu
tinuous bench around the uplift, and as a sandstone capping on outlying mesas.
Table 1 18 a generalized stratigraph{p section of the area.

During Triassic time ancient streams scoured channels in the Moenkopi

formation which were subsequent}y filled with the courser clastic sediments of the

_ Shinarump formation. These paleo-channels offer a structural control for the

uranium deposits. Most of the uranium deposits in the Circle Cliffs Area differ
from most other Triassic deposits on the Plateau, in that they occur in altered
Moenkopi mudstones and sandstones underlyiné the channels rather than 1n.the course-
grained sandstones or conglomerates in the channel bottoms. This seems to

indicate that mineralizing solutions showed preference to the 1nterfinger1ng sand~-
stones, siltstones, and mudstones rather than the courser more permeable clastics

in the bottoms of the scours. Figure 2 shows the major paleo-channels in the ares

and the relationship of mineralized outcrops to channel flanks.

Proposed Exploration

The proposed program of exploration will be under the supervision of an
experienced uranium geologist and will be executed in three'phases. (1) Preparation
of a structural contour-map of the two mesas from a plane table survey of the rim.
(2) Initial drilling on a fence-type grid. (3) Delineation of any ore that might
be found.

Preparation of a structural contour map will facilitate placing the
fence grid at the most advantageous position along the flanks of the channels. As
drilling progresses, a structural contour map will be carried from drill hole data.
In conjunction with }his mapping a certain amount of rim stripping at critical |
points will be required to expose the contact.

The proposed grid will be laid out as shown in figure 3. This will be.
modified to conform with the structural contour map as work progréssea. The grid
spacing of fences on five hundred foot centers with fence spacing of three holes 100
feet apart on the margin of the chanﬁels and 300 foot spacing toward the bottom of
the scﬁurs was chosen because of the spacial relationship of channel flanks and
mineralized outcrops. In the event that a substantiel amount of drilling shows
this to be unsound for the specific channel ail the spacing will be on 300 foot
centers and the remaining footage will be uéed for offsetting ore holes. If it be-
~comes evident, as anticipated, that the ore will be confined to the flanks, then
the deeper drilling wi}l be abandoned and the footage applied to blocking out ore.

ADrilling will be done with a combination air water rig capable of recovering
a 2 1/8 inch core with either wet or dry drilling. The holes will be plugged to the
ore horizon and about twenty-five feet of core will be cut. Appendix Sis a dup-

licate copy of the most favorable bid submitted for the drilling. All holes will

T





be probed with a "Babble counter".

Cost Estimates

Cost estimates are based on average prices prevalling on the Colorado
Plateau. Location of access roads 1é shown in figure 3. These will be constructed
with a D-7 dozer and a small amount of blasting. Bulldozing access to drill sights
on the Mesa tops is included in the drilling biﬁ; however, it will be necessary to
keep a small compressor on hand to do the drilling for a minor amount of blasting.
