~ Application is made for Government assistance under the
Defense Minerals Exploration Administration for exploration for
urenium by plug-bit and core drilling of several areas controlled by
them. The estimated cost is $140,000.50, in which Government
participation at 75 percent would be $105,000.38. The work has been
planned in two stages with 14,175 feet of plug-bit or core drilling
. 27 holes in Stage I and 16 or 20 holes totaling 15,600 to 16,500
feet in 1 of 2 alternate plans in Stage II. The applicants did not

The property is located at an laltitude of about 6,000
feet overlooking Red Canyon and is 10 mﬂles by poor access road
from the Fry Cenyon camp of the Atomic Energy Commission, and 61
miles further over Utah State Highway 9i, a graveled road, from
Blanding, Utah.

There are a number of conflicts between the applicants! claims and
claims controlled by the Williston Ba31n 0il Exploration Company et al,
and the Uranium King Corporation, both of which also have made DMEA
applications. The conflicts with the 'Williston Basin 0il Exploration
Company claims involve a substantial acreage. In some cases the
applicants hold the prior locations aqd in others, Williston Basin

0il Exploration Company has the senior claims. The conflict between
Cove No. 29 belonglng to the Uranium Klng Corporation and the applicants'
Mossback No. 9 is small. According to the records in the Courthouse
at Monticello, Utah, the Cove No. 29, located April 25, 1954, is

prior to the Mbssback No. 9, located Mey 7, 1954. In nearly every
case, location dates for claims have been back dated thirty days

from the recording dates, the maximum perlod between location and
filing allowed under Utah law. This appears to be common practice.
Kellogg stated that all conflicts which would affect DMEA exploration

had been resolved, but this was not verlfled by the othér claiments
to the ground.

There are three known Shinarump channels in which sub-
stantial ore bodies have been found byldrllllng and underground development
in nearby properties. One or more of Qhese channels probably cross
the appllcants' claims, but on the basis of present knowledge, the
exact point is unknown. The appllcants have planned exploration to

. blanket certain areas so that regardless of where the channels are,

Exploratory drllllng on the claims would be costly. Holes
in Stage I.average 525 feet deep.

It is concluded that there isla good possibility that
mineable ore deposits occur somewhere iq or near the ground held by
the applicant but that, as a matter of economy, it would be better
to delay the proposed exoloratlon until more definite information
on channel trends is available, perhaps from exploration of the
ad joining Cove claims which is scheduled to start May 1, 1955. It
would then probably be possibkble to locallze the drilling, in the
favorable areas. In any case, the extens1ve claim conflicts would
have to be settled before a DMEA appllcatlon could be approved.

I have reviewed the application included in the subject docket
and have discussed it with Joseph O. Hosted, representative of the
Atomic Energy Commission. ‘

Mr. Hosted emphasized that the claims mentioned in the subject
application all lie within an area of Public Land withdrawn by the AEC;
and if the application is to be considered by DMEA, all past and future
geologic drilling conducted by the Commission in the withdrawn area
should be weighed before reaching any conclusions regarding the extent
of the exploration project allowed, if allowed at all.

The basis of the application is geologic information made avail-
able by the Commission. No evidence of uranium mineralization on the
claims is mentioned, nor has a preliminary radioactivity reconnaissance
of the property been conducted by the applicant.

Costs appear excessive, for example,%the geologist in charge
would receive %8 0 per month; the drill superyisor, $600 per month; and
an assistant, $400 per month. A charge of $10,400 is estimated for road
building. ' P

Inasmuch as the White Canyon area is apparently considered by the =
AEC as favorable for the deposition of uranium mineralization, the appli-
cation should probably be referred to the field team. The field team
should consult with Ernest R. Gordon, Atomic Energy Commission, Grand
Junction, Colorado, about the Commission's plans for exploration drilling
in the White Canyon area as well as results of past exploration work there.

Location and Accessibiligy

‘The property consisting of 30 Mossback Claims, 12 Arrowhead Claims, .
42 Ruby Claims,’ 20 Point Claims, and 33 and a fractioﬁ Tyrano Claims
(all of which are adjacent, and can be regarded collectively as one
group of claims) lies between Red Canyon io the southwest, and Fry
Canyon to the noftheast, at a point about‘é miles above the junction
of Fry and White Canyons. From Utah State Route 95, between:Blanding
and Hite, Uteh, a fair all-weather road afforda~accessibility up Fry
Canyon to within one mile of the Mossback Claims, and onto the |
southern edge of the Tyrano Claims (Figure 6). Tﬁs distance from

Highway 95 to claims is about 11 miles.

The road from Fry Canyon turns southwest at the Atomic Energy
Commission Camp, rises over the shoulder of the mesa cliffs, and
turns into tﬁe two re—entrjs that gain access to the claims. There
is no alternate access at the present timé. The upper claims, on

top of the mesa, can only be reached on féot.

There is a landing_strip in White Canjgon, neer the junction of Fry
Canyon, that is suitable for light planes. The nearest main source of

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Topography and Climate

The area is of typically rugged canyon-and-mesa topography, with mesa
rims from 1,500 to 2,500 feet above the valley floors. The country is arid
semi-desert, water isscarce, and vegetation consists meinly of scrub oak,

stunted cedars, junipers, and cactus.

Daylight hours in the summer months are apt to be uncomfortably
hot, although, due to the altitude - over 5000 feet - the nights
are fairly cool. Because of the lack of snow, the winter months are

the mogt pleasant for working.

General Geology of the Area

Exposed sediments, of contiﬁenﬁal origin, range in age from the

Permian through the Jurassic. The lowest is;the Cutler formation,

which forms the natural arches in Bridges National Monument in

White Canjron. The tops‘of the mesas consist;of Kayenta and some Wingége,
underlain by Chinle, which 1s underlain by tﬂe ore-bearing Shinaruhp
conglomerate.

Mossback Mesa is on the west flank of the ﬁonument upwarp (Figure 4), also
called the Elk Ridge anticline. This braod structural feature hés a gentle
'dip of rarely over 2°, regionally to the southwest, but in the vicinity of
'Mossb&ck Mesa it veers locally to the northwest. The beds normally.have.a
uniform strike of N. 15° W. Near the claiﬁ,area the beds strike locally

about N, 400 E. No pronounced faulting has been obgerved near the claims.

The major uranium ore control is paleostreém channels in the Moenkopi.
These channels are filled with Shinarump clastics, sometimes containing
carbon trash and minerals of urenium and copper. Larger channels in the

White Canyon area usually follow a relatively straight course, but they

mey turn abruptly at right angles, particularly where a subsidisry

channel joins them. The channels are pérsis@ge, however, and several

have been followed, by drilling for great distances.

There are characteristics peculiar to thg channel fill thet do not
occur elsewhere. The channel bed congists of an easily recognizdyge
conglomeratic gray sandstone member. In most cases, it is this member
that contains the ore. It‘mqy be i&entified lithologically by its
abrupt termination at the channel banks, the wide range in its grain
size, the abundance of mud galls end re-ground Moenkppi fragments,
intersified cross-bedding, quartz pebbles up to 1% inches in diameter,

and abundant organic material.

The basal, ore-bearing sandstone grades .into an overlying red and gray
mdstone, with interbedded sandstone, above which is the main, wide-
spread Shinarump sandstoné member, coarsely conglomeratic, rarely

containing ore and organic matter, and uninfluenced by channelling.

In the White Canyon area copper 1is a common associate with uranium.
Microscopic studies refeal that crystals 6f copper sulfides, with
pyrite, replace secondary quartz overgrowths. Uraninite occurs as
cement, and as & replacement of organic matter. The uranium and copper
sulfides are of about the same age. Coppér sulphates and carbonates,
with limonite, are commonly seen on weathéred outcrops. In some cases,
- as in the Nash Car channel, the uranium mineralization varies directly
with the amount of copper present. This is not ture, however, on the
surface outcrops, where ground water has deposited an enrichment of

copper.
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Geology of the Property

For the past two years the Atomic Energy Commission has maintained
field camps in White, Fry, and Red Canyoﬁs for the purpose of
determining depositional favorability based on studies of local modes
of occurrence. Because a major portion of the area is capped by the
thick, cliff-formin7Glen Canyoﬁ group of formations, geologic work
has necessgrily beén confined to projecting channels and basin
structures uﬁder the mesas. Where the drilling has not been too deep
the Commission hag drilled to delineate channels and to develop
orebodies, both with success. One result{of these studies has been
to show that channel confluences are the most favorable spott for
uranium deposition. Caempleted rim reconnaissance has projected
knowﬂ ore-bearing channels to their probable junction under Mossback.
Mesa (Figure 3). It was this conclusion tﬁat justified the withdrawal

of the mesa from public domain.

Figure 3 illustrates the mean flow deviation of the Bee, Nash Car,
Vallejo, Ears, Cub, and Cairns channels in‘relation to the subject

claims of thls report. Most qf these channels have developed

profitable orebodies, and some of them are now in production.

Government drilling in the summer of 1954 éxtended the richest channel,
the Cairns, to within about 4000 feet of the Mossback claims. At this
point the channel, which reportedly showed ore im the last drill holes,
appears to be going northwest. It may turn north or west, but due to the
regional dip northwest, it cannot Atufn south or east and run up hill;
If this argument is valid, the semicircle formed by the fige claim groups

has effectively circumscribed the channel. The primary purpose of
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exploration by the applicants is to locate this channel by drilling.

Area to be Explored

Figure 6 illustrates the generél area to be explored, based on the
geologic reasoning covered under "Geology". This semicircular zone,
surroun%ing the channel, will be drilled first to locate the channel’s
‘ course,\ihen the channel itself will be intensely drilled to locate
the ore. Once the chanpel is located the remaining exploratory holes
l‘oﬁ the simicircle will be abendoned. For this reason, every effort
will be expended to locate the channel as soon as possible. Thus,
the’work will neéessérily‘be quided by a geologist thouroughly familair
with Shinarump channels, and the first holes will be put down where a
careful projection of the Cairns seems most probable. At the same
time; congideration must be given to the factor of depth, and a
compromise will be necessary. It now appears that the channel will
¢cross sowewheré near the center of the simicircle, or under the

" overlapping Tyrano and Ruby claims‘(heavy arrow, Figure 6). This
location is in an extremely rugged spot, and drilling would be deep.
It is therefore proposed that the first drilling be done on the Chinle
benches as close to‘ﬁhis épot.as possible. Drilling below the Wingate
can be done on Moséback 8, 9, 11, 12, 13, and 14, apd on the Tyranos

i, 2, 3, 4, 6, 8, and 10. In conjunction with this initial drilling,

& structure cantour map at the base 1of the Shinarumo will be prepared,.
the regional dip. will be plotte&, and a careful study of lithology will
be made of the cores. If the channel is not encountered on this first
phase of drilling, the next phase wili be to drill deeper, above the

Wingate if necessary, to join the two areas alréady drilled - about
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7000 feet bstween'Mossback'S and Tyrano 10. If the channel is found

be the shallower drilling,'the second phase would be to follow it by
deeper drilling, depending on the direction of its course. The weight
of geologic evidencé at the moment seems to indicaﬁe that this course
willAbé uhder the upper Tyranos and under the Ruby claim group.

In any eveﬁt, the éecond phasé of drilling would necessitate some

road construction to the top of the Wingate. This can best be achieved
be going up the first rg—entry canyon onﬁo the Mossback claims in the
vicinity of Mossback No. 15. Once on top, the road construction would
be relatively simple, ahd all of the claims cen be made accessible

in a short time. In view of this, it is also proposed that drilling
be. done on the Point claims; Nos. 19 and 20, in & search for an extension
of width in the Cairﬁs.channel orepody, which lies just below the
promontory tip. |

Detail of Roadwork and Drilling

The first roads will be drill access roads, extending existing roads.

It is estimated that a maximum of four miles of éasy road will gain
access to all drill Sites for the'fixst phase drilling. These roads, in
thie soft Chinle shales; should take an experienced bulldozer operator

. about 80 hours. Minor amount blastiné of roék will be necessary.
ToAgain.access to the top of the Wingate, howe&er, will reguire
coﬁsideraﬁle blasting. of rock,fand possible 200 hours of bulldozer wérk;
The roads oh the mesa top will total;about 40,000 feet, a minimum ofgﬁt

blasting, cen be accomplised in about 150 hours.

Twelve holes on the Mogsback claims, and fifteen holes on the Tyrano

claims should be-sufficiént'to locate the channel. These 27 holes will
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average about 525 feet in dépth; or a total of 14, 175 feet. If the
channel is encountered during this first drilling, additional
offsdts and/or ore delimitting would consist of possibly 10 more
holes that would average about 600 feet in depth, for a t;tal of
6000 feet. Searching for the channel on top would reguire 16 holes
averaging about 975 feet in depth, for a total of 15, 600 feet.
Extending the channel on top, pro%ided it is found below, would
require 10 holes averaging about 1050 feet, for a total of

10,500 feet.

Costs, General
In the Tabulation of Costs, the prices are based as follows:

Bulldozer can generally be contrated for $12,00 an hour for a}D—7
Caperpillar. It is plznned to coﬁtract only one bulldozer, although
it‘may prove to be feasible to utilize two of them while cutting a road
to the fop of the mesa.

Drilling estimates are based on ex?erience, and are likely to vary from
the estimate only when the‘deep drilling is contracted. It is planned

to use two rotary rigs capable of arilling wet or dry, with coring
facilities. Plugbitting will Qf course vary, depending upon depth. As .
,drillingf‘progessés it wiil be poséibla, b& use of structure contour maps,
- to cut the bottom 100 feeﬁ in every case. Im plugbitting, the Chinel shales
can be sealed off with Qud rather fhan the more expensive iron pipe.
Labor, superivsioﬁ, supplies, etc.;'are standard, but assays cannbt be
computed since only mineral will be assayed.

It is extimated that 2 rotary rigs can drill the approximate 21,000 feet

in 80 days, or just over 3% months elapsed time.
