L, Physical Description of Property
(a) Operations:

There are no mine workings and there has been no exploratory work
on the property. '

(b) Production and Ore Reserves

There are no known uranium deposits on the property.

(c¢) Geological Features

Stratigraphy: The flat narrow mesa on which the claims lie is formed
by the resistant sandstone unit of the lower Chinle formation. (see
Figure 2) This sandstone locally overlies the Shinarump conglomerate
of late Triassic age. Drilling to the Shinarump-Moenkopi contact will
test these potential ore producing horizons. Ore has been found in the
Permian Cutler formation which also underlies the claims, but the cost
of drilling the deep holes necessary to test this horizon would
probably by prohibitive at this time.

Although no deposits have been found on the Ed claims, rim-
stripping along the contact between the above sandstones and
conglomeratesTand the Moenkopl rormations will probably uncover some

re{Tineralized sandstone lenses, or areas of favorabl€ geology to
be Used as control for the drilling, which will follow the rim-
stripping.

The opinion of the consulting geologists is that the scarcity of
exploration drilling in the vicinity of the claims is the reason this
immediate area is not at present producing ore. Areas immediately to
the north and southwest of the claims along this inferred mineral belt !

(e) Availability of Manpower, Equipment, Supplies, etc,

Manpower and equipment for this project will be furnished by
private contractors.

The Ed group of claims is in the south part of the Elk
Ridge area, the mapping of which was completed by the Geological
Survey this last field season. The following data are quoted from
prellmlnary reports of this work.

TEI- h90 --~“Small non-economic deposits of uranium occur
(1n the Elk Ridge area) in the Moenkopi formation and in
the lower part of the Chinle formation, and significant
deposits occur in the Shinarump conglomerate in the south-
érn part of the area and in the Moss Back member of -the
Chinle formation in the northern part. . . . In the
northern part of the area the Shlnarump is present as dis-
continuous sandstone lenses filling shallow scour channels
in the top of the Moenkopi. It is separated from the
overlying Moss Back by about 150 feet of lower Chinle mud-
stone. Northward, the Shinarump pinches out, and the
lower Chinle mudstone thins until the Moss Back lies upon
the Moenkopi formation. ' The ore deposits are confined to
the lower parts of scour channels cut into the Moenkopi
and filled with Shinarump conglomerate or Moss. Back sand-
stone. The deposits are small, tabular to lenticular in
shape, and uranium minerals are disseminated in conglom-
erate or conglomeratic sandstone immediately above the top
contact of the Moenkopi. Hence any channeling sandstone
on top of the Moenkopi is worthy of investigation.”

TEM-T14 -- "Reserves for the (upper contact of Moenkopi in
south Elk Ridge) area are small and none of the deposits
examined . . . are considered workable under present (1954)
economic conditions."






The critical question regarding the proposed project seems
to me to be: Are there on the Ed group any Shinarump conglomerate
or Chinle sandstone lenses at the upper Moenkopi contact?.

This is, of course, the question that Stage 1 of the proj-
ect would answer. I am wondering whether or not this stage is the
operator's responsibility. I am not familiar.enough with the area
to judge how much of this information could be obtained by the use
of a counter, pick, and 20-20 vision. The maps submitted by the
applicant are exact copies of part of a Survey photogeologic map of
the area. This map shows only one Shinarump lense (on Ed 11); how-
ever, I doubt that this type of mapping can be sufficiently detailed
50 as to show small sandstone lenses. The map included in TEM-T1hk
indicated that the area of the Ed group had not yet been critically
" examined for such lenses. ' ‘

: I am not familiar with the inferred mineral belt mentioned
by the applicant. Unfortunately, this mineral belt idea is the
applicant's only justification of the project. If you feel that the
presence of such a belt is adequate justification, I suggest you ask
the Survey and Commission Grand Junction offices for their opinion
on the validity of the mineral belt. They also may have as yet
unreported data on the occurrence of conglomerate or sandstone lenses
at the top of the Moenkopi. Unless this mineral belt idea is better
than I suspect, I lead toward asking the operator to show us where

“such lenses occur on his property. Perhaps a compromise of these
ideas would be best. That is, ask the operator to either map at
least somé such lenses, or indicate that this is impossible without
some dozer work. At the same time, ask the Field Team to comment on
the inferred mineral belt and the feasibility of mapping and/or what
they know about any possible ore-bearing lenses on the Ed group.

Incidentally: 1)the Geo-Engineering fee of $1,000 per
month seems high, particularly for a 1 rig contract, and 2) regarding
applicant's argument for a 1 rig contract -- I don't believe it. It
is true that several rigs would create some problem. I have had
such difficulties in Plateau drilling. I doubt, however, that 1 rig
is the ,optimum. :

L, Physical Description of Property
(a) Operations:

Although no deposits have been found on the Ed claims, rim-
stripping along the contact between the above sandstones and
conglomerates and the Moenkopi formations will probably uncover some
ore, mineralized sandstone lenses, or areas of favorable geology to
be used as control for the drilling, which will follow the rim-
stripping.

The opinion of the consulting geologists is that the scarcity of
exploration drilling in the vicinity of the claims is the reason this
immediate area is not at present producing ore.
