Conclusions and Recommendations:

Aside from the likely presence of the Shinarump forma-
tion on the property at comparatively shallow depths
there are no favorable geological factors that can be
used to establish specific target areas. It is re-
commended that the application be denied.

Shinarump conglomerate

The Shinarump conglomerate is a crossbedded medium-grained white
sandstone. It i1s composed mainly of quartz grains, but minor amounts
of carbonaceous fragments, feldspar grains and assorted heavy minerals
 are present. The cement is a white clayzlike material and the sand-
stone is moderately friable. The sandstone ranges from 30 to TO feet
thick and contains uraniferous material in the vicinity of the report

area.
Chinle formation

The Chinle formation, conformsbly cverlying the Shinarump con-
glomerate consists of variegated mudstone and shale with a few intéru
beds of sandstone near the base and limestone in the upper part. The
Chinle is about 450 feet thick in thevvi@inity of the claims. It is
not known to contain any significantly radiocactive material on the

claims.





Wingate sandstone

The Wingate sandstone is a crossbedded fine- to very fine-
grained sandstone which overlies the Chinle formation. The Wingate
is about 300 feet thick and does not contain significantly radio-

active material on the claim.
Structure

The claims are on the southwestﬁflank of the Circle Cliffs
antigline. Dips range from 4 to about 6 degrees southwest. Faults,
where they exist, have small relative movement and are minor in

importance.





Economic geology

Mo§ghof the uranium ore produced from the Circle Cliffs area
has beeh mined from the Shinarump conglomerate and the Moenkopi
formation, within a few feet of their contact. The highest grade
matérial is. generally found on the contact between these two
units. Neither the base nor the Shinar@np conglomerate is exposed
on the applicants claims. Uraninite is the most common primary
minersl; ﬁarious uraniferous copper phosphates and sulfates are
present in veathered material. Nearly all the ore mined is more
copper-rich in the weathered material, and chalcopyrite(?) and
pyrite are common assoclates of the unweathered uranium ore. About
the only large-gcale factor common to all of the deposits mined
to date is their occurrence in a sandstone-filled paleochannel
inciSed in the top of the Moenkopi formation. The thickness of
sandstone above the channel base does not appear to be important,
as deposits are found in all ranges of sandstone thickness, from
20 feet to over 100 feet. This observation of thickness may be
faulty inasmuch as no large deposits have yet been found in phe

area.





At least three minor paleochanng%g in the Moenkopi formation
cross the area covered by the applicants claims (fig- 3). These
channels range from 500 to 1,000 feet wide but none are more than
20 ﬁo 30 feet deep. The northernmost channel which probably under-
lies the Woodlot groﬁp of claims (fig. 3) has a small prospect hole
on the rim (Glen Ree claims). The uranifercus materiel in the Glen
Rae prospect is low grade and is confined to the lower foot of the
Shinarump conglomerate. It does not look very promising. The
southernmost channel is prospected by the Lone B mine (see DMEA

application 3588 for more complete description) and probably is

present under the central Devil's Furnace-Vulcan cléims. Uraniferous

material in the Lone ;B mine is confined to the lower 2 feet of the
Shinarump and is véry gpotty in distribution. Again, this prospgct,
and therefore the channel, is not very encouraging. The other
channel lies between the two just described, and outcrops on the
rim about h,Sogkfeet north of the Lone B mine. It will probably
lie under the northern part of the Devil's Eurnaéenvuigan claim.
This central channel is more indefinite than the other two and no
prospect pits have been dug. It probably does not comt@in any siga

nificant amount of uraniferous material where exposed.

The property has no calculable ore reserves nor hes any pro-
duction been made. As noted above, the ore horizon does not out-

crop and is not exposed on the applicant's claims.
PROPOSED EXPLORATION

The applicant proposes 27,575 feet of combined diamond-core
and wagon drilling at a total estimasted cost of $66,356.06. The
proposed hole locations are spaced about 300 feet apart om lines

crossing the direction of the three major channels in the area.





CONCLUSION AND::RECOMMENDATIONS

No m{geable ore bodiqg;are known tb be present gpywhere near
the applicant's property. The uraniferous material present has a
very spotty distribution. It is evident that any drilling on the
, Woodlot or Devil's Furnace-Vulcam claim is of & "wildeat” nature}{
mtherefore, thg examining team recommends that the loan be denied
because of the pature of the risk. Mr. D. A. Gruggy, AEC geologist
intthe Circle Cliffs area, concurs with the examininglgeams's

. recommendation.

Subject: Review of application

The Geological Survey has completed one field season's
work in the Circle Cliffs Area but, except for a brief summary in
TEI-490, I have no information here except what is given in the
application.

The application is well written and a modified version of
the proposed project may have merit. The only data missing from the
application are probably not available to the applicant -- that is,
some idea of the grade, thickness, and size of nearby ore bodies,
and therefore targets. The thickness of the Jack Little deposit is
described as "ranges to over one foot™ -- which is rather thin.

I recommend a Field Team examination of the area. The two
important factors are 1) size and grade of expected targets and 2)
confirmation of the channel trends indicated by the applicant.

(a)s To the present time no.mining operations have been
attempted on the property. However, a few hundred feet east on
the Jack Little property, and farther east and south production
has been made from theBlack Widow mine. The entire area of the
claim is readlly accessible by Jeep. No underground workinge are
present.

(b)e There has been no past production from the property. Ore
reserves are not known.

(c)e The geologic setting is simple. Very gently west dipping
Triassic rocks crop out in the claim areas. The Moenkopil shales
comprise the lowermost formation exposed and from steep to gentle
slopes in canyon areas. The ledge-forming Shinarump formation lies
directly on the Moenkopil and makes conspicuous cliffs wherever the
two are exposed together. Lower and Upper Chinle shales and sand-
stones cover the Shlnarump formation on the west. Jurassic (?)
Wingate sandstones form bold escarpmente in the extreme northwest
and southwest portions of the Vulcan claim group.

Known minerelization in the area occurs as urenium-mineral
impregnations and possible replacementa of the basal sandstone
formation and the uppermost portions of the Moenkopl shales. The
minerallzation 1s commonly accompanied by a bleaching of the darker
shales in the vicinity of the ore-bodies. Deposits tend to resemble
uranium deposits elsewhere in the Shinarump formation, but are urique
in their occurrence not only in the sandstones but also in the
underlying shales and siltstones in the uppermost Moenkopli formation.
Since the base of the ore-cerrying bed is not exposed in the claims
area 1t 1s not possible, without exploration, to describe the position,
shape, or type of possible ore-bodies.

The rather.common occurrence of uranium mineralization associated
with Shinerump stream channels or their marginal portions, the
presence of nearby ore-bddles of this type, conspicuous bleaching of
the shales in outcrops to the east, and finally the trend of the
steep inclination of the fore-set type sandstone beds from known
ore-zones W-S-W toward and through the claim areas suggest a good
possibllity for hidden mineralization within the claim boundaries.

(e) Availability of manpower is good, especlally during the
winter months. All needed materials for exploration work can be
obtained from the above towns. Since the proposed program is mainly
drilling in character, the contractor would be required to furnish
practically all of the needed equipment, supplles, materlals, and
manpower for the project. Power supply would have to be generated
at the exploration sites. The nearest good source for water for both
drinking and equipment lies approximately 15 miles north in the
Circle Cliffs area. This spring 1s accessible by road and supplies
.almost all of the mining groupe in the central and northern portions
of the Circle Cliffs. .

5, The Exploration Project.

(a). The minerale sought in the exploration are uranium-bearing.

ObJectives of the program are to test the basal portions
of the .Shinarump formation and uppermost Moenkopi shales and silts
for uranium mineralization in areas considered favorable for hidden
ore-~todies. Thils is to be accomplished by drilling.

The ore potential of the area is based on several factors:

(1) Known ore-bodles of relatively large size occur in nearby areas
in the formation of the same age. These have been blocked out by
drilling in the Circle Cliffs area. (2) Favorable trend of ancient
stream channels from known ore-bodlies toward property controlled by
the company. (3) Alteration zones usually associated with mineral-
1zation in the Moenkopl shales and siltstones are well developed
east of the claim areas. (4) Skeddow Brilling depths to the target
ore-horison are shallow and exploration can be easily accomplished
when the equipment is on the ground.

As further support, and in more detail, the Jack Little property
lies approximately 1900 feet east of the northern portion of the
Vulcan claims. " Here & mineralized zone approximately 500 feet wide
and to 5 feet thick occurs at the base of the Shinarump formation in
an o0ld stream channel.

The company estimates $500,000 in ore blocked out. This figure has
not been confirmed. Approximately 1700 feet east of the Woodlot
claims the Olsen prospect shows a 2-5 inch and locally one foot
thick high-grade uranium bearing zone in the lower Shinarump sand-
stones. Other more well-known properties in the vicinity are the
Rocky Mountain Uranium Company 10 miles easterly where ore reserves
are estimated at $1,000,000. The channel in which the ore occurs

is reported as 30-40 feet wide and to 14 feet thick. Geologic
condltlons are very similar to the Jack Little property just east of
the Vulcan claims.

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INTRODUCTION

The Woodlot mines partnership, P. 0. Box 100, Provo, Utah, has
applied (DMEA Docket No. 3690) to the Defense Mineral Exploration
Administrétion for gssistance to explore for uranium ore on the
Woodlot and Devil's FurnacesoVulcan claims (fig. 3). These claims
are located in Garfield County, Utah, about 25 miles west of
Escalante, Utah (figs. 1 and 2). The applicant proposes 27,575
feef of combined diamond~core and wagon‘drilling at an estimated
total cost of $66,356.06 to explore the Shinarump conglomerate
underlying the claims. The applicant is a lessee.

The property was examined on April 7, 1955, by a Region IIIX
examining team éompfising W. Young of the U. S. Bureau of Mines,
end E. S. Davidson and T. E. Mullens of the U. S. Geological,Suf-
vey. fhe Field Team was accompanied by a representative of the
applicant, Roy Ewell, and the applicant's geological consultent,
Paul Dean Proctor of Provo, Utah.

' Any ore that might be.mined at the present time would be
trucked to Marysvale, Utah, a distance of appréximately 175 miles,
75 miles'of'which"is over’uniﬁproved gravel and dirt roads. These

roads are passable all year aelthough some snow removal would be

required during February and March.






GEOLOGY
Rock units

Rocks cropping out on the Woodlot and Devils Furnace-
Vulcan claims are the Chinle formation, the underlying Shinarump
conglomerate and the overlying Wingate sandstone, all of upper

Triassic age (fig. 3).
Shinarump conglomerate

The Shinarump conglomerate is a crossbedded medium-grained white
sandstone. It is composed mainly of quartz grains, but ﬁinor amounts
of carbonaceous fragments, feldspaf grains and assorted heavy minerals
are present. The cement is a white clay=zlike material and the sand-
stone is moderately friable. The sandstone ranges from 30 to 70 feet
thick and contains uraniferous materisal in the vicinity of the report

area.
Chinle formation

The Chinle formation, conformably cverlying the Shinarump con-
glomerate consists of variegated mudstone and shale with a few intér=
beds of sandstone near the base and limestone in the upper part. The
Chinle is gbout 450 feet thick in the: vieinity of the claims. It is
not known to contain any significantly radioactive material on the

claims.





Wingate sandstone

The Wingate sandstone is a crossbedded fine- to very fine-
greined sandstone which overlies the Chinle formation. The Wingate
is about 300 feet thick and does not contain significantly radio-

active material on the claim.
Structure

The claims are on the southwest flank of the Circle Cliffs
antitline. Dips range from 4 to about 6 degrees southwest. Faults,
where they exist, have small relative movement and are minor in

importance.





Economic geology

Most of the uranium ore produced from the Circle Cliffs area
has been mined from the Shinarump conglomerate and the Moenkopi
formation, within a few feet of their contact. The highest grade
matérial is. generally found on the contact between these two
units. Neither the base nor the Shinarump conglomerate is exposed
on the applicants claims. Uraninite is the most common primary
mineral; various uraniferous copper phosphates and sulfates are
present in weathered material. Nearly all the ore mined is more
copper-rich in the weathered material, and chalcopyrite(?) and
pyrite are common associates of the unweathered urénium ore. About
the only large-scale factor common to all of the deposits mined
to date is their occurrence in a sandstone-filled paleochannel
incised in the top of the Moenkopi formation. The thickness of
sandstone above the channel base does not appear to be important,
as deposits are found in all ranges of sandstone thickness, from
20 feet to over 100 feet. This observation of thickness may be

faulty inasmuch as no large deposits have yet been found in the

ares.





At least three minor paleochannels in the Moenkopi formation
cross the ares covered by the applicants claims (fig. 3). These
channels range from 500 to l,OOQ feet wide but none are more than
20 ﬁo 30 feet deep. The northernmost channel which probably under-
lies the Woodlot groﬁp of claims (fig. 3) has a small prospect hole
on the rim (Glen Rae claims). The uraniferous materisl in the Glen
Rae prospect is low grade and is confined to the lower foot of the
Shinarump conglomerate. It does not look very promising. The
southernmost channel is prospected by the Lone B mine (see DMEA
application 3588 for more complete description) and probably is
present under the central Devil's Furnace-vnlcah"claimswv Uraniferous
material in the Lomneg B mine is confined to the lower 2 feet of the
Shinarump and is very spotﬁ& in distribution. Agein, this prospgct,
and therefore the channel, is not very encouraging. The other
channel lies between the two just described, and outcrops on the
rim about 4,500 feet north of the Lone B mine. It will probably
lie under the northern part of the Devil's Furnaée-vulcan claim.
This central channel is more indefinite than the other two and no
prospect pits have been dug} It probably does not contéin any sig=

nificant amount of uraniferous material where exposed.

o % ORE¥RESERVES{ANIHWPRODUCTION

The property has no calculable ore reserves nor has any pro-
duction been made. As noted above, the ore horizon does not out-

crop and is not exposed on the applicant's claims.
EROPOSEDvEXPLORATION

The applicant proposes 27,575 feet of combined diamond-core
and wagon drilling at a total estimsted cost of $66,356.06. The
proposed hole locations are spaced about 300 feet apart on lines

crogsing the direction of the three major channels in the area.





CONCLUSION AND#RECOMMENDATIONS

No mineable ore bodies:‘ are known to be present anywhere near
the applicant's property. The uraniferous material present has a
very spotty distribution. It is evident that any drilling om the
, Woodlot or Devil's Furnace-Vulcan claim is of & "wikdeat" nature;
“.th‘erefore, the examining team recommends that the lean be denied
because of the pature of the risk. Mr. D. A. Grundy, AEC geologist
intthe Circle Cliffs area, concurs with the examining teams's
