Region III Field Team Report (excerpts):

Geological Survey - R. W. Osterstock

" The uranium mineralization on the Eagle Rock
claims is intimately associated with fluorite box-
work occurring in a band about 1 foot wide on the
south wall of the northeast trending vein. The
country rock is northeast striking, northwest dip-
ping, dolomitized Middle Paleozoic limestone.

Rhyolite porphyry outcrops in a low range of hills

about %—mile east of the claim area and one small
area of rhyolite is noted on the Eagle Rock claim. -
It is suggested that a circular topographic depres-
sion just north of the vein zone may represent the
weathered-down top of a rhyolite pluge. There is no
convincing evidence of the existance of such a plug
nor is there any radiometric evidence of uranium
mineralization beneath the slopewash covered depres-
sion.

The vein zone itself does not exhibit suffi-
ciently encouraging evidence to justify any great
degree of either lateral or vertical persistance.

Uranium-bearing fluorite occurs in a vertically
dipping vein along the southeast edge of the large,
slumped area. A trench, 2 shafts, and bulldozer
stripping have exposed the vein for approximately
150 feet. & scintillation counter shows radioacti-
vity for a distance of about 100 feet along the vein.
Mineralization exposed in the vein is irregular and
lenticular. Uranium appears as a canary-yellow,
powdery coating on the fluorite, which occurs as a
dark-purple mineral in a fine boxwork structure
formed by silica. Because of a high percentage of
silica, the ore is hard and resistant.






Tt is estimated that 200 tons of ore contain-
ing 0.17 percent U308 and 30 to 40 percent CaFp,
with considerable Silica, constitute the inferred
ore reserves on the Eagle Rock property.

Conclusion and Recommendations

The possibility of encountering commercial ore
bodies of uranium and rare earths on the Eagle Rock
claims is not encouraging, because of the irregular
occurrence of the exposed ore deposition and because
of the remote possibilities of the apparent structural
controls. All fluorite so far disclosed on the prop-
erty contains a high percentage of silica, which is
not desirable. There is nof indication that rare
earths will be found in greater :amounts than 0.1 per
cent.

A commnication, dated April 20, 1955, from
Ernest E. Thurlow, Chief, Salt Lake Exploration
Branch, Division of Raw Materials, Atomic EnergyCom-
mission, states that the Marysvale purchasing depot
has bheen instructed to refuse fluorite-type uranium
ores because they are not amenable to present treat-
ment processes. Therefore, even if uraniferous
fluorite ores are discovered in commercial quantities '
there is no market for them at the present time.

Tt is recommended that the application for
Government aid to explore for uranium and rare earths
on the Eagle Rock property be denied.

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SUMMARY

Mousley and Peterson, a partnership, with lease and option agreements on the
Eagle Rock Claimg in Juab County, Utah, have applied for DMEA assistance for
exploration for uraniferous ores., The Eagle Rock property lies in the central
part of the Thomas Range on a low range of hills made up of Middle Paleozoic
dolomitized limestone. The country rock, now predominantly dolomite, contains
abundant black, tan and white chert. The regional strike of the beds is northeast
with moderate northwesterly dips. Rhyolite porphyry is exposed in a low range of
hills above the valley floor about a quarter of a mile east of the Eagle Rock claims.
A small patch of rhyolite porphyry float was noted about 50 feet west of the
discovery monument on the Eagle Rock claim. Topographic depréssions in the claim
area may indicate the existence of cdncealed, slopewash covered, rhyolite porphyry
plugs.- . . |

Uraniferou;nmineralization on the Eagle Rock claims appears to be confined
to a northeast trending vertical vein zone which has been exposed by open cuts and
shafts over a strike distance of about 100 feet. The mineraliged portion of the
vein zone is generally less than one foot wide and is composed of black to purple
boxwork fluorite which contains sporadic disseminations of carnotite as
encrustations on the walls of somes of the boxwoik. The upward vertical-extent of
the vein structure appears to be cut off in the southwest face of the open cut by
unbroken dolomite beds. There is no evidence to indicate that this vein structure
is strong enough to have any great degree of either vertical or lateral persistence.

The property is reporﬁed to have produced seven tons of uraniferous fluorite
which was shipped to Marysvale, Utah,.&EC'buying depot, although settlement
sheets are not available, it is reported that this shiphent asséyed 0.17 percent

U308, It is estimated that the property contains about 15 tons of fluorite ore





in sight on the south wall of the vein zone. No other reserve data
" can be computed. The ore in sight may contain up to 30 percent Caf, and
from 0.10 to 0.20 U308° Major pfoduction from the Thomas Range fluorite
district has come from both the irregular and circular pipe~like bodies
in the rhyolite porphyry plugs. All of the mineralization noted on the
Eagle Rock Claims is confined to the northeast trending vein structure.
The evidence for the existence of a rhyolite pofphyry plug beneath the
slopewash covered depression just north of the vein zone is not sufficiently
convincing to justify exploration at depth in this area; A scintillator
traverse across the depression revealed no abnormal radiometric highs.
It i$ recommended that the applicants request for government

assistance be denied.





INTRODUCTION
Woodrow Mbusiey and Chris Peterson, a partnership, applied, under
DMEA Docket 3704, for government assistance for uranium exploration on

the Eagle Rock Claims, Juab County, Utah. The application is dated

December 10, 1954. The property was examined on April 12, 1955 by

R. W. Osterstock, USGS. The examining geologist was accompanied in the
field by Messrs. Al and Earl Willden of Delta, Utah, these‘gentlemen, as
original owners of the claims, acted as representatives of the applicants.

The applicants propose to explore for uranium oh their Eagle
Rock claims by a Qiamond drilling program consisting of eight holes, each
drilled to a depth of 200 feet.

The total cost of the exploration program as proposed by the
applicants is $14,350.

‘Locaﬁion and accessibility

The Eagle Rock Claims lie within the central portion of the
Thomas Renge in Juab County, Utah.- The property is on the east side of
a low range of hills about 300 feet high which are in the §alley separating
the western and eastern parts of the Thomas Range in the southeast part
of T. 12 Sey Re 12 W., SLB&M (unsurveyed). The property would lie within.
sec. 35 if the township and range were subdivided.

The Eagle Rock Claims may be reached by travelling west on
paved U. S. 6 from the center of Delta, Utah .5 miles, thence take right
fork on paved Utah 99 for 3.7 miles, from this crossroad go straight
ahead (west) 4.0 miles, thence turn right (north) 1.5 miles, thence turn
left (west) .6 of a mile to the end of the blacktepped portion of the
road. Continue west on road 1.4 miles to crossroad, thence turn left 3.4

~3~
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miles where road bears right (north). Continue for 1l4.l1 miles and take-
right fork of road. Continue straight through crossroad 3.4 miles from
righthand fork. Continue 4.2 miles, take left fork (at this point there is
a roadsign pointing to.Gﬁllao,AUtah), from road fork continue 6.4 miles,
thence take right fork for 6.7 mileé, thence turn right leaving improved
dirt road for access road for 1.0 miles to the eastern edge of the Eagle
Rock Claim area.

In general the road leading to the claim area is well cared for,
howevef, the last mile after leaving the graded dirt road is subject to
washouts during heavy rains.

- History and production

The Eagle Rock Claims were originally staked by T. &. Claridge,

Rex Claridge, Albert Willden, and Farl Willden, all of Delta, Usah. The
Eagle Rock and Eagle No. 1 claims were staked on August 15, 1948, since
that date the'Eagle Rock No. 2 claim has been located by the same gehtlemen.
The Willden brothers bought out the other two partners and thus became

sole owners of the property. Mousley and Peterson, the present loan
applicants, have a lease and option agreement for the Eagle Rock properties
which is now in effect. Mousley and Peterson infdrmed the Willdens that
approximately $9,000 had been spent on work at the property prior to the
date of the present DMEA loan application. This work consisted of a road
bull=dozed in from the Topaz-Fluorspar road up to the outcropping, the
removal of 3,000 cubic yards of cover by bulldozing;ghe Eagle Rock No. 1
claim and 20,000 cubic yards of overburden removed from the Eagle Rock

No. 2 claim. Some percussion drilling is also reported on the claims,

e
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however, this pbase was not deemed satisfactory as the swelling ground
closed the holes almost immediately. To date the property has shipped seven
tons 'of ore to the AEC buying station in Marysvale, Utah. The ore is
reported to have assayed 0,17 percent U308' The figure corresponds with
a channel sample cut by M. H. Staatz which also assayed 0.17 percent
U30ge The applicants report the property to have five tons of ore
reserves, apparently of similar grade to the ore shipped to Marysvale.

The Thomas Range area has been of principle interest for its
fluorite production which began in May 1943. By September 1950 more
than 35,000 tons had been produced from the district. Several of the
mines of the district are still‘in operation, however, recent production
data are not readily available.

GEOLOGY

The Eagle Rock Claims lie in an area of undifferentiated Middle
Paleozoic limestones and dolomites. Most of the dolomite is the result of
secondary dolimitization rather than being a primary sedimentary feature.
The dolomite near the southern end of the property is massive to heavy
bedded, dark gray and coarsely crystalline. Higher in the section to
the north the beds bécome thinner, being about 4 to 6 inches thick near
the workings. ds the beds thin, white, gray and black .chert nodules
begin to appear. These are apparently syngenetic as §ilicified fossils
are occasionally found in the chert near the top of the section. Near
the northern end of the claims chert éomprises approximately 50 percent of
fhe section. There is also considerable introduced siliea in thin stringers
and networks which are of diverse orientation. .n appreciable increase
of silicification is noted as the vgin zone is approached uﬁtil at the vein
there is only extremely altered dolomite rock with abundant silica and some

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. The regional attitude of the dolomite beds is northeastmstriking
and moderate northwest dipping (see fig. 3).

‘On the valley floor about one quarter mile to the east of the
Eagle Rock Claim, there is a low range of rhyolite porphyry hills. A
small area of rhyolite porphyry float was noted about 50 feet southwest
of the discovery monument on the Eagle Rock Claims. Staatz has indicated
that these rhyolites ére of Tertiary age.

The central part of the project area shows a circular depression,
now partially stripped,’(fig. 3) and simil#r smaller depressions are found
elsewhere on the property. These depressions may have formed above ore=
bearing rhyblite plugs and are characterized by (1) the absence of outerops
‘(2) brecciated dolomite in the outerops adjacent to the depressions (3) net~

. works of chert, as much as 60 percent in the dolomite adjacent to the
depressions ﬂ4) the presence of pale leached chert float characterized by
a boxwork structufe and.(5) the presence of calcite rich cream to reddish
clay like material in the few small pits that prospect these areas.
M. H. Staatz suggests that the general circular shape of these depressions
rather than elongate shape suggests that they may be formed above intrusive
plugs probably also of rhyolite porphyry.

| ORE DEPOSITS

The ore deposits of the Thomas Range Mining District are
probably epithermal fluorspar deposits. ,They ére generally pipe=like
bodies or veins that occur in dolomite or in rhyolite porphyry, generally
the deposits are vertical or steeply dipping.

On the Eagle Rock property a fluorite bearing vein is exposed

. in open cuts and two shafts, the ore bearing portion of the vein averages

1 foot wide though in places it pinches dowun to about 6 inches. The vein -

zone proper is highly brecciated and locally attains a width of about
5 feets The vein may be traced on strike length over a distance of about
100 feet in bull=dozer cuts, shafts and 6pep cuts. On the south wall of

the vein zone a fairly persistent zone of purple to black fluorite

baxwork appears to represent the highest grade section of the mineralized
area. The north wall of the vein zone is reddish highly altered dolomite
with some fluorite and some very fine sandy materiai. At the face at

the southwest end of the open cut, beyond the westernmost of the twovshafts,
there is a stratified graded clay and sand=sized zone of material which
contains sporadic 6 inch to 1 foot globs of fluorite ore. It seems likely
that these CaF, blocks in the clay zone may indicate postsore movement.
Fluorite appears to remain as boxwork along with much silica. The original
composition of the rock prior to the development of the boxwork structures
origin.remains unknown. Staatz has pointed out that the ore is unusually
rich in silica and as a result it is hard and resistent in contrast to the
more normal pulverulent ore of the district. The high silica content prévents
this deposit from being worked only for its fluorite content. The purple to
black fluorite on the south wall of the vein zone contains visible though
extremely small yellow globular carnotite coatings. The uranium minerals

- do not appear to be continuous or uniformly distributedkbut'instead ocgur
as sporadic disseminations associated with the boxwork fluorite. It is
noted thaéi%he face of the open cut relatively fresh dolomite beds cross

over the top of the vein zone. There is no indication of vertical persistence

ORE RESERVES

The applicant has estimated that the property contains five tons
of ore reserves and although no statement is made to that effect it is
presumed that the applicant infers a grade of 0.17 percent U30g for these
~ reserves. The examining geologist does not find it feasible to estimate
ore reserves on any part of the Eagle Rock claim area, however, theré
remains in sight, particularly on the south wall of the open cut above the
two shaft stations, 10 to 15 tons of black fluorite boxwork ore which would
Probably assay less than 30 percent CaF; and .10 to .20 percent U30g.

| PROPOSED EXPLORATION

The applicents have proposed an exploration:program consisting
of eight drill holes of 200 feet each. These holes are spotted on the
map accompanying the application provided by the applicants (see fig.;gffﬂa
Holes No. 1, 2 énd 3 as proposed by the applicants are apparently designed
to explore the known vein zone at depth. Holes 4, 5 and 6 if inclined
will explore the known vein zone at depth and will also explore the
possibilities of mineralization beneath the depression. It is suggested
that this depression may have resulted from the wveathering down of
intrusive rhyolite plug. Holes 7 and 8, well to the north of the known
vein zone, are apparently designed‘to egplore'ﬂor.ther parallel vein zones,

or other intrusive rhyolite plugs, which may be minefalized. The applicants






have estimated that the total cost of the drilling project will be $13,600,
An additionsl cost of $750 is to be used for obtaining consulting assistance.
The total overall cost of the project is estimated to be $14,350.

The vertical or lateral persistence of the fluorite zone is at
present unknown. There does not appear to be verticel persistence above
the level of the open pit, and its persistence with depth muét, therefore,
remain in doubt. There does not appear to be sufficient vertical persistence
of the known ore zone to warrant exploration at depth by diamond drilling;
Staatz has suggested that since most of the fluorspar production from the
Thomas Range area has come from the circular or pipe~like bodies in
the intrusive breccias, this type body is therefore the most favorable for
prospecting. Diamond drilling of the area beneath the depression north
of the vein zone, which may represent the weathering down of an intrusive
rhyolite plug, may only be classified as prospecting. There is no convincing
evidence‘pointing out the existence of such a plug nor is there any evidence
to indicate that the plug may be mineralized. &4 scintillator traverse
made across the depression did not reveal any abnormally high radiometric
anomalies which would suggest the existence of the uraniferous zone beneath
the slope wash. |

CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDAT IONS

The uraniferous fluorite deposits in the Eagle Rock Giaim area
appear to be confined to the single vein zone exposed in the open pit and
the two shallow shafts. The vein appears to have formed gigiéyg;gzgiga%rending
northeast=southwest. Most of the fluorite mineralization is confined to |
the south wall of the structure and is generally less than oneifgot thick.

The dark purple fluorite is in & boxwork structure throughout which
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there are sporadic fine disseminations of carnotite encrustations on some
of the walls of the boxwork fluofite. The country rock in the Fagle Rock
claim area is dolemitized Middle Paleozoic limestone. The beds strike
northeast, dip moderately to the northwest, and contain abundant syngenetic
chert. Considerable silicification is noted as the vein zone is approached.
Alteration and brecciation of the dolomite also increase as the vein zone
is approached. i\t the south end of the open pit all of the vein zone
appears to stop abruptly as dolomite beds go across the top without
.interruption. The vein zone is now exposed over a strike distance of
about 100 feet. M. He. Staatz has suggested that a topographic depression
Just north of the vein zone may represent the weathered, concealed top of
an intrusive rhyolite plug.

It is concluded that the fracture type vein deposit as is
presently exposed on the Eagle Rock property probably will not have great
lateral persistence.' The degree of vertical persistence appears to be
somewhat limited at least at the top of the vein zone as indicated in the
face of the southwest crosscut where the vein zone is stopped by overlying
unbroken dolomite beds. There is, therefore, no well defined target for
diamond drill exploration along the vein zone. Diamond drilling into the
area of the postulated intrusive rhyolite plugs would come under the heading
of prospecting and is not therefore subject to DMEA assistance.

. The ore reserve potential of this deposit does not appear to
be sufficient in either tonnage or grade to substantially add to the

national reserve picture. It is recommended that the applicants? request

for a DMEA loan be denied.






This docket and the proposed exploration program on the Eagle
Rock Claims have been discussed with members of the Atomic Energy Commission,
Salt Lake Exploration Branch. A4s a result of these discussions, Mr. E.
Thurlow; Chief, Salt Lake Exploration Branch of AEC, has in a letter to
M. M. Howes (USBM) dated #pril 20, 1955 statedlthat Marysvale purchasing
depot of AEC has been instructed to refuse ores of the uraniferous fluorite
type as they are not amenable to present treatment processes. Mr. E. A.
Youngberg, Director of the Mining Division, has suggested that DMEA
discourage exploration for uranium ores of the fluorite type. It was,
however, noted that if a district appeared to have sufficient potential
that it might eventually support a fluorite treatment plant with uranium
‘as a by=product. MAn exploration venture might be justified as a joint

uranium=fluorite projéct on such a property.
