I am enclosing herewith four photostatted copies
of our chain of title to the Blue Jay Claims. 01 Jato
Uranium Company would appreciate your expediting the DMEA
loan contract for execution by this company covering the
above claims.

There are only one or two minor questions which we
feel should be considered before .our execution. First, we
notice that the contract calls for completion of Stage One
and Stage Two programs by December 15, 1955. This date would,
of course, have to be extended primarily because of winter
conditions. At this point we could not be certain of com-
pleting the program even if the contracts were already exe-
cuted and we were on the ground working. Winter weather may
well drive us off of Elk Ridge country any day now and keep
us off until next spring.

The second question we would like to have some under-
standing on would be that we would not be required to drill
all twelve holes on the first stage program. Supposing, for
example, that we were fortunate enough to locate the channel
and block out the edges with a lesser number of drill holes.

INTRODUCTION AND SUMMARY

The Bears Ears Uranium Company, Blanding, Utah, has applied to the
Defénée Minerals E#ploration Administration (docket No. 3772) for agsist-
ancé'tszexplore for uranium ore. The property involved consists of 23
unpatented mining claims, known as the Blue Jay group, located in sec. 15;
7. 36 S., R. 18 - $°8.L.M., southwestern Elk Ridge, San Juan County, Utah,

(f1g. 1).

Iheiproperty was examined on May 18, 1955, by a party composed of
c. MZ:Hasrer, U. S. Bureau of Mines, F. J. Kleinhempl and W. P. Williams,
U.'Silce§log1cal Survey, and Clynn Young of Bears Ears Uranium Company .

‘The Blue Jay claims may be reached by traveling aboutlho miles west
from Blending, Utah, over graded dirt roads. The property may be in-

accessible at times during the winter months.

GEOLOGY

The exposed rocks on and near the Blue Jay claims include in ascending

-order the Cedar Mesa sandstone member and the Organ Rock and Hoskinnini

tongues of the Cutler formation of Permian age, the Moenkopi formation of
Lower~Tfiassic age, the Shinarump conglomerate of Upper Triassic age, the
lower part of the Chinle formation of Upper Triassic age, and sandstone

units within the lower Chinle.

in the vicinity of the Blue Jay claime all radiocactivity noted %s in the
lqwerjpart of the Spinarump conglomerate. The Shinarump is a light gray,
friable, medium- to'coarse-grained quartz sandstone with thin lenses Of'clqy
and congloﬁerate. In the'Elk Ridge area the Shinarump fills channels and
scéurs cut into the underlying Moenkopi formation. Channel structurés‘in the
Shinarump are important guides to exploration for uranium ore. No uranium:
deposits ‘are known in the Shinarump where channel control is not present.
Figure 2:shows the limits of continuodg outcrop of the Shinarump on Elk
Ridge.* The Blue Jay claims are located near the center of the belt of con-;
tinuous Shinarump.

- The :applicants havg stripped the rim on the Blue Jay claims for a distance
of about-1,000 feet. oﬁer most of that distance the contact of the Shinarump
with the Moenkopi is well exposed. The regional diP of the rocks in ‘the
vieinity is about 2 degrees southwest. Where the Shinarump has been uncovered

by.stripping on the Blue Jay claims, the dip increases several degrees and a

weIl-defined channel appears to be present on the property. I cannot say
with ceftainty, at present, which direction the channel is trending. The
averaée thickness of the Shinarump in the vicinity is about 20 feet. In
the channel on the Blue Jay claims the Shinarump thickens to abouf 4o feet,
thus affording about 20 feet of relief in the channel.

Scintiilomgter readings along the base of the channel on the Blue Jay
ciaims were anomalously high. At the small cut show on figure U4, readings
were about ten time as high as the background count for the area. At the
cut afavorable environment for the localization of uranium mineralization
exists. A lens of green and gray mudstone, sbout 8 feet thick and 30 feet
wide, is at the base of a well-defined channel in Shinarump sandstone that
L§~30‘tbfho feet ﬁhick.

Thé
Exploration Division, U. S. Atomic Energy Commission, Grand Junction Opera-
tions Office, drilled about 38 holes at the head of Burch Canyon about l%_
miles east of the Blue Jay claims. Consultation with Messrs. Philip H.
Dodd and Louis Garbrecht, Exploration Division, AEC, afforded the follow-
ing information on the drilling: the drill holes were on about 100 foot
centers. A total of 4,880 feet was drilled. Seventy-one percent of the
holes dfilled were mineralized. Thirty-three percent of the mineralized

holes pénetrated material of ore grade. Reserve calculations by the AEC






showed 10,000 tons of indicated and inferred ore was discovered by that
drilling. The drilling was successful in discovering & "strong" chanmel
that is trending toward the Blue Ja& claims, figure 3. :
'Géologists of the Mineral Deposits Braﬁch, U. S. Geological Survey,
Colorado Plateau District, have been engaged in a geobotanical program
in which an attempt is made to correlate anomalous amounts of uranium,and
other trace elements in plants and trees with the occurrence of uranium
ore bodies.

' There are no developed ore reserves on the Blue Jay claims. The

The largest mine in the vieinity, the Hi@eout mine about h% miles west
of the Blue Jay claims, produced 6,582 dry tons of ore cpntaining 0.23 per-
cent U3°8’ through March, 1955. The Hideout deposit is estimated by USGS
geologlsts to contain about 10,000 tons of uranium ore. The Sandy No. 3

The applicant proposes to explore the Blue Jay claims by doing 750
hours of rim stripping and road building, and drilling four rows of drill’
holes, six holes in each row, with the average dep;h of holes estimated at
300 feet, for a total of 7,200 feet of drilling. The total project éost, l
including assaying and geological, engineering, and supervisory, and account-

ing services, is estimated by the applicent to be $39,600.





It is my opinion thet enough rim stripping hes been completed by the
applicant to reveal the presence of the channel and that no mineable ore
exists in éﬁe stripped outcrop. vFurther rim striﬁping would uncover the
west flank of the channel, but ore bodies would probably not be found
very far up on the flank. I believe that two rows of stage I core drill
holes placed 200 and 400 feet behind the rim with holes 150 feet apart
within the rows will probably establish the trend of the chamnel and find
favorable or mineralized rock that mey be present within the drilling aresa.
ﬁole depths would probebly not be in excess of 175 feet, but 200 feet
average deéth might be used if a contract is prepared to avoid the possi-
bility of a shortage of drilling footage. The first hole should be drilled
‘200 feet behind the small cut made by the applicant in the basal Shinaruxp.
With that hole as a starting point, 1l more holee should be drilled in
the pattern shown on figure k.

‘0 Stage II should consist of 12 more drill holes plaeced between favor-
-éble stage I holes or used to explore further the channel by extending the
drill hole pattern of stage I but only in the event stage I reveals ﬁhe

trend of the channel or discovers favorable or mineralized rock.

CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

The Blue Jay claims appear favorable for the occurrence of uranium oré
deposits for the following reasons: 1) Favorable structure in the form of
& channel in the Triassic Shinarump formation has been uncovered by rim-
stripping by the applicant, 2) the property lies along a trend formed by
known ore deposits, 3) the property is located near the center of the bvelt
of continuous Shinarump conglomerate which assures the presence of a thick,
continuous ore host rock, U4) the proferty lies along a trend formed by
known geobotanical anomalies, 5) the outcrop of the channel gives high
scintillometer readings (several times above background) in accumulations
of'cérbonaceous material and green and gray mudstones which are favorable
for ore deposits.

The éhances of finding & significant ore deposit on the property appear
to be gopd. I recommend that a DMEA contract be approved to provide for
exploration work in the manner outlined above. The application was re=
viewed and discussed with Mr. Philip H. Dodd and Mr. Louis Garbrecht)
geologists, Exploration  Division, U. S. Atomic Emergy Commission, Grand
Junction Operations Office.

ARTICLE 4. Performance of the work.—(a)- Operator’s responsibility.—The work shall be per-
formed with reasonable diligence, efficiently, expertly, in a workmanlike manner, in accordance with
good mining standards and State regulations for health and safety and for liability insurance covering
employment; and with suitable and adequate equipment, facilities, materials, supplies, and labor, to
bring it to completion within the time fixed.

(b) Government mayj inspect.—The Operator shall consult with and inform the Government on all
phases of the work as it progresses. The Government mdy enter at all reasonable times to inspect the
work under the contract, and also after a certification of discovery or development to inspect production
operations and underground workings. The operator shall provide the Government with all reasonable
means of access for such inspections. .

ARTICLE 5. Contribution by the Government.—A fixed cost for each unit of work to be performed
(per foot of drlftlng, per foot of drilling, per hour of operations, etc.) is hereby agreed upon, and

-363892.00 - The Government will contribute 75 percent of the fixed unit costs as
work s fer ormed in a total sum not in excess of $§L .......................... : Provided, That until the
Operator has rendered to the Government his final M*% d any final audltlng requlred by the Gov-

ernment has been made, and a final settlement of the contract has been made, the Government may with-
hold from the last voucher or vouchers such sums as it sees fit not in excess of 10 percent of the estimated
total cost of the work. The Government will make its contribution on the basis of the monthly vouchers
réferred to in Article 6 (b), but all payments by the Government are provisional only, subject to audit, until
the account between the Operator and the Government is finally audited and settled. To the extent that
excesses over fixed unit costs or any excess over the estimated total cost may be necessary for the per-
formance of the work, the Operator shall incur and pay such excesses for his own account without con-
tribution by the Government. The Government may make payments directly to independent contractors
and suppliers for the account of the Operator rather than to the Operator.

‘ ARTICLE 6. Reports, accounts, audits.— (a) Operator’s records.—The Operator shall keep suit-
able records and accounts of the units of work performed and of any production in which the Govern-
ment may have an interest; and shall preserve those with respect to work performed for at least three
years after final payment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three
years after any obligation to pay royalties to the Government has terminated. The Government may
inspect and audit said records and accounts at any time, either by itself or by a certified public account-
ant. The Comptroller General of the United States or his representative, until the expiration of said
three-year periods, shall have access to and the rlght to examine any pertinent books, documents, papérs,
and records of the Operator. All of the Operator s vouchers and records and accounts relatmg thereto
and the Government’s payments thereof remain subject to adjustment until final audit by the Government.
(b) Progress reports and vouchers.—The Operator shall provide the Government with five copies

of monthly progress reports in three sections as follows: (1) Operator’s Monthly Report and Voucher
showing a detailed statement of units of work. .performed during-the reporting period; (2) Operator’s
Unit Cost and Progress Report showing the various types of work performed durmg the reporting
perlod and the fixed unit costs incurred for each type of work ; and (3) a Narratlve Report of the work
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performed during the reporting period including adequate engineering-geological maps or sketches, drill
hole logs and locations, and assay reports on samples taken concurrently with advance in mineralized
ground. (Forms for reporting under (1) and (2) above will be provided by the Government.)

' (¢) Final report.—Upon completion of the work or termination of the Government’s obligation to
contribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with. five copies of a final report (in
addition to the final progress report and voucher). This final report shall include a geological and engi-
neering evaluation of the results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore
reserves resulting from such work, complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or
sketches, and a summary of the work performed and the unit costs thereof.

(d) Report of sales.—The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and
documentary evidence covering all production to which the Government’s percentage royalty relates, such
as copies of smelter or concentrator settlement sheets, and certified accounts of production and sale or
other disposition of production.

(e) Compliance with requirements.—If in the opinion of the Government any of the Operator’s
reports, records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the
Government may procure the making or completion of such with suitable attachments as an expense of
the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and payment
of any vouchers relating to insufficient or incomplete reports, records or accounts.

ARTICLE 7. Repayment by Operator.—(a) Certification.—If the Government considers that a
discovery or development from which production may be made has resulted from the work, the Govern-
ment, at any time not later than six months after a sufficient final report and final account (see Article
6) has been rendered, may so certify in writing to the Operator. Such certification shall describe broadly
or indicate the nature of the discovery or development.

(b) Royalty on production.—The Operator, as principal if the Operator is the producer, or as surety
if the Operator is not the producer, shall pay to the Government a royalty on all minerals mined or
produced from the land, as follows: (1) regardless of any certification of discovery or development,
from the date of the contract until the lapse of the time within which the Government may make such
certification, or until the total net amount contributed by the Government without interest is fully repaid,
whichever occurs first; or (2) if the Government makes a certification of discovery or development,
within a period of ten years from the date of the contract, or until the total net amount contributed by
the Government without interest is fully repaid, whichever occurs first.

(¢) Basis for computation.—The Government’s royalty shall be a percentage of the gross proceeds
(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the form
sold (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f. o. b. point) ; except, that
charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business, and shown as deductions on the buyer’s
settlement sheets, on account of the cost of treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight paid by the buyer to a carrier (not
the Operator), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the “gross proceeds” as that term is used
herein. Any costs of treatment processes, sampling or assaying, or transportation, performed or paid
by the Operator or by anyone other than the buyer, are not deductible in arriving at the “gross proceeds”
as that term is here used. The term “treatment processes,” as here used, means those processes (such as -

" milling, concentrating, smelting, refining, or equivalent) applied to the crude ore or other production after
it is extracted from the ground, to put it into a commercially marketable form; excluding fabricating or
manufacturing. . S

(d) Unsold production.—If any production (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), after the lapse
of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither sold nor used by
the Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, if it is stockpiled), -
the Government, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of
its royalty on the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) it is in
when the Government elects to require computation and payment. If any production is used by the
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations before the Government makes its elec-
tion, the Government’s royalty on such production shall be computed on the value thereof in the form in
which and at the time when it is so used. “Value” as here used means what is or would be gross income
from mining operations for percentage depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination, or the
market value, whichever is greater.

(e) Percentages of royalty.—The percentages of the Government’s royalty shall be as follows:

: One and one-half (114) percent of amounts (“gross proceeds” or “value”) not in excess of eight
dollars ($8.00) per ton of production in the form in which sold, held, or used, plus one-half (%)
percent for each additional full fifty cents ($0.50) by which such amounts exceed eight dollars ($8.00)
per ton, but not in excess of five (5) percent of such amounts.
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(For instance: the royalty on an amount of five dollars ($5.00) per ton would be one and one-
half (11%) percent; on an amount of ten dollars ($10.00) per ton, three and one-half (314) percent.)

(f) Time for computation and payment.—The Government’s royalty shall be computed and paid
currently upon each lot sold, held, or used in integrated operations, as the case may be, as above provided
in this article.

(g) Lien for payment.—To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, there is hereby granted to
the Government a lien upon the land or the Operator’s interest in the land and upon any production of
minerals therefrom, until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid. ;

(h) Notice to purchasers.—The Operator shall give notice of the Government’s claim for royalt;
to any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the royalty
directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. If the
records of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the production is by the
Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be
estimated by the Administrator, Defense Minerals Exploration Administration, or his successor, and his
estimate thereof shall be final and binding upon the Operator.

(i) No obligation to produce.—Nothing in this contract is to be construed as imposing any obligation
on the Operator or the Operator’s successor in interest to engage in any production operations.

(i) Government not obligated to buy.—Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals mined or produced from the land.

ARTICLE 8. Termination of the Government’s obligations.—(a) If in the opinion of the Govern-
ment operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results that indicate the probability of
making a worthwhile discovery, and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not justi-
fied, the Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon the Government shall
be free of all obligation to pay on account of units of work not then performed, and the Operator shall
be free of all further obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental
to winding up, reporting, and accounting.

(b) If in the opinion of the Government the Operator is in any manner in default under the terms
of the contract, the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification
of reasonable time within which the default must be cured ; and if the Operator fails to cure such default
as required, thereupon the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to pay on account of units of
work not performed when the notice was given, and the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prose-
cute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and account-
ing. The remedy provided for the Government in this paragraph “(b)” is in addition to any other remedy
provided in this contract, and in addition to any other remedy the law may provide for breach of contract.

(¢) The giving of any notice by the Government under the provisions of this Article 8 shall not
affect the Government’s rights as provided for in the contract with respect to a percentage royalty, and
such rights shall be fully preserved.

ARTICLE 9. Notices to be given by the Government may be delivered to the Operator, or may be
sent by registered mail addressed to the Operator at his mailing address stated in this contract. If
mailed, notices are deemed to have been delivered five days after the date of mailing. :

ARTICLE 10. Officials not to benefit.—No member of or delegate to Congress or resident commis-
sioner shall be admitted to any share or part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise therefrom;
but this provision shall not be construed to extend to this contract if made with a corporation for its
general benefit. ‘

I recommend the spplicant be requested to submit assays,

radiometric survey results, and other pertinent data which indicates
favorable mineralization is exposed on the Blue Jay claims.

(e) Percentages of royalty.—The percentages of the Government’s royalty shall be as follows:

~ One and one-half (11%4) percent of amounts (“gross proceeds” or “value”) not in excess of eight

dollars ($8.00) per ton of production in the form in which sold, held, or used, plus one-half (14)

. bercent for each additional full fifty cents ($0.50) by which such amounts exceed eight dollars ($8.00)

per ton, but not in excess of five (5) percent of such amounts. 16—70818-1

- (For instance: the royalty on an amount of five dollars ($5. 00) per ton would be one and one-
half (114) percent; on an amount of ten dollars ($10.00) per ton, three and one-half (81%) percent.)

(f) Time for computation and payment. —The Government’s royalty shall be computed and paid
currently upon each lot sold, held, or used in mtegrated operations, as the case may be, as above provided
in this article.

(g) Lien for payment.—To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, there is hereby granted to
the Government a lien upon the land or the Operator’s interest in the land and upon any production of
minerals therefrom, until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid.

(h) Notice to purchasers.—The Operator shall give notice of the Government’s claim for royalty
to any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the royalty
directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. If the
records of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the production is by the
Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be
estimated by the Administrator, Defense Minerals Exploration Admlmstratlon or his successor, and his
estimate thereof shall be final and binding upon the Operator.

(i) No obligation to produce.~~Nothing in this contract is to be construed as imposing any obligation
on the Operator or the Operator’s successor in interest to engage in any production operations.

(j) Govermment not obligated to buy.—Nothing in this contract shall be construed as imposing any
obligation on the Government to purchase any minerals mined or produced from the land.

ARTICLE 8. Termination of the Government’s obligations.—(a) If in the opinion of the Govern-
ment operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results that indicate the probability of
making a worthwhile discovery, and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not justi-
fied, the Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon the Government shall
be free of all obligation to pay on account of units of work not then performed, and the Operator shall
be free of all further obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental
to winding up, reporting, and accounting.

(b) If in the opinion of the Government the Operator is in any manner in default under the terms
of the contract, the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification
of reasonable time within which the default. must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default
as required, thereupon the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to pay on account of units of
work not performed when the notice was given, and the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prose-
cute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and account-
ing. The remedy provided for the Government in this paragraph “(b)” is in addition to any other remedy
provided in this contract, and in addition to any other remedy the law may provide for breach of contract.

(c) The giving of any notice by the Government under the provisions of this Article 8 shall not

affect the Government’s rights as provided for in the contract with respect to a percentage royalty, and
such rights shall be fully preserved. ,

ARTICLE 9. Notices to be gwen by the Government may be delivered to the Operator, or mey‘ be
sent by registered mail addressed to the Operator at his mailing address stated in this contract. If
mailed, notices are deemed to have been dehvered ﬁve days after the date of mailing. :

ARTICLE 10. Oﬂicwls not to benefit.—No member of or delegate to Congress or: res1dent commiis-
sioner shall be admitted to any share or part.of this contract or to any benefit that may arise therefrom;
