III. PHYSICAL DESCRIPTION

A. History

At the time of submitting this application, no exploration or
development work is beihg carried out on the above described property.

A jeep access road has been built from the upper AEC access
road, through the property, and connecting with fhe AEC winter road
to Blanding, Utah: this road is approximately two miles in length.

Rim stripping was attempted (see Plate 1, overlay) for a dis-
tance of approximately 50 feet, but due to frozen ground axid the pre-
- sence of large blocks of slump, the operatidn'was largeljr unsuccessful.

No drilling has been reported on the property.

The Shinarump conglomerate of Triaséic age, the ore-horizon,
overlies the Moenkopi unconformably, and is»éomposed of interbedded’
gray, red, and brownish sandstone, congvl_omer'atic sandstones, conglom-
erate and gray clay and siltstone.‘

The Chinle formation of Triassic age has been_divided, lith-
ologically, into three units, the lower two units outcropping within the
property boundary. The lower unit consisfs of varigated gx;ayish benton-
itic clay and lenses of sandstone and conglomerate. The fo'p of thié
unit may be represented by a resistant 'sahdstbne and conglomerate
beds. The middle unit contains beds of calcaré§us and bentonitic mud-

D. Localizatiop of the Deposits

The larger deposits in the White Canyon district are localized
in the Shinarump conglomerate and may be associated with paleostream
channels eroded into the underlying Moenkopi formation. Many of the
smaller deposits are reportedly found at the base of the Shinarump, along
‘the contract between this formation and the Moénkopi. |

No information is available regafding the possible trends of

these channels in the vicinity of the Interstate property.

E. Accessibility

B. Proposed Work

The development work for this property may be divided into
two phases, the work in the second phase largely dependent on the

results obtained in the initial phase.
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Phase 1 - Rim Stripping

The Shinarump conglomerate may be expected to have a max-
imum outcrop length of approximately 3000 feet, and the first phase of
the work would be directed toward stripping this outcrop for the purpose
of close inspection for mineralization and the presence of paleostream
channels. Because of the presence of large blocks of slumped rock -
over the outcrop, it Will be necessary to precede th; stripping work
with drilling and blasting operations. This will require the use of a

compressor with a jack hammer.

Phase 2 - Drillirg

Stage 1

The location of drill holes ‘in this phase would depend largely
on the information obtained in Phase 1. If sufficient evidence‘ of
channelling were obtained in the stripping, the first holes would be
located back of the outcrop in ozl"der to deterrhine the vtrend., However, ,
for estimation purposes, twenty.-éne drill holes have been tehtatively
positioned on a 500-foot grid system which covers the property. These

This grid pattei-n, on
the other hand, would be useful in any overall appraisal of the entire
property area. Closer drilling would be required to determine any

Closer drilling on a 250-foot grid pattern, or according to
a pattern dictated by the drilling in Stage 1, would represent a possible

further 3000 feet of hole.

Summary of Stage 1 and 2

According to the above stages, Stages 1 and 2 would require a

maximum of 6000 feet of drilling.

Stage 3

This stage would be represented by closely spaced holes to
outline any mineralized holes determined by the first two stages.. For
estimation purposes an additional 1500 feet may be required, and this

The Lessee in consideration of the granting of the rights and privileges aforesaid, hereby covenants and agrees as follows:

FIRST: To pay to the Lessor as rental for the land covered by this lease the sum of Fifty (50) Cents per acre per annum. All
such annual payments of rental to be made in advance on the 2nd day of January of each year, except the rental for the year in
which this lease is issued, which is payable on the execution of this lease, such rental to be credited against the royalties as they
accrue for the year. :

SECOND: To pay a royalty of 12%2% of the gross amount received for or the gross value of the leased substances, including
the State’s royalty share of any bonus received by the Lessee from the sale of the leased substances. The basis for computing the
amount due to the Lessor shall be as follows:

(a) If the leased substance extracted are sold under a bonafide contract of sale the amount of money or its equivalent actually
received by the owner, Lessee, or other person operating the leased premises from the sale of the leased substances less a reason-
able cost, if any, of transporting the leased substances from the place where extracted to the place where under the contract of sale,
the leased substances are to be delivered.

(b) If the leased substances extracted are treated at a mill, smelter, processing plant, or reduction works which receives the
leased substances from independent sources and which is owned or controlled by the same interests owning or controlling the
mine, such disposal shall be treated as a sale within the meaning of this section for the purpose of determining gross proceeds or
otherwise, and in such determination a rate or charge for sampling, assaying, milling, smelting, or refining the leased substances therefrom
shall be deducted which shall not exceed an amount to be determined by applying the same rates as are applied by such mill,
smelter, or reduction works or competing works, and ores of substantially like character and in like quantities received from in-
dependent sources.. In the event of controversy the Lessor shall have the power to determine such rates and charges. Transporta-
tion charges may also be deducted as provided in sub-division (a) hereof.

(c) If a mill or other reduction works is operated exclusively in connection with a mine such mill or reduction works shall
be treated as a part of the mine and the cost of operating such mill or reduction works shall, for the purpose of fixing the royalty
imposed by this lease, be regarded as part of the cost of mining, and the cost of assaying, sampling, smelting, refining, and trans-
portation only shall be deducted as herein provided.
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ARTICLE XI
LESSEE agrees to observe faithfully the provisions of Title 65, Chapter 1, Section 18, Utah Code Annotated 1953.

provisions of this lease, for a period of ten years, beginning January 2nd, first succeeding the date of issuance hereof, and as
long thereafter as said minerals may be produced in commercial quantities from said lands, upon condition that at the end of
each twenty (20) year period succeeding the first day of the year in which this lease is issued, such re-adjustment of terms and
conditions may be made as the Lessor may determine to be necessary in the interest of the State.

ARTICLE 1

It is expressly understood and agreed that this lease is granted subject in all respects to and under the conditions of the laws
of the State of Utah and existing Rules and Regulations or Rules and Regulations as may be hereafter approved and adopted by
the State Land Board.

ARTICLE 11

It is further expressly understood and agreed that this lease covers only the mining, removal, and disposal of the minerals spe-
cified in this lease, but the Lessee shall promptly notify the Lessor of the discovery of any minerals excepting those enumerated
herein.

ARTICLE II1

The Lessee in consideration of the granting of the rights and privileges aforesaid, hereby covenants and agrees as follows:

FIRST: To pay to the Lessor as rental for the land coveréd by this lease the sum of Fifty (50) Cents per acre per annum. All
such annual payments of rental to be made in advance on the 2Znd day of January of each year, except the rental for the year in
which this lease is issued, which is payable on the execution of this lease, such rental to be credited against the royalties as they
accrue for the year.

SECOND: To pay a royalty of 12%2% of the gross amount received for or the gross value of the leased substances, including
the State’s royalty share of any bonus received by the Lessee from the sale of the leased substances. The basis for computing the
.o amount due to the Lessor shall be as follows:

(a) If the leased substance extracted are sold under a bonafide contract of sale the amount of money or its equivalent actually
received by the owner, Lessee, or other person operating the leased premises from the sale of the leased substances less a reason-
able cost, if any, of transporting the leased substances from the place where extracted to the place where under the contract of sale,
the leased substances are to be delivered.

(b) If the leased substances extracted are treated at a mill, smelter, processing plant, or reduction works which receives the
leased substances from independent sources and which is owned or controlled by the same interests owning or controlling the
mine, such disposal shall be treated as a sale within the meaning of this section for the purpose of determining gross proceeds or
otherwise, and in such determination a rate or charge for sampling, assaying, milling, smelting, or refining the leased substances therefrom
shall be deducted which shall not exceed an amount to be determined by applying the same rates as are applied by such mill,
smelter, or reduction works or competing works, and ores of substantially like character and in like quantities received from in-
dependent sources. In the event of controversy the Lessor shall have the power to determine such rates and charges. Transporta-
tion charges may also be deducted as provided in sub-division (a) hereof.

(c) If a mill or other reduction works is operated exclusively in connection with a mine such mill or reduction works shall
be treated as a part of the mine and the cost of operating such mill or reduction works shall, for the purpose of fixing the royalty
imposed by this lease, be regarded as part of the cost of mining, and the cost of assaying, sampling, srielting, refining, and trans-
portation only shall be deducted as herein provided.
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ARTICLE X1
L.ESSEE agrees to observe faithfully the provisions of Title 65, Chapter 1, Section 18, Utah Code Annotated 1953.
