Field Team Report:  


Uranium ore deposits in the San Rafael Swell are virtually 
restricted to the lowest topographic positions within the 
channels at the base of the Moss Back member of the Chinle 
formation. Many channels in the areacontain concentratlous 
of radioactive carbon along bedding planes occurring 15 to 
30 feet or more above the bottom of the channels. However, 
experience in the San Rafael Swell area has shown that such

occurrences generally do not make ore deposits. The deposits 
in the area are restricted to the low points at the base of 
channels, and some replacement of the sandstone is essential 
before the presence of ore deposits can be predicted. In 
the vicinity of deposits, the red mudstone underlying and 
within the channel has apparently been altered to gray green. 
The significant ore deposits appear to be restricted to the 
channels which are the most continuous. 


During the field examination, outcrops and mine workings on 
all three claim groups were examined in detail. Observations 
pertinent to each group of claims are discussed separately 
below. 


Underground warkings on the Little Susan property have been 
examined in detail. An exploratory drift on property between 
the Little Susan claims and the Fremont group was also 
examined. The drift is being driven on the Ryan and Maynard 
property under docket No. DA-3553. No significant minerali-
zation has been encountered in 200 feet of drifting in the 
same channel explored on the Little Susan claims. 


It appears from a study of all outcrops and mine workings in 
the area that only small masses of ore can be expected to 
occur in the Little Susan channel. The sedimentary structures, 
which have localized the small masses of mineralized material 
found to date, indicate that significant deposits are not 
likely to be discovered in this specific area. However, the 
drifting operations are at present continuing on the Ryan and 
Maynard,' property, and if significant ore deposits are discovered 
by this operation, it might be advisable to reconsider proposals. 
on the Fremont Nos. 2 and 8 claims. However, it seems advisable 
at this time to confine the exploration of the Little Susan 
channel to the Ryan and Maynard property to further test the 
favorability of the channel. 


Two adits and 6 channels were examined in detail on the Green 
Dragon group of claims • The channels, in most cases, show 
insignificant amounts of scouring, and appear discontinuous. 
The two adits were driven on the basis of radioactive carbon 
shown at the outcrop. No replacement of sandstone by uranium 
mineralization was observed on the Green Dragon claims. All 
mineralized material in the area is restricted to streaks of 
carbonaceous materials occurring along bedding planes strati-
graphically above the channel base. 


Although the Applicant reports that a total of over 800 tons 
of ore was shipped from the Green Dragon claims, the mine 
workings do not, at present, show promise for additional 
production.
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Recommendation is made that the request for Government 
assistance in exploration on property of Rocky Mountain 
Uranium Corporation, be denied. Available information 
indicates that ore deposits of significance will not be 
found by exploration proposed on the Green Dragon, Little 
Susan, and Fremont groups of claims.

Concurs with Field Team's recommendations but also recommends 
denial of application without prejudice to the property. 
Therefore, a letter was written to the Applicant denying the 
:appiication without prejudice and advised that if the work now 
being done on nearby property and additional work that may be 
done on subject property indicates the possibility that a 
significant discovery may be made ., this information may be 
submitted with a new application and it will be carefully. 
considered.

The proposed project consists of 84,150 feet of diamond 
drilling, 25,000 feet of access-road construction, and 3,000 feet 
of drifting, totaling 204,075. 


A DJYIEA. field examination made on August 23 and 24, 1955, 
of subject property caused the examining team to conclude that 
present information does not indicate a possibility exists of finding 
significant ore deposits. Therefore the Field Team recommends 
denial of the request for Government assistance. 


I concur in the recommendation of the Field Team that the 
application for Federal aid be denied. 


Mr. Hosted recommends that Government assistance be denied 
for exploration work on the Green Dragon group of claims, and that

The applicant requested aid in doing a large amount of 
work on 3 groups of claims, from 2 of which production is recorded 
as:-- 


To March 31, 1955, Green Dragon 771 tons at 0.29% U308 


" Little Susan 7tons at 0.43% u308 


The Green Dragon production has come from 2 small ore bodies at the 
base of the Moss Back member of the Chinle formation. The Little 
Susan production is from the channel of the same name which is 
supposed to course through the Little Susan, Ryan and Maynard, and 
Fremont claims. In addition to the work on the Little Susan 
claims, work is now being done in the channel on the Ryan and 
Maynard clams under DMEA 3553. The Ryan and Maynard claims lie 
between the Little Susan and Fremont groups and results of the Ryan 
and Maynard work, which to this time has been non-productive, is 
used to judge the potential of the channel in the Little Susan and 
Fremont groups. No further work in the channel in the Little Susan 
group and no work in the Fremont group is recommended. 


On the Green Dragon group production has come from a 
"zone of carbonaceous materials concentrated along bedding planes 
stratigraphically above the base of channels. The channels appear• 
to be discontinuous and are not believed to be favorable for 
occurrence of significant ore deposits." 


The examiners conclude that "Available information 
indicates that ore deposits of significance will not be found by 
exploration proposed on the Green Dragon, Little Susan and Fremont 
groups of claims." Denial of the application is recommended.

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In view of the work now being done in the Little Susan 
channel on the Ryan and Maynard group, between the Fremont and 
Little Susan groups, judgment of this application might be aided 
by knowing the results of that work. I accept the conclusions of 
the examiners that work on the Green Dragon group is not warranted. 


I concur with the recommendations of the examiners and 
the Field Team that the application be denied if immediate and 
final action is desirable.

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GEOLOGIC REPORT ON 


PROPERTIES OF 


ROCKY MOUNTAIN URANIUM CORPORATION 


INTRODUCTION 


This report deals with properties located in the southern part 


of the San Rafael Swell, in Emery County, Utah, and owned by the 


Rocky Mountain Uranium Corporation. The property consists of forty-. 


eight mining claims, in part overlapping, called the Green Dragon 


group. The claims are located in what will be, when the area is 


surveyed, Sections 25 and 26 of T. 24 S., R. . E. and 19 claims 


in two adjacent groups called the Fremont axid Little Susan groups, 


in Sec. 36, T. 25 S., R. 8 E., and Sec. 1. T. 26 S., R.. 8 E. 


The Rocky Mountain Uranium Corporation has been actively ex 


plàring and developing the properties for more than eight months. 


Uranium ore has been mined from two of the groups. Continued 


exploration will undoubtedly discover new ore bodies, since only a 


small part of the favorable areas has been investigated to date. 


Complete camp facilities have been constructed on the Green 


Dragon Group. These facilities include three bunk houses, messhall 


and kitchen, a change house, small shop, black-.smithing facilities, 


gas, oil and water storage tanks, butane - electric generator system, 


powder magazine, and a warehouse. 
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A second and somewhat smaller camp has been established to main 


tain the operations being conducted on the Fremont and Little Susan 


properties. Facilities there consist of bunkhouses, a messhall and 


kitchen and a powder magazine. 


The company has sufficient mining equipment to sustain the 


present operations ., but new equipment will be necessary to replace 


some of the present equipment as the underground work proceeds. 


Accessibility 


Green River, Utah, is the railheading and communication center 


nearest the property. Ore is trucked to Green River and shipped by-


rail to the processing mill. To date, most of the ore from the 


properties has been purchased by the Vitro Chemical Corporation. 


The cpmpany's holdings may be reached by driving south from 


Green River on Utah Highway 24 to the Temple Mountain Road, a 


distance of 35 miles; thence westward on the Temple Mountain road 


33 miles to the Green Dragon Group or 36 miles to the Little Susan 


and Fremont claims. Signs indicating the route have been erected 


at all junctions, and no difficulty should be encountered in locating 


the property. 


All of the road is gravel surfaced and, generally speaking, 


maintained in good condition. The roads are passable throughout the 


year, though delays are occasionally caused by flash floods during 


the late summer months.


Topography and Climate 


The climate of the region in which the property is located is 


semi-arid. During the greater part of the year temperatures are high, 


with occasional readings well above one hundred degrees. During the
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I late fall and winter months the temperatures average above freezing, 


with only occasional periods of sub-freezing weather, and these not 


I severe enough to cause a curtailment of the operations.. 


1	 Rainfall is practically nil through much of the warm season. 


The precipitation that is recorded generally falls during a few 


I torrential storms. These commonly occur in the late tumer and 


I
early fall. The water from these storms runs off rapidly causing 


the flash floods that are a plaque to all travellers in the region. 


I Snow is common in the winter months, and it is not uncommon for 


U
snow depths to reach eight to twelve inches. The most difficult 


period of,' the yar for mining operations is the early spring, when 


I the melting snow converts the clay-'bearing rock formations into thick, 


I


muddy beds that become.nearly impassable. 


The topography of the, region is typical of the canyon country 


I included in the Colorado Plateau. The hard, massive sandstone units 


1	 are eroded to form clffs, while the softer, less resistant rocks are 


eroded to form stopes which support only sparse vegetation and are 


I generally covered with large blocks of talus from the overlying sandstones.

These softer units stand as erosional remnants in the valley floors, 


forming buttes which are usually capped by a sandstone formation.

Sedimentary rocks 


I In the immediate vicinity of the subject property rocks ranging 


I


in age from lower Triassic to upper Jurassic are exposed. All of these 


rocks have a continental origin, but were deposited under several 


I different types of geologic conditions..
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Moenkopi formation 


This formation is considered to be of lower Triassic age. It 


is composed of red to brown shales and fine graiied, micaceous sand-


stones. It is the oldest rock exposed in the area. The Moenkopi has 


been eroded to form steep slopes over much of the area, but vertical 


cliffs eroded from the upper part of the formation are not uncommon. 


Monitor Butte formation (?) 


It has recently been proposed that a series of variegated shales 


which lie upon the Moenkopi formation be designated the Monitor Butte 


formation, This unit was previously considered as the basal unit of 


the Chinle formation, It is composed of variegated shales containing 


narrow bands of black and brown chert. The formation was measured at 


three points on the property. The greatest thickness measured was 


fifty-five feet and the thinnest section observed was zero. The chert 


units and the part of the formation in contact with the overlying sand-


stone are uraniferous in places. Some of the ore produced in this 


district comes from this formation. 


Mossback Sandstone 


The Mossback sandstone is probably lower Upper Triassic in age. 


Its origin is not completely established; however, much of the material 


that makes up the formation was deposited in channel-ways that were 


carved into the older, underlying Monitor Butte (?) formation. These 


old channel scours are visible today wherever the base of the formation 


is exposed. They are referred to as "paleochannels",
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The upper part of the Mossback sandstone is composed principally 


of fine-to medium-'grained sandstone containing lenses of gritstone and 


pebbles of chert and quartz. The lower part of the formation is com-


posed of lenses of sandstone and conglomerate  containing abundant 


carbonaceous material. This unit usually contains poorly sorted mat-


erial with individual pebbles as large as two inches. Mudstone and 


clay cement is common. 


The Mossback sandstone has a wide range of thickness.. It is 


thickest at points where the paleochannel has carved deeply into the 


Monitor Butte formation. All three of the units are of irregular 


thickness and one or more may be absent. The basal unit is only 


present in channel scours. The greatest Mossback thickness measured 


on the property was 81 feet. The thinnest section was 26 feet. 


The lower unit of the Mossback sandston is the principal source 


of uranium ore in the Muddy River district. This formation, and parti-


cularly the lower' unit, is the zone that must be penetrated and tested 


by any exploration work that is done in the district. 


Chinle formation 


The ;Chinle formation, Upper Triassic in age, is composed of 


variegated mudstones and siltstones containing occasional lenses of 


sandstone and limestone. The Chinle is eroded to fOrm slopes which 


usually are covered with large talus blocks and other debris from the 


overlying formations. In the vicinity of the subject property the 


Chinle formation averages 200 feet in thickness. Most of the roads 


constructed for exploration work in the area are cut into this for-


mation.
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Glen Catiyon Group 


The Glen Canyon group of formations ccznprises three sandstone 


formations. From oldest and lowermost to youngest and uppermost 


they are the Wingate sandstone, the Kayenta formation, and the Navajo 


sandstone. They have a combined thickness in excess of seven hundred 


I	 feet, They are eroded to form cliffs that serve as natural barriers, 


I
preventing economic road construction wherever they are encountered.

Becauseof this and the great thickness of the three formations, the 


cliffs also establish a bOithdary beyond which exploration by drilling 


I


	


	 becomes almost prohibitively expensive if a large area is to be thoroughly 


tested. 


Structure 


The major structural feature in the district is the great San 


Rafael upwarp. The Muddy River District lies on the southwestern flank 


of this upwarp, and all of the rocks exposed dip to the south and west 


on the company's property. On the Green Dragon group the rocks strike 


L 150 W. and dip 50 S.W. On the Little Susan and Fremont groups the 


racks strike N. 250 W. and have an average dip of jO to the southwest. 


A conjugate joint system transects the district. One set of joints 


strikes to the northwest; the other to the southwest. On the Little 


Susan and Fremont groups these joints are exceptionally plain. In some 


cases the joint planes can be observed to contain much limonite staining. 


Northwest-trending faults are abundant. Displacements range from 


Ia few feet in some places to nearly 200 feet on Tomsich No5àin. Only 


I
minor faults are present on the company's property.
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URANIUM MINERALIZATION AND ORE DEPOSITS 


The Muddy River District is a proven mineralized area. Several 


mines in the area have produced many thousands of tone of ore (Tomsich 


Mt., Lucky Strike #2 and the: Hidden Slendor which has a proven ore 


reserve in excess of 60,000 tons), and many other properties, including 


the Green Dragon and Little Susan groups, have yielded significant 


tonnages, and hold much promise of more and greater tonnages. 


Minerals 


Carnotite. Carnotite was observed as ercrustations and deminations 


in selected samples taken from the mine on the A&G #0 lat the Green 


Dragon Group. 


Rabitite(?) A pale greenish-yellow mineral was collected from the A&G 


#Oclaim. It occurs as earthy encrustations and fracture filling with 


firrely fibrous gypsum. 


Uranophane. Specimens collected from the Lucky Strike #1 and #2 claims 


contained uranophane as thick coatings on black chert nodules from bands 


in the Monitor BA (?) formation. 


Unidentified mineral. The carnotite and rabitite are closely associated 


with a black., earthy mineral that probably is a vanadate, since the ore 


shipped from the mine carried uranium and vanadium in nearly equal 


amounts. 


Malachite and azurite. These are the most commonly observed minerals 


on the Green Dragon Group and occur both in the Mossback sandstone and 


in the underlying Monitor Butte formation.

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In addition to these minerals it is probable that some of the ore 


from the Little Susan mine ctains uraninite, although none was inden-


tified.


Mineral associations 


With the exception of the uranophane, all of the uranium minerali-


zation observed on the Rocky Mountain Uranium Corporation property is 


contained in the basal part of the Mossback sandstone. The valuable 


minerals are closely associated with abundant carbon and clay. At the 


Little Susan mine the highest grade ore came from fine-grained sand 


and silt beds in which . the ratio of carbon and clay was approximately 


1 to 1 in spots. In the zone where the carbon content was low the 


uranium content also dropped. This ore also contained a fine-grained 


mica with concentratiorls (estimated) to 2%. 


At the mine on the A&G #A1 claim in the Green Dragon Group the ore 


is also associated with all4ndant carbon and clay, but the host rock is 


a medium-to fine-grained sandstone with included clay nodules. The ±4odk 


also contains much clay as cement. 


Guides to Ore 


The primary feature that has apparently controlled the location of 


uranium deposits in the area is paleochannels at the base of the Moss- 


back sandstone. All of the producing mines in the district are mining 


from the basal part of these channels and the part of the Monitor Butte 


formation (?) in contact with the claannel. 	 A zone of varying thickness


at the base of the mineralized channels is commonly bleached to shades 


of gray or green. The boundary between the bleached and unbleached 


mudstones ith ivally uneven and cuts across the assumed natural bedding 


planes. The upper part of this bleached zone is usually high in the 
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lower unit of the Mossback. The clay cementing the pebble and sand is 


characteristically bleached to the same color as the underlying mudstone. 


Channels that are mineralized invariably contain much carbonaceous 


material. Other features exist that also could be used as guides to ore, 


but prdbably with less accuracy. All of the above features can be 


observed both in the field and from data obtained from drill holes. A 


careful compilation of data including these features should be kept on 


all drill holes, Even though mineralization is not encountered in a 


particular hole the information may be essential in the proper location 


of succeeding holes. 


PAST PRODUCTION FROM THE GEM DRAGON AND LITTLE SUSAN GROUPS 


The Rocky Mountain Uranium Corporation has produced in excess of 


one thousand tons of ore from the Green Dragon and Little 8iiisan groups. 


The bulk of this production came from one ore body on the dreen Dragon 


group. Over eight hundred tons was mined from the A&G #6 claim. It 


is understood the grade average was approximately 0.43% U308. An 


additional shipment of approximately fifty tons of cherty ore was taken 


from the'Lucki- Strike claims of the Green Dragon Group. Production 


from the Little Susan group to date hayp all come from a small ore body 


in the Little Susan Mine. At the time of the writer t s visit two ship-


ments totalling approximately one hi)fldrêd fffteen tons had been made, 


but returns were not yet available. 


To date, the Fremont group of claims has yielded no ore.
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CONCLUSIONS 


The Rocky Mountain Uranium Corporation properties include a large 


area favorably located with respect to geologic horizons kxiown to contain 


commercial concentrations of uranium minerals. 


The exploration carried out to date on the properties has tested 


less ban ten percent of areas which should be explored if the full 


potential of the property is to be determined. Many of the outcrops of 


the Mossback sandstone produce anomalous radiometric readings indicating 


the presence of uranium mineralization. These favorable outcrops are 


associated with paleochannels, and in most cases can be explored by 


drilling behind the outcrop. 


While the greater part of the company's production has come from 


'the' Green Dragon Group, the ' potential of the Little Susan group sems 


equally as high. The Fremont group has been explored at only one out-


crop, and thus has not provided enough information' to afford an evaluation 


of its worth. 


Finally, the ratio of ore discoveries to barren ground 'on the areas 


tested to date ip high, and affords the best speculative information 


aboiithat may be expected to be found if an exploration program is 


undertaken. Using this as a basis, it seems likely that tonnages many 


times as great as the past r6çtion record and ore reserves may 


reasonably be expected.

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THE EXPLORATION PROGRAM 


Objective. 


The objective of the proposed exploration program is to further 


explore the Mossback member of the Chinle formation for ore-grade uran-


ium mineralization. The program places emphasis on continued explora-


tion of paleochannels at the base of the Mossback member that have al-


ready been the scurces of quantities of uranium ore, or have outcrops 


containing uranium mineralization as indicated by visible minerals or 


by anomalous radiometric readings at outcrops of the formation. 


General outline of the program. 


The Atomic Energy Commission has conducted rim reconnaisance on 


the Green Dragon Group, and this information is to be used as a pri-


mary tool in selecting the most favorable zones in the Mossback mem-


ber. This data, coupled with a study of the paleochannels, which is 


possible because of a nearly continuous outcrop of the Mossback mem-


ber, affords the opportunity of using the drilling footage to maxi-


mum advantage. Plate IV shows the location of all main drill access 


roads éid.drilling previously done. The locations' on plate IV marked 


Al B. etc. are the approximate centers of channels that are to be 


tested by the proposed drilling. Iii some cases, as at location A, 


three geologically favorable outcrops are exposed at the rim and 


footage has been allocated to test all three. 


The part of the exploratioh program that concerns të Little 


Susan Group of claims is intended to contnde exploration of a large, 


and geologically favorable paleochannel that has been explored for 


over three hundred feet underground by the Rocky Mountain Uraniqm
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Corporation. The method outlined below will not only explore a major 


prt of this channel, but will allow a means for testing an even greater 


area that may also be âhown to be favorable as the exploration progresses. 


Plate V shows the location of the Little Susan Mine with respect to the 


property. Plate VI shows the existing workings at the Little Susan and 


Plate VII is a schematic diagram illustrating two phases of the proposed 


exploration, (drifting and diamond drilling). 


Exploration on the Fremont Group will test the area behind the 


Fremont prospect and along the lower road, then the area served by the 


middle road will drilled. Finally if the results of earlier drilling 


justify it, the area served by the upper road will be drilled. Most 


of the drilling will be along the centerline of the road indicated on 


Plate V. 


The entire program has been scheduled on a six month basis. This 


schedule is predicated upon the assumption that the drilling program 


will be conducted simultaneously with the underground exploration at 


the Little Susan. 


The proposed work at the Little Susan will require approximately 


six months to complete. The work on the Green Dragon Group will require 


four months and at the Fremont Group two months. Thus, if drilling can 


be commenced on the Green Dragon Group at the same time exploration is 


commenced at the Little Susan, it will be possible to complete the entire 


program in approximately six months. This assumes drilling will commence 


on the Fremont Group at the completion of work on the Green Dragon Group.
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PROPOSED EXPLORATION PROGRAM FOR THE



GREEN DRAGON CLAINS 


Phase I 


Proposed work - Drilling 


The greater part of the area within the Green Dragon Group 


can be tested by drilling with holes collared in the Chinle formation. 


It is believed that the claims which overlie the Wingate and younger 


formations should be held pending the outcome of the exploration on 


the more easily accessible claims. 


In the interest of economy, Phase I has been planned to utilize 


wagon drilling. This will allow a maximum area of the claim group 


to be tested for a minmwn cost. 


Thirty-three thousand seven hundred fifty feet of drilling has 


been planned. This footage will be sufficient to drill 225 holes with 


and average depth of 150 feet. Maximum drilling depths for this phase 


of the program will not exceed two hundred feet. Minimum drilling 


depths will be approximately eighty feet, where the holes are collared 


in the top of the Mossback sandstone. 


This footage is to be used to test the fifteen most favorable 


channel outcrops on the property. Thus, each favorable outcrop can 


be allotted approximately 2,250 feet of the total footage. 


No grid system has been planned for Phase .1 because the Mossback 


is exposed as a continuous rim close to all the areas to be drilled. 


The footage can be used to better advantage by drilling only the areas 


that are behind, and on the trend of channels exposed at the outcrop.
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A cuttings sampler is to be used to collect samples. These 


will be tested radiometrically first, and then chemically if uranium 


mineralization is indicated. In addition, each hole will be probed 


and logged in accordance with standard procedure. 


Proposed work - road building 


In order to undertake the drilling proposed for Phase I approx-


imately 15,000 feet of new road must be constructed. The accompanying 


map shows the location and most favorable routes for this road. 


The short drill site roads branching from this main road are not shown 


since their exact location will be determined only as the information 


concerning hole location is gathered during the course of drilling. 


The first holes to be drilled behind each favorable outcrop will be 


located on the center line of this main road, which in most cases will 


be the point nearest the Mossback rim. 


If such a system is employed each hole can be located to take 


advantage of the geologic information obtained from the previously 


drilled holes. This method has been shown to be the most economical 


and practical approach to drill hole location, when properly coupled 


with the geologic information that is available in areas of numerous 


outcrops of the target horizon. 


Phase II 


Proposed work - Drilling 


In the event that sufficient ore is found to justify it, additional 


drilling will be necessary to determine the •ektent and .grade of the ore 


bodies.
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For Phase II two thousand feet of diamond drilling and sixteen 


thousand additional feet of wagon drilling has been used for purposes 


of estimating the approximate requirements of this phase. 


The diamond drilling footage is to be used as a means for corre-


lating the hole probe logs with actual chemical assays from the ore 


horizon. In any ore bodies that are encountered at least two holes 


will be diamond drilled through the ore horizon, the holes will be 


probed and logged. The cores will be assayed chemically and a com-


parison then made between the results obtained by the two methods. 


This will provide a correction factor for probe logs that should 


make possible an accurate determination of the grade in all holes 


containing mineralization. 


Proposed work --Road Construction 


Should Phase II be initiated, additional road construction will 


be needed to provide access to offset drill sites. This will require 


an estimated additional four thousand feet of road.

FOR THE LITTLE SUSAN GROUP 


The proposed exploration program on this group is to consist 


entirely of underground methods. 


Phase I 


Proposed work - Continuation of exploratory d4fting 


It is proposed that fifteen hundred feet Q of exploratory drifting 


be aonducted. The drift will follow, insofar as practical, the axis or 


trough of the Mossback channel in which the workings of the Little Susan 


mine are located. 


This phase of the exploration will not only test a large area along 


the channel beyond known ore, but will provide an economical means of 


testing an even greater area adjacent to this main channel which may 


also contain significant ore bodies. In order to obtain maximum results 


close supervision will be necessary to keep the tunnel as close to the 


channel trough-as possible. 


As the heading is advanced careful mapping is to be done of all 


sedimentary trends, features of alteration and mineralization. It is 


hoped that from this information a pattern of favorable characteristics 


can be developed which will be of great value in planning Phase II and 


Phase III. 


Phase II 


Proposed work - crosscuts in ore and drifts on secondar3t channels. 


Fifteen hundred additional feet of underground workings have been 


tentatively planned for the purpose of crosscutting in ore to determine 


extent and grade, and to prepare the ore for mining. This should also
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be sufficient to allow footage for following any favorable secondary 


channels. that may be encountered. 


Phase II will onl be , '-undertaken if ore is encountered in the 


main adit, or if strong mineralization is present, but diverging 


from the main channel trend. The fifteen hundred feet allocated for 


this phase is an arbitrary maximum. The actual footage may easily be 


much less than this figure. The footage, thas, represents only an 


estimate of footage that could block out a tonnage of ore sufficient 


to assure repayment of a substantial part of the loan. 


Phase III. 


bposed work - Diamond drilling 


In the event that only minor mineralization is encountered in 


phase I and it is deemed inadvisable to undertake phase II, lateral 


diamond drilling is proposed as a third and final phase of the program. 


Experience has shown that in the Plateau region horizontal and 


slightly inclined holes can be drilled to depths in the three hundred 


foot range with good core recoveries. When hole depths exceed three 


hundred feet core recovery drops to an unexceptable low and much 


difficulty in maintaining the holes is encountered. 


This phase of the program has been planned as follows. Forty-


five hundred feet of drilling footage is to be distributed to drill 


fifteen horizontal (or nearly horizontal holes) at one hundred foot 


intervals along the main adit. Each successive hole will be drilled 


in the opposite wall from the wall drilled with the previous hole. 


This will result in a spacing of two hundred feet between any two 


holes in the same wall. Core recoveries can be expected to average - 


seventy-five per cent. For this reason it will be necessary to sample
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sludges insofar as possible to avoid the possibility of missing an 


ore or mineralized zone. 


This method of exploration will test a zone five hundred feet 


wide and fifteen hundred feet long. The ground tested will be the 


most favorable area on the Rocky. Mountain Uranium Corporation property. 


This method is deemed the most practical method for a number of reasons. 


To test the same area by vertical drilling would require a minimum of 


18,000 feet of vertical drilling. This assumes all such holes would 


be drilled into the favorable trend: Then, if 


the underground work, whiôh .s an intergral part of the proposed program, 


would still have to be undertaken. The cost of a surface exploration 


program of 18,000 feet of drilling to test this same favorable zone 


would coat more than the proposed method because of the tremendous 


dff1culties of road construction and transport that would be encountered 


as^eO#it of the topography- of the area to be explored.

PROPOSED EXPLORATION PROGRAM FOR THE FREMONT CLAIMS 


Phase I 


Proposed work - Drilling 


-	 Twenty-two thousand five hundred feet of wagon drilling is con-


templated for Phase I. This will permit the drilling of approximately 


one hundred fifty holes to test the zones behind the Mossback chanre]. 
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outcrops. Here, as on the Green Dragon group, it is planned to employ 


the information from each preceding hole in locating the site of the 


next hole. Thus, it is difficult to indicate the exact locations of 


each drill hole on a map prior to actual commencement of the drilling 


program. 


Phase II 


If sufficient ore is discovered in phase I, additional drilling 


to greater depths is to be undertaken. This drilling will be to test 


portions of the Mossback underlying the full section of the Chinle 


formation.

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late fall and winter months the temperatures average above freezing, 


with only occasional periods of sub-freezing weather, and these not 


severe enough to cause a curtailment of the operations. 


Rainfall is practically nil • through much of the warm season. 


The precipitation that is recorded generally falls during a few 


torrential storms. These conmonly occur in the late summer and 


early fall. The water from these storms runs off rapidly causing 


the flash floods that are a plaque to all travellers in the region. 


Snow is common in the winter months, and it is not uncommon for 


snow depths to reach eight to twelve inches. The most difficult 


period of the year for mining operations is the early spring, when 


the melting snow converts th clay-bearing rock forniations into thick, 


muddy beds that become nearly impassable. 


The topography of the, region is typical of the canyon country 


included in the Colorado Plateau. The hard, massive sandstone units 


are eroded to form cli.ffs, while the softer, less resistant rocks are 


eroded to form stopes which s4port only sparse vegetation and are 


generally covered with large blocks of talus from the overlying sandstones. 


These softer units stand as efosional remnants in the valley floors, 


forming buttes which are usua ly capped by a sandstone formation.

Sedimentary rocks 


In the immediate vicinity of the subject property rocks ranging 


in age from lower Triassic to upper Jurassic are exposed. All of these 


rocks have a continental origin, but were deposited under several 


different types of geologic coiditions.
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Moenkopi formation 


This formation is consdered to be of lower Triassic age, It 


is composed of red to brown shales and fine grained, micaceous sand.. 


stones, It is the oldest rock exposed in the area, The Moe±ilcopi has 


been eroded to form steep slopes over much of the area, but vertical 


cliffs eroded from the uppei part of the formation are not uncommon. 


Monitor Butte formation (?) 


It has recently been pr posed that a series of variegated shales 


which lie upon the Moenkopi formation be designated the Monitor Butte 


formation. This unit was previously considered as the basal unit of 


the Chinle formation, It is composed of variegated shales containing 


narrow bands of black and brwn chert. The formation was measured at 


three points on the ProPertYi The greatest thickness measured was 


fifty-.five feet and the thirirLest section observed was zero. The chert 


units and the part of the formation in contact with the overlying sand.. 


stone are uraniferous in places. Some of the ore produced in this 


district comes from this foriation. 


Mossback Sandstone 


The Mossback sandstone is probably lower Upper Triassic in age. 


Its origin is not completely established; however, much of the material 


that makes up the formation was deposited in channel-ways that were 


carved into the older, underlying Monitor Butte (?) formation. These 


old channel scours are visible today wherever the base of the formation 


is exposed. They are referred to as 'paleochannels".
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The upper part of the Mossback sandstone is composed principally 


of fine-to medium-grained 6 ^1 	 containing lenses of gritstone and 


pebbles of chert and quartz. The lower part of the formation is com-


posed of lenses of sandstone and conglomerate containing abundant 


carbonaceous material. This unit usually contains poorly sorted mat-


erial with individual pebbles as large as two inches. Mudstone and 


clay cement is common. 


The Mossback sandstone has a wide range of thickness. It is 


thickest at points where the paleochannel has carved deeply into the 


Monitor Butte formation. Al. three of the units are of irregular 


thickness and one or mOre xna be absent. The basal- unit is only 


present in channel scours. The greatest Moseback thickness measured 


on the property was 81 feet. The thinnest section was 26 feet. 


The lower unit of the Mossback sandstone, .is the principal source 


of uranium ore in the Muddy River district. This formation, and parti-


cularly the lower unit, is the zone that mast be penetrated and tested 


by any exploration work that is done in the district. 


Chinle formation 


The ,Chinle formation, Upper Triassic in age, is composed of 


variegated mudstones and silt tones containing occasional lenses of 


sandstone and limestone. TheChinle is eroded to fOrm slopes which 


usually are covered with larg talus blocks and o thér debris from the 


overlying formations. In the vicinity of the subject property the 


Chinle formation averages 200 feet in thickness. Most of the roads 


constructed for exploration wrk in the area are cut into this for-


mation.

Structure 


The major structural feature in the district is the great San 


Rafael upwarp. The Muddy River District lies on the southwestern flank 


of this upwarp, and all of the rocks exposed dip to the south and west 


on the company's property. On the Green Dragon group the rocks strike 


N. 150 W. and dip 50 S.W. On the Little Susan and Fremont groups the 


rocks strike N. 250 W. and ha  an average dip of 40 to the southwest. 


A conjugate joint system transects the district. One set of joints 


strikes to the northwest; the other to the southwest. On the Little 


Susan and Fremont groups these joints are exceptionally plain. In some 


cases the joint planes can be 'Observed to contain much limonite staining. 


Northwest-trending faults are abundant. Displacements range from 


a few feet in some places to n arly 200 feet on Tomsich Mofàin. Only 


minor faults are present on th+ company t s property.
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URANIUM MINERALIZATION AND ORE DEPOSITS 


The Muddy River District is a proven mineralized area. Several 


mines in the area have produced many thousands of tone of ore (Tomsich 


Mt., Luckr Strike #2 and the Hidden Slendor which has a proven ore 


reserve in excess of 60,000 tons), and many other properties, including 


the Green Dragon and Little Susan 'groups, have yielded significant 


tonnages, and hold much promise of more and greater tonnages. 


Minerals 


Carnotite. ' Carnotite was oberved as ercrustations and dee'S.'eminations 


in selected samples taken from the mine on the A&G #01 at the Green 


Dragon Group. 


Rabitite (..) A pale greenish- ellow mineral was collected from the A&G 


#* tclaim. It occurs as earthy- encrustatioris and fracture filling with 


finely fibrous gypsum. 


Urano,phane. Specimens collected from the Lucky- Strike #1 and #2 claims 


contained uranophane as thick coatings on black chert nodules from bands 


in the Monitor BU (?) formation. 


Unidentified mineral. The carnotite and rabitite are closely associated 


with a black., earthy- mineral that probably is a vanadate, since the ore 


shipped from the mine carried uranium and vanadium in nearly equal 


amounts. 


Malachite and azurite. These are the most commonly observed minerals 


on the Green Dragon Group and occur both in the Mossback sandstone and 


in the underlying Monitor Butte  formation,

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In addition to these minerals it is probable that some, of the ore 


from the Little Susan mine contains üraninite, although none was inden-


tified.


Mineral associations 


With the exception of the uranophane, all of the uranium minerali-


zation observed on the Rocky Mountain Uranium Corporation property is 


contained in the basal part of the Mossback sandstone. The valuable 


minerals ire closely associated with abundant carton and clay. At the 


Little Susan mine the highest grade ore came from fine-grained sand 


and silt beds in which the ratio of carbon and clay was approximately 


1 to 1 in spots. In the zone where the carbon content was low the 


uranium content also dropped. This ore also contained a fine-grained 


mica with concentrations (estimated) to 2%. 


At ,the mine on the A&G 0% claim in the Green Dragon Group the ore 


is also associated with abdant carbon and clay, but the host rock is 


A medium..to fine-grained sandstone with included clay nodules. The ±ô'k 


also contains much clay as cement. 


ides to Ore 


The primary feature that has apparently controlled the location of 


uranium deposits in the area is paleochannels at the base of the Moss-


back sandstone. All of the producing mines in the district are mining 


from the basal part of these charnels and the part of the Monitor Butte 


formation (?) in contact with the cliarmel. A zone of varying thickness 


at the base of the mineralized channels is commonly bleached to shades 


of' gray or green. The boundary between the bleached and unbleached 


mudstones is usually uneven and cuts across the assumed natural bedding 


planes. The upper part of this bleached zone is usually high in the
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lower unit of the Mossback. The clay cementing the pebble and sand is 


characteristically bleached to the same color as the underlying mudstone. 


Channels that are mineralized invariably contain much carbonaceous 


material. Other features ekst that also could be used as guides to ore, 


but prbably with less aOcur1acy. All of the above features can be 


observed both in the field aid from data obtained from drill holes. A 


careful compilation of data including these features should be kept on 


all drill holes. Even though mineralization is not encountered in a 


particular hole the information may be essential in the proper location 


of succeeding holes. 


PAST PRODUCTION FROM THE GREEN DRAGON AND LITTLE SUSAN GROUPS 


The Rocky Mountain Uranium Corporation has produced in excess of 


one thousand tons of ore from the Green Dragon and Little Susan groups. 


The bulk of this production came from one ore body on the reen Dragon 


group. Over eight hundred tols was mined from the A&G #6 claim. It 


is understood the grade average was approximately 0.43% U308. An 


additional shipment of aproxirnately fifty tons of cherty ore was taken 


from the Lucky Strike claims of the Green Dragon Group. Production 


from the Little Susan group t date ha all come from a small ore body 


in the Little Susan Mine. At the time of thewriter's visit two ship-


ments totalling approximately one hundred fifteen tons had been made, 


but returns were not yet available. 


To date .the Fremont group of claims has yielded no ore.
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CONCLUSIONS

The exploration carried out to date on the properties has tested 
o 


less har4 ten percent of areas which should be explored if the full 


potential of the property is to be determined. Many of the outcrops of 


the Mossback sandstone produce anomalous radiometric readings indicating 


the presence of uranium mineralization. These favorable outcrops are 


associated with paleochannels, and in most cases can be explored by 


drilling behind the outcrop. 


While the greater part of the company's production has come from 


the Green Dragon Group, the ptential of the Little Susan group sems 


equally as high. The Fremont group has been explored at only one out-


crop, and thus has not provided enough information to afford an evaluation 


of its worth. 


• Finally, the ratio of ore discoveries to barren ground on the areas 


tested to date ip high, and at ords the best speculative information 


aboti hat may be expected to e found if an exploration prog'àn is 


undertaken. Using this as a basis, it seems 1ike]r that tonnages many 


times as great as the pastt6uçtion record and ore reserves may 


reasonably be expected.

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THE EXPLORATION PROGRAM 


Objective. 


The objective of the proposed exploration program is to further 


explore the Mossback member f the Chinle formation for ore-grade uran-


ium mineralization. The program places emphasis on continued explora-


tion of paleochannels at the base of the Mossback member that have al-


ready been the scurces of quantities of uranium ore, or have outcrops 


containing uranium mineralization as indicated by visible minerals or 


by anomalous radiometric readings at outcrops of the formation. 


General outline of the progra. 


The Atomic Energy Commission has conducted rim reconnaisanceon 


the Green Dragon Group, and this information is to be used as a pri-


mary tool in selecting the most favorable zones in the Mossback mem-


ber, This data, coupled with a study of the paleochannels, which is 


possible because of a nearly continuous outcrop of the Mossback mem- 


ber, affords the opportunity of using the drilling footage to maxi- 


mum advantage. Plate IV shows the location of all main drill access 


roads end drilling previously done. The loôations on plate IV marked 


A, B. etc. are the approximate centers of channels that are to be 


tested by the proposed drillin. In some cases, as at location A, 


three geologically favorable outcrops are exposed at the rim and 


footage has been allocated to test all three. 


The part of the exploratioi program that concerns the Little 


Susan Group of claims is intend' d to continde exploration of a large, 


and geologically favorable paleo channel that has been explored for 


over three hundred feet underground by the Rocky Mountain Uraniim
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Corporation. The methodoutlined below will not only explore a major 


pt of this channel, but hi allow a means for testing an even greater 
area that may also be shown to be favorable as the exploration progresses. 


Plate V shows the locationof the Little Susan Mine with respect to the 


property. Plate VI shows the existing workings at the Little Susan and 


Plate VII is a schematic diagram illustrating two phases of the proposed 


exploration, (drifting and diamond drilling). 


Exploration on the Fremont Group will test the area behind the 


Fremont prospect and along the lower road, then the area served by the 


middle road will drilled. Finally if the results of earlier drilling 


justify it, the area served by the upper road will be drilled. Most 


of the drilling will be along the centerline of the road indicated on 


Plate V. 


The entire program has been scheduled on a six month basis. This 


schedule is predicated upon the assumption that the drilling program 


will be conducted simultaneously with the underground exploration at 


the Little Susan. 


The proposed work at the Little Susan will require approximately 


six months to complete. The work on the Green Dragon Group will require 


four months and at the Fremont Group two months. Thus, if drilling 'can 


be commenced on the Green Dragon Group at the same time exploration is 


commenced at the Little Susan, it will be possible to complete the entire 


program in approximately six months. This assumes drilling will commence 


on the Fremont Group at the completion of work on the Green Dragon Group.
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PROPOSED EXPLORATION PROGRAM FOR THE 


DRAGON CLAINS 


Phase I 


Proposed work - Drilling 


The greater part of the area within the Green Dragon Group 


can be tested by drilling wi h holes collared in the Chinle formation. 


It is believed that the claiiis which overlie the Wingate and younger 


formations should be held pending the outcome of the exploration on 


the more easily accessible claims. 


In the interest of economy, Phase I has been planned to utilize 


wagon drilling. This will allow a maximum area of the claim group 


to be tested .for a miniinum cost. 


Thirty-three thousand seven hundred fifty feet of drilling has 


been planned. This footage will be sufficient to drill 225 holes with 


and average depth of lSO feet. Maximum drilling depths for this .phase 


of the program will not exceed two hundred feet. Minimum dxilling 


depths will be approximately eighty feet, where the holes are collared 


in the top of the Mossback sandstone. 


This footage is to be used to test the fifteen most favorable 


channel outcrops on the property. Thus, each favorable outcrop can 


be allotted approximately 2,2S0 feet of the total footage. 


No grid system has been planned for Phase' I because the Mossback 


is exposed as a continuous rim close to all the areas to be drilled. 


The footage can be used to bett r advantage by drilling only the areas 


that are behind, and on the tre , d of channels exposed at the outcrop.
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A cuttings sampler is to be used to collect samples. These 


will be tested radiometrica ly first, and then chemically if uranium 


mineralization is indicated. In addition, each hole will be probed 


and logged in accordance with standard procedure. 


Proposed work road 


In order to undertake the drilling proposed for Phase I approx-


imately 15,000 feet of new rdad must be constructed. The accompanying 


map shows the location and most favorable routes for this road. 


The short drill site roads br.nching from this main road are not shown 


since their exact location wi 1 be determined only as the information 


concerning.-hole location is gthered during the course of drilling. 


The first holes to be drilled behind each favorable outcrop will be 


located on the center line ofthis main road, which in most cases will 


be the point nearest the Mossbck rim. 


If such a system is emp1oed each hole can be located to take 


advantage of the geologic infozmation obtained from the previously 


drilled holes. This method has been shown to be the most economical 


and practical approach to drill hole location, when properly coupled 


with the geologic information tat is available in areas of numerous 


outcrops of the target horizon. 


Phase II 


Proposed work trilling 


In the event that sufficient ore is found to justify it, additional 


drilling will be necessary to determine the '.•extent andgrade of the ore 


bodies.
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For Phase II two thousand feet of diamond drilling and sixteen 


thousand additional feet of'\ wagon drilling has been used for purposes 


of estimating the approximate requirements of this phase. 


The diamond drilling fbotage is to be used as a means for corre-


lating the hole probe logs rith actual chemical assays from the ore 


horizon. In any ore bodies that are encountered at least two holes 


will be diamond drilled through the ore horizon, the holes will be 


probed and logged. The cores will be assayed chemically and a com 


parison then made between the results obtained by the two methods. 


This will provide a correction factor for probe logs that should 


make possible an accurate determination of the grade in all holes 


containing mineralization. 


Proposed work - Road Construction 


Should Phase II be initiated, additional road construction will 


be needed to provide access t offset drill sites. This will require 


an estimated additional four ihousand feet of road.

The proposed exploration program on this group is to consist 


entirely of underground methods. 


Phase I 


Proposed work - Continuation of exploratory drifting 


It is proposed that fifteen hundred feet of exploratory drifting 


be aonducted. The drift will follow, insofar as practical, the axis or 


trough of the Mossback channel in which the workings of the Little Susan 


mine are located. 


This phase of the exploration will not only test a large area along 


the channel beyond known ore, but will provide an economical means of 


testing an even greater area djacent to this main channel which may 


also contain significant ore 1odies.

Experience has shown that in the Plateau region horizontal and 


slightly inclined holes can be drilled to depths in the three hundred 


foot range with good core recoveries. When hole depths exceed three 


hundred feet core recovery drops to an unexceptable low and much 


difficulty in maintaining the holes is encountered. 


This phase of the program ias been planned as follows. Fort y--


five hundred feet of drilling fotage is to be distributed to drill 


fifteen horizontal (or nearly horizontal holes) at one hundred foot 


intervals along the main adit. Each successive hole will be drilled 


ll in the opposite wa from the wall drilled with the previous hole. 


This will result in a spacing of two hundred feet between any two 


holes in the same wall. Core recoveries can be expected to average 


seventy-five per cent. For this reason it will be necessary to sale
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sludges insofar as possible to avoid the possibility of missing an 


ore or mineralized zone. 


This method of exploration will test a zone five hundred feet 


wide and fifteen hundred feet long. The ground tested will be the 


most favorable area on the Rocky Mountain Uranium Corporation property. 


This method is deemed the mot practical method for a number of reasons. 


To test the same area by vertical drilling would require a minimum of 


18,000 feet of vertical drilling. This assumes all such holes would 


be drilled into the favorable trend: Then, if 


the underground work, which 	 an intergral part of the 'proposed program, 


would still have to be undert ken. The cost of a surface exploration 


program of 18,000 feet of drdling to test this same favorable zone 


would cost more than the proposed method because of the tremendous 


dif±iculties of road construction and transport that would be encountered 


as ae1t of the topography of the area to be explored.
