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The property is underlain 3argely by the bushy 
Basin and Salt Wash members of the Jurassic 
Marrison formation in an area where only two 
smaU uranium-vanadium deposits have been mined 
to date and one small surface deposit of un-
economic size exposed. The Liberty (Sitton) 
mine, just west of the Poor Boy No. 1 Claim, 
has produced approximately 2) tons of 0.31% 
U308 ore from the Salt Wash, and the Blue Clay 
open pit east of the Log claims has produced 
approximately 32 tons of 0 .]li% U308 ore from 
the Brushy Basin. The nearest mine with a 
potential of any consequence i the Queen Nary, 
3 miles to the northwest. 


Seven holes drilled for assessment requirements 
on the Betty and Poor Boy claims failed to re-
veal significant mineralization on the property 
or evidence of any extension of nearby ore 
occurrences. Drilling on near-by claims have 
had insignificant results. 


Conditions are very similar to those existing 
on the adjoining Uranium Chief, Inc., property. 
An application for Government assistance in ex-
ploring this property under Docket D}IFA.-3663 
was denied. 


It is conc]uded that geological conditions are 
unfavorable far an exploration project; con-
sequently denial of the application is recom-
mended. 


Commodity Committee Members' Comments: 


Geological Survey - N. E. Nelson - September 8, 19SS 


The claims are underlain by the Brushy Basin 
and Salt Wash formation, but the thickness, 
crosabedding, channel scouring, and gray mud-
stone beds, considered essential for worth-
while uranium mineralization are probably 
missing. Work on adjoining and near'-by claims 
has provided some production. Limited drilling 
on the subject claims and on the near-by Liberty 
claim provided unencouraging results. Concurs 
with the Field Team recommendation of denial.

The history of exploration and production of the 
immediately surrounding areas has not been en-
couraging. The Liberty (Sitton) mine immediately 
to the west of the main body of applicant' s claims 
has produced an estimated 2S0 tons of ore - contain-
ing 0.31% U308 and 2.63% U)S . The mine has been 
inactive in recent years. Current wagon drilling 
east of the mine has not encountered ore. The 
property of Uranium Chief, Incorporated, which 
surrounds the Liberty claims and adjoins the appli-' 
cant's property was considered unfavorable for an 
exploration project and denied without prejudice 
under Docket 3663. Uranium Cbif is currently 
doing some drilling on its property, but results 
are not available. 


The Blue Clay open pit, east of the main body of 
applicant' s claims has , produced approximately 32 
tons of ore containing O.]l% U308 and l.OI% 'V0S. 
This production was 'from the Brushy Basin, not 
the Salt Wash. The Federal Urnum Company is re-
ported to have outlined a shallow ore body by 
drilling just east of the open cut, but details 
are not available. 


A small ore body of a few tons was exposed by 'a 
discovery pit on the Little Indian claim which 
is surrounded by applicant' s, Betty group. 


The limited extent of the foregoing ore bodies 
indicate that any deposits found on the Lucky 
Strike property are not likely to be of signifi. 
cant size. This fact, together with the unfavor-
able geological conditions nevailing in the area 
and the negative results of preliminary drilling, 
leads to the conclusion that an exploration pro-
ject is not warranted. 


Conclusions and Recommendations: 


The chances of making a worthwhile discovery by 
the proposed exploration are not good. It is 
recommended that the 'application be enied.

I have reviewed the report of exaniinatioñ of the Field Team, 
Lucky Stike Uranium Corporation, 1& Docket 3844; and I have die-. 
cussed it with Joseph 0. Hosted, Washington representative of the 
Atomic Energy Commission. 


The Lucky Strike Uranium Corporation has proposed to explore 
their group of claims in San Juan County, Utah, by drilling on a 500-. fot grid on an undetermined pattern. The program would require 
13,600 feet of dry drilling at a total estimated cost of $38,313.00. 


The additional information requested in n memorandum of 
June 10, 1955, evidently was not submitted by the applicant; the ap-
plication at that time appeared to be essentially a prospecting 
venture and I was reluctant at that time to recommend a field ex-
Rmination.


The field examiners conclude in their report that there are 
no iown deposits or significant evidence of mineralization on the 
subject property arid available data does not indicate the extension 
of known ore bodies into the property, and therefore recommend that 
the application be denied. 


We concur in the recommendation of the field exanthiers 
that the application be denied.

Subject: Review of Field Team report. 


The applicant has asked for assistance in wagon (6,600 
feet) and. dry rotary drilling (7,000 feet) at an estimated. cost of 
$38, 313.00 . No definite drilling layout has been presented. 


The claims are located in an area underlain by the 
Brushy Basin and. Salt Wash sandstone formations, but the thickness, 
crossbedding, channel scouring and grey lmLdstone beds, considered. 
essential for worthwhile uranium mineralization are probably 
missing in the applicant's claims. Work on adjoining and near-by 
claims has provided some production, in one case, the Sitton mine, 
250 tons of 0 .31% U08 and 2.63% V205 . Drilling on the applicant' s 
claims, ii. holes, re'6urned only slight mineralization, and on the 
near-by Liberty claim drilling had. (to the time of the examination) 
provided negative results. 


The exm{ners conclude that there is no indication of 
the extension of known orebodies on adjacent ground into the 
subject claims and. no known deposits or significant evidence of 
mineralization on the subject property. Such being the case the 
denial reconunendation is justified.

INTRODUCTION AND SUMMARY 


The Lucky Strike Uranium Corporation,.. 38 South Main Street, Salt 


Lake City, Utah; has applied for Defense Minerals Exploration Adminis .


-tratin assistance in a wagon-and dry rotary-drilling project on their 


claims located in the South Lisbon Valley area, San Juan County, Utah 


(fig. 1). The poject calls for 6,600 feet of wagon drilling and 


7,000 feet of dry rotary-drilling in two stages at an estimated cost 


of $38,313.00, in which Government participation at 75 percent would 


amount to $28,7311..75. The applicant does not present a definite dril-


ling plan. 


The property was examined on July 19, 1955 by Howard Albèe and 


Frank Byers of the Geological Survey, and M. H. Salsbury of the Bureau 


of Mines. R. J. Crowley, consulting geologist; substituted for John 


Q. St. Clair as a representative of the applicant. 


The claims are underlain 1argiy by the Brushy Basin and Salt Wash 


members of the Jurassic Morrison formation in an area in which ' only - 


two small commercial uranium-vanadium deposits have been mined to date. 


One o± these was found prior to l91i-li. in the Liberty (Sitton) mine just 


S
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west of the largest group of the applicant's claims (fig. 2). A small 


surface deposit which does not appear to be of minable size Ms been 


found on the Little Indian claim of different ownership in the center 


of the applicant's Betty group. The Blue Clay open pit, also of dif-


ferent ownership, east of the Log group has been excavated in a low-


grade Brushy Basin deposit. 


The nearest mine with a production record and established poten-


tial of any consequence is the Queen Mary on the Three Step Hill, 3 


miles to the northwest. However, the ore occurs here above the Salt 


Wash unit which the applicant proposes to test by drilling. 


Seven holes drilled for assessment requirements on the Betty and 


Poor Boy gups have not revealed mineralization on the property nor 


any evidence of any extension of nearby ore occurrences. 


Conditions are very similar to those existing on adjoining property 


owned by Uranium Chief, Incorporated • 4An application' for Government 


assistance in exploration of this property under D€A 3663 was denied. 


Uranium Chief is currently carrying out a drilling program with wadis-


closed results. 


It is concluded that the proposed project under DA 38lli is un-


favorable geologically and economically. Denial of the request for 


Government assistance is recommended. 
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report by John Q. St. Clair of Grand Junction, Colorado. Louis Garbrecht 


and Y. William Isachsen of the Atomic Energy Commission were consluted 


but were unable to furnish additional information on the area.. "Recon-


naissance of the Salt Wash deposits in Little Valley and South Lisbon 


Valley" T. MI. No • 70 of the Atomic Energy Commission states that "The 


Indian Canyon area seems to warrant a complete geologic reconnaissance" 


(Page 10), but it was not undertaken because claim owners were making 


arrangements to drill the ground. Production records were obtained from 


the Atomic Energy Commission Finance Department.

LOCATION, T0POGRAPH, AND CLIMATE 


The 11.9 claims owned by the Lucky Strike Uranium Corporation are 


in three groups with one other isolated claim, all in Indian Canyon, 


San Juan County, Utah, sec a. 16, 21, 22, 27, 28, 33 and 311, T • 31 5., 


R. 26 E., Salt Lake Meridian (fig. 1). The property is reached via 


three miles of access road and 20 miles of graded country road which 


extends north from a junction with Utah Highway 160 at a point 16 miles 


east of Monticello, Utah. The dirt roads are good in dry weather, but

very poor when wet. Limited stocks of mining supplies and services are 


available In Monticello, but ajor items must be obtained from Grand 


Junction, Colorado, 176 miles to the northeast over paved highways. 


MOnticello is served by scheduled motor freight and bus lines. The 


present market for ores from the South Lisbon Valley area is the ore-


buying station operated by the American Smelting and Refining Company 


In Monticello. 


Mining timber can be purchased from local timber mills, water 


for drilling can normally be obtained from nearby springs, but' power 


for exploration needs must be supplied by gasoline or diesel driven 


units • The supply of mine labor is short. The proposed drilling would 


be done by a contractor who would furnish his own labor. 


The region, at an altitude ranging from 6,500 to 7,000 feet, is 


typical brush and pinon covered mesa land. rising in terraces from steep 


walled canyons which become progressively deeper and more precIpitous 


downstream. The claims under consideration are on broad, easily acces-


sible benches which would require a minimum of bulldozing for access 


roads. The climate is normally arid and mild except for violent summer 


and winter storms of short duration. Year-round surface operations are 


feasible except for brief pericds following storms, and in the early 


spring.


HISTORY AIW PRODUCTION 


Exploration for vanadium was carried on sometime prior to l9Itli. 


by Fiiidel Sitton through adit workings following a Salt Wash ore-outcrop 


at the Liberty (SitrtOn) mine. The mine has been inactive In recent
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years except for brief attempts at exploration. Currently the Carpen-


ter Drilling Company of Madiera, California is wagon-drilling the Liberty 


claim east of the mine workings. No extension of the ore body has been 


found to date. Other activity in the immediate area has consisted of 


surface work and shallow drilling by the Federal Uranium Company on 


the Blue. Clay and Little Indian claims which has resulted in minor 


discoveries. 


There has been no production from the applicant's property. Pro-


duction from adjoining mines is shown in Table I. Production from 


another mine some distance away is also given in order to demonstrate 


the size and grade of individual ore bodies in the general area. The 


total for the Liberty mine is largely an estimate of early production, 


but the others are based on actual Atomic Energy Commission production 


records. Figures for the Blue Clay and Liberty include production up 


to date. Those for the Queen Mary and Bench mines are through 1953.

OWNERSHIP AND EXTENT 


The property owned by the applicant company consists of 89 claims 


of which l,.9 claims in three groups are included in the propøsed pro-


ject (fig. 2). These claims are part of a larger group located by E. 


R. Brown, Carl Merilatt, William G. Holder and W. R. Hill, originally 


filed in February and March, 1953. Amended locations were filed in 


May, 19511. and August, 19511.. The original locators later divided the 


property among themselves. The claims assigned to Brown were obtained 


by Walter B. Snyder of Dove creek, Colorado, and R. J. Felimeth of Moab, 


Utah, on quit claim deed. Eighty-nine claims were sold to the Lucky 


Strike Uranium Corporation on August 25, 19511. The other partners sold 


their claims to Uranium Chief, Incorporated, and the Federal Uranium 


Company. Federal Uranium holds, in addition, the Bigler group of 35 


claims, which includes the isolated Little Indian claim in the center 


of the applicant's Betty group. 


The transfer of the Snyder and Fellmeth holdings to the Lucky Strike 


Uranium Corporation is not an outright sale, because a 5 percent royalty 


on all production from claims listed in the DMEA application must be 


paid under the agreement • A subordination agrement from the sellers, 


or a guarantee In lieu of this would be required for a DMEA contract. 


Some of the discovery monuments and claim corners of the subject 


property were checked in the field. Location procedures appear to have 


been valid and no evidence of conflicting locations was seen on the 


ground.

	 Copies of affidavits of labor and improvements for the year ending 


June 30, 1955, were properly posted. A check at the San Juan County 
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courthouse was not made, as it was not considered necessary for the pur-


poses of this report. 


In comparing the maps of claims included under DEA 3663, with 


those in the present application, there appears to be an overlap on 


Squaw Nos. 9 and 10 claims, which would have to be resolved, or the claims 


excluded, in a DA project. (fig. 2) 


Because most of the claims in the inunediate area were located by 


one group of men, it is not believed that serious conflicts, other 


than those resulting from errors in laying out the claims, exist. How-


ever, a survey might be necessary to adjust the property boundaries, and 


there may be conflicts with some claims of the Federal Uranium Company's 


Bigler group; the location of which is not shown on the maps available 


to the examining team.


PRESENT STATUS

Exploration to date on the property has consisted of 1i holes dril-


led on the Betty Nos • 3 and 5 claims near the south side line of the 


Little Indian claim, and 3 holes drilled along the west side line of 


the Poor Boy No. 1 claim opposite the Liberty Mine. All were dry ro-


tary holes with total depths unreported and only slight mineralization 


in a favorable sandstone reported in the holes on the Poor Boy Claims. 


There has been limited exploration of adjoining properties At 


the Liberty mine, a total of 300 feet of adit workings has been driven. 


Currently wagon or dry-rotary holes are being drilled on the Liberty 


S.
	 laim east of the mine workings with negative results to date. 
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The property of Uranium Chief, Incorporated, is being drilled, 


but results were not available to the examining team. 


There has been a small open pit operation in the Brushy Basin mem... 


ber on the Blue Clay claim east of the subject applicant's log No. 7 


claim. Federal Uranium Company has done some drilling east of the open 


pit and has put down at least one hble near the surface showing on the 


Little Indian claim. Results of this drilling were not available to 


the examining team. 


Mining and Milling Equipment And Other Facilities 


No improvements other than access roads have been made.

S Local Geology 


The 19 claims of the Lucky Strike Uranium Corporation are largely 


in the Salt Wash and Brushy Basin members of the Jurassic Morrison 


formation; parts of 12 claims are underlain by the Burro Canyon for-


mation and the ilakota sandstone of cretaceous age (fig. 2). A gener-


alized stratigraphic section after Dodson and Weir is given in Table 2. 


According to Dodson and Weir, the Salt Wash member exposed on the sub-


ject applicant's claims contains horizontally bedded and cross-bedded 


sandstone units, less than 30 feet in maximum thickness, intercalated 


U Dodson, C. L. and Weir, G. W., Apri1 14.

Mineral Deposits

ing team on any of the claims held by the Lucky Strike Uranium Corpor-


ation, but weakly mineralized uraniferous sandstone is reported in a 


few holes drilled by the applicant. Four holes drilled on the Betty

Ore-bearing or mineralized ground is exposed in three sandstone 


beds at different stratigraphic positions on adjacent properties. The 


Sitton mine and the prospect pit on the Little Indian claim are in 


sandstone beds of the Salt Wash, and the Blue Clay mine or open cut 


was excavated on a sandstone bed in the lower art of the Brushy Basin. 


The Sitton mine on the Liberty Claim, adjoining the subject appli-
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S cant's claims (fig. 2), consists of two drifts: one about 75 feet in 


length and the other about 225 feet with a stope about 20 by 30 feet 


near the heading. The workings are in the second or third sandstone 


bed from the top of the Salt Wash. The ore-bearing layer now exposed 


in the walls is a blue-black corvusite-type mineral, according to Dodson 


and Weir, and has a maximum thickness of about three inches presently 


exposed.

A discovery pit near the eastern end of the Little Indian claim, 


which is surrounded by the Betty group of the subject applicant' s claims 


(rig. 2), has exposed a small uranium-vanadium ore body of a few tons 


and of unknown grade • This small ore body is confined to a roll in 


cross-bedded sandstone at the top of the uppermost sandstone ledge Of 


the Salt Wash. The roll extends southerly but is unmineralized outside 


the . immediate vicin±ty of the prospect pit. n area about 10 feet 


square, including the prospect pit, shows anomalous radioactivity up 
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to i.O times above background. Little ore remains in place; the radio-


activity is mainly derived from loose blocks of ore that litter the 


bottom and sides of the pit. An ore-bearing portion of the roll about 


5 feet long and 2 feet in diameter has been pushed 15 feet north of the 


pit by bulldozer.

No ore reserves in the measured or indicated category are present 


on the Lucky Strike Uranium property. The lack of favorable geologic 


controls and the smallness of the two known ore bodies on properties 


adjoining the Lucky Strike Uranium Corporation's holdings suggests 
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that any inferred ore bodies are likely to be 250 tons or less in size 


and would contain about 0.3 percent U308 and about 2.5 percent V205. 


PROPOSED EXPLORATION 


The applicant proposed to ep1ore the property by drilling on a 


500-foot grid, requiring an estimated 9,100 feet of drilling' in 66 


holes, to be followed by 1 ,50O feet of closer-spaced drilling on any 


favorable mineralization encountered. A total of 6,600 feet of wagon 


drilling at sites where the Salt Wash member is at surface, and 7,000 


feet of dry rotary drilling at sites on Brushy Basin sediments, is 


proposed at an estimated cost of $38,313.00 in wl4ch Govermuent parti-


cipation at 75 percent would be $28,7311..75. A definite drillig pat-


tern is not presented. The cost estimate is high. Costs other than 


actual drilling, bulldozing and sample analysis, average .97 per foot 


of drilling. Unit cost prices for dry rotary drilling and bulldozing 


are also high.


CONCLUSIONS AD BECODATI0NS 


There are no known deposits or significant evidence of mineral-


ization on the subject property. The results of limited drilling on 


the claims as well as drilling and ' mining operations on adjacent ground 


do not indicate an extension of known ore bodies into the property. 


In addition, the known habit of ore occurrence, as evidenced by 


development done to date, indicates that ore bodies found in this area 


are likely to be small and scattered. Although a fair grade of ore 


can be expected in the Salt Wash member; the total uranium content in 
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relation ta the area which must be explored is probably small. Even ii' 


there were better evidence of the presence of ore bodies of this nature 


on the applicant's claims, it does not appear likely that the probable 


production would justify the proposed exploration. 


It is recommended that the application under DMEA. 3811J4. be denied.

B. Accessibility 


The claims in the South Lisbon. Valley Group may be 


reached from Monticello, a distance of approximately 29 miles, 


by U. S. Highway 160 for 13. 5 miles eastward, thence by a 


country dirt road for 16 miles northward to the claim area. 


C. Topography 


The claim area is typified by topography formed by can-


yons and flat table lands, the latter being covered in places with 


scrub junipers and sage brush. 


The central part of the claim,area is occupied by Indian

D. Geologic Setting

Three holes drilled on the Poor Boy No. 1 claim carried 


low mineralization. 


From a regional viewpoint, it may be mentioned that the 


channel trends on the, claims of the Dulaney Mining. Company, 


a few miles east of the Lucky Strike Group, are considered to 


be North 45 degrees west, or generally parallel to the Dolores 


anticline. It may be interesting to note in this connection that 


an extension of this broad trend would cross the properties under 


consideration.
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IV. THE EXPLORATION PROJECT 


A. Objective 


The objective of the exploration program is the discovery 


of uranium-vanadium ore. 


B. Proposed Work 


Stage 1 


Of the 49 claims involved in this exploration project, the 


equivalent of 12 claim areas are unsuitable for drilling because 


of (a) their location below the ore horizon or (b) the excessive 


hole depth required to reach the ore horizon.. For these reasons, 


the 12 claim areas have been eliminated from the drilling program, 


leaving a balance of approximately 37 claim areas. 


Holes collared in the Salt Wash horizon will average 100 feet 


in depth, and it is estimated that 41 holes would be required to 


prospect the acreage involved on a 500-foot grid basis, or 4100 


feet. This work would be done by wagon drilling provided the 


ground is not too wet. 


Holes collared in the Brushy Basin formation would average 


200-foot indepth and it is estimated that 25 holes would be necessary 


to establish a 500-foot grid spacing. The footage for the drilling
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would approximate 5000 feet, and open-hole rotary work is 


recommended for holes of this depth. 


For the estimated 9100 feet of drilling in Stage 1, it is 


understood that a 500-foot grid spacing will be for the primary 


purpose of obtaining a better understanding of the subsurface 


geologic conditions, especially those related to thickness, char-


acteristics, and mineralization of the Salt Wash Ore horizon. 


It is further understood that with small ore bodies of the Salt 


Wash type, drill hole spacing should not exceed 50 feet, and 


probably as closely spaced as 25 feet, to disclose hidden ore 


deposits in the area. 


Stage 2 


This stage would be represented by drilling to follow-up 


any favorable holes or areas determined by Stage 1 drilling. 


On a basis of 50 per cent additional drilling footage completed 


in Stage 1, about 4500 ..foot would be required.

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A total of 13600 feet of drilling would prospect the claim 


area as calculated. Drilling to block out ore reserves would 


not form part of the DMEA program. 


Bulldozing in Stages 1 and 2 would be required to clear 


drilling sites, and with the exception of the higher ground 


underlain by the Brushy Basin formation, where drill roads 


would be necessary, the bulldozing work would be comparatively 


easy.


Radiometric logging would be carried out in all holes as 


the work progressed. 


In summary, it may be mentioned that no rigid rules may 


be laid down at this time regarding the precise locations of the 


holes, as this factor will be dependent upon the results obtained. 


It is estimated, however, that the 13600 feet of drilling would 


adequately explore the property. 


V. ESTIMATE OF COSTS 


Costs for the project have been estimated on the basis of 


13600 feet of drilling where an average of 200 feet of drilling 


is completed per day. The work under this program, therefore, 


should be completed within. 3 months, with one drill (either wagon 


or rotary), and this period of time will be used in the calculations.

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IV. THE EXPLORATION PROJECT 


A. Objective 


The objective of the exploration program is the discovery 


of uranium-vanadium ore.

Of the 49 claims involved in this exploration project, the 


equivalent of 12 claim areas are unsuitable for drilling because 


of (a) their location below the ore horizon or (b) the excessive 


hole depth required to reach the ore horizon.. For these reasons, 


the 12 claim areas have been eliminated from the drilling program, 


leaving a balance of approximately 37 claim areas. 


Holes collared in the Salt Wash horizon will average 100 feet 


in depth, and it is estimated that 41 holes would be required to 


prospect the acreage involved on a .500-foot grid basis, or 4100 


feet. . This work would be done by wagon drilling provided the 


ground is not too wet. 


Holes collared in the Brushy Basin .formation would average
