The gpplication is incomplete in that a large-scale map
showing the locations of proposed drill holes is not attached.
The objective of the project is to find uranium ore in the Salt
Wash member of the Jurassic Morrison formation. The site of DMEA
application No. 3663, Uranium Chief, Inc., lies less than 2 miles .
southeast of the subject property. Application 3663 was denied
on the basis of unfavorable geologic characteristics of the Salt
Wash sands. I suspect the same conditions prevail on the subject
property. :
