Excerpts from Field Team Report: 


The Nt. Pennell and Ellen claims lie on the east flank of the 
Henry Mountains structural basin. The rocks that crop out on the subject 
claims are, in ascending order; the Jurassic intrada, Summerville, and 
Morrison formations. 


The area is capped by the Salt Wash member of the Morrison 
formation, which has a maximum thickness of 200 feet. However, on the 
subject claims, the upper Salt Wash beds have been eroded. A renmant 
of a middle Salt Wash sandstone unit caps the hi gher mesas and what 
appe ars to be the most accessable and the best potential ore-bearing 
horizon is found a few feet below the cap rock. 


The EC drilled 178 holes in areas adjacent to the subject 
claims, 7 were mineralized and 17 showed ore grade material. Offset 
holes 10 feet away from ore holes were barren. The AEC report of the 
above drilling project (RNO 826) shows that only small, scattered ore 
bodies were indicated by these mineralized holes. Mining of shallow 
rim deposits, surface stripDing, and wagon drilling }s been performed 
by the Applicant on Mt. Pennell No. . On Mt. Pennell No. 8 mineraliza-
tion was found by wagon drilling to a depth of 2S to 80 feet, although, 
the rim exposure s are barren on this claim. 


Ore bodies mined to date nn the Applicant's property have 
contained from 10 to 100 tons each. (Note: Not all the Applicants 
claims 5Jitbe'. immediate area are involved in the subject application). 
Of the claims listed under the application only two have production 
records namely, Mt. Pennell, l.S3 tons averaging 0.31% U 308 and Mt. 
Pennell No. 10, 9.88 tons averaging 0.29% U308. 


The Field Team concludes that, while small ore bodies in 
discontinuous lenses at several different horizons will be found on the 
subject claims, the possibility for a significant production of uranium 
is poor, and that the present system of mining and wagon drilling just 
ahead of mining faces is the best method of exploring the claims. 


A predetermined drill pattern is not feasible as there are no 
knoirm trends which would permit determination of the more favorable 
drilling areas. 


The Field Team recommends that the subject application should 
be denied.

Rare & Miscellaneous Metals Division, F. N. Murphy, February 1, l96: 


On the subject claims, the upper sandstone unit of the Salt 
Wash, which is the most favorable horizon for significant uranium 
deposits in this formation, has been removed by Erosion. The 
intermediate and lower sandstone units of the formation contain 
small, scattered uranium deposits, but to date no siifficant 
ore body has been found in these units. 


The Applicant did not specify where the proposed L00 holes 
were to be drilled. However, to explore for the small, scattered 
ore bodies known to occur on the subject property would require 
close spaced drilling, probably on a 2S-foot gridwhich would mean 
drilling about 300 holes on each claim. 


From results obtained from previous drilling, stripping, and 
rim mining, in the adjacent and the subject area, it does not 
appear that the ore which might be found would have a value 
proportionate to the cost of the proposed project. Therefore, 
this Division concurs in the Field Team's recommendation to deny 
the subject application,

I have reviewed the report of examination of the United 
We stern Minerals Company, Dk Docket 3961, dated January 20 and re-
ceived in this office January 26. I have also discussed it with 
Joseph 0. Hosted, Washington representative of the Atomic Energy Corn .-
mission.


The United Western Minerals Company applied for Federal 
assistance. in exploring for uranium on the Ellen and Pennell groups 
of claims which lie east of the Henry Mountains, Garfield County, 
Utah. The program includes 50,000 feet of plug-bit and core drilling 
in 400 holes averaging 125 feet in depth, at an estimated cost of 
$107,041.00. 


A field examination made on November U, 1955, by DIA 
personnel resulted ina recommendation by the Field Team of denial 
of the application. Ore bodies on the subject property found to 
date are small, ranging from 10 to 100 tons; the production which 
might be obtained as a result of the proposed exploration is not 
likely to be significant. The drilling proposed by the applicant 
could be successful economically only if carried on as an actual 
part of a mining operation. 


We concur in the recommendation that the application for 
exploration assistance be denied. 


The report is being forwarded to the Chief, Division of 
Minerals, in accordance with the routing slip attached thereto.

INThODUCTION MD SUBY 


On August 31, 1955, the United Western Minerals Company 136 West 


Palace Avenue, Santa Fe, New Mexico, applied for Government assistance in 


exploration on their claims east of the Henry Mountains, Garfield County, Utah. 


The pi'oposal called for 50,000 feet of plug-oit and coie drilling in 	 holes 


averaging 125 feet in depth, at an estimated cost of $107,OLa.00. Government 


participation at 75 percent would be $80,280.75. A definite drilling plan was 


not presented. 


A field eamination ias made on November 11, 1955 by a Di€A team in 


company with H. D. Rhodes, superintendent and engineer, and John Verna, foreman 


for the applicant. 


The Salt Wash member of the orrison is present at the urfacc on the 


property. A remnant of a middle Salt Wash sandstone unit caps the higher mesas 


and what appears to be the most accessible and the best potential ore-bearing 


horizon is found a few feet below the cap rock. The Morrison has been e:.p1ored 


and mined on the Mt. Pennell No. 5 claim by means of shallow rim workings, sur-


face stripping, and by wagon drilling behind rim exposures. On the Mt. Fennoll 


No. 8 claim, mineralization has been found by wagon drilling at a depth of 25 


to 80 feet, although the rim exposures are barren on this claim. The mineralization 


appears tobe in a lower horizon than the shallow mineralization found on Mt. 


Pennell No. 5 claim. Similar ore occurrences in the shallow horizon have been 


explored and mined on a small scale on other claims which are in the same group 


but were not included in the DIA application. 


The Atomic Energy Commission has carried on a drilling program on the 


adjoining Daisy June and Congress groups. Of 178 holes drilled, 7 were mineralized
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and 17 showed material of ore grade. Twenty one of these holes were drilled on 


Congress No. 25 and Daisy June No. 9 claims, one of which is within, and one 


contiguous tothe applicant's property. Results were comparable to those obtained 


in drilling the Mt. Pennell No. 5 and No. 8 claims. Six of the 21 holes contained 


ore grade mineralization which was interpreted to be in four separate small bodies 


of ore, but offset holes 10 feet away were barren. It was not possible to establish 


any trends from the results of drilling. 


Ore bodies mined on the applicant's property to date have contained from 


10 to 100 tons each. The largest production from any one of lii. claims which are 


listed in AEC records is 11. 00 tons. A total of 111.21 tons has been shipped with 


an average content of 0.19 percent U08 or 5LOO pounds of U308 with a value, 


including development allowance and initial production bonus of $38,367.00. 


The vanadium content of the ore raised the value by an additional $6.00 to $12.00 


• per ton • A number of other shipments have been made which did rot pay their way. 


The cost of adequate exploration drilling for such scattered and erratic 


occurrences is considered to be prohibitive. This would be true even for a pro-


gram calling for a maximum drilling depth of 50 feet instead of the 125 feet pro-


posed by the applicant. 


It is concluded that the production which might be obtained as a result 


of the proposed exploration is not likely to be significant. Moreover, the type 


of exploratory drillin which would be likely to be successful economically should 


be carried on in conjunction rith, and actually a part of a mining operation, and 


not on a predetermined pattern. Such a program does not lend itself to a DIVLEA 


project. Consequently an alternate to the applicant's elaborate and unsuitable 


proposal is not suggested. 


Denial of the proposed project under DMEA 3961 is recommended.
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ACKNOWLEDMNTS 


The applicant furnished ownership data on the claims included in the 


proposed project and partial production and explortion records, but did not 


present a drilling plan based on geological considerations or the known habit 


of ore occurrence. 


The Atomic Energy Commission was consulted, and data on a drilling 


project inthe vicinity (RMO 826 Investigational Wagon Drilling in North Wash 


Mining District, Henry Mountains, Garfield County, Utah) were utilized in 


evaluating the proposed project. AEC pioduction records we'e used. 


LOCATION, TOPOGRAPHY, AD CLIMATE 


The Ellen and Mt. Pennell claims are in secs. 1 and 12, T. 32 S., 


R. 11 E., Salt Lake principal meridian, Garfield County, Utah. (Figures 1 and 


2). The property is on the east slope of the Henry Mountains, 25 miles northwest 


of Hite, Utah, on the Colorado River, and 28 miles south of Hansvil1e, Utah. 


They are reached from Hsksvil1e over Utah Highway 95, a poor, graded road, and 


a short connecting access road. Hnksvii1e is 60 miles south of Green River, Utah, 


over a graded highway now being surfaced. Grand Junction, Colorado, the nearest 


major source of mining supplies, is 108 miles farther east of Green River, over 


U. S. Highway 6 - 50. 


The nearest buying station for uranium ores is at White Canyon, Utah 


about 10 miles east of Hite, Utah. 


Power, supplies, labor, access roads and drill sites present no parti-


cular problems. A drilling contractor would furnish his own labor and equipment 


for the proposed exploration. Water for mining purposes is scarce, except for 


intermittent flows at points any nearer than the Colorado River. The applicant 


proposes, if necessary, to drill a well if local supplies fail. The feasibility 


of this was not investigated.

HISTORY AIW PRODUCTION 


There has been mining activity in the Henry Mountains area since pioneer 


days. Exploration and mining operations for vanadium date from the 1920's. 


No vanadium-uranium deposits of any notable significance have been found to date. 


Present activity dates from 1950. In 1952, the Atomic Energy Commission under-


took a reconnaisance drilling program in the area without, however, finding any 


worthwhile deposits. 


Recent exploration of the applicant's property dates from June l95L.. 


Operations were carried on by Clifford Smith and other lessees of the Pennell 


Uranium Corporation, owner of the claims. Rim exposures were investigated by 


short drifts, and areas behind these rims were first wagon drilled and then 


stripped where ore was found at a depth of 6 feet o1 less. Production from the 


property, including only 2 of the claims listed in the application, as shown by 


the records of the Atomic Energy Commission, is as follows:

The total to date is 11i2l tons from 11 claims or an average of 100 tons 


per claim. The average content was 0.19 percent U 308 . The vanadium content was 


from less than 0.50 percent to 2.00 percent V205 with the average less than 1.00 


percent.


The applicant states that the production from claims included in the pro-


posed DMEA project totaled 56,560 pounds (28.3 tons) averaging 0 .35 r cent U308 
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and 1.2 percent V205 . Supporting copies of the settlement sheets furnished 


S do not correspond to these figures. Some of them refer to other claims not 


in the DMEA proposal. 


Assuming that the lessee operations were efficient, employing a 


minimum of manpower, they would probably have returned a small profit at a 


reasonable royalty rate. However, the royalty rate in effect is reported to 


have been 25 percent which is prohibitive. 


OWNERSHIP 


The claims in the DMEA proposal are the Ellen claixnsNos. 5, 6, and 


7, and the Mt. Pennell, (or Pennell as ' shown on the location notices) claims 


Nos. 1, 2, 3, 5, 6, ,	 10 and 20 (fig. 2). They are part of a larger group 


held under lease by the applicant. The lease does not use the "Mt." term in the 


listing of the Pennell claims. The owner of the claims is given as the Pennell 


Uranium Corporation. All of the claims except Mt. Pennell No. 20 were located 


by George Ross on June 1 )4, 19511. as shown by copies of the location certificates 


furnished with the application. Pennell No. 20, described in the location 


certificate as "Mt. Pennell No. O" was located by the Pennell Urium Corporation 


on May 22, 1955. The location procedures and the lease terms appear to be sat-


isfactory and the claims valid. The original royalty rate has been adjusted to 


from l2- to 15 percent of the gross returns, excepting initial production bonus 


which is subject to a royalty of 25 percent. 


The applicant's superintendent reported to the examining team that there 


is a lease outstanding on the property issued to the Argyle Mining Company of 


Santa Fe, New Mexico. The lease provides for operation by February 1, 1956, but 


none of the details or the area covered are known to the examining team. This 


operation would of course affect a DA project on the same ground. There was 


no work in progress at the time of the examination.
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In view of the probable denial of the application, a further check 


of oTmership and the outstanding lease was not considered essential. 


PRESENT STATUS 


Exploration and Development 


Exploration done to date on the property has consisted of rim stripping 


and short adit workings on an outcrop on the Mt. Pennell No. 5 claim, wagon 


drilling behind the rim, followed by open cut excavation on Mt. Penneil No. 5 


claim, and wagon-drilling on Mt. Pennell No. 8 claim. Six of 30 holes on Mt. 


Pennell No. 5 claim were reported to contain ore grade mineralization, as were 5 


of 26 holes on Mt. Pennell No. 8. A map showing the location of drill holes was 


not available although Rhodes, company superintendent and engineer, stated that 


one has been made. It was determined during the field examination that 5 of the 


• ore holes on Mt. Pennell No. 5 were drilled in a fence behind the rim with holes 


about 20 feet apart. The ore which ras later mined was at a depth of not over 


6 feet. In 3 other holes, mineralization was encountered at a depth of 27 feet. 


One hole out of the 3 contained ore grade material (e.l5 percent U30a) at this 


depth. Ore thickness in the holes was not estimated by the engineer who was in 


charge of the drilling proeci Probing results indicated niaterial running rom 


0.15 to 0.38 percent UO in 6 holes. The 1LA examiners were able to verify shallow Jo 
mineralization in several holes by using a probe on a short cable. 


Oni:It. Pennell No. U the drilling was done in a fence 20 to 30 feet be-


hind the rim. iineralization of ore grade running from 0.15 to 0.30 percent 


U3O8 , thickness undetermined, was indicated at depths of from 28 to 50 feet in 5 


holes. Two of the ore holes were adjoining with mineralization at the same depth, 


31. feet. The fact that mineralization has been found at different depths in holes 


which were collared at about the same elevation, indicates that the ore does not 


always occur in the same bed. The rim outcrops on Mt. Pennell No. 8 c1im gave
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no indication of the mineralization found by drilling in back of them. 


As nearly as could be determined without extensive checking, the 


mineralization at two elevations on Mt. Pennell No. 8 claim is in a lower sand-


stone unit than that found on Mt. Pennell No. 5. The sandstone unit which con-


tained the shallow ore on Mt. Pennell No. 5 is either barren or eroded on Mt. 


Pennell No. 8. 


Mining and Milling Equipment aid other Facilities 


There are on the property at the present time no buildings or equip-


ment.


GEOLOGY M QBE DEPOSITS 


The Ellen and Mt. Pennell claims lie on the east flank of the Henry 


Mountains structural basin, The.rocks that crop out on the subject claims are, 


in ascending order; the Jurassic Entrada, Summerville, and Morrison formations. 


The beds strike N. 11.9° E., and dip 11.0 northwest. 


The area is capped by the. Salt Wash member of the Morrison formation. 


The Salt 1ash has a maximum thickness of about 200 feet. However, this is not 


its total thickness as part of the upper Salt Wash beds have been eroded. The 


Salt Wash member consists of alternating beds of sandstone and mudstone with the 


sandstone predominating. The sandstone is commonly cross-bedded. 


The ore bearing sandstone is composed of yellowish brown, medium-to 


coarse-grained, poorly sorted, subangular clear quartz. The yellowIsh brown 


color is due to abundant minute specks of limonite. The mineralization is 


associated with carbonaceous debris and limbs or small logs. No mineralization 


was seen disseminated in sandstone away from small pods and seatas of carbonaceous 


material.


An ore bearing rim of sandstone, at about the middle of the Salt ash, 


is exposed for several thousands of feet on the claims just below the cap rock of
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the higher mesas and much of it has been stripped by bulldozer operations. 


Occurrences of ore bearing mateiial along the stripped rim aie all thin and range 


from a knife-edge to as much as 10 inches thick and only a few feet wide. Two such 


exposures were seen in about 500 feet of rim. A few other occurrences of ore grade 


material were seen in the form of limbs or small logs that were about three to four 


inches in diameter. 


The company has wagon drilled thirty holes on the Mt. Penne]lNo. 5 


claim and twenty-six holes on the Mt. Pennell No. claim. Five holes on the It. 


PenneiLNo. 5 claim indicated ore by means of a company operated gamma-ray probe at 


a depth of six feet. No thicknesses for the ore bearing material were determined. 


However, the holes were within 20 feet of each other and close to an outcrop that 


showed a thin seam of ore grade material. The examining team, determined the ore 


bearing zone in the holes on the Mt. PenneiLNo. 5 to be at the same level as the 


re bearing zone at the outcrop. The ore at the outcrop had been opened up by 


shallow rim workings and averaged three to four inches thick through-out its ex-


posed extent of about eight feet. On the Mt. Pennell No. 8, two holes indicated, 


by gamma-ray methods, ore grade material at 50 feet, one hole indicated ore grade 


material at 28 feet, and two holes indicated ore grade material at 3li feet. No 


thicknesses were determined. The holes are a short distance from the outcrop, but 


no mineralization was seen and no ore has been mined on the Mt. Pennel No. 8. 


The U. S. Atomic Energy Commission undertook a drilling program in 1952 


in the subject area. Of 178 wagon drill holes, )-i7 were mineralized and 17 penetrated 


ore grade material. Part of the drilling was done on the Congress Io. 25 claim and 


the Daisy June No. 9 claim, one of which is within, and the other is contiguous to 


the applicant property. Twenty-one holes were drilled on these two claims, of which 


six were ore holes. These six ore holes were interpreted to have penetrated four 


•parate, small bodies of ore at shallow depths. The following is quoted from the 


drill project report (EMO 826, Investigational 1agon Drilling in North Tash Mining
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District, Henry Mountains, Garfield County, Utah): 


"No trends can be plotted and the ore appears to form small bodies. 


The size of these bodies is exemplified by drill hole No. 12. One and one-


half feet of ore was found in this hole, and four offset holes 10 feet away were 


barren. A similar example is hole No. 63, in which 2 feet of ore was found, but 


the. four offset holes were barren." 


The list of shipments from the claims since July 1953 and shown under 


Production, will give examples of size and grade of ore bodies found in this area. 


The list represents 114 claims from which there was produced approximately 


1,1421 tons of uranium ore that averaged about 0.19 percent U308. 


Undoubtedly, similar undiscovered ore bodies exist and the area will 


proba'olycontiflUe to produce ore in small amounts. It is not considered econo-


mical, however, to drill for these ore bodies on a closer spacing than 50 feet, and 


such a spacing is too wide for this type of mineralization. 


ORE RESERVES 


Data on ore grade material encountered in exploration to date are not 


sufficient for use in computing any reserves. 


No samples were taken. Outcrops and shallow mineralization in several 


holes were checked radiometrically. 


PROPOSED EXPLORATION 


-


	


	 The applicant has proposed a drilling program totaling 50,000 feet of 



core and non-core drilling in 1400 holes averaging 125 feet in depth at an estimated 


cost of $107, 0141.00. Government participation at 75 percent would be $80,280.75. 


The estimated unit costs of drilling alone, $1.25 per foot for non-core drilling, 


and $2 .50 per foot for core drilling, are reasonable, but overhead costs, averaging 


• $0.58 per foot, are some what high. 


No drilling sites were suggested by the applicant. A program for drilling
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1.00 holes to a depth of 125 feet is not justified either geologically or 


economically by conditions on the property. While drilling done to date indicates 


that there is mineralization in several different horizons, only the topmost could 


be explored or mined economically for the type of deposit discovered to date. It 


would not be feasible to mine deeper occurrences unless they could be followed In 


from rim exposures. The probable returns from production would not pay for de-


velopment in barren ground. There will undoubtedly be more ore found and mined 


on the property but it is not likely to be profitable except on a very small scale. 


The total production to be expected is not likely to be enough to be considered 


significant. A mining enterprise with the best chance of success would be a small 


project employing two or three men. In such an operation, mineralization exposed 


in rim outcrops could be followed by underground or surface workings, with supple-


mentary wagon drilling ahead of the mining operation to guide the advance of under-


•ground or surfac work when ore pinches out in the working faces. This type of 


work would actually be a combination of exploration and development which would 


be impractical to set up as a D1A project. For this reason an alternate plan of 


DIvIEA exploration to take the place of the elaborate and uneconomic proposal of the 


applicant is not suggested by the examining team. 


CONCLUSIONS MID ECO1vNDATI0NS 


It is concluded that, while small ore bodies in discontinuous lenses at 


several different horizons will be found on the Ellen and Mt. Pennell claims, the 


possibility for a significant production of uranium is poor. Because an efficient 


type of exploration for a deposit of this type would combine wagon drilling with 


actual mining operations, it is not believed that a feasible DMiA project could be 


devised. wagon drilling should be done just ahead of mining faces and not on a 


predetermined pattern. There are no known ore trends which would permit determination 


of the more favorable drilling areas.
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It is further concluded that the only horizon which is likely to furnish 


any production is at a very shallow depth, and there is no evidence to support 


the applicant's proposal to test the formation down to 125 feet in depth. 


The Commodity Committee reviewers based their recommendations for a 


field examination on the fact that AEC drilling on adjoining property found ore-


grade mineralization in 17 out of l!i7 holes. The Atomic Energy Commission report 


on this project (RivIO 826) shows that only small, scattered ore bodies were indicated 


by these mineralized holes. Exploration on two claims in the proposed Di€A pro-


ject by the applicant shows very similar results. 


Denial of the application for Government assisted exploration under 


DMEA 3961 is recommended.

The Grand Junction office has recommended that the subject 
application be denied without a field. examination and. the Denver 
office concurs. 


I disagree with the recommendation. 


The Preliminary Geologic Nap Showing the Distribution of 
Uranium Deposits and Principal Ore-Bearing Formations of the 
Colorado Plateau Region indicates the subject claims are in an area 
from which significant toñnagesThf uranium ore has been produced. 
The map shows one black dot signifying a deposit or group of 
deposits that have yielded 1,000 tons or more of uranium ore as of 
January 1, 19514., and five red dots which signify deposits or groups 
of deposits that have yielded less than 1,000 tons of uranium ore 
as of January 1, 19514., or are known to contain uranium ore. 


I have no detailed information concerning the A.E,C. 
drill holes, especially the 17 that showed material of ore grade. 
The drilling done by the applicant showed 3 centers of mineralization. 
If the figures (6 t )*, etc., represent intersections, Pennell #5 
holes, 211., 25, 26, 27 and 28, although on 20 centers, would seem 
to indicate an ore body. Pennell #5 hole, 18 and Pennell #8, 
holes 13, 114., 21, 23 and. 214. possess interest. 


The small recent (19514.) production given for the Pennell, 
Ellen and Smith claims, 114.2.1 tons, does not bespeak large ore 
bodres, and only 28.3 tons are credited to claims in the subject 
group. Production is continuing on nearby, probably contiguous, 
ground.

The drilling proposed may exceed the footage necessary 


to explore, the claims, certainly little or no footage should be 
spent on blocking out ore. 


I recommend that the Field Team be requested to 
reconsider the recommendation of denial and be asked to make a 
field examination.

I have reviewed the application for assistance, DMEA 
Docket 3961, and. I have discussed it with Joseph 0. Hosted, 
Washington representative of the Atomic Energy Commission. 


The United Western Minerals Company has applied for 
DMEA aid to explore for uranium on its two oups of claims in 
the Henry Mountains mining district, Garfield County, Utah • The 
proposed. ploration program consists of 40,000 feet of non-core 


- and 10,000 feet of core drilling on subject claims to find and 

block out ore bodies; the total estimated cost is lO7,O41. 


Mineralization of the carnotite type is present in the 
Salt Wash member of the Morrison formation which underlies the 
subject claims. Past production on the claims has been 56,650 
pounds of ore averaging 0.35 percent U30 and 1.2 p'cent V205. 


The field team in their September22, 1955, memorandum 
to W. M. Traver state that although material of ore grade is 
present on adjoining claims, the oreodjes in the Henry Mountain 
area are scattered and in the 100-ton ore class; the spacing of 
drill holes would necessarily be close, making the exploration 
program expensive. They, therefore, recommend that the applica-
tion for DI€A assistance be denied without a field examination. 


Insofar as field examinations have been conducted on 
less promising areas, the presence of ore-grade material and the 
fact that 56 holes have been drilled by the applicant seem. to 
merit some attention from the field examiners. WhIle I believe
