The rock formations cropping out in Hatch Wash just northwest of the
claims in ascending order are the Lower Triassic Moenkopi, the Moss Back
and Church Rock members of the Triassic Chinle formation, the Triassic





Wingate sandstone, and the Jurassic Kayenta formation. Back from the rims
the Jurassic Navajo sandstone forms steeply rounded hills. :

The Mossback member of the Chinle is the potential ore-bearing unit
and is about 120 feet thick in the outcrops. Although the Mossback sandstone
is thick and the associated mudstones are green, it forms a relatively
uniform blanket which does not have any prominent channels. Work done by
the AEC and USGS show that significant ore bodies found in the Mossback are
associated with rapid channeling of the host rock.. No large ore bodies have
been found in the several miles of rim exposure in the vicinity‘of the claims.

Two holes were drilled, by the Applicant, near the center of the
claim group.

The examiners conclude that no channelling can be

The Church Rock, which is about 300 feet
thick, coﬁsists largely of red mudstone and siltstone, but it commonly
contains a few sandstone lenses.,

The Church Rock member is overlain by about 320 feet of the
massive Triassic Wingate sandstone which is followed by about 250 feet
of the irregularly bedded purple sandstone and red shale of the Jurassic
Kayenta formation.

The Kayenta formation forms wide benches which are accessible for
drilling, except where the overlying Jurassic Navajo sandstone forms
steeply rounded hills.

Two holes have been‘drilled since the application was filed.

(See figure 2). Inspection of the Empire Logging Company's gamma ray
logs show that both.holes are barren and indicate that the Chinle

maintains a uniform thickness under the claims,.

ORE RESERVES
The prospects northwest of the claims have had no production
and no large ore bodies have been found in the several miles of rim
exposure in'the'vicinity of the claims.
The applicant indicates several spots of high radioactivity in
the Kayehta and suggests a southeasterly trend from them; Since gamma-

rays can penetrate only a few feet of rock, it seems highly improbable
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that the radioactivity could indicate ore in the Moss Back at 800-foot
depths.

The Moss Back sandstone member appears to be unfavorable in this
area. Although it is thick and the associated mudstones are green, it
forms a relatively uniform blanket which does not have any pfominent
chahnels. Reconnaissance work and detailed mapping by U. S. Geological
Survey and U. S. Atomic Energy Commission geologists has shown that
significant ore bodies are associated with rapid channeling of the host
rock. Large areas are known where the lithology is favorable, but the
deposits rarely exceed a few hundred tons, unless prominent channels
are present.

The surface geology and the drill holes both indicate that if any
ore bodies occur on the property, they are likely to be small and might
present & target 50 x 50 feet square. Exploration costs for a target

of this size at 800-foot depths would be prohibitive.

CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS
Based on known geologic conditions and limited drilling in the
area it appears that the subjeét claims are not favorably situated
for the discovery of significant ore bodies in the basal Chinle formation.

I have reviewed the attached application of Textah
Uranlum, Inc., DMEA Docket 4006, dated August 16, 1955, and re-
ceived in this office November 15. I have also dlscussed it with
Joseph O. Hosted, Washington representative of the Atomic Energy
Commi ssion.

The property of the Textah Uranium company lies in San
Juan County, Utah, and consists of the Mary Doe, First Chance,
Holdup, Violet, and Hawk claims. :

The applicant's proposed exploration program would con-
sist of drilling a fence of 25 holes across the claims perpendicu-
lar to a projected channel trend based on mineralized ground of
adjacent claims. Drilling would be relatively deep, holes appar-
ently to be bottomed from an approx1mate 700-foot minimum to an
approximate 900-foot maximum in the Chinle formatlon. Holes would

“be spaced 300 feet apart. About 1,000 feet to the north, 7 holes

would be drilled parallel to the fence, offsetting favorable holes
drilled thereon. To the south, 7 more holes would be drilled at a
similar distance and in a similar fashion. Thus, a total of 39
exploratory holes cis proposed at a total DMEA estimated cost, in-
cluding technical services, of $108,212.50.

The applicant proposes a program of 40 deep holes (depths
ranging from 700 to 900 feet), the purpose of which would be to
test the Mossback member of the Chinle formation in the Hatch Wash
area south of Moab, Utah. The cost of the proposed work is esti-
mated at $81,159.38. '

Field examiners in Grand Junction note the property
_warrants a field examination and state they will schedule one as
soon as p0351b1e. I concur with the proposed examination.

Although Grand Junction field examiners recommend an
examination of the property, the reasons justifying a field
examination are not clear to me. In this respect, I should like
to point out an apparent conflict in the thinking of Grand
Junction examiners, which I believe should be called to their
attention.
In DMEA Docket h027, Moab Mines, Inc., field examiners
recomend the application be denied without a field examination.
As reasons supporting their recommendation they note that the
applicant has proposed prospecting in an area lacking in uranium
outcrops, and which is too far to the northwest of the Lisbon-
Valley anticline and associated structures to be influenced in any
way by those structures. However, in the present case, they
recormend field examination of a property adjoining Moab Mines,
Inc., on the west and north, and which is even farther away from
Lisbon Valley structures than is the Moab Mines property. Further-
more, the present appllcation is not as carefully prepared and
documented as was “that of Moab Mines, nor " does the present appli-
cation reflect any apparent reasons why it concerns a property
better than that of Moab Mines, and which therefore is more
warranting of a field examination.






The crux of this difference in field recommendations
bears on a view which I have long held and frequently expressed:
that field examiners should be extremely cautious of recommending
denial without field examination and only exercise such an
expediéncy in obviously isolated and completely unpromising
properties. Had the field policy been to look at all applications
coming from a district from which other applications had come in
the past and from which more could be expected in the future, the
present perplexing situation would have been avoided.
