Excerpts from Field Team report:

The claims lie on the northern flank of the La Sal
Mountains near the crest of the Sinbad=Fisher Valley anticline.
A series of parallel faults, with a stratigraphic displacement
greater than 100 feet, trends northwesterly across the northeast
corner of the property.

The area is underlain by sediments that consist, from
oldest to youngest, of the Upper Jurassic Morrison formation, the
lower Cretaceous Burro Canyon formation, the Cretaceous Dakota
sandstone, and Quaternary landslide material.

Production from the property of about 82 tons of 0.289%

Og ore was from the Brushy Basin member of the Morrison. The
mgne appears to be several tens of feet above the Salt Wash-
Brushy Basin contact. There are no ore reserves in the mine or
observable trends with which %0 encourage further work. Some
minor uranium occurrences in.the Brushy Basin have been reported
fran Beaver Mesa and Polar Mesa mines to the northeast; however,
most of the ore has been from the upper two sandstone 1enses of
the Salt Wash.

The Salt Wash underlies the group of claims, but exposed
outcrops are rare. It comprises the bed rock under the northern
end of the claims, but a brush and soil cover prevent good exposures.
No mineralization is known in the Salt Wash on the claims.

The Applicant has drilled about 10,000 feet in 128 holes,
of which 13 exceeded 100 feet in depth. Only a few hole locations
in the vicinity of the mine workings could be identified, the drill
logs were incomplete and unsatisfactory. Only one hole, drilled
into ore which was afterward mined, was cored. All but 13 holes
were under 100 feet in depth and most of the mineralization reported
was at depths of lessthan L5 feet, so must have been in Brushy
Basin units. In the absence of lithologic logs, hole locations,
collar elevations, and formation depths, evaluationg of these
results is not possible.

, The proposed drilling on 500-foot centers in the first
stage to blanket the claim area is not based on any specific
geologic conditions or trends of minerazlization. They are
actually for the purpose of prospecting an area which is practically

"+ untouched to.date.

The Applicant estimatedthat the proposed holes would
average 250 feet in depth. The Salt Wash alone is probably over
300 feet thick on the claims and dips as much as 1l degrees south-
westerly under the younger formations covering the claim area;
therefore the average dpeth of the holes would be much greater than
this estimatee

| The field examiners state they are unable to suggest

an alternate exploration plan which would be likely to find significant
ore bodies. Therefore, they recommend the application be denied, and
the Field Team concurred.

Commodity Members' comments (excerpts):

Ue Se Ceological Survey, Neo Ee Nelson, April L, 1956.

The information accorded by the 128 holes already
drilled was poorly kept, is of questionable value, and fails
to support the application.

The property is several miles from & 'producing
localitys hence, until proven, similarity to nearby favorable
conditions cannot be inferred for this property.

The conclusion and recommendations of the examiners
and Field Team are reasonable. I concur with the recommenda-
tion of denial of the application.

Ue. S. Bureau of Mines, James Paone, April 10, 1956.

Concludes that the program prdposed is of a prospect-
ing nature rather than exploration. Therefore, concurs in Field
Team's recommendation of dénial.

Rare and Miscellaneous Metals Division, F. M. Murphy, April 11, 1956.
According to the exarﬁiners' report, no mineralization or

favorable channel trends appear to exist in the Salt Wash member
of the Morrison formation on the subject property. Although a small

tonnage of ore was produced from the Brushy Basin member, the

principal production from other properties in the vicinity has been
from the upper two sandstone lenses of the Salt Wash.

The Applicant could not show the examiners the locations
of the 128 holes drilled on the subject property. The field
examiners infer that with one exception, all the holes were drilled
only through or in the Brushy Basin member. However, it appears
since the Salt Wash is exposed on the northern and western parts
of the property (see Figure 2 of Field Team report) that it is only
logical that at least some of the holes were drilled through the
upper horizon of the Salt Wash. But without data on this drilling
it is impossible to judge the merits of further exploration. There~
fore, this Division concurs in the Field Team's recommendation to

Upon examination of the subject
property by DMEA personnel, it was found that the proposed ex--
ploration is not based on any evidence indicating the presence
of conditions favorable for the occurrence of ore in the Salt
Wash member which underlies the claims and is of a prospecting
nature rather than exploration. -

The field examiners recommend denial of the applica-
tion, and we concur in the recommendation.

The ~applicant requested assistance in doing non-core and
core drilling of a property already prospected by l2_§== drill holes.
From a small ore body on the property 82.61 tons of ore, containing
0.289% U30g and 2.1% V505 , has been produced.

The ore body occurs in the Brushy Basin member of the
Morrison formation probably several tens of feet above the more
favorably regarded and much more productive Salt Wash member. The
Salt Wash rocks outcrop on and underlie the property. The outcrops
are obscured by talus and brush and no ore has been found in that
" member. The drilling proposed would prospect both the Brushy Basin
and Salt Wash beds, '

: Because only one small ore body has been found in the
Brushy Basin member and none in the Salt Wash no trend has been
indicated and only a general "formation" target is offered. Such
drilling, in this case, the examiners consider prospecting, a
reasonable conclusion. The information afforded by the 128 holes
already drilled was poorly kept, is of questionsble value, and
fails to support the application.

The property is several miles from a producing locality;
hence, until proven, similarity to nearby favorable conditions
cannot be inferred for this property.

The conclusions and._ recommendations of the examiners and
the Field Team are reasonable. I concur with the recommendation

of denial of the application.

INTRODUCTION AND SUMMARY

The Luckytex Uranium Company, P. O. Box 502, Moab, Utah,
applied for Defense Minerals Exploration“ﬂdminis;ration assistance
to explore leééed claims on North Beaver Mesa, Grand County, Utah.

The application was referred to the field, gnd a field examination
was made on January 20, 1956, in company with K. D. Wahlquist,
manéger for the applicant. L. J. Eicher, project geologist for the
Geological Survey on Beaver Mesa, and hig‘assistant, G. A. Miller,
participated. ’ -

The property consists of ten claims, part of'a larger group
which was located by J. wegiey Oliver and Gladys Oliver, Moab, Utsah,
and leased to the 0ld Texas Mining Company, 3301 Worth Street, Dallas,
Texas. The ten claims were assigned to the Lucky Tex Uranium Com-
pany on July 11, 1955. No evidence of conflicting locatiohs was
found and the claims appear to be vélid.

The claims lie on the northern flank of the La Sal Mountains
near the crest of the Sinbad-Fisher Valley anticline. .

The formations exposed on the claim are, from oldest to youngest,
the Upper Jurassic Morrison formationm, the Lower Cretaceous Burro
Canyon formation, and the Cretaceous Dakota formation. Much of the

surface is covered by Quaternary landslide material.





The known potential ore-bearing beds of the region are the
upper sand#tone,units of the Salt Wash member of the Morrison forma-
tion which are ﬁear surface only at the north end of the property,
but heavy brush and soil cover prevents good exposures.

Reconnaissance from the surface is handicapped by these poor
exposures and by a series of northwesterly-trending paréllel faults
which cross the northeast corner of the property and have a 'strati-
graphic displacement as much as 1,400 feet downward on the southwest.
The beds southwest of the fault have been disturbed and tilted and
now have a strike of about N. 65° W., dipping 14° to the southwest
in the vicinity of the only mine workings on the property. Thus the
depth from the surface to the Salt Wash member is an unknown varisble
and appears to increase to the southwest.

The propefty has been explored by a short adit tunnel in what
appears to be a Brushy Basin sandstone unit & short distancg.above
tﬁe top - of the Salt Wash, and by more then 10,000 feet of drilling
in 128 holes, of which only 13 exceeded 100 feet in depth and only
one was cored.

The Brushy Basin workings disclosed & pod about 15 by 30 feet
in lateral dimension and up to 3 feet in thickness, which contained
82.61 tons of ore with an average content of 0.289 percent.Usoa and
2.1 percent Véos. No ore-grade material remains exposed in the work-
ings. The occurrence appears to be typical of the occasionsl small
Brushy Basin deposits which have been found in the Beaver and Polar

mesa areas.





The applicant's manager states that none of the drill holes,
which were all drilled by the 0ld Texas Mining Company, penetrated
the Salt Wash member, although one hole. on the Little Jim No. 2
claim should certainly have done so, unless there is a concealed
fault, as it was 395 feet in depth. .The applicant.did not have any
record of. the location of.drill holes and had only very scanty. data.
on drilling results. It was therefore impossible to make an evaluaj
tion of the. work other than that results appear to have been negative
except for. shallow mineralization in a Brushy Basin unit behind the
adit workings on the Bear Point No. 1 claim.

The Salt Wash member of the Morrison formation has not been
explored anywhere in the vicinity of the applicant's claims. The
ore potential is, therefore, unknown. The producing mines on Polar
and. Beaver Mesas northwest éf the fault are 6 to 10 miles away, and
projection of any mineralized trends into the area of the applicant's
claims is not feasible due to excessive. faulting.

The proposed drilling plan consists of a staggered pattern of
holes on 500-foot centers blanketing the property. It is not based
on any known ekposgres or trends of mineralization and is of a pros-
pecting nature rather than exploration. The applicant proposed to.
drill the entire Salt Wash member, although only ihe upper units are
known to be productive on Beaver and Polar Mesas.

Because there is no evidence to show that the Salt Wash sand-
stone units underlying the property are favorable for uranium ore

occurrences, and, further, because additional exploration in thé





- .f-. vicinity of the one minor Brushy Basin ore occurrences is not likely
to result in a worthwhile discovery.in this member of the Morrison
formation, it is not believed that further exploration is Jjustified.

Denial of the application under DMEA 4031 is recommended. .
ACKNOWLEDGEMENTS

The applicant presented a dri],ling. plen with & map showing
proposed drill sites, and a ’c,ost, estimate for first-stage drilling. .
The‘ drilling footages quoted are rough estimates.

Louis Garbrecht of the Atomic Energy Commission was consulted_’;.
but furnished no additional information on the area. Production
figures were verified by Atomic Energy Commission records.

Geologic and topographic maps of the area have recently been
completed and were used in the examination. Valuable assistance in
eppraising the propertj was given by Geological Survey personnel who

have been active in the Beaver Mesa area.
LOCATION, TOPOGRAPHY, AND PHYSICAL FEATURES

The Little Jim, Bear Point , Big Ben, and Don T. claims are
in secs. 21 and 28, T. 25 S., R. 25 E., Salt Lake Meridian, Grand
County, Utah (fig. 1). They are 30 miles east of Moab, Utah, and
may be reached by travelling over Utah State graveled highway 128
along the Colorado River, the Castle Valley county road, and 8 miles
of the Beaver Mesa access road. Mining supplies are available in,
Moab, Utah. More complete stocks are found at Grand Junction,

. Colorado, 118 miles from Moab over hard surfaced highways.
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The claims are at an altitude of 7,400 to 7,800 feet. The
surface has a thick mantle of soil and landslide material with heavy
underbrush. Most of the drill roads which would be needed for the
proposed project have been constructed.

The most accessible ore buying station is at Moab, Utah. Ore
from the area might be routed instead to Grand Junction, Colorado,
or Monticello, Utah, 60 miles south of Moab.

There are no unusual problems of supply, water, transportation,
or labor. The climate is moderate with heavy precipitation in brief
storms summer and winterf Winter surface operations are feasible,
but not necessarily economical unless the season is unusually open.

Establishment of a field camp would be necessary to carry on

exploration.
HISTORY, PRODUCTION, AND OWNERSHIP

Mining operations in the known productive areas of Polar and
Beaver Mesas date from before World War I, but in the vicinity of
the applicant's éizims limited exploration has been carried on
since 1951.

The only known production was in the first half of 1955 coming
from the Brush& Basin workings on the applicant's Bear Point No. 1
claim. As verified by Atomic Energy Commission records, this
amounted to 82.61 tons averaging 0.289 percent U3°8 and 2.1

percent Véos.
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The ten claims, shown in figure 2, are included in the proposed
DMEA project and as part of a larger group located by James Wesley
Oliver and his wife Gladys Oliver of Moab, Utah, and leased to the
0ld Texas Mining Company, 3301 Worth Street, Dallas, Texas. Record-
ing data on the claims subsequently assigned to the applicant company
were furnished as follows: ‘ .

The lease from the Olivers to the Old Texas Mining Company is
détéd>July 29, 1954, and runs indefinitely so long as operations are
not suspended for a period of more than 60 days.~-The royalty rate
provided is 10 percent. No additional overriding royalty is stipulated
in the assignment éf the iease from 0ld Texas Mining Company to the
Luckytex Uranium Company. The Big Ben Fraction claim is not mentioned
in the lease or in the assgénmenta It was located in November 1954
to cover some open ground which was discovered in making & re-survey
of the claims. The applicant's manager states that they éontrol the

claim.





The claims were resurveyed because they had been laid out in-
accurately. The corner poéts were movéd so that the claims did
not exceed standerd dimensions. Some of the old corner posts were
left in so that there are now unidentified posts standing. No
location notices were found at the four discovery monuments erecﬁed.
The applicant's manager stated thgt they had been posted. However,
‘no evidence of conflicting locations were found. The applicant
was to furnish the examining team with survey data showing a tie
to a section corner, but it has not been received in Grand Juﬁction.
The claims, as shown in figure 2, have been located with reference
to a Forest Service fence which marks the boundary of patented land
adjoining thé property on the south.

At the discovery monument for the Bear Point No. 1 claim, a
copy of an affidavit of assessment and improvements for the list of
claims in the original lease to lhe 0ld Texas Mining Company for the
year ending June 30, 1955, was posted.

The applicant did not furnish data on any amended locations
which normaliy follow a resurvey. In view of the probable decision

on the project, ownership was not checked further.
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PRESENT STATUS

Exploration and development .

Exploration to date has consistéd of underground openings
totaling 80 feet driven from a rim exposure of the Brushy Basin
member at the north end of the Bear Point No. 1 claim, and a re-
ported total of hore than 10,000 feet of drilling in 128 holes on
the property. The applicant does not have a record of hole l§cations
and only a few in the.vicinity of the Bear Point workings can be
identified. Thg only records of what was found in the holes were
driller's logs which were incomplete and unsatisfactory. Only one
hole, drilied into the ore which was afterwards mined, was cored.
Minefalization in other holes was indicated as "none," "slight ,"
"low," “Pair," and "good." The applicant lists four holes with
"good" mineraiization, fi#g "fair," two "low," and one “"slight." All
but 13 holes were under 100 feet in depth and most of the mineraliza-
tion reported was at depths of less than 45 feet, so must have been
in Brushy Basin units. In hole No. 18, 210 feet deep, "some" min-
‘eralization was reported ét 185 feet, and in hole No. 44, 120 feet deep
"pair" ﬁuineralization was reported at 65 feet and 100 feet. In the
absence of lithologic logs, hole locations, collar elevations,‘and

formation depths, evaluation of these results is not ppssible.





Mining and milling equipment and other facilities

Drill roads have been bulldozed to the various sites, and

3rushy Basin member composed primarily of variegaﬁéd red and gray
shalé and clay and sparse lenses of sandstone and conglomeratic sand-
stoﬁe. The Brushy Basin rocks at the mine portal strike N. 65° W.,
and dip lhorsouthwesterly. The Burro Canyon formation and the Dakotg
sandstone, respectively, overlie the Morrison formation. They are
composed dominantly of sandstone and conglomeratic sandstone inter-
bedded with lenses of shale. The nearest known measured section is
about h.miles northerly in sec. 3, T. 25 S., R. 25 E., on Polar Mesa,

measured by L. C. Craig and others in 1950. In section 3 the Salt





Wash is 359 feet.thick and the Brushy Basin is 323 feet thick. fhe
Morrison varies regionally in thickness but has a fairly constant
thickness in the Polar-Beaver Mesa .area. About 4 miles south of
Polar Mesa, near the crest of a salt anticline, the Mbrrison appears
to have thinnedlsomewhat, but is probably over 500 feet thick.

The production of about 82 tons of ore from the property was
from the Bfushy Basin formation.. The Salt Wash-Brushy Basin contact
is co#ered:near the mine; however, the mine appears to be several
tens of feet above the Salt Wash and no scouring or thickening of
strata ié evident. Very little'mineralized material can be found
in the mine, and that which can be found is in a mudstone and is
associated with small amounts of copper oxide. A sandstone bed
about 3 feet thick that forms the hanging wall is barren. The mine
ﬁés no reserves and there are no observable trends with which to
encourage further work.  Minor occurrences of mineralized material
in the‘Brushy Basin have been reported on both Beaver Mesa and
':Pblar Mesa. Only one other mine in the Brushy Basin is known in
the area. It is abouttb6 or 7 miles north of the claims and is in
.a Brushy Basin conglomeratic sandstone that has scoured into the
Salt Wash. Most of the production has been from the Salt Wash, but
some workings extend into the Brushy Basin.

The Salt Wash underlies the group of claims, but exposed outcrops
are rare. It.comprises the bed rock under the northern end of the
claims, but a brush and soil cover prevent good exposures. No ' min-

eralization is known in the Salt Wash on the claims.
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The - applicant has drilled about 10,000 feet in 128 holes of
which 13 exceeded 160 feet in depth. ' The applicant sﬁates that
the deepest hole, 395 feet, was collared on a hill on the Little
Jim No. 2 claim but did not reach Salt Wash.. The location of the
hole within the claim is not known, but the Salt Wash should have
been intersected at less than 395 feet unless a concealed fault
crosses the claim.

The applicant believes that ore will be found in the lower rim
of the Salt Wash and has proposed & drill program based on that
belief. Substantial production from the upper rim only on Polar and
Beaver Mesas to the north and northeast does not bear out this belief.

The applicant estimates the drilling depths at about 200 feet
on the Little Jim No. 2 and No. 3 even though a hole 395 feet deep
on Little Jim No. 2:did not reach the Salt Wash. On some parts of
‘these two claims 200 feet per hole would be more than adequate.
brilling depths of about 400 feet were estimated on Little Jim
No. 1, Bear Point No. 2, and Big Ben claims. The topography, however,
rises as much as 350 feet, whereas the rocks dip as much as 14°
séuthwesterly under these claims. Such a rise in topography together
with the dip of the strata would place the potential ore horizons

at more than double the estimated 400-foot depth.
ORE RESERVES

There. are no ore reserves on the property.
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PROPOSED EXPLORATION

The applicant has proﬁosed a drilling projéct in iwo:stageé
with 10,000 feet of drilliﬁg in &O holes averaging 250 feet deep
in each stage. Holes were to bé drilled through the Salt Wash
member of the berison formation and cdred throughout the Salt
Wash interval; The estimated cost of firsﬁ-;tagé drilling was
$23,336.96. ’The footage in the seqond stage was the same, so pre-
sumably fhe ovér-all cost 6f thé applicant's program would be
$46,673.92. Government participation at 75 pefcent would be $35,005.k4k.
fne applicant proposed to do the vorklwith théir own crew and equip-
ment leased from the Old Texas Mining Company. 'Thé éalculéted over-
all unit cost of $2.33 per foot of drilling appéars %o be low.

The drilling‘pléce consists of é pattern of holes on de-féot
centers in the fir;t stage. The holés blénket ihe claim area and
are not spotted with feference ﬁo any specific geologic conditions
or trends of mineralizatidn. ihey are actually for thé purpose of
prospecting an area which is practicaily unfouched to date. Thé'
average depﬁh of hole of‘250 feet estim#ted by the applicant is
not based on a cafeful réconnaissance of the topography and cal-
culation of fequiréd>driiling depths; |

The depth to the dipping Salt Wash béds‘ihcreases rather
rapidly in the direction of dip because the surface is rising in
the same direction. The Salt Wash alone is probably over 300 feet
thick on the clalms, so probaﬁlj a minimum of'300 feet of coring

per hole would be required.





The applicant's proposal to explore the entire Salt Wash
section cannot be justified on the basis of past experience on the
occurrence of the ore deposifs. |

A cost extimaﬁe was not prepared because’of the probable denial

on geologic grounds;
CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

The proposéd exploration is not based on any evidence indicating
the presence of conditions favorable for ore occurrences in the Salt
Wash member of the Jurassic Mbrrison formation underlying the claims
and is of a prospecting nature. While there may be more small
occurrences in the Brushy.Basin member similar to the one which has
been mined, the prbbable'freqnéncy and size of such occurrences, as
evidenced by other known Brushy'Basin deposits, does not indicate
that sigpificant aﬁounts of ore are present. The examining team is
unable to suggest an alternate exploratién plan which would be likely
to find significant ore bodies.

Denial of the application under DMEA 4031 is recommended.

I have reviewed the attached application, DMEA Docket 4031,
dated October 15, 1955, and received in this office November 1.
I have discussed :iti with Joseph O. Hosted, Washington representatlve
of the Atomic Energy Commission.

The Lucky'bex Uranium Co. mined uranium on the Bear Point
No. 1 claim until the deposit was apparently exhausted in July 1955.

Drilling was conducted on the claims by the company, but
while more than 100 0_holes consisting of a total of 10,000 feet were
drilled, only 15 showed any indication of uranium mineral:.zatlon.
Results of drilling are incomplete and it is not possible to inter-
pret the significance of the work.

There is 1nsuff1cn.ent evidence provided by the company to
propérly evaluate their request for DMEA assistance; however, we note
that W. M. Traver, -in his memorandum of October 25 to W. H. K:Lng and
J. W. Hasler regarding the application, requests the field examiners
to make an examingtion of the property. Therefore, we shall withhold
further comment until the Field Team report of examination is made
available t to us. :
