Information supplied by the Applicant Is unsatisfactory for appraisal 
purposes.	 --


The Field Team's recomnndations are based upon the findings of 
the AEC area geologist in the Big Indian district. These findings contained 
in a memorandum dated March 20, 1956, by N. A. Lekas, are as follows: 


1. El Paso Claim. Knows of at least 18 holes that have 
been drilled on this 'claim. Has information on 11 of the holes. 
They are barren to sub ore • The laim lies in an area of low-
grade mineralization and has been adequately tested.
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2. Topsy Too. This claim is located downdip from the 
favorable trend. Holes drilled on adjacent claims have pretty 
well condemned this claim. 


3. Cherie Fractions 1 and 2. Located downdip from the 
favorable trend in a zone of barren holes. Five holes are 
known to have been drilled on the claim. Three are barren and 
one is sub ore. 


The foregoing claims are not considered worthy of any 
additional drilling. 


The Field Team concurs with the conclusions and recommendations 
of the AEC and, therefore, recommends that the subj ect application be 
denied without a field examination. 


Commodity Group Comments: 


USGS - W. P. Williams April 1, l96: 


On the basis of information already possessed by the Govern-
ment concerning the property, it seems that examination of the 
surface of the claims would add little, if anything, to the over-
all appraisal. Recommends that the application be denied because 
a new ore discovery is not likely to be made. 


USEM - James Paone - April 10, l96: 


Discussed the Field Team memorandum with the AEC representa-
tive • Reaffirms recommendation of December 9, l9, denying Federal 
assistance for the Applicant. 


Rare & Miscellaneous Metals Division - Michael Ching - April 11, 19S6: 


The original application was incomplete and unsatisfactory. 
It was revised on December 23, l9S5, but remained unsatisfactory. 
A series of letters to the Applicant failed to bring forth the 
basic preliminary information required in an application. The 
Field Team was then requested to contact the AEC regarding the 
results of drilling reported to have been done on the property. 
The AEC memorandum of March 20, 19S6, contains sufficient 
information of an unfavorable nature to justify denial of the 
subject application without a field examination. 


Conclusions and Recommendai.onz: 


The available information indicates that the chances of 
finding significant ore deposits on this property are poor. It 
is recommended that the application be denied without a field 
examination.	 --

I have reviewed the DA field team memorandum on 
Docket 40g9,E1 Paso, Topsy. Too, and Cherie claims, San Juan County, 
Utah, dated March 27 and received in this office April 3. I have 
also discussed it with Joseph 0. Hosted, Washington representative 
of the Atomic Energy Commission. 


The memorandum of December 9, 1955, from John.E.rawford 
to DMA recommended that the .application for Federal assistance be 
denied because (1) the applicant did not present a description, of 
the proposed exploration project and (2) the justification for ex-
ploring the claims was the prodmity of producing pr6jerties. 


Information, submitted by the applicant upon request of 
DNEA., indicated that the property would be drilled on 5-foot centers 
and that the ABC had considerable data about the property. Inquiry of 
the ABC and USGS geologists revealed that Federal exploration on the 
subject claims resulted in poor showings and therefore the claims were 
not worthy of any additional drilling. 


The field team recommends that the application be denied 
without a field examination. We reaffirm our recommendation of 
December 9, 1955, denying Federal assistance for the applicant.

Mr. Harry E. Franks has made application for a DMEA loan on 
the El Paso, Topsy Too, and Cherie claims in the Lisbon Valley area, 
San Juan County, Utah. 


Information supplied by the applicant is unsatisfactory for 
appraisal purposes. Apparently he does not understand the requirements 
with regád to the information to qualify for a DMEA loan. 


In a consultation with Mr. C. H. Bowen, District Geologist, 
District No. 1, Atomic Energy Commission,, it, was decided to have their 
area geologist prepare a memorandum relative t'o the Commissions find-
ings on the subject claims. The following is taken from a memo to 
Bowen from M. A.'Lekas, area geologist in the Big Indian district: 


uThe Commission knows of at least 18 holes that have 
been drilled on the El Paso claim. They have obtained in-
formation on 11 of the 18 holes and they have been classi - 
fied as being either sub-ore grade or barren." 


Mr. Lekasstates ±urther that the claims liein an area of low-grade 
mineralization and he is of the opinion that the El Paso claim has been 
adequately tested to date. 


With reference to the Topsy Too claim this claim is located 
down-dip from the favorable mineralization and diamond-drill holes on 
the adjacent claims are of such nature as to condemn the Topsy Too claim, 
insofar as further drilling is concerned.
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The Cherie Nos. 1 and 2 claims are also located down dip 
from a favorable trend, as well as the Topsy Too. Five diamond-drill 
holes are known to have been drilled onthése claims. Of the five, 
three were baren, one was in material of subre grade, and no data 
was available on the fifth hole. Mr. Lekas has concluded that the 
results of exploration work to date on. the El Paso, Topsy Too and 
Cherie claims are not encouraging and recommepds that the claims are 
not worthy of additional drilling.

I have gone ahead as fa$ as what I can with the AEC in Grand 
Junction, Colorado. The Chief there advised me that they have nothing on 
record of any drilling having been done there on these three olimLms, yet, 
we do have the drill log charts with indications on these drill log charts 
that the AEC had something to do with them.

I don't believe that this is the thinking behind the act,-- and I 
certainly mean to discuss this with our Congressman 


Here , I have a perfect case that warrants financial assistance more than 
any other case that I could possibly think of, -- and the requirements from 
you for such assistnace are so expensive that I am surely discouraged and 
.isgusted to go ahead on them. Surely one would hardly think that I would be 
willing to risk as much as I sin risking, if I didn't think it worth white.

Subject: Review of Application, DMEA 11.089, Harry E. Franks, 
Trustee, El Paso, et al. claims, Big Indian Wash District, 
San Juan County, Utah. 


The applicant proposes to spend the large sum of $318,660 
for exploration work on property that adjoins Chas. A. Steen's 
Mi. Vida mine. Proximity to the Mi. Vida mine will by no means 
guarantee unqualified, success in discovering giant new ore bodies. 
DMEA 3297, Idin-E800, Continental Uranium Co., is also located on 
property adjacent to the Steen property. Of thirty holes completed, 
according to last information, only one has so far encountered 
material of ore grade and thickness--and that at a depth of 680 feet. 


The application in its present form is too vague and 
incomplete to allow usual processing. There is no concrete proposal 
as to how or what exploration work is to be done. Plug-bit and 
core drilling may be inferred from the applicant's cost estimates. 
No map is provided to show proposed hole locations and spacing. 
The applicant infers that mining, after exploration, would be 
pursued with DNEA funds, which would not be feasible. Cost 
estimates and many of the items in the estimates are entirely 
unrealistic. 


In my opinion the applicant should be asked to revise 
his application by submitting a definite exploration program 
accompanied by reasonable cost estimates. An alternative is to 
refer the application to the Field Team, in which case the Field 
Team would be faced with obtaining the required data from the 
applicant.


If the application is referred to the Field Team, Grand 
Junction personnel should be asked to determine from the AEC the 
results of AEC drilling on the subject property. The AEC should 
also be asked to interpret the gamma-ray logs which accompany the 
application.
