The only uranium production from the surrounding
area has been from the Shinarump, which is absent on the prop-
erty and thin in the surrounding area. Exploration drilling
of the Shinarump by the AEC on nearby property produced nega-
tive results., In addition, the core from three drill holes
on the property showed abundant pyrite mineralization and car-
bonaceous material, but no radioactivity. All our information
indicates the likelihood of discovering a significant deposit
of uranium mineralization on the property to be negative.

The Nuevo Mundo Mining Company is desirous ¢f exploring
the Clalre Alayne, Beverly, and Eureka group of claims in the Henry
Mbuntaln Mining District, Garfield County, Utah. The company pro-
poses a. program of core—drllllng "down to the Mbenkopi to obtain
core samples from the Shinarump stream channel running sub-surface
wise throughout the claims." No drilling pattern apparently has
been established by the applicant, and sketch maps attached to the
application offer little convincing information. An AEC assay re-
port of material said to have been taken from the claims, and which
is attached to the application, indicates two samples with a chemi-
cal U30g content of 0.31 and 0.05 percent. The cost of the core-
drilling project is not shown.

i Thus there is little evidence to support the need for an
exploratlon program on the subject claims; however, on the strength
of the assay reports alone, and because the applicant has apparently
prepared access roads and conducted some basic prospecting work, we
suggest that the application be referred to the Field Team for review
and possible examination of the claims. The Field Team should con-
sult with E. R. Gordon, Atomic Energy Commission, Grand Junction,
Colorado, for the benefit of any information they may have about
the property or the area.

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GEOLOGIC REPORT

Introduction

This geologic report describes the geologic conditions on
three claims owned by the E. & H. ééééiégz;grquggvgépoft is based on
surface examination of several days extent, plus data obtained by sub=
surface explorations made between November 1, 1955, and March 1, 1956,
The three claims are named Dorothy, Priscilla and Sunshine, A total
of approximately 53 acres is involved, The subsurface exploration and
the sampling for assaying was done under the direction of the writer.

The E & H properties, generzlly speaking, are located in
the northwest portion of Section 17, Township 3 South, Range 72 West,

General Appearance and Accesss

The claims area is one of considerable topographic relief
with a thin mantle of overburden and a moderately heavy forest cover,
Access to the claims and exploration pits is by means of a rough, steep,
2-mile long bulldozer road froﬁ state highway 119.

Erawing 5. attached, shows a geologic sketch of the discovery
pit which lies upon portions of all three E & H claims., This sketch will
be referred to in the following discussions,

The original basis for exploratory work performed on the
E & H property came from the finding of large pieces. of reddish brown,
quartzite=like float which exhigited strong radioactivitye Careful search
of the area revealed the presence of a2 sharply defined fault now believed
to be part of the Blackhawk faults The fault zone varies from three to
ten feet width and consists of crushed and bpécciated rocks of all types
found in the srea, Prominent slickensides found on both the foot wall and
hanging wall indicate a vertical movement, Although it has not been
positively determined, it is believed that the upthrow side is on the
southwest, Since no radioactive float was found uphill from the fault,

it wad decided that the radioactive rocks came from the fault zone, This
was supported by the high radiatipn anomaly over the fault zone for a
distance of approximately 150 feet, Several shallow trenches were dug
across the fault zone and normal to the strike, In each case, the radic-
activity increased strongly (10 to 20 times background) and many frag-
ments of the brown radioactive quartzite-like rock were found within the
brecciated rock of the fault zone, Samples were taken at random from
the walls of an 8 foot deep trench and from the walls of a preliminary
pit dug along the fault., Radiometric assays on the NeYeOeOs machine by

PETROGRAPHIC EXAMINATION OF A ROCK SAMPLE
INTRODUCTION

Following is a petrographic description and identification of a rock
sample received on January 23, 1956,  The sample was examined under the
stereoscopic microscope and a thin section was examined under the petro-
.graphic microscope. A microchemical test was performed to identify the
main component of a metallic mineral in the rock,

The specimen comprised one piece of rock approximately 7/8- by 1i-
by 2 inches in size,

RESULTS

| . The rock is a light to dark brown, very fine-grained » very hard chert -

| and chert breccia. The specimen examined includes a layer of dense chert
‘about 3/8 inch thick; a brecciated zone up to 1/8 inch thick; and a zone
of sandy chert up to about 1/2 inch thick. Fracture surfaces are partially
coated by black, dull to metallic deposits of intermixed -magnetite and one
or more manganese oxides. The identification of the manganese oxides was
confirmed py a microchemical test with nitric acid and sodium bismuthate,

Under the microscope, the rock is identified definitely as a chert and
chert bretcia. The chert varies from a dense, colorless to brown, chalced-
onic type to a sandy type in which quartz sand grains are embedded in a
matrix of chalcedonic chert. The chalcedonic chert contains microscopical
; patches and minute lenses suggestive of original fossils. Abundant fractures
are filled by fibrous chalcedony and microcrystalline quartz. The chert
breccia is composed of angular fragments of chalcedonic chert, sandy chert,
and fine-grained quartzite in a‘'matrix of chalcedony and microcrystalline

The rock contains frequent patches, grains, and thin lenses of magnet-
ite and manganese oxides, Other opaque minerals may be present as well.
Portions of the magnetite are partially altered to brown limonite.
