"In accordancd with your request, I respectfully submit
the following geological report prepared from data obtained
from observation and inspection of your Spoon Claims Nos. 1-9
and 11-15, located in Township 18 South, .Range 10 East, and your
Taft Claims Nos. 1-18, McGee claims Nos. 1-20, James Claims
Nos. 1-20, Aileen Claims Nos. 1-13 and Pistol Claims Nos. 1-20,
located in Township 18 South, Range 11 East, all of the claims
being located in Emery County, Utah:

"All of the claims are located in what is locally known as
the Cedar Mountain-Buckhorn Wash area some 12 miles north of the
San Rafael Swell, a prominent geologic feature of the Colorado
Plateau. Erosion has formed canyons and washes with exposed rims
giving ample visible evidence for’ the identification and exmaination
of the formations.,” All of the formations encountered in this area
are sedimentary in origin. The uppermost formation encountered is
the Cedar Mountain Formation, which is lower Cretaceous in age, and
consists of two members, the upper Cedar Mountain and the Buckhorn
conglomerate. Most of the upper Cedar Mountain has been eroded
away on these claims. The buckhorn conglomerate is a dense, basal
conglomerate, composed of quartz pebbles with siliceous cementation,
some 30 to 40 feet in thickness. - It is quite resistant to erosion
and may be seen expoeed at the top of the rims. Underlying the Buck-
horn is the Morrison Formation, whichsdsaoftnppérpJufassicrage.
and consists of two members, the Brushy Basin and the Salt Wash.
The Brushy Basin member is composed of varicolored shales inter-

- spersed with thin strata of limestone and shomewhat thicker strata
of sandstone which is somewhat conglomeratic in places. The Shale
strata are varying shades* of purple, green, gray, red, and yellow
and are vividly colored¢ in some of these claims, indicating
mineralization. There is- some production from this member
immediately north of the Spoon Claims. ' Immediately below the Brushy
Basin is the Salt Wash., This member is' one of the most prolific
sources of uranium minerals on the Colorado Plateau and there is
considerable production from this member in_, the immediate-area,
there being several operating minesiggkﬁha_xigggg%xg'“Tﬁz upper
section of the Salt Wash is a sandstone stratum of varying thickness
and the base of which is conglomeratic. This section is usually
barren. There is no indication of mireralization in this section
on these claims. The middle sectionpis composed of shale and mudstone
strata containing sandstone lenses. 'Where exposed on these claims,
the shale and mudstone is gray, gray--green, with some thin red
lenses. The sandstone is gray to buff and is of fine to moderately
coarse in texture, having’ good porosity and permeability. Carbonaceous
material was noted in several places, with some other associated
mineral stains being noted, also, such as vanadium and manganese.
The lower section is composed of shale and mudstone strata, with a
varying number of séndstone strata. The shaleand mudstone is colored
gray, gray-green, and red, the séndstone being gray to brown. The
Morrison is underlain by “the Summerville Formation, but it is not
visible on these claims, -






"Structurally, the Spoon Claims lie across a large overthrust !
or reverse fault, being on both the upthrow and downthrow sides, and
are ideally located with respect to the structure created. The fault
is in the west flank of large anticline having a dip of approximately
4 degrees to the west.: The fault plane is very nearly parallel to
the strike of the formation. The fault has a throw of approximately
250 feet. Numerous smaller, lateral faults occur in this fault
system, :

"A1l of the other claims lie some 4 miles West of and on the
flank of a large anticline extending north-south. The dip and strike
of the formations is the same as the Spoon Claims. Extensive faulting
is evident in the area, which is quite a favorable indication.

"Using a scintillator as a detecting instrument, a general survey
of the claims area gives anomalic radioactivity readings at a great
many points on the claims, indicating the presence or the possibility
of the presence of some sizeable ore bodies, which, if present, will
probably be in the form of carnotite, the principal uranium mineral -
found in the Morrison Formation, having been deposited there by -the |
action of circulating ground water in the presence of carbonaceous
minerals and/or other associated minerals. '

"Summarizing the data obtained, i.e.- the favorable color and
texture of the possible host-rock, the proximity to known structures,
the thickness of the sandstone strata, the evidences of mineralization
and proximity to known ore-bodies, the presence of carbonaceous
minerals and other associated minerals, and the detection of zones
of abnormal radioactivity, all factors are favorable and warrant
further exploration. It is my recommendation that a systematic,
complete readioactivity survey be made and.an imevad prepared,
this followed by a drilling program for testing the isorad highs .
determined by the radiocactivity survey. The drilling should not exceed
500 feet at the highest point, on the claims, and the most locations
should not exceed 350 feet, with some, of course, being much less.

The area id readily accessible and the cost of exploration should be
nominal compared to the value of the information to be gained.
