(e) Compliance with requirements.—If in the opinion of the Government any of the Operator's 
reports, records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the 
Government may procure the making or completion of such with suitable attachments as an expense of 
the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and payment 
of any vouchers relating to insufficient or incomplete reports, records, or accounts. 


ARTICLE 6. Repayment by Operator.—(a) Certification.—If the Government considers that a 
discovery or development from which production may be made has resulted from the work, the Govern-
ment, at any time not later than six months after the Operator has rendered a sufficient final report (see 
Article 5), may so certify in writing to the Operator. Such certification shall describe broadly or indi-
cate the nature of the discovery or development. 


(b) Royalty on production.—The Operator, as principal if the Operator is the producer or as surety 
if the Operator is not the producer (for example, if the Operator either transfers or fails to retain his 
interest in the land), shall pay to the Government a royalty on all minerals mined or produced from the 
land, as follows: (1) regardless of any certification of discovery or development, from the date of the 
contract until the lapse of the time within which the Government may make such certification or until 
the tota.l net amount contributed by the Government without interest is fully repaid, whichever occurs 
first; or (2) if the Government makes a certification of discovery or development, for a period of ten years 
from the date of the contract or until the total net amount contributed by the Government without inter-
est is fully repaid, whichever occurs first. 


(c) Basis for computation.—The Government's royalty shall be a percentage of the gross proceeds 
(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the form 
sold (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f. o. b. point) ; except, that 
charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business, and shown as deductions on the buyer's 
settlement sheets, on account of the cost of treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and 
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight paid by the buyer to a carrier (not the 
Operator), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that term is used herein. 
Any costs of treatment processes, sampling, assaying, or transportation performed or paid by the Oper-
ator or by anyone other than the buyer are not deductible in arriving at the "gross proceeds" as that 
term is here used. The term "treatment processes," as here used, means those processes (such as milling, 
concentrating, smelting, refining, or equivalent, but excluding fabricating or manufacturing) applied to 
the crude ore or other production after it is extracted from the ground to put it into a commercially mar-
ketable form. 


(d) Unsold production.—If any production (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) after the lapse 
of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground remains neither sold nor used by the 
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, if it is stockpiled), the Gov-
ernment, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of its royalty on 
the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) it is in when the Gov-
ernment elects to require computation and payment. If any production is used by the Operator in inte-
grated manufacturing or fabricating operations before the Government makes its election, the Govern-
ment's royalty on such production shall be computed on the value thereof in the form in which and at 
the time it is so used. "Value" as here used means what is or would be gross income from mining oper-
ations for percentage depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination, or the market value, 
whichever is greater. 


(e) Percentages of royalty.—The percentages of the Government's royalty shall be as follows: 
One and one-half (1½) percent of amounts ("gross proceeds" or "value") not in excess of eight 


dollars ($8.00) per ton of production in the form in which sold, held, or used, plus one-half (½) per-
cent for each additional full fifty cents ($0.50) by which such amounts exceed eight dollars ($8.00) 
per ton, but not in excess of five (5) percent of such amounts. 


(For instance: the royalty on an amount of five dollars ($5.00) per ton would be one and one-half 
(1 1,,') percent; on an amount of ten dollars ($ 10.00) per ton, three and one-half (3½) percent.) 


(f) Time for computation and payment.—The Government's royalty shall be computd and paid 
currently upon each lot sold, held, or used in integrated operations, as the case may be, as above pro-
vided in this Article.

Mining Co., August 22, 1955. 


The Tip Top No. 1 claim, shown on figure 2 in dashed lines, was 


surveyed for patent in 1926 and 1927, but the patent was not completed. 


The Hornet and Retriever claims were subsequently located to cover the 


Tip Top ground.


HISTORY AND PRODUCTION 


The property has been intermittently operated since its location 


in 1898.. Prior to the DMEA project, 7 adits aggregating over 1,000 


feet of drifting and crosscutting were driven, 5 of which have produced

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limited amounts of high-grade lead ore... Principle production was made 


from the upper workings, where the stoped area shows the ore shoot to 


be more than 100 feet long, 25 to 35 feet wide, and 2 to more than 


6 feet thick. While no definite iifformation is available regarding 


the tonnage produced, the present management estimates a gross pro-


duction value of $30,000. Difficulty was encountered in transporting 


the ore from the property to the nearest wagon road in Pole Canyon.

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The ore deposits in the Privateer mine are restricted to a 


bedding plane breccia zone in a massive bluish-gray crystalline 


limestone. Overlying this limestone is a series of tan to brown or 


black, impure limestone beds and thin intercalated quartzite beds... 


Black, tan, and white chert nodules are dispersed through the tan 


limestone unit. 


The mineralized breccia. zone is approximately parallel to the 


bedding but in some areas it cuts the limestone beds at a slight 


angle. It strikes N 50 to 600 E, dips 20 to 3O0 southeast and ranges 


in width from 2 to 8 feet. The ore occurs as irregular pods or masses 


within the breccia but appears to favor the hanging wall side. The 


best ore occurs in the most highly brecciated areas. Minor flexures 


and possibly small fissures, which are exposed'in the ore-bearing 


areas, are believed to have had some control in ore localization. No 


major structure which would localize ore over a large distance was 


seen in or near the DMEA workings.

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DESCRIPTION 9F THE CONTRACT WORK 


The contract states, "From a site and in a direction approved by 


the Government, the Operator shall drive not to exceed 200 feet of adit 


to explore the downward extension of lead-zinc mineralization exposed 


at the surface and in a nearby winze. The adit shall be timbered where 


necessary, but the Government will contribute to the cost of not more 


than 60 feet of timbering. The size of the adit shall not be less 


than 5 feet by 7 feet in cross section in the clear of timber. 


"Not to exceed 11.0 samples shall be assayed for lead, zinc, and 


silver. 


"The approximate location and direction of the adit are shown on 


the map (FIgure 3) entitled: Geologic Sketch Map, Privateer Mining 


Company, Mount Nebo mining district, sec. 12, T. 11 S., R. 1 E., 


Juab County, Utah, attached hereto and made a part hereof." 


The actual position of the portal of the adit was moved approxi-


mately 11.0 feet west of the position shown on the contract map (fig. 3), 


because of advantages resulting from topography, presence of rock in 


place, and absence of slide rock. It lies N 750 W, a distance of 80 


feet from the portal of adit No. 5. 


Project work started October 1, 1956, and continued to October 20, 


1956, when operations were suspended because of heavy snowfall. The 
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adit had been driven 51 feet, which inc1uded 15 feet of timbering. 


Work was resumed July 15, 1957, and conducted to September 10, 1957, 


thus completing 200 feet of adit advance as allowed by the contract 


(fig. Ii.). 


The adit was started in limestone in the footwall of the breccia 


zone. At 1 feet the breccia zone was encountered with a disclosure of 


weak mineralization. From 31 feet to 111 feet, a distance of 80 feet, 


lead-zinc-silver ore of an average thickness of 6.35 feet was exposed. 


From lii feet to the face at 200 feet the mineralization weakened and 


at the face the breccia zone is barren. 


Two amendments were made to the original contract. 


Amendment No. 1, dated November 14, 1956, allows: suspension of 


the contract work from October 21, 1956, through June 15, 1957; the 


period within which the operator shall complete the work to be in-


creased from 5 to 11 months; and the maximum period for royalty pay-


ments and lien for payment thereof to be increased from 10 to 11 years. 


Amendment No. 2, dated July 2 1i. , 1957, extends the end of suspension 


of operations. from June 15, 1957, to July 15, 1957, and increases the 


period within which the operator shall complete the work from 11 to 


12 months.
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EXPENDITURES 


The total allowable cost of the project stipulated in the contract 


was $5,820, of which Government participation at 50 percent was $2,910. 


Report of review by T. H. Brading, auditor, dated October 9, 1957, 


established the total accepted cost of the project at $5,511.7, of which 


the Government's share of the cost at 50 percent participation is 


$2,773.50. The breakdown of accepted costs is as follows:

CONCLUSIONS AND BECONMENDATIONS 


Past production, mineral exposure by early operations, and ore 


discovery by the DMEA project indicate favorable possibilities for the 


development of substantial tonnages of ore on the property. The many 


small adits along the breccia zone show that the ore extends through a 


vertical range of over 500 feet. The lateral extent, however, has not 


been adequately tested. Although some method of upgrading must be 


accomplished in order for the mine to be operated at a profit, further 


exploratory and development work on the property is warranted. It is 


believed that such work would expose numerous small ore bodies rather 


than one or two large continuous ones.. 
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Because work under the DMEA project resulted in exposing an ore 


body containing an inferred 7,000 tons of 13 percent combined lead-


zinc, it is recommendedthat the property be certified as a discovery.

Work was begun on. our DIA. Contract # E 10G9, October 1, 1956, 
and after having completed fifty o.ne feet . of. drift, operations 
were suspended for the winter months, on October 20, 1956. 


VTe resumed wozk on our DMEA project on ruLy 15, 195?, and com 
pleted. the contract on September LO, 195?, after having driven 
an additional one hundred forty ne feet, thuà compieteing an 
aggreg.t.e of 20.0; feet of development work, as per contract. 


The portal of the development, was located 104 feet west. and 65 
feet above Mit 345. This particular sit,e was chosen, as it. 
afforded a soli.d. face of rock which facilitated our entry under 
ground and. was also adjacent. to an exposure of the brecci.a. zone 
which we intended to prospect. 


Our operations underground progressed as follows:

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•	 Location and accessibility 


The Privateer property is situate near the southern end of 


the Wasatch Mountains at an altitude of about 10,000 feet in the 


Mount Nebo Mining District appracimate1y 10 miles northeast of Mona, 


Utah. The property is comprised of 42 claims and fractions, moat 


of which are in Secs. 12 and 13, T. U S., R. 1 E. 


The property may be reached by travelling east on paved Utah 


Highway 11 from Nephi, Utah, for 7.4 miles; thence turn north (left) 


on black-topped Nebo Scenic Loop road for 3.8 miles; thence take right 


fork on improved dirt road for 11.6 miles to stone monument; thence 


take left fork on unimproved dirt road for 4.4 miles; thence take 


Sright fork mine on access road for 1.5 miles to Hornet claims. Al-


though the grades are not generally excessive over most of the road, 


some of the unimproved dirt sections are subject to washout and make 


travel, except by four-wheel drive vehicle, hazardous. 


Because of the altitude it is unlikely that a year-round mining 


operation would be feasible at the Privateer mine. 


History and production 


There are no reliable production records for the mine workings 


of the Privateer property. There are seven levels of workings, each 


with its on portal, which probably contain an aggregate underground 


advance of about 1,000 feet. It is likely that the uppermost of the 


fl
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seven levels has accounted for the greater part of the production 


from the property as it shows a stoped area more than 100 feet long 


and 25 . to 50 feet wide. The applicant estimates 1,000 tons of ore 


have been mined from the Tip Top claim. Upgrading of the mine product 


was certainly accomplished as excessive haulage charges would have pro-


hibited moving any but the highest possible grade ore. 


Perhaps the best indication of the grade of the product from 
the old workings is afforded by the sparse data available from the 


adjacent Eva mine. During 1912 and 1913 this mine produced 809 tons 


of sorted ore containing 38 percent lead, 19.2 percent zinc, amid 15.9 
ozs. silver per ton. During the same period shipments of acidized ore 


totalling 800 tons contained lO-].5 percent lead, 25-35 percent zinc, 


and 4.6 oza. silver per ton.


GEOLOGY 


The Mount Nebo Mining District is underlain by a thick series 


of Pa].eozoic sediments composed chiefly of limestone, dolomite, 


quartzite, and shale. 


Although positive identification is lacking, it is believed that 
the lime stone-quartzite sequence of rocks in the immediate vicinity of 
the Privateer property is correlative with the Pennsylvanian Oquirrh 


formation as described by J. Gilluly (U. S. Geol, Survey Prof. Paper 


173, 1932). 
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The mine workings are restricted to a breccia zone which 


strikes slightly north of east and dips moderately to the southeast. 


The confining strata are essentially hoinodlinal. with northeast strikes 


and southeast dips. The breccia zone is in a bed of bluish-gray 


recrystalline limestone that is overlain by a series of tan to brown 


and black impure limestone beds with intercalated thin quartzite beds. 


Black, ten, and white chert pods and nodules are common in the tan 


limestone unit overlying the breccia zone. Quartzite beds occur with 


increasing frequency higher in the section. 


A few Steep transverse faults noted on the applicant's map 


appear to feather out along bedding planes. Displacement along these 


• structures--ranges from a few feet to tens of feet and postdates the 


development of the ore host breccia zone. None of these structures 


have been noted in the area of proposed exploration. 


O1 DEPOSITS 


A mineralized bedding plane breccia zone ranging from 2 to 8 


feet thick plays host to all of the sigaificant amounts of ore minerals 


thus far discovered on the Privateer property. The surface trace of 


the breccia is easterly due to topography; however, the enclosing 


strata strike generally northeast and dip southeast. The breccia zone 


is confined to an apparent plane of weakness in a massive bluish-


gray recrystalline limestone immediately overlain by a tan impure 


cherty limestone. 


.
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Ore minerals within the breccia host are principally argen-


tiferous galena and cerussite with lesser amounts of aphalerite, 


smithsonite, hydrozincite, and hemimorphite. Limonite bacworks are 


common in the ore zone and manganese staining is not infrequently 


noted. The major gangue minerals are the unreplaced limestone breccia 


fragments as well as the light tan to white crystalline dolomite seal-


ing agent. A small amount of clear to milky quartz also occurs as 


a breccia filling. 


Emplacement of the ore minerals has been both by replacement 


and open space filling. Galena, the most prominent of the ore minerals, 


appears to have selectively replaced the white dolomite breccia cement 


although in a few instances the breocia fragments exhibit irregular 


peripheral replacement. The abundant limonite bacwork probably repre-


sents the oxidized and leached remains of the original aphalerite con-


tent; this, too, is most prevalent in the breccia cement. The most 


thoroughly mineralized zones are those in which the brecciation has 


been most intense, the coarser franental material is markedly less 
receptive. In the stoped area the major part of the values seem to 


have been gained from a 14-. to 18-inch thick zone on the hanging wall 


of the breccia, 


There is not a sufficient exposure of the ore zone in the 


breccia to afford a firm basis for a description of the shape of the 


ore bodies, However, mineralization in the upper atoped area is 


.


	 explored downdip by the next lower adit level and a 50-foot winze from 
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this level. Both the adit level and the winze contain sporadic pods 


of ore which are not sufficiently numerous or large enough to provide 


for mining the entire block. There is, therefore, a suggestion of a 


shoot or pipe-like ore body which may have considerable downdip per-


sistence, If this is the case it is possible that other such shoots 


may be disclosed by additional lateral exploration of the breccia zone. 


01 RESERVES 


There are no known ore reserves of any classification on the 


Privateer property. It is possible that 25 to 30 tons of ore might be 


recovered from pillars and walls of the stoped area but the grade of 


•	 such ore would depend entirely on the amount of hand sorting acconi-


pushed. There is, by inference, a block of ore lying in the zone 
from the upper stoped area to and through the winze in the next lower 


level. No basis exists for the estimation of ore reserves within this 


block.


PROPOSED EL0RATION 


The applicant has proposed the expenditure of $29,495.00 for 


driving a 1000-foot drift designed to explore the ore-carrying breccia 


zone. The applicant bases this program on the probable existence of 


ore shoots in the breccia which will be intersected by the drift, 


C
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Inasmuch as the exploration proposals are based entirely on 


possible downdip persistence as well as the unknown frequency of 


occurrence of the potential ore shoots, it is believed that a reduced 


program will suffice. Consequently, the following alternate explora-


tion program is offered in place of the applicant's proposed program. 


The only indication of a vertical persistence of an ore shoot is 


afforded in the two uppermost levels of the mine workings. Penetra.. 


tion of this zone may be accomplished with a 200-foot drift positioned 


in the same place as the 1000-foot drift proposed by the applicant. 


Such a venture will adequately explore the possible downdip extension 


of the potential shoot. If the shoot is not located by the new work 


5	 it may be categorically presumed that vertical persistence is not a 


structural characteristic of the ore, bodies and that, as a consequno.e, 


the ore bodies are too small to justify continued costly underground 


exploration ventures. 


.
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CONCLUSIONS AND ICO}1ENDATIONS 


Lead-zinc-silver ores at the Privateer property are confined 


to a bedding plane breccia zone. Within this breccia the known 


mineable ore bodies are further restricted to a limited strike length 


which may or may not have vertical persistence. cploration at the 


next lower level under the stope has disclosed the possible existence 


of an ore shoot which is further explored by a 50-foot winze. There 


is no information available as to the frequencr of distribution of 


the possible ore shoots. Consequently, any effective exploration 


must, as its primary objective, attempt to prove the vertical per-


sistence of the only indicated ore shoot. If the alternate program 


proposed herein is either unsuccessful or inconclusive, it must then 


be presumed that the ore bodies are too sinai]. to justify continued 


exploration. 


It is recommended, therefore, that the Goverrmient enter into 


a contract with the applicant designed to accomplish 200 feet of 


drifting. If vertical persistence of the ore shoot is established, 


the potential tonnage should be more than adequate to repay the ex-


pense incurred by the Government.

The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 
required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This repont con-
sists of three parts as follows:	 '-


(a) Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should • be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator'8 Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form.	 ' 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract.	 - 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and'tehnica15 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do nbt 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of 'material and Supplies 
used in. the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6).

Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or, duly obligated for, payment for the purchase of equip-


- - ment.will b reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
'ecpeqditures dtiethOperator to reimburse him for -deprecia-
tioi of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion'. 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, -materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project.

- - Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes,' liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis.

places on Form 104A should be filled in by th Operator. The purpose of' this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and ('2) to 
furnish mo;e permanent informátionon mirng costs, for future pse Te more important. 


A; phases of qeration on which permaient information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, howev, for those unusual phases which may need to be 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs's, and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short of the entire contract period. 


Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF--104 for both monthly and 
cumulative costs. The "Total Costs" on Form MF-104A for each month should equal 
the monthly "Total Costs" as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the "Total 
Costs To Date". 


In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently, to distribute certain 
costs over number of items. For tnstance, supervisory and eginéering tosts may have 
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided 
that these items were reported actie for te month. Such distributins should be made 
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable basis. "Operating Equipment", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of. the4contra,t. A space for remrks hs been provided for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs.

MONTHLY REPORT OF OPERATOR 
The Operator (Contractor) • of an exploration project is 


required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operçito"r's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a 'voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which ,shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays. 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104—Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 19.52), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other,contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Item (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services incurred for the exploratory operations. Do not 
include labor, supervisi9n and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under' Item (3) include the costs of material and supplies 
used in the project other than that used under items (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental": The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-


- ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due the Operator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures, 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the Operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item ,(2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other seven categories. 


The original of Form' MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase oriers, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer.. This certification may be stated thus, 
"Certified True Copy (or Transcript)", followed by appro-
priate signature. If the Executive Officer of the Region 
determines that a contract' under Form MF-200 should have 
an "on-site" audit, that is, a Government auditor should 
make an audit of the Operator's books and records of account, 
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with 
original or certified documents except in cases of equipment 
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00. In these 
cases the original or a certified copy of the purchase order or 
invoice should be attached to the Monthly Voucher. N. B.—
Only the original of Form MF-104 is required to be docu-
mented. The four copies of Form MF-104 are not to be 


t
hus supported. 


Form MF-104 submitted for reimbursement under fixed 
price contracts on Form MF-200 (A), however, are not re-
quired to be supported by documentation of any kind. The 
Operator will submit his claim under item (1) of Form 
MF-104 by deleting as stated above the word "Independent" 
and by showing the number of feet or other units immediately 
after the appropriate descriptive word, such as, drilling, bull-
dozing, crosscutting, drifting, etc., and giving the "Monthly 
Total" amount due. "Totals Previously Reported", and 
"Totals to Date" columns should also be filled in.

Preparation of Form MF-.-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by the Operator. The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 
phases of operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. Ther are blank lines, howevwr, for those unusual phase which , may need to be 
reported for a particular project. It will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among !the applicable phases rep'orted with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short of the entire contract period. 


Form MF-104A has been designed to tie in with Form MF--104 for both monthly and 
cumulative costs. The "Total Costs" on Form MF-104A for each month should equal 
the monthly "Total Costs" as reported on Form MF-104. This is also true of the "Total 
Costs To Date". 


In preparing Form MF-104A, it will be necessary frequently to distribute certain 
costs over a number of items. For instance, supervisory and engineering costs may have 
to be distributed over several phases, such as, drifting, crosscutting, raising, etc., provided 
that these items were reported active for the month. Such distiThutions sh'ould be made 
on the basis of time spent on the various phases, on man days of labor charged to such 
phases, or on some other equitable basis. 'Operating Equipmant", "Initial Rehabilita-
tion and Repairs", and "New Buildings Improvements, etc.", will be distributed to the 
several phases of the project by the Washington Office of DMEA at the close of the project 
if determined necessary. The last two columns headed "Authorized by Contract" will be 
filled in by the Operator if such information is found in the contract. This information is 


• usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided, for 
the use of the Operator to call attention to any unusual circumstances causing excessive or 
disproportionate unit costs.

MONTHLY REPORT OF OPERATOR 
The Operator (Contractor) of an exploration project is 


required to make a monthly report to the Government 
through the Regional Executive Officer. This report con-
sists of three parts as follows: 


(a) Form MF-104—Operator 's Monthly Report and 
Voucher.—This. form details expenditures and consti-
tutes a voucher for reimbursing the Operator for the 
Government's share of costs; 


(b) Form MF-1 04A—Operator 's Unit Cost and Prog-
ress Report.—This is a statistical report of expenditures 
which shows costs for the various types of operation; 
and


(c) Narrative.—A concise narrative description of 
progress made, results accomplished, and any unusual 
difficulties encountered must be furnished as an attach-
ment to this Report and Voucher. Wherever possible, 
the narrative is to be illustrated with maps or sketches 
showing formations penetrated and location and assays 
of samples taken as well as advances in workings. In 
the case of diamond drilling or churn drilling, the loca-
tion and inclination of holes is to be shown on a map; 
logs and assays also are to be submitted. 


The Monthly Report of Operator should be prepared in 
an original and four copies all of which must be sent to the 
Executive Officer of the Region not later than the 15th of 
the month following. 


Preparation of Form MF-104--Operator's Monthly Report 
and Voucher.—All the applicable spaces in Form MF-104 
should be filled in by the Operator, and the Operator or his 
agent should sign the certification in the lower left corner of 
the form. 


The items of costs are arranged in the order they appear 
in Article 6 (a) of Form MF-200 (Revised February 1952), 
however, this form is readily adaptable for use in reporting 
activities under other contract forms. 


Under Item (1) delete words "Short Form" if the contract 
is a sub-contract under Form MF-200; and delete word 
"Independent" if the contract reported is on Form MF-200 
(A). Also, report work paid for on a unit basis under con-
tract Form MF-200 as though it were performed under an 
independent contract. 


Under Jtem (2) include labor, supervision and technical 
services inci.irred for the exploratory operations. Do not" 
include labor, supervision and technical services used for 
work performed under items (5) and (6). 


Under Item (3) include the costs of material and upplies 
used in. the project other than that used under itms (5) 
and (6). 


Under Item (4) appear the three types of operating equip-
ment expenditures, that is, rental, purchase and depreciation. 
The expenditures made for renting equipment belonging to a


third party will be reported under "Rental". The amount 
paid or duly obligated for payment for the purchase of equip-
ment will be reported under "Purchase". The amount of 
expenditures due he OpeTator to reimburse him for deprecia-
tion of equipment owned will be reported under "Deprecia-
tion". 


Item (5) comprises costs of labor, supervision, technical 
services, materials, etc., which are used in the initial rehabili-
tation and repair of existing buildings, installations, fixtures 
and equipment. These costs, therefore, should not be reported 
under items (2) and (3). 


Item (6) includes the labor, supervision, technical services, 
materials, etc., used in the installation or construction of new 
buildings, fixed improvements, etc., necessary for the project. 
These costs, therefore, should not be reported under items 
(2) and (3). 


Item (7) covers miscellaneous types of expenditure such as 
payroll taxes, liability insurance, workmen's compensation 
insurance, repairs to equipment and sampling and analysis. 
Only that part of payroll taxes, liability insurance and 
workmen's compensation which are paid by the operator 
should be reported under item (7). The share paid by 
the employee as a payroll deduction is to be included 
under item (2) as labor costs. 


Item (8) includes any unforeseen costs not included in the 
other s%ven categories. 	 - 


The original of Form MF-104 when submitted for reim-
bursable expenses incurred under contract Form MF-200 
must be supported by original documentation or by certified 
copies of purchase orders, payrolls or transcripts of payrolls, 
unless such documentation has been waived by the Regional 
Executive Officer, This certification may be stated thus, 
"Certified True Copy (or Transcript)", followed by appro-
priate signature. If the Executive Officer of the Region 
determines that a contract under Form MF-200 should have 
an "on-site" audit, that is, a Government auditor should 
make an audit of the Operator's books and records of account, 
the Operator need not support his monthly voucher with 
original or certified documents except in cases of equipment 
purchases whose individual costs exceed $50.00. In these 
cases the original or a certified copy of the purchase order or 
invoice should be attached to the Monthly Voucher. N. B.—
Only the original of Form MF-104 is required to be docu-
mented. The four copies of Form MF-104 are not to be 
thus supported. 


Form MF-104 submitted for reimbursement under fixed 
price contracts on Form MF-200 (A), however, are not re-
quired to be supported by documentation of any kind.

Preparation of Form MP-104A—Operator's Unit Cost and Progress Report.—Applicable 
places on Form 104A should be filled in by th Operator. The purpose of this form is 
twofold as follows: (1) to furnish the supervising engineers and other administrators with 
statistical information necessary to better determine the progress of the project; and (2) to 
furnish more permanent information on mining costs for future use. The more important 
phases of'operation on which permanent information is desired have been outlined in the 
form. There are blank lines, howev', for those unusual phases which may need to be 
reported for a particular project. it will be necessary for the Operator to distribute his 
costs among the applicable phases reported with the exception of three items the costs of 
which are not to be distributed by the Operator. These three items are: "Operating Equip-
ment Purchased", "Initial Rehabilitation and Repairs", and "New Buildings, Improve-
ments, etc." The reason for not distributing these items on a monthly basis is doubtless 
clear to the Operator, since such distribution might well overstate the cost for any one 
month or period short of the entire contract period.

This information is 
usually a part of Exhibit "A" of the contract. A space for remarks has been provided for 
the use of the Operator to call attertion to any unusual circurristances causing excessive or
