Excerpts from Field Team Report: 


The property is on the Waterpocket Fold, a prominent east-dipping 
monocline that extends for- about 50 miles northerly. 


The oldest formation exposed on the property is the Moenkôpi forma- 
tion, of which about 100 feet is exposed as an inlier in the lower part 
of south Coleman Canyon.
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The Shinarump conglomerate (classed as Monitor Butte by USGS) occurs 
as thin discontinuous lenses, not over 10 feet thick and 100 feet in 
exposed width, between the Moenkopi and overlying Chinle formation. 


The Shinaruznp lenses where exposed are weakly mineralized and contain 
fragments of radioactive carbon, which might assay over 1% 13308. 


The Applicant has canpleted3 drill holes in Area A, 2 holes were 
bottomed above the Noenkopi contact and .the third is reported by the 
Applicant to have penetrated 1 foot of 0.207% 13308. Three other holes 
were drilled on Walk 114 claim. One of these holes is reported to be 
mineralized and the others barren. 


The subject property, although containing mineralized conglomerate 
lenses, is in a general region of about a 10-mile radius that is known 
to contain only small ore bodies in the 100-ton class or less. The basal 
contact of the Shinarump lenses are scoured but a few feet into the 
Moenkopi, which indicates there is little hope that the thin pods of 
known ore might lead to a larger deposit. 


Because of the unfavorable geologic enviroment of the property the 
field examiners and Field Team recommend denial of the application. 


Commodity Member's Comments.-, (excerpts) 


USBM, J. E. Crawford, November 8, 1956: 


Mr. Crawford recommended that the application be denied. 


USGS, W. P. Williams, November 21, 1956: 


Mr • Williams concurs in the Field Team' s recommendation for denial. 
He agrees with the field examiners that because the potential ore host 
on the property is thin and discontinuous there is little possibility of 
discovering significant ore deposits by additional drilling. 


Rare & Miscellaneous Metals Division, F. N. Murphy, November 26, 1956: 


The field examination indicates that the potential ore-bearing 
Shinarump in the area of the property is thin and discontinuous, and 
its contact with the underlying Moenkopi is in the form of very 'Shallow 
scours. Moreover, where exposed it is only slightly mineralized. 


Conclusion and Recommendation: 


It appears that there is little possibility that ore deposits in excess 
of the 100-ton class would be found by further exploration work on the 
subject property. Therefore, this Division concurs in the Field Team's 
recommendation that the application be denied.

The field examiners report that only about 50 tons of ore 
have been produced from the general vicinity of the applicant' a property, 
The Monitor Butte member (the potential ore host) of the Chfnie formation 
on the property is discontinuous and not over 10. feet thick. 


Six holes have been drilled on the property, but the results 
are not well defined--either by the applicant or the examining team. One 
bole is "reported to have penetrated 1 foot 0.207 percent eU08." The 
.examining team's assertion that the property is unfavorable iecause of 
low geiger counter readings on outcrops is not very, convincing because 
the uranium products present may not be in. equilibrium; No chemical 
assays of samples are given, although such would be desirable. 


The fact that the MonitorButte member is so thin and discon-
tinuous; however, sheds very unfavorable light on the proposed project 
There does not seem to be any chance that a significant discovery would 
be made, and for that reason I concur with the exam ining team's recommend-
ation for denial of ,the application.

United Western Minerals Company, 136 West Palace Avenue, Santa Fe, 


New Mexico, has applied for DMEA assistance to explore their Ace 1 to 12, 


Camp 1 to 10, Chunk 1, Fools Gold 1 to 4, Jerry 1 to 3, Tite 1, Walk 5 to 


20, and Long Walk 1 to 20 claims in the northern Circle Cliffs region, 


Garfield County, Utah. These claims are collectively referred to as the 


4outh Coleman Canyon claim group in the applicant's brochure. Total cost-


of their proposed exploration project would be $36,694.00, Government par-

The field examination was made August 14 by F. N. Byers, Jr., of the

LOCATION AND ACCESSIBILITY 


The South Coleman Canyon claim group of United Western Minerals Company 


occupies an amphitheater ringed by Wingate cliffs in the south Coleman 


Canyon. This canyon is reached by a series of roads beginning with the 


junction of Utah State route 24 and U. S. Highway 6-50, four miles west of 


Green River, Utah. One proceeds 88 miles southerly on Utah 24 through 


Hanksville, Utah, to another junction to the left at Notom Ranch. This. 


junction is also marked by several signs indicating various properties. From 


the Nàtom Ranch turn-off one proceeds 13.2 miles southerly to a third junction 


consisting of a bulldozer road marked by a sign pointing weSterly to the 


United Western Minerals property. This bulldozer road proceeds westerly 


through.a narrow defile to the applicant's property in south Coleman Canyon.

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PRODUCTION 


There has been no production of uranium ore from the property. The 


only significant production from the Chinle or Shinarump within a radius of 


10 miles has been about 50 tans of low grade ore from claims in Oak Creek 


Canyon, 6 miles N. 300 E. of the subject property. 


GEOLOGY 


The south Coleman Canyon claim group of United Western Minerals is on 


the Waterpocket Fold, a prominent east-dipping monocline that extends for 


about 50 miles northerly. In its southerly portion it forms the eastern 


flank of the Circle Cliffs upwarp. South Coleman Canyon is 'on the northernmost 


•	 extremity of the. Circle Cliffs upwarp. Beds dip as much as 30 degrees 


•	 north-easterly in lower part of southColeman Canyon, but are nearly horizontal 


in the uppermost part. 


The oldest formation exposed on the property is the Lower Triassic 


Moenkopi formation, of which about 100 feet is exposed as an inlier in the 


lower, part of south Coleman Canyon (fig.' 2). 


The Shinarump conglomerate (Monitor Butte, according to E. S. Davidson, 


project geologist, USGS) occurs as thin discontinuous lenses, not over 10 


feet thick and 100 feet in exposed width, between the Moenkopi and overlying 


Chinle formation. These lenses are too small to show on figure 2. The 


lenses scour into the Noenkopi only 1 or 2 feet and in cross section are 


seen to be more convex upward into the Chinle. The Shinarump conglomerate 


contains much clay andsilt detritus, radioactive carbon, and altered 


volcanic material (?) and light gray claystone pebbles, which. appear

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to be altered pumiceous fragments. The general impression is that the 


Shinarump in this area is rather impermeable and therefore a poor host rock 


for deposition of uranium ore. 


The Chinle formation is about 500 feet thick and in outcrop forms 


large slump blocks on the slopes of south Coleman Canyon. The formation 


is largely mudstone and siltstone. The next overlying Wingate and Kayenta 


formations form a 400-foot vertical cliff that encloses the amphitheater 


part of south Coleman Canyon (see figure 2). 


ORE DEPOSITS 


The lenticular Shinarump sandstone outcrops were examined in the north-


east part of Walk 13 claim, Area where th applicant's epresentatives 


believe are the best mineralized exposures. These exposures are weakly 


mineralized and contain fragments of radioactive carbon, which might 


assay over 1 percent U308 . The maximum exposed thickness is about 5 feet; 


Mr. Simpson claims that under debris from a bulldozer road,. the channel is 


7 feet thick and scours into the Moenkopi 3 feet. Samples of ore grade 


have been collected, as reported by Mr. Simpson, but the DMEA geologist's 


opinion, based on Geiger counter tests, is that the Shinarump lenses as a 


whole would be considerably less than ore grade, although samples at 


preferred locations could probably be taken to yield material of ore grade 


The Noeniopi underlying the Shinarump conglomeratic sandstone lenses is 


bleached light gray through a maximum thickness of 2 feet. 


Three drill holes, whose precise locations were not furnished and 



therefore not shown on figure 2, were drilled by the applicant just behind 
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the mineraltzed Shinarump outcrops on Walk 13 claim, Area A. One of these 


holes is reported by the applicant to have penetrated 1 foot of 0.207 


eU308 . The other two holes were bottomed above the Moenkopi-Shinarump 


contact. Three holes, whose locations are shown on Figure 2, were drilled 


on the Walk 14 claim. These were drilled at proposed DMEA sites shown in the 


applicant's brochure. Holes 1 and 2 are barren; hole 3 was bottomed 


during the t*IEA examination and reported by the driller to be mineralized. 


Hole 2 penetrated 2½ feet of light gray silty questionable Shinarump, but 


hole 1 penetrated no Shinarump at all. No report was received on the 


Shinarump thickness in hole 3. 


The area proposed for rim stripping on Walk 9 claim, Area B (fig. 2), 


is underlain by a Shinarump lens whose maximum exposed thickness is about 


0	 8 feet and whose outcrop exposure is about 100 feet in exposed width. The 


lower one foot of this Shinarump exposure is weakly mineralized; the upper 


part was inaccessible. The underlying Moenkopi is bleached through a thickness 


of 1½ feet. 


The other area proposed for rim stripping is on Walk 7 and 18 claims, 


Area "C" (fig. 2), where an 18-foot adit has exposed a similar lens of 


Shinarump conglomerate. Mineralization in this lens is likewise below ore, 


and even somewhat lower than lenses exposed in Areas A and B.

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APPLICANT'S PROPOSED EXPLORATION 


The applicant proposed in Area A (fig. 2) to drill 19 non-core rotary 


holes aggregating 3,985 feet. Three of these proposed holes had been 


drilled at the time of examination. Dril-1 access roads totalling 2,500 


feet were also proposed. In Area B the applicant proposed rim-stripping 


1,800 cubic yards of overburden and 1,200 cubic yards of Shinarunip 


conglomerate. The applicant further proposed "to virtually mine and sample" 


1,100 tons of the conglomerate; this proposal could not, of course, be 


considered under DMEA. In Area C, the applicant proposed stripping 4,000 


cubic yards of overburden on both sides of the Wash to expose a Shinarump 


outcrop for a length of 500 feet. Total cost of all work in Areas A, B, 


.	 and C would be $36,694.00. Inasmuch as the examining geologist is going to 


recommend denial of the application, the applicant's program is not discussed 


further and no alternate prograiñ is proposed. 


CONCLUSIONS AND RECONMENDATIONS 


The South Coleman Canyon claim group of United Western Minerals Company, 


although containing mineralized Shinarump conglomerate lenses, is in a 


general region of 10-mile radius, that is known to contain only small ore 


bodies in the 100-ton class or less. The only hope is that the thinpods of 


ore in the Shinarump lenses might lead to a larger deposit, however, no 


such larger deposits are known in the general region. Furthermore, the 


basal contact of the Shinarump . lenses are scoured but a few feet into the 


underlying Moenkopi. There appears little chance of making a discovery of 


any more than 100 tons of uranium ore.

The field office at Grand Junction has reviewed the 
application and recommends an examination of the property. 


The applicant requests assistance in exploring by 
bulldozing and drilling a large group of claims underlain by 
the Shinarwnp.-.Moenkopi couple. 


A small amount of work has been done and at several 
places low-grade mineralization has been spotted. The shallow 
drill holes totaling 96 feet, have been drilled and one showed 
radioactivity over 6 feet and one foot, 43-L,.14.', of .207% U3O8. 
As shown on the good appearing geologic maps this showing, (A), 
is on a spur from a very irregular, closed crater like depression 
or sink which has a Moenkopi floor and walls of Shinarump,. C1nile 
and Wingate rocks. Miles of Shinarump-Moenkopi contact area is 
available for prospecting and at 3 places, A, B, and C, the more 
significant signs of radioactivity occur. Drilling, as above 
noted, was done at "A t' and at "C" an la-foot drift was driven. 
The applicant's geologist detected signs of channels at the three 
places but, except for the one sample from the drill hole, no 
material of ore grade appears to have been met with as no assays 
are cited.


I agree with the opinion of the field office that an 
examination of the property is warranted and recommend referral of 
the application to the Field Team for appropriate action.

I have reviewed the attached application for assistance, 
DMEA Docket 4288, United Western Minerals Company Garfield County, 
Utah, dated April 4 and received in this office May 22, 1956.

The applicant has requested Federal assistance to explore 
for uranium on 66 contiguous claims in Garfield County, Utah.

The total estimated cost of the project is $36,694.

However, combining all features, it appears that this 
area ought to be strongly considered for further explora-
tion. 


"Area number two, marked as exhibit "B"is located 
immediately west of the south fork of the intermittent 
stream and more specifically rests about 350 feet north 
and 200 feet west of the s-outheast corner of Walk #9. 
This, mineralized channel, occurs about forty feet above 
the level of the dry wash bed exactly on the Shinarump-
Moenkopi contact. 	 This prominent four foot thick ver-
tical. face is, very evident because of the concentration 
of numerous large stream boulders, that range between 


V 14 four inches and two feet in diameter.	 Closer inspection 
shows that above the conglomerate is a medium tôcoarse

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grained sandstone member above which rests a well 
weathered, highly decomposed, shale. The entire 


•	 forty foot face was checked with a radiation instrument 
and the strongest count indicating slightly below ship-
pable grade of ore occured in the boulder conglomerate. 
The mineralization here come-s from the cementing 
sands bonding the boulders together and the channel 
trend appears to be heading slightly west of north. In 
the event the trend continues in this direction, the maxi-
mum length this channel could attain would be 1, 500 
feet. The intervening ground, with respect to drilling, 
would be comparatively easy to bulldoze access roads 
upon. The depths of the holes drilled would vary between 
forty and one hundred feet depending upon the amount of 
shale overburden. A possible correlation could be drawn 
relating this originally discussed exposure to an area 
in which a very small amount of recent work has been 
done. Location of this second area is about 100 feet 
northwest of the northwest corner of Walk # 10. Again 
however, due to the minimum amount of overburden re-
moved, little interpretative value was gained pertaining 
to the ore potential. The facies change is considerable 
if the two exposures are correlative because no boulders 
are present in this last mentioned cut and only the medium 
grained inconsequential overlying sandstone still remains. 


"Area number three, an eighteen foot long drift, marked 
as exhibit "C" is located eighty feet due west of the north-
east corner of Walk # 7. 


"More specifically, it rests on the northeast side slope 
of a narrow dry wash bed that joins the south. fork of 
the main wash	 This narrow dry wash tributary joins the 
south fork at a point 600 feet north and 150 feet east of 
the southeast corner of Walk# 18.	 The floor of the por-
tal rests about seven feet above the Shinarump-Moenkopi 


PA contact.	 At the breast, from the floor upwards for two 
PA


feet, is a brown coarse grained sandstone, on top of which 
rests a uniformly thick ten inch seam of soft black carbon. 
Scintillation readings show that this particular seam I averages slightly below a shippable grade of uranium ore. 
Comparative readings of this seam, taken slightly to the 
east of the portal and inside the draft, indicate that the 
quality of ore increases with depth.	 This of course is 
expected because weathering does tend to deteriorate it. 
The seam is continously traceable from the portal up 
the draw, 350 feet.	 Although the exposures are limited 
because of the talus shale overburden, the black leach has

penetrated the shale sufficiently to yield identical 
scintillation readings to those encountered on the out-
side of the drift. The same results can also be seen 
for 72 feet down the draw. The trend of the ore in this 
area appears to be heading in a northeasterly direction 
and the extent it could go and remain with the limits of 
these claims is nearly 2, 000 feet. Because of the nature 
of the terrain behind the exposure drilling is virtually 
impossible. The only method to obtain a more complete 
understanding of the potential here is to rim out the 
entire area with a bulldozer. 


"Above this seam rests another less mineralized carbon-
aceous layer, to and one half feet thick. It is character-
ized by abundant thin sheets of white calcite or gypsum 
that cut across the normal bedding planes. The top six 
inches of this layer are stained with considerable white 
and yellow uranium leach and also vast amounts of oxi 
dized iron. Overlaying this, is a thirty foot thick gray 
shale occasionally interbedded with thin facies of sand 
and siltstones. This shale member is then capped by 
exceptionally hard ten foot thick coarse grained sand-
stone. Additional investigation above this sandstone 
at this time was deemed unnce.ssary. 


The gradient of the stream, being greater than the re-
gional dip of the strata, thwarted the investigation in 
the vicinity of the north one half of the school section 
and the Ace, group because the most favorable ore horizon 
here goes under, hence their potential is unpredictable." 


(d) Beginning at the village of Green River, Utah, proceed 
westerly on U. S. Highway 6-50 a distance of 4 miles; 
thence southerly a distance of 56 miles on Utah State 
Highway 25 to the settlement of Hanksville, Utah. From 
Hanksville, proceed 32 miles in a southerly direction on 
Utah State Highway 24 to what is locally known as the 
"Notem intersection". Take the left-hand fork at the 
Notem intersection and proceed a distance of 13. 2 miles 
in a southerly direction over a fair dirt road to a point 
where a sign situated on the right-hand side of the road 
directs the way into the South Coleman Canyon properties 
over an access road approximately 7 miles in length. 
This access road leads to the South Coleman Canyon 
campsite situated in the west-central portion of the 
claim group.
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All roads are in fair condition and permit ready access 
to the properties during periods, of good weather. Ex-
cessive precipitation may make access difficult for 
short periods of time. 


Green River, Utah, would serve as the nearest 
shipping point. Green River is served by the Denver 
and RioGrande Western Railway Company. Ore loading 
facilities are available. 


It is rumored that the Atomic Energy Commission 
will establish an ore buying station at Green River, in 
which case a 112 mile ore haul would be necessary. The 
alternative would be to continue the haul approximately 
30 miles to the east over U. S. Highway 6-50, to the 
village of Thompson, Utah, where an ore buying station 
is now in operation. Total haulage distance would then 
be 142 miles. 


Green River would be the nearest supply point for 
heavy equipment and mining supplies. The village of 
Loa, Utah, situated some 65 miles to the northwest of 
subject properties would serve as the nearest residence 
point, and source of miscellaneous supplies. 


(e) Mining operations have been carried on in this general 
area for many years. Experienced labor is obtainable 
from sources near at hand. 


Miscellaneous materials and supplies necessary to 
the conduct of exploration operations would be readily 
available in Loa, Utah., approximately 65 miles to the 
northwest of subject properties. 


Mining equipment can be obtained through the S & M 
Supply company branch warehouse, situated at Green River. 


A limited quantity of water is available from two 
springs located in South Coleman Canyon.	 It is believed 
that these springs would provide a sufficient flow of water 
for a small scale exploration operation.	 It may be neces-
sary to obtain additional water from the Sandy Ranch si-
tuated some 8 miles to the north of the properties. 	 Ap- 
plicants plan to haul potable water from Hanksville or 
Loa.

ACCESSIBILITY: To get to these claims, start from the center of Green 
River, Utah, and proceed four miles westerly on U. S. 
Highway 50-6. This portion of travel is on a major 
thoroughfare and hence can be classified as an excel-
lent roadway. At this point, turn left off the main 
highway and proceed 56 miles southerly to Hanksville, 
using State Highway 24. At present, this once poorly 
maintained gravel and dirt road, is in the beginning 
stages of being transformed to an oiled highway and 
as a result of this constrution, which is expected to 
be completed by midsummer, it can then be classed 
as. an excellent access road also. From Hanksville, 
continue on State Highway 24, in a southwesterly di-
rection for thirty-two miles. This section of the way 
requires relatively slow travel because of its only 
fair condition, however, occasional maintainence al-
lows reasonable speeds to be used considering the 
fact that it is only a dirt road. At.this point, an in-
tersecting road occurs from the left, which is more 
readily distinguishable by several uranium company 
signs. This locale is known as Notom." Take the 
sharp left fork and proceed on this fair conditioned 
dirt road for 13.2 miles, where a very small "United 
Western" sign can be noted on the right. During the 
course of travel in this particular section, other addi-
tional helpful recognition points are; "Dugout Uranium" 
sign on the left which is encountered exactly 10 miles 
from the Notom turnoff and the "Sandy Ranch" entrance-
way gate, also on the left, just four-tenths of a mile 
beyond the "Dugout" sign. Just recently your company 
informed us that they have let out an $11, 000 road 
building contract to Mr. Raymond Foster of Grand 
Junction, Colorado.
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This contract calls for an improved road to be built 
from the "United Western" sign into the basin con-
taining a majority of the claims. The total distance 
from the "main road" to the "cabin site" is 4-1 miles 
and from "cabin site" as shown on the accompanying 
map. In through the "narrows" the distance is 3,000 
feet, a few hundred feet of which requires considerable 
blasting and removal of waste. 


Several operating Shinarump mines are in various 
stages of development and production within three to 
fifteen miles from this. property. Most notably of these 
are, "The Rainy Day, " "Black Widow, " "Stud Horse," 
"Midas," "Red Head" and "Moqui" mines. Figures of-
their production records are not available, nevertheless, 
this entire area is of current active interest and in -
creasing exploration work on the' part of several uranium 
companies tends to indicate a favorable regional po-
tential. 


The broad regional feature within which these claims 
rest, is the Circle Cliff Upwarp. This structure, takes 
the form of a large elliptical anticline whose elongated 
axis trends approximately north-south. During the course 
of geologic time, after the upwarp, erosional processes 
cut down vast amounts of the dome and left predominately 
only the most resistant strata. This least affected area 
is the most steeply dipping perimital fringes and it is 
upon part of the . East . flank region that these claims were 
staked. The stratigraphical age of exposed formations 
within the confines, of these claims, in accord with the 
chronological order of their sedimentary deposition, 
ranges from the Lower Triassic Moenkopi formation 
upward through the Upper Jurassic Entrada formation. 


South Coleman Canyon is specifically a large box can-
yon, whose towering Wingate rims stand vertically on 
all sides with:the minute exception of where the inter-
mittent stream cuts transversally through. This very 
narrow constriction falls upon the area embraced by 
the claims known as Long Walk number One and Two 
as shown by the accompanying registered survey plat. 
Proceeding basically westerly up the draw, from 
the region marked "cabin site, " the first stratum 
encountered is the steeply dipping Entrada, char-
acterized by a buff to light reddish colored sandstone,


MINING ACTIVITY: 


GEOLOGY: 
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S	 occasionally interbedded with transitional facies of 
earthy to clay like material. Underneath this rests 
the Carmel formation, whose fundimental lithologic fea-
tures are a persistant deep red soft sandstone, a well 
compacted red shale and a hard gypsum member, near 
the base of which exists a few thin telltale marine lime-
stone seams. It is at the approximate. contact of the 
Carmel-Navajo formation, whereupon the "narrows 
actually commence. These "narrows" continue en-
tirely through the area where the massive gray, cross-
bedded Navajo sandstone and the motled light brown 
coarse grained, shelf-forming Kayenta sandstone dip 
under. Unconformably below the Kayenta rests the 
vertical walled, massive cross-bedded, buff colored 
Wingate sandstone and pproximately here the high walls 
begin to slowly diverge. Below the Wingate comes a 
very thin seam of light blue-green shale, which indicates 
the contact with the slope-forming, van-colored Chinle 
shales and fine grained sandstones. Rapidly now the 
canyon walls separate and as a result, the entire large 
region of South Coleman Canyon. can be seen, including 
the entire Chinle and the all important Shinarump forma-
tion. For the purpose of simplicity the lessor known 
geological members of the Chinle formation, such as 
the "Church Rock, " "Mossback and others, will be 
excluded. In completion of the names and descriptions 
of the exposed strata, little economic importance is 
placed upon the readily distinguishable dark red to 
Chocholate brown Moenkopi shales and siltstones, 
except that it makes a sharp contrast with the overlying 
Shinarump and therefore becomes an excellent key to 
denote the contact. 
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Uranium-vanadium ore in this district is confined to 
the Shinarump formation. This stratum consists chiefly 
of light gray to brown, medium grained sandstone to a 
relatively coarse conglomerate, with pebbles ranging 
upwards to two inches in diameter. Frequently, the 
sandstone member is interbedded with thin chert lenses, 
van-colored arenaceous .shales, bits of vegatation 
trash and pieces of petrified wood. If this sandstone 
has the proper porosity and permeability to receive any 
aqueous ore bearing solutions, then the apparent final 
conductive condition necessary to permit the concen,-
tration of ore is the precipitant. This basic precipitant 
appears to be carbonaceous material either in the form 
of fragmentary vegatation (ie. trees and numerous leaves)
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S or hydrocarbons in the form of asphalt. The accumu-
lation of these causal precipitants in appreciable quan-
tities occurs most logically in the preservative fluvia-
tile regions where vegatation, debris is collected as the 
result of log jamming or settling. Ideally then if this 
sandstone is underlain by an impervious shale it makes 
it impossible for the ore solutions to settle below this 
contact. 


Predicated on the reasonable foregoing beliefs as being 
the optimum conditions necessary for the presence of 
uranium ore, specific reference is now made to exacting 
areas within these claims. Three areas of good mineral-
ization were observed in the Shinarump formation within 
South Coleman Canyon. This mineralization appears to 
be stratigraphic instead of structural in nature. Area 
number one, marked on the accompanying registered sur-
vey plat, as exhibit "A", is. located on the northeast side 
of a small tributary dry stream bed. This draw commences 
approximately 100 feet north of the south end center of 
Walk # 14 and runs about 1, 400 feet in a north 20 degree 
we.s t direction. An inspection showed that immediately 
above the Shinarump-Moenkopl contact, is a light gray 
mineralized sandstone, varying in thickness from two 
to .seven feet, which can be traced for 1, 800 feet, as 
indicated on the map. The apparent strike of the channel 
trend is slightly east of north, however, the extent that 
it continues in this direction is impossible to predict 
because of the ever increasing amounts of overburden. 
Nevertheless,, it is conceiveable, because of the exposed 
ize, that it could run up to the northern most limits of 


these claims. , The exposed areas of sandstone show 
several long thin black carbonaceous seams. With the 
use of a Babble counter the preponderance of count ob-
tained came from these seams and although the surroun-
ding sandstone shows above normal count it failed to 
vislably indicate sufficient impregnation to classify it 
as shippable grade ore. Nevertheless, occasional copper 
stains and uranium leach were found either in or slightly 
below this sandstone horizon and it appears to be indica-
tive of economical amounts of ore behind the weathered 
zone. Of further significance are the well above normal 
scintillation readings that were taken where possible. 
Unfortunately, because of the vast amounts of decomposed 
shales that have eroded down from above, forming talus 
sloped over the sandstone member, numerous. reading 
could not be taken to permit accurate assay intrepre-
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S tations to be expressed. However combinding all 
features, it appears that this area ought to be strongly 
considered for further exploration. 


Area number two, marked as exhibit "B" is located 
immediately west of the south fork of the intermittent 
stream and more specifically rests about 350 feet north 
and 200 feet west of the southeast corner of Walk # 9. 
This mineralized channel, occurs about forty feet above 
the level of the dry wash bed exactly on the Shinarump-
Moenkopi contact. This prominent four foot thick ver-
tical face is very evident because of the concentration 
of numerous large stream boulders, that range between 
four inches and two feet in diameter. Closer inspection 
shows that above the conglomerate is a medium to coarse 
grained sandstone member above which rests a well 
weathered, highly decomposed, shale. The entire forty 
foot face was checked with .a radiation instrument and 
the strongest count indicating slightly below shippable 
grade of ore occured in the boulder conglomerate. The 
mineralization here comes from the cementing sands 
bonding the boulders together and the channel trend appears 
to be heading slightly west of north. In the event the 
trend continues in this direction, the maximum length 
this channel could attain would be 1, 500 feet. The in-
tervening ground, with, respect to drilling, would be 
comparatively easy to bulldoze access roads upon. 
The depths of the holes drilled would vary between forty 
and one hundred feet depending upon the amount of shale 
overburden. A possible correlation could be drawn re-
lating this originally discussed exposure to an area in 
which a very small amount of recent work has been done. 
Location of this second area is about 100 feet northwest 
of the northwest corner of Walk # 10. Again however, due 
to the minimum amount of overburden removed, little 
intrepretive value was gained pertaining to the ore po-
tential. The facies change is considerable if the two 
exposures are correlative because no boulders are pre-
sent in this last mentioned cut and only the medium 
grained, inconsequental overlying sandstone still re-
mains. 


Area number three, an eighteen foot long drift, marked 
as exhibit "C" is located eighty feet due west of the north-
east corner of Walk #. 7.
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More specifically, it rests on the northeast side slope 
of a narrow dry wash bed that joins the south fork of 
the main wash. This narrow dry wash tributary joins 
the south fork at a point 600 feet north and 150 feet 
east of the southeast corner of Walk # 18. The floor 
of the portal rests about seven feet above the Shina-
rump-Moenkopi contact. At the breast, from the 
floor upwards for two feet, is a brown, coarse grained 
sandstone, on top of which .rests a uniformly thick ten 
inch seam of soft black carbon. Scintillation readings 
show that this particular seam averages slightly below 
.a shippable grade of uranium ore. Comparative rea-
dings of this seam, taken slightly to the east of the 
portal and inside the drift, indicate that the quality. 
of ore increases with depth. This of course is ex-
pected because weathering does tend to deteriorate 
it. The seam is contino.usly traceable from the portal 
up the draw, 350 feet. Although the exposures are 
limited because of the talus shale overburden, the 
black leach has penetrated the shale sufficiently to yield 
identical scintillation readings to those encountered on 
the outside of the drift. The same results can also be 
seen. for 72 feet down the draw. The trend of the ore in 
this area appears to be heading in. a northeastely direc-
tion and the extent it could go and remain with the 
limits of these claims is nearly 2, 000 feet. Because 
of the nature of the terrain behind the exposure drilling 
is virtually impossible. The only method to obtain a 
more complete understanding of the potential here is 
to rim out the entire area with a bulldozer. 


Above this seam rests another less mineralized car-
bonaceous layer, two and one half feet thick. It is 
characterized by abundant thin sheets of white calcite 
or gypsum that cut across the normal bedding planes. 
The top six inches of this layer are stained with con-
siderable white and yellow uranium leach and also vast 
amounts of oxidized iron. Overlaying this, is a thirty 
foot thick gray shale occasionally interbedded with thin 
facies of sand and s.il.tstones. This. shale member is 
then capped by exceptionally hard ten foot thick coarse 
grained sandstone. Additional investigation above this 
sandstone at this. time was deemed necessary.
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The gradient of the stream, being greater than the 
regional dip of the strata, thwarted the investigation 
in the vicinity of the north one half of the school sec-
tion and the Ace group because the most favorable 
ore horizon here goes under, hence their potential 
is unpredicatable. 


EXPLORATION 
RECOMMENDATIONS: 
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1. Actually very little exposed near basal Shinarump 
face is available to permit a thorough geological in-
vestigation to be made because of the abundance of 
shale talus covering the critical horizon. Therefore, 
depending upon the judgement of a competent supervisor, 
either ofie of two apparent ways exist to eliminate this 
problem. First, rim-stripping with a bulldozer and in 
the event this is not economically advisable then the 
alternative choice is the use of powder. Either or both 
phases can be done while smaller mining operations are 
commencing in the areas already discussed. 


Z. Upon the completion of phase number one, a de-
tailed geological investigation would show with a great 
deal more accuracy the specific area potential. This 
investigation should entail geological mapping, a care-
ful radiometric survey and the cutting of representative 
channel samples where substantial quality ore appears. 
Later the assay results should be tabulated and intre-
pretations drawn and evaluated. 


3. Depending upon the results obtained, also in phase 
number one, relatively small amounts of frilling should 
be done where the cost of . road building is not too econom-
ically prohibitive. This drilling should be done along 
any possible projection of favorable lithological trends. 


4. Because of the apparent high radiometric readings 
encountered in the Chinle formation in the vicinity of 
claims Walk # 6 and # 19, further attention should be 
given this area. 


Ore haulage, subject to there being a relatively low 
lime content would likely be routed through Green River 
and taken to Thompson, Utah's buying station. Haulage 
distance from these claims to Thompson would be 153 
miles. It is believed that a mill will be erected at 
Green River in the near future, which would cut the dis-
tance down 20 miles.
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Nevertheless, the nearest Atomic Energy Commission 
ore-buying station is at Hite, Utah which is located 
about 57 miles southeast of this property. Due to 
relative road conditions, the Thompson station is 
the more advisable. 


2. The prevailing weather conditions should not 
normally impede exploration and development opera-
tions. Under isolated instances, however, during the 
mid-winter months an occasional day or so of inclement 
weather might necessitate a temporary shut-down. 


SUMMARY:	 All available indicators discernable on this property 
point toward an unusually excellent geological risk 
for the substantial discovery of considerable bodies 
of average grade uranium ores. Therefore, I sin-
cerely feel that this 'property merits more exploration 
and should be considered a very favorable piece of 
mining ground.
