An application similar to the one submitted would normally
be denied without prejudice, but inasmuch as the AEC is now com-
pleting a reconnaissance study of the area, it would be advisable
to refer the application to the field for information that the Com—
mission may be able to offer regarding the favorability of the

| GEOLOGIC REPORT ON A GROUP OF FIFTY UNPATENTED MINING CLAINS
| WE3T OF FERRON, UTAH . .

Introduction:
An examination was made in early November, 1955 to determine the
ursnium potential of a group of fifty unpatented mining claims
west of Ferron, Utah. Little time was available for the large
area involved, so that a detailed examinatlon. was not possible,
but points of interest as selected by the owners were studied
along with other spots.to help complete the plcture. DMost of the
work was done in the southeast part of the group. Conclusions
and recommendations follow the brief description below. An oral
report was given on the ground to Messrs. Holt and .Walker, dur-
ing the course of which several points were shown them and marked

| for further consideration. An approximate verbal description of

| the area must suffice until mapping is done.

Phis report is a supplemented version of a report made November 7,

1955.

Location:

The claims are situated in Section 19, Township 20 South, Range 6

~ kast, Emery County, Uteh and Sections 13 and 24, Township 20 South,
Range 5 East, San Pete County. They are situated on a high mesa
on the west flank of the San Rafael Swell. They are gbout 9 miles
west of Ferron, Utash, and accessible by county and forest road.

Description of Group:

The claims are situated on a high mesa capped with the mudstones .
and siltstones of the North Horn Formation of early Tertiary age,
with remnants of the overlying KFlagstaff Formation standing as small
jsolated buttes made up of alternating layers of limy mudstones and
muddy limestone, etc. The limes sare considered a poor hostrock
owing to their density, although minor radioactivity was noted in
two separate black limestones. ' : _

Approximately 150 feet below the base of a prominent Flagstaff
butte in the norteastern edge of the group, several large piseces
of "float" limy siltstone were noted. Other pieces of this float

material were found in several places at lower elevations and in
_two instances were judged to be ore grade from their radioactivity.
The rock is not present in the Flagstaff butte exemined, hence -

it is assumed to be within 150 feet below the base although it

was not found in place.

At a lower elevation and southeast of this butte, numerous radio-
active pellets up to fist size are found on the surface. A hy-
pothesis of the origin of these pellets is difficult to form owing
to the fine amorphous nature of the material. There is some evi-
dence indicating that some of them originated in a fault zone.

-
.
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Several shallow treches were dug in an attempt to determine whether
they might be found in the mudstone on the surface of which they
occur in profusion, but none were found in place. Several pellets
contained fragments of foreign material. - One appeared to be of a
breccilated nature and included fragments of a quartzite, a muddy
limestone and one fragment of what was identified as probably .the
above mentioned radioactive limy siltstone.

Study of a thin-section cut from one of the pellets indicates they
are sedimentary or at least formed by the action of cold waters.
Most of the material i1s an amorphous variety of brown-gray stained
silica. This has been penetrated by veinlets of calcite. The
radioactivity is probably due to uraninite in the veinlets.

Assays of the pellets show them generally to be of ore grade and
up to .50% U308, ' :

Two northerly trending, down to the west faults were noted in. the
area of the radioactive pellets, and one intersecting westerly
trending, down to the south fault. An intersection was pointed
out to Mr. Holt and marked for possible future drilling. Ehe beds

in general dip a few degrees to the north-northwest, but dip steeply

into the faults. The northerly trending faults are part of the
system of faults found in this general area on the west flank of
the Swell to the east. Additional similar faults can be expected
on the claims. :

The. origin. and mechanics of deposition of uranium in the vicinity .

of these claims has not been determined. Cold water seems to have

been the carrier. The faults and abundant fractures are the most

- probable loci of solution movement, and of deposition, the latter
especlally at intersections. The fact that there has been consid-

~erable uranium mineralization in the area is shown by: the radio-
active pellets, siltstone, limestone and bones on the claims, the
first two being of ore grade, and ore grade bones ofi the claims
to the north in the same strata. (Underlying the KFlagstaff.)

For a working hypothesis, one might say that the ore, if there is
any, 1s to be found in fault zones, especially et intersections,
and in the limy siltstone most probably close to a fault or where
it is warped otherwise..- '

Conclusions:

There 1s no history of this type of occurrence that this author
knows of to work from. There are commercial deposits in fault
zones and in limestones. Here there is known ore grade material
and its plentifulness on the surface strongly suggests that there
* 1s a commercial quantity somwhere in the immediate vicinity. The
size of such-a body can only be guessed at. It seems prudent in
view of the absense of what is known to be a good host rock to

anticipate a small ore body and govern exploration expenditure
accordingly. .

You have requested an estimate of the cost of the geologic work in
connection with the proposed exploration of your uranium prospect
west of Ferron, Utah. Assuming that approximately 10,000 feet of’
drilling would be done with nearly constant supervision by a geolo-
#ist hired for that particular job, the cost would be between
#1000 and $2600 depending on how many drills were employed. Using
two drills would save money.

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Recommendations:

It is recommended that additional study be given the area.
Drilling should be done in the areas of intersections of faults
particularly, and generally on a grid which would space holes

200 feet apart on east-west lines and 200 feet apart on inter-
secting lines bearing N30°W or N30°B. This would cover an area
“roughly 1200 by 1600 feet and would include ebout 60 holes of
depth ranging. from 200 feet in the west portion to 50 feet deep

in the east portion. Totaling 7000 feet of drilling. Another
2000-3000 feet might be expected to be necessary on closer

spacing in areas where it seems warranted from the results of

the exploratory drilling. The shape of the rectangular area
could be distorted to include the area immediately west and north
of the spot where the radiocactive bones are found, This would
also be the extreme south limit. The eastern limit would be. along
the zone of outcropping mudstones where the pellets are found.

The west 1imit would be on the 'plain to the southeast of the Flag-
