The claims lie in the- area betwéen the Green and Coloraﬁo Rivers.
Exposed rocks are beds of Permian, Triassic, and Jurassic ages. The

5, 6, 7, and 8, Te 27 Sep Re 20 E., SIM, Grand and Sen Jusn
Counties, Utah (figs. 1 and 2). The propérty extends from the top of
the mesa down over the south rim to the Moenkopi and Cutler outcrops
below. Altitudes range from 4,800 to 6,000 feet.

There is no water or timber on the property. A poor access road,
7 miles in length, leeds to Fletcher trail, an aildweather road which,
27 miles to the northeast, connects v;i‘bh U. S. Highway 160 at a point
9 miles north of Moab, Utah and 30 miles south of the Denver & Rio
Grande Western railroad at Thompson, Utah.

Rivers. Exposed rocks are Permian, Triassic, and_Jurassic beds. The
potential ore-bearing stratum is in the basal part of the Triassic Chinle
formation which is underlain unconformably by the Triassic Moenkopi forma-
tion and overlain by the Jurassic Wingate sandstone.

The Chinle formation underlying the area is about 200 feet thick,
and consiéts of siltstones, shale, and sandstone with lesser amounts of
predominantly limestone conglomerate beds. Silicified and carbonized
logs are scattered through the lower part of the formation.

The uranium mineralization,where exposed in the channel, is erratic,

thin, and low-grade.

ORE RESERVES
There are no known ore reserves on the property. A channel 800
feet long by 40 feet wide and 30 inches thick was indicated by drilling
to contain 4,000 tons of ore. Subsequent work in the tumnel indicates
that the results from the noncore drilling were high and, although the

channel conteins uranium mineralizetion, it is not of ore grade.

The Atomic Energy Commission conducted a geologic reconnaissance in the
inter-river area and concluded that the district was not worthy of further
investigations for uranium depoéits. The chances of finding a significaht
uranium deposit are considered poor, and the examining tegm recomménded

that the application be denied.

Mernab Mines applied to the Defense Minerals Administration for
aid in exploring sections 30 and 31, T. 26 S., R. 20 E., Grand and San
Juan Counties, Utah; sections 25, 26, 35 and 36, T. 26 S., R. 19 E., Grand
and San Juan Counties, Utah; sections 5, 6, 7 and,8 T. 27 S., R. 20 E.,
San Juan County, Utah.

An attempt to contact the applicant's representative. by tele-
phone in Moab, in order to arrange a field examination, was unsuccessful.
A letter dated August 24, 1956 was, therefore, sent to Mr. W. N. Campbell,
the company's geologist, informing him that a DMEA examining team would
meet him at the Swiss Restaurant in Moab at 8:00 a.m., August 30, 1956.

The field team, consisting of Carl Belser, U. S. Bureau of Mines, and W.B.
Gazdik, U. S. Geological Survey, was present at the scheduled rendezvous -

at the prescribed time. Neither Mr. Campbell nor any other company representa-
tive met the examining team. Inquiries regarding the company's plans dis-
closed that Mernab Mines had terminated their Dead Horse Point project.
Personnel of the Plateau Hardware Company, Moab, Utah, stated that Mernab
Mines had been disbanded as such and company equipment was being sold by

Mr. Campbell through the Plateau Hardware Company.

Since no official word cancelling the subject application had
been received, the examining team decided to make the field examination
without a company representative being present. The subject property was
located without too much difficulty. The project. area was found deserted.
All operating equipment, including the ore bin and mine rails, had been
removed except for ome building which was left on the property.

The Mernab claims lie in the inter-river area between the Green
and Colorado Rivers. Rocks exposed in the vicinity are sedimentary beds
of Permian Triassic and Jurassic ages. The potential ore-bearing horizon
~is in the basal part of the Triassic Chinle formation. The Chinle in the

area is underlain unconformably by the Triassic Moenkopi formation
and overlain by the Jurassic Wingate sandstone. The Chinle forma-
tion crops out as a steep slope. The overlying Wingate sandstone
forms a vertical cliff several hundred feet high. Because of ex-
cessive topographic development in the area, preparation of drill
sites and access roads 1is costly. The subject claims lie partly
on the Chinle formation and partly on the Wingate sandstone. Drill-
ing depths behind the Wingate cliff would be rather deep.

The Chinle formation on the property is about 200 feet
thick. It consists of siltstone, shale and sandstone with lesser
amounts of predominantly limestone pebble conglomerate beds. Sili-
cified and carbonized logs are scattered through the lower part of
the formation. Some woody material is richly replaced by uranium
minerals. :

The few known uranium deposits in the area are small and
scattered. They consist of seams and blebs of mineralized material
restricted to the basal sandstone and conglomeratic lenses in the
Chinle. These lenticular sandstone and conglomeratic beds are
probably equivalent stratigraphically to the Chinle Shinarump member
which elsevwhere contains significant uranium deposits.

The applicant carried out a rather extensive drilling and
development project consisting of 175 feet of drifting and cross-
cutting, and 21,633 feet of drilling. The project failed to disclose
significant uranium deposits. The small deposit opened up by drift-
ing appears to be mined out. Up to the present time the property
produced 66 tons of uranium ore that averaged 0.17 percent U;Og. The
deposit is localized in sandstone (Chinle) that fills a chanhel scoured
about 10 feet into the top of the Moenkopi surface. The sandstone is
medium to coarse grained and contains conglomeratic stringers at the
base. Small amounts of secondary copper minerals are associated with
uranium minerals.

In summary, the subject property is located in an area
geologically unfavorable for significant uranium deposits. Mernab
Mines carried out an extensive drilling and development program with
discouraging results. The Atomic Energy Commission conducted a geo-
logic reconnaissance in the inter-river area and concluded that the
district was not worthy of further investigation for uranium deposits.
In view of the foregoing reasons the examining team decided to recommend
that the subject application be denied. It appears, however, that
Mernab Mines intends to cancel the application, although official
confirmation has not been received by this office. This memorandum
report is submitted, therefore, as a matter of record in lieu of a

To date the property has produced only 66 tons of ore that
averaged 0,17 percent U ge One hundred seventy-five feet of drifting
and crosscuting and 21,633 feet of drilling, previously completed by the
applicant, failed to disclose new ore reserves. As pointed out by Grand
Junction personnel, extensive work by the Atomic Energy Commission in-
dicates that potentialities of the general vicinity of the property do
not seem to be goods

I doubt that DMEA participation in exploration on the
subject property is warranted at this time, The applicant's large,
expensive proposed project in particular appears inadvisable.

Because the applicant has performed a considerable amount
.of work on his own account, that work as well as the geologic conditions
on the property should be further evaluated in the field, If hitherto
unknown geologic conditions appear quite promising then, perhaps, a
modest, staged program of core drilling would be apprepriate.
