INTRODUCTION AND SUMMARY 


The Flare Mining Company, 801 Continental Bank Building, Salt 


Lake City, Utah, applied on August 2, 1956, for aid. to xplore for 


copper, lead, and zinc in the Sunbeam mine, Tintic mining district, 


Juab County, Utah. The application was released by the Executive 


Officer for examination on August 15, 1956. The applicant proposes 


to drill six holes averaging 600 feet deep to cut the Sunbeam vein 


below the water table or at points about 500 feet 6elow the outcrop. 


STotal cost of the project is estimated at $31i.,602.50, Government 


participation 50 percent or $17,301.25. 


The property was examined on September 11, 1956, by F. B. Moore, 


U. S. Geological Survey, and M. H. loves, U. S. Bureau of Mines. The 


examining team was accompanied by James Quigley, consultant for the
S 


applicant. Hal T. Morris, U. S. Geological Survey, who is mapping 


in the Tintic district, was consulted regarding the geology of the
S 


Sunbeam area and the feasibility of the proposed drilling program. 


He concurs with the recommendations of the examining team. 


The examining team believes that there is a good probability of 


finding significant amounts of copper-lead-zinc ore in the Sunbeam 


vein and, therefore, recommends that the application for exploration 


assistance be approved.
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LOCATION AND PROPERTY 


The area to be. explored is in sec. 31, T. 11 3.; R. 3 W., 


Tintic mining district, Juab County, Utah. It is 1 mile east of 


Silver City and 3 miles south of Eureka (fig. i). 


The property consists of eight patented lode claims held under 


lease by the Flare Mining Company. The Sunbeam vein has been explored 


by numerous shafts, prospects, and adits, but the applicant proposes 


to explore by drilling only the area near and north of the Sunbeaz& 


shaft (fig. 2). The three southernmost holes will be collared on 


company-owned claims not shown on figure 2; the three northernmost 


holes will be collared outside the company claims but written per-


mission to drill will be granted by the owners of this ground. 


GEOLOGY 


The geology of the Tintic mining district has been described by 


G. W. Tower, Jr., and G. 0. Smith (Geology and mining industry of the 


Tintic district, Utah: U. S. Geol. Survey Nineteenth Ann. Rept., 


pt. 3, p. 601-767, 1898), and by Waldemar Lingren and G. F. Loughlin 


(Geology and ore deposits of the Tintic mining district, Utah: U. S. 


Geol. Survey Prof. Paper 107, 1919). 


Two types of rocks occur in the Tintic district - Paleozoic 


sedimentary rocks and Tertiary igneous rocks. The sedimentary rocks 


are quartzite, over 6,000 feet thick, overlain by 6,500 to 7,000 feet

of limestone, including a small amount of shale. The igneous rocks 


are in part intrusive rhyolite, porphyry, and monzonite and in part 


effusive rhyolites and latites or andesites. 


The sedimentary rocks have been folded into a series of northerly-


trending anticlines and synclines. Faults, mostly northeast or east 


in strike, cut the sedimentary rocks and younger north-northeast 


striking faults cut the intrusive igneous rocks as well as the older 


sedimentary rocks. These faults have been one of the major factors 


in the localization of the Tintic ore deposits. 


The ore deposits are of two types - replacement deposits in the 


limestones and fissure-filled deposits in the igneous rocks. The re 


placement deposits have accounted for most of the production from the 


STintic district; however, several of the vein deposits, including the 


Sunbeam mine, have bad notable production. The ores have been valued, 


in order of decreasing importance, for silver, lead, gold, copper, and 


zinc.


The Sunbeam claim is the earliest recorded location in the Tintic 


district. The vein has been .worked through numerous shafts for a 


length of nearly 14. ,000 feet and to a depth of 700 feet in the El Ray 


shaft. Production records and mine maps for the various workings are 


not available. Tower (U. S. Geol. Survey Nineteenth Annual Report, 


1897-98, p. 762) states that oxidized ores having a value of over 


$500 , 000 were produced from the Sunbeam claim alone. In 1902, a heavy 


flow of water in the bottom of the Sunbeam shaft (11.90 feet deep) forced

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suspension of the. deeper mining operations. From 1902 to 1915, 


numerous small lots of ore were shipped from above the water level at 


1#25 feet. These ores contained as much as 26 percent lead, 18 percent 


copper, and 8 percent zinc. The workings have been inaccessible for 


many years. 


The Sunbeam vein is in Tertiary intrusive rocks; the. northern 


portion around the Sunbeam shaft is in inonzonite. The vein strikes 


generally N. .30 E. except for a short segment near the Sunbeam shaft 


which strikes nearly due north. Dips are variable but steep. The vein 


generally appears to dip to the west at about 85° but in the north-


striking segment surface dips are 70 to 8° to the east. 


Surface exposures of the vein show a strong, persistent shear 


S1 foot to 8 feet wide. Quartz and barite are the chief gangue minerals; 


essentially no sulfide minerals are visible.. Samples of vein material 


found on the dumps contained galena, sphalerite, gray copper, pyrite, 


and chalcopyrite. 


The direction of movement along the Suribeazn vein is not known. 


However, in several northeast-trending faults 1-1/2 miles to the north, 


the northwest side moved southwest with respect to the southeast side. 


Such a movement, if applicable to the Sunbeam vein, would tend to open 


the north-striking segment of the vein near the Sunbeam shaft. Morris 


states that if similar fissures in the area can be used as criteria, 


such a movement in the Sunbeam vein is likely.

PROPOSED EXPLORATION 


The applicant proposes to drill six holes averaging 600 feet 


deep to cut the vein below the water table or at a depth of about 


500 feet on the vein. The holes would start in a gully along the 


west side of the property and are located for the purpose of ex-


ploring the vein at and near the change in strike (rig. 2). Total 


cost of the drilling program is estimated at $3lf,-6Q2-5Oj cost to 
i5,5 o 


the Government at 50 percent is 4]3Ol-25. 


It will be noted that the holes were to be drilled in an east-


erly direction at an angle of about 65° and that three of the holes 


were to be drilled in the north-striking portion of the vein. How-


'	 ever, the vein in this portion dips 70 to 750 east at the surface. 


This point was discussed with Mr. Quigley who agrees that the first 


hole and, if necessary, the subsequent two holes in the north-


striking portion of the vein should be flattened to about 50° in 


order to cut the structure at the 500-foot depth. Such flattening 


will make no change in the cost of the project. 


CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS 


Although little direct information is available, due to in-


accessibility of the workings and lack of records, the project 


appears to have a better than average chance for success. Reasons 


for this belief are as follows:

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(1)The vein structure is strong and can be traced on the 


surface for nearly ,OOO feet. This indicates that it will prob-


ably extend to depths considerably below the proposed exploration 


depths.


(2)The failure of the early operators to explore the vein at 


depth was to a large extent because of inability to handle the water 


problem. This story apparently is true and not just a nice way of 


saying the ore had run out. Modern equipment. should eliminate this 


problem.


(3)The applicant hopes to find considerable tonnages of medium-


grade milling ore. He does not necessarily expect hig1i-grade ore 


below the oxidized zone and therefore probably is willing and able 


5	 to handle the lower class of ore. 
(14) If the Sunbeam.vein follows the pattern of similar veins 


in the area with the west side moving south with respect to the east 


side, the proposed drilling 'should explore an especially favorable 


part of the vein. 


For the reasons given above, it is recotmuended. that the appli-


cation be approved.

The Sunbeam vein occUrs in an intrusive monzonite porphyry stock lying to the south 


of the limestone replacement orebodies of Tintic. The New Sunbeam Mining Company pro-


perty covers about 3,000 feet along the strike of this vein, which has been worked along the 


length of the property through several shdfts. Some of the workings extended below the water 


level at approximately 425 feet. The Sunbeam claim Is the edrliest recorded location in the 


Tintic District. The property has produced substantial amounts of gold, silver, copper and 


lead. Records are Incomplete, but ores from the Sunbeam claim alone had a gross value of 


over $500,000.00 before 1894. 


The purpose of the project is to test the favorable structure on the Sunbeam vein be-


low the water level by diamond drilling to establish a tonnage to warrant reopening the Sun-


beam Shaft. Six drill holes, averaging 600 feet deep and inclined to the vein below the 


water table will test the structure ddequdtely. 


LOCATION AND PROPERTY 


The Sunbeam Mine is the property of the New Sunbeam Mining Company and includes 


the following patented lode mining claims, covering a. totdl of 127acres.

These claims lie in Sec. 31, R3W, TflS in the southern part of the Tintic Mining 


District, Juab County, Utah. The mine is connected to Silver City, 2 mIles to the west 


on U.S. Highway 50-6 by a good gravel road. Silver City is 4 miles south of Eureka, a. 


town of about 1,000, and a supply center for a wide area. The Sunbeam lies one-half 


mile southwest of the Dragon Mine, immediately west of the Undine and one mile south 


of the Mammoth Mine. 


H] STORY 


The Sunbeam vein on the property has been worked on through four major shafts 


ranging up to 650 feet in depth and. through many smaller pits, incline shafts and open 


stopes. Records are very sketchy since most of the work was carried on shortly after the 


original discovery in 1870 until the early '80's. The notes and assay records attached as 


an appendix give all of the information on record. The Sunbeam was re-opened in 1934 


by P. J, Fennell and Sons, local merchants, and was closed down after a short time. No 


records other than wo'rd of mouth are available. One story holds that there is eight feet 


of "low grade" ore with "high zinc" on the 350 level. Other stories tell of narrow high 


copper streaks. These type of stories are common about mines that have closed down. 


However, it is apparent that the production has been substantial, but that most of the ores 


mined were high grade and.	 robaj	 tcleEp with the 


water at 425 feet. 


GENERAL GEOLOGY 


The geology of the Tintic. District has been described by Tower & Smith in the 19th 
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annual report of the U.S.G.S., 1897-98: by Lindgren and Loughlin in the U.S.G.S. pro-


fessional Paper (107) 1919; and by many others. 


The district covers a range of mountains rising to 8,000 ft. elevation between Goshen 


Valley on the east and Tintic Valley on the west. The principal structural feature is a syn-


dine of sediments ranging from Pre-Cambrian,quartzites through Paleozoic limestones and 


shales which has been intruded by two large monzonite porphyry stocks and. many smaller 


plugs. A. thick series of Tertiary flows mask the range to the east and south. 


The syncline has been broken by northeost trending tear faults and much minor fissur-


ing and breaking. The ore masses seem to be related to fissuring and small faults subsidiary 


to. these tears. 


ORE DEPOSITS 


Over $400,000,000.00 In gold, silver, copper, lead and zinc ores have been mined 


in Tintic from two types of orebodies. The principal production has came from Irregular shap-


ed. limestone. replacement bodi.es in the form of vertical pipes and chimneys, flat mantos and 


gently plunging pipes. A portion of the ores hosbeen won from fissure veins in the igneous 


rocks. This vein production has come entirely from the older part of the district centering 


between Silver City and Diamond in the southern part of the range. 


The limestone replacement bodies of Tintic have been adequately described in Pro-


fessional Paper 107. Because the fissure veins in the igneous rocks were largely worked out 


by the 18902s, very little is known of occurrence of these ores. The mineralization varied 


from silver-lea4., silver-lead-zinc, to gold-silver-copper and gold-silver-copper-lead. All 


the veins carried abundant pyrite. 	 , 


The Swansea vein, which has the largest recorded production of the fissure veins, was 


worked to the.900 ft. level and abandoned when the pumps failed, in about 1910. Approximat-


ely $800,000.00 in dividends was paid from' high grade lead shoots in a pyrite vein. The vein 
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•,	 . 


continues downward, but nothing is known of its nature. Most of the work was confined to 


.	 the vein with little cross-cutting. The outcrop and the surface stopes are not conspicuous, 


although continuous ore wOs mined underneath them. 


GEOLOGY OF SUNBEAM 


The Sunbeam is the next largest deposit in igneous rock, and has been worked over 


a length of 3,000 ft. and to a maximum depth of 700 ft. in the El Ray Shaft. The ores were 


narrow gold-silver-copper-lead sfreaks enriched in silver and copper at the water level which 


stood at about 425ft. in the central part of the property. Most of the work was In the vein 


with very little cross-cutting. The water level varies along the length of the vein, 'and the 


southernmost shaft, the El Ray, was apparently the deepest and the driest. 


In the south, the vein Is up to 5 ft. wide on the surface striking N6OE, and'dipping 


70-80 degrees to the west. At the Sunbeam Shaft the vein swings northerly for 200 ft. turn-


ing northeasterly again at the northern end of the workings, where a large mass of quartz 


fills the fissure at the surface. This change instrike appears to have localized the best ores 


'since the stopes on surface appear widest south of this swing. The deep' El Ray Shaft lies well 


to the south of this area, and. one drift on the 600 level appears to be well to the south of the 


downward projection of the good surface ore deposits. 


The enclosedsurface map shows this change in strike, No .rnaps of the underground 


workings are known so any changes in strike and dip in the stoped portions of the vein cannot 


be projected. This abrupt change In strike north of the Sunbeam Shaft Is of particular interest 


since It bears close resemblance to the cymoid loops discussed by McKinstry n his "Mining 


Geology". Chauncey Thornburg has described the position of cymoid loops in the vein struct-


ures at Pachuca in volume 40, pages 283-297 of Economic Geology. 


The quartz outcrop at the surface north of the point where the veinswings northeasterly 


again is loose andvuggy. Some good ore has been mined from underneath this outcrop. It is 
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Impossible to determine how much, since several stopes, tightly packed with gobs, have been 


.	 encountered in an open cut on the south side of this quartz. 


In a. like manner, the vein south of the cymoid loop seems to have been almost contin-


uously mined. The most favorable ground.for replacement at depth would appear to be that 


portion of the vein structure immediately north of the cymoid loop and Immediately south. The 


loop itself deserves some attention, since shearingand multiple veins crossing from one strand 


to another might offer a structure receptive to broad. mineralization to make mill grad.e ore at 


depth.


Although there is no indicatIon of direction of movement on the Sunbeôm fissure on the 


surface, the U.S.G.S district office believes that the movement on similar fissures in the area 


Is southward, on the west side, and northward on the east. Some of these displacements might 


be 'as much Os 200 ft. This direction of movement would tend to open the cymoid loop area, 


and perhaps' provide a favorable host structure for mineralization over a broad zone.

OTHER INFORMATION 


The locl office of the U.S.G.S. headed by Hal T. Morris, is famil jar with the Sun-


beam area and is interested in a test of the. mineralization below the water table. Lindgren & 


Loughlin In Professional Paper 107 page 257 repeat the general information given by Tower & 


Smith and state, "such a vein would seem to have possibilities in d.epth, but'a very heOvy flow 


of water, encountered at 490 feet stopped operations." In private conversation, Martin Fennell, 


son of P. J. Fennell who opened. the mine In 1934, stated that there was an 8 ft. face of ore on 


the 350 level which. coUld not be shipped because of the high zinc content.

OBJECTIVES OF THE. EXPLORATION PROGRAM 


The first objective of the exploration is the development of substantial tonnages of mill 


grade copper-lead-zinc suiphide ores for shipment to custom mills in Salt Lake, or for treat-


ment in 'a concentrdtor erected on or near the property. 


A second objective 1 not properly part of the exploration program, but perhaps. Incident-


alto it, might be the discovery ofoxidized ores above the water level which could be shipped 


directly to Salt Lake Smelters: and, or secondarily enriched copper-silver ores at or near the 


water table. 


The order 'of importance of these objectives Is clear. However, relative values are 


difficult to assign, since there is no way of telling, how far under the quartz outcrop the oper-


ators, who had abandoned the venture by the time of Tower &' Smith In 1898, carried their 


workings or how well they prospected the complexities of the cymoid loop. 


EXPLORATION TARGETS 


The water level in the Sunbeam Shaft stands at the 425 ft. level. How much work was 


carried out on this level or below is impossible to: determine. The 'sulphid'e dump at the collar 


'of the shaft indicates about 250 feet of'drifting. This would not explore 'very much ground. 


Again whether or not the former operators thoroughly prospected the complexities of the cymoid 


loop cannot be'determined. An examination of the old workings in the shaft shows a fissure 


peeling off the northeast and other strdnds turning northerly. The upper part of the shaft is be-


ing rehabilitated at the present time, but it is doubtful if this repair will proceed to a depth 


to throw much light on structure without undue expense. 


MEANS OF EXPLORING TARGETS

	 Despite the lack of information regarding the underground. workings, the evidence on 


the surface is sufficient to limit the target 'area to the downward projection below the water 
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S 
table of the cymoid loop and, the positions of the vein Immediately north and south of the loop. 


Most ore 'shoots in Tintic rake to the north. The principal shoot in the Swansea., which is the 


only mine in the Igneous rocks, descrIbed in detail in Professional Paper 107, shows a. north-


e.rly rake. However, since no positive ey'idence on rake can be established, the first drill hole 


should be spotted immediately under the cymoid loop to a point about equal to the 500 ft. level 


of the Sunbedm Shaft. Depending on mineralizationand geological evidence, holes south and 


north of thIs area can be placed to test the structure fully. The gul'ch to the west offers easy 


drilling locations, for holes at about 65 degrees. 


Although no comparable ratio of ore discovery to feet of drilling can be established 


for past' production in the Sunbeam' Mine, since no records exist, in the Swansea roughly 25% 


of the area opened up by levels was in ore. If the Sunbeam pattern is as consistent, the sIx 


holes might open up a block of ore 500 X 200 X .6 or 50,000 tons of ore. Development cost 


would be difficult to. estimate since the Sunbeam Shaft could be' rehabilitated to mine a small 


orebody; and, undoubtedly some upper level ore could. be mined. However, a major operat-


ion would require a new vertical shaft and consequently . a substantial orebody would have to 


be developed. 


RECOMMENDATIONS 


We recommend the drilling of six holes to an average depth of 600 feet to test the Sun-


beam vein below the water table. After completion of these holes, if the results are favorable, 


the incline shaft can be reopened, and the :oxidized'and enriched ores remaining can be mitied 


in conjunction with sinking to. 'a new level to mine the ores discovered b.y drilling.
