CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

Weak uranium mineralization associated with carbon trash is
present in sandy shalerccurring near the base of the Petrified
Forest member of the Chinle formation.

The‘proposed exploratory>program,is feasible from an enginegring
standpoint and the estimated cost of the work is reasonable.

Weakness of the uranium mineralization and limited extent of its
Océurrence indicate that an exploratory projgct wouid notvresult.iﬁ
the discovéry of éignificant quantities of minable ore, and there is
little chénce that an economic deposit of uranium would be found.

. infomation is given concerning the width, depth, or trend of the channel,

: .The proposed work would seem to consist of driving a 100 foot
adit-drift along the channel in search of ore,

To my knowledge, no_significant amount of uranium ore has been
produced, nor are any deposits known, in the vicinity of the property,

Determining the trend of a channel from a single rim exposure
is difficult, if not impossible, An adit~drift would start at the channel
outcrop and wander aimlessly about with the operator attempting, and hoping,
to keep the drift in the bottom of the channel within the favorable zone for
ore deposition, Unless the channel is extremely well devaloped and possesses
strong mineralization at the outcrop which the operator could follow, the
applicant's proposal would seem to represent a vague and haphazard venture
that would be inappropriate for DMEA participation,

From the character of the information previously received from-
the applicant, it would propably be-to no avail to ask for more data. I
believe the application should be referred to the Field Team for their
evaluation. If a mineralized channel exists on the property, perheps a
preliminary stage of drilling to delimit the channel would be a feasible
- approach to the problem,:
