Lake Mountain. Altitudes range from 6,000 feet in the box canyons 
cutting the nearly horizontal sedimentary formations, to 7,000 feet 
on high errosion cliffs.

Uranium mineralization occurs on the Copper Spot property in shale and 
sandstone beds thought to be in the Brushy Basin member of the Jurassic 
Morrison formation.. 


No high radiometric readings were obtained by the examiners on the 
subject property. However, weakly radioactive dinosaur bones were 
noted in a 60-70sandy shale bed on claim No. 2. The Applicant stated 
that similar bones also could be found on claim 1, 3, and .. 


Somewhat stronger uranium mineralization is exposed in an aditon the 
Ellis Christiansen property, just 'north of Copper Spot No. 2 claim. 
However, radiometric readings taken in the adit indicate that mineraliza-
tion is low-grade and that this particular deposit is limited to the 
vicinity of the portal. The examiners were infonned that the last 
shipment from the adit contained less than 0.10% U308 . The property 
is now inactive. 


On claim No. 3 weak mineralization occurs in an 8-inch sandstone bed 
which contains spots of copper carbonate. 


in view of the weakness and limited extent of mineralization exposed 
on and adjacent to the subject claims, as well as the geologic 
infeasibility of exploration designed to find the source of the 
uranium present in the fossilized dinosaur bones, the examiners 
recommended that the subject application be denied. The Field Team 
concurred in this recommendation.

Subject: Review of Field Team Report 


The applicant requested assistance in exploring beds of 
sandstone and shale in which are found fossilized dinosaur bones. 
The bones and a thin sandstone bed are weakly mineralized by uranium. 


Shipments, three truckloads of the material, have been 
made from a 5-inch thick lens on the abutting claim. One truckload 
contained less than 0.10% U0 8. The grade of the other material is 
not recorded. The best grade material has been mined out arid the 
prospect is idle. 


In the opinion of the examiners, the small quantities of 
secondary uranium minerals that occur in the thin shale beds and 
dinosaur bones do not warrant the small amount of work proposed, 
and they recommend that the application be denied. 


I concur with the recommendation.

INTRODUCTION AN])	 - 


On August 16, 1956, Silas 0. Tanner of the Capper Spot Mines 


Company applied for DMEA assistance to explore for uranium on the 


Copper Spot claims, Sevier County, Utah. The applicant wishes to 


explore the upper Morrison formation (Brushy Basin member) for 


- autunite and caruotite. Unspecified amounts of bulldozer stripping 


and non-core drilling plus 500 'feet of core drilling and an 85-foot 


incline adit were proposed. Cost of the program was estimated at 


$20,000. 


Owing to insufficient information from the applicant, processing 


of the application could not be started until January 1957. Subsequent 


delays were caused by, winter weather and the inability of the applicant 


to consunmiate a rendevous in April. The property was examined on 


June li._5, 1957, by N. N. Gilkey, Bureau of Mines, 'and F. B. Moore, 


Geological Survey. 


Little exploration work has been done on the Copper Spot claims. 


The chief justification for the application was a small prospect tunnel 


on a claim not, owned by the applicant lying just north of the Copper
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Spot No. 5 claim. This prospect was on a 5-inch thick lens at the 


bottom of an 18-inch shale bed. Smell amounts of autunite, torber-


mite, and carnotite are present in the lens. In addition, dinosaur 


bones on Copper Spot No. 2 claim, were slightly radioactive. 


Because of the small size and low grade of the uranium occur-


rences, it is recommended that the application be denied. 


LOCATION AND ACCESS Lfl'Y 


The Copper Spot claims are in sees • 15 and 27, T. 5 S., R. 5 E., 


S.L.M., Sevier County, Utah (fig. 1). The property. is reached as 


follows: From the SaUna post office travel southeasterly on Utah 


State Highway 10 for 33 miles; turn right on gravel road (gravel 


ends in about 1 mile); at 311.7 miles bear right; at li.2 miles keep 


right; at 48.7 miles turn right on side road; at 149.7 miles turn 


right by stream; at 50.8 miles is Christiansen's camp. About one-


third mile up (or vest) the canyon from the camp is a prospect 


adit on the south side of and 60 feet above the stream bed. The 


Copper. Spot No. 5 claim is on top of the bluff a short distance 


(100200 feet) south of the adit. A road ending near the Copper 


Spot No. 8 claim, and. the only means of access to the claims by 


vehicle, was not accessible. This road can be reached by continuing 


straight (southerly) at 48,7 miles or bearing left at 149.7 miles. 
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Except under special conditions it is accessible only to jeeps or 


equivalent vehicles.


GEQIOGY 


The Copper Spot claims Nos. 1 to 5 are in the upper (Brushy 


Basin) member of the Jurassic Morrison formation. According to 


Stokes, W. L. and Holmes, C. N. (Geology of portions of the High 


Plateaus and Adjacent Canyon Lands, Central and South-Central Utah, 


Intermountain Association of Petroleum Geologists, Fifth Annual 


Field Conference, 19511, p. 38-39) the Morrison is underlain by the 


Stumnerville formation and the Bluff sandstone. A conglomerate near 


the western edge of Copper Spot No. 2 is believed to be the Buckhorn 


conglomerate of the Cretaceous Cedar Mountain formation (see reference 


above, Katich, Jr., P. J., pp. 1l2_113). Although well exposed in, a 


canyon just north of the claims, the various units of the Morrison 


could not be distinguished during the examination because of a 


heavy coating of "paint" washed down from soft red shale and mud-


stones above. On claim no. 2 large amounts of shale with red and 


green cbert and dinosaur bones correlate well with the typical 


Brushy Basin member of the region. 


The claims are on the southwest flank of the Last Chance anti-


dine. The beds locally strike south to southeast and dip 150 


westerly. No faulting is known in the area. 


3
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Three prospects were examined (fig. 2). A 20-foot prospect 


adit (not on the applicants property) located about 100 feet north 


of the Copper Spot No. 5 claim boundary contained small amounts of 


autunite, torbernite, and carnotite at the bottom of an 18-inch shale 


bed. The uranium minerals coated fractures in the lower 5 inôhea of 


the bed for lateral distances of about 15 feet. Several small shipments 


were reportedly made from this prospect but the grade is believed to 


have been less than 0,20 percent U308. A 5-inch channel sample cut 


across the uranium-bearing layer assayed 0.503 percent U308. The 


applicant believed that the uraniumvóuld extend under his property. 


However, there is no geologic evidence indicating that this mineralized 


zone continues beneath the applicant's property. A second propsect 


is in an area, containing dinosaur bones. The bones gave readings of 


1. 1/2 times background on a Geiger counter but no uranium minerals 


were seen. The third propsect s in shale on a slope near the angle 


of repose for the shally franents. disengaged from bedrock. Thin 


beds or seams apparently contain small quantities of secondary copper 


minerals. No noticeable reaeion was registered by the counter at 


this pro$pect.


CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS 


At the Copper Spot claims small quantities of secondary uranium 


minerals occur in thin shale beds and in dinosaur bones in the Brushy 


li.
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Basin member of the Morrison formation. No structural controls for 


localization of the occurrences can be seen nor can the source of the 


uranium be determined. 


Because of the small size and low grade of the occurrences and 


the lack of structural controls, it is doubtful if significant deposits 


of uranium can be found • It is therefore reconmiended that the appli-


cation for DIVIEA, assistance be denied.
