The claims lie in the area between the Green and Colorado
Rivers and cover the surface and slopes of Dead Horse Point.

The Moss Back member, the lower unit of the Upper Triassic Chinle
formation, forms a prominent ledge of red, fine-grained sandstone,
averages about LO feet in thickness, and crops out half way up the
Dead Horse Point cliff. At no place on the Applicant's claims does
the Moss Back member chammel markedly into the underlying red-brown
Moenkopi formation, and no gray alteration of the Moenkopi immediately
under the Moss Back could be seen. The Moss Back near its northern
limit or "pinch-out", as at Dead Horse Point, is commonly unfavorable
for uranium deposition. The Chinle formation above the Moss Back
menber is about 300 feet thick.

“The only prodvuction in the vicinity of the property has been
from the Massey Channel (in the Moss Back) of the Lisbon Valley Uranium
Corporation, 2200 feet northeast from the property.

‘ In the opinion of the examining team, the scattered,
lenticular nature of the uranium deposits at different stratigraphic
position within the lower third of the Chinle does not suggest the
possibility that an ore body of sufficient size might be found to
justify the expenditure to construct the access road and drifting.
Therefore, it is recommended that the application should be denied.

Subject: Recommendation for field examination
DMEA Docket4493 (Uranium-copper), Anticline Uranium, Inc.,
(D.P.H. and Ruby_cleims), Grand_and San Juan Counties, Uteh

Anticline Uranium, Inc., applied to the Defense Minerals
Exploration Administration for aid in exploring the D.H.P. and Ruby
group of claims in sections 31, T. 26 S., R. 20 E., and sections 4, 5,
6, and 8, T. 27 S., R. 20 E., Grand and San Juan Counties, Utah.

The subject claims lie in the inter-river area between the

Green and Colorado rivers. Rocks exposed in the area consist of about
2200 feet of sedimentary beds that range in age from Pennsylvanian to
Jurassic. The potential ore-bearing horizon is in the basal part of
the Chinle formation of Triassic age. The Chinle formation is underlain
unconformably by the Moenkopi formation. and overlain by the Wingate
sandstone. The Wingate sandstone and the overlying Kayenta formation
crop out as a vertical cliff as much as 400 feet high. The Chinle forma-
tion forms a steep boulder-strewn slope. Because of excessive topographic
~development in the vicinity of the subject. claims preparation of drill
sites and access roads is costly. Drilling depths behind the Kayenta-
Wingate cliff may be as much as 720 .feet. The applicant's proposed ex-
ploration project, therefore, does not include exploratory drilling but
consists of 2500 feet of access road building and rim stripping, and

800 feet of exploratory drlf%lng costing an estimated total of $26,022.

The few known uranium deposits in the area are generally
small and scattered and consist of seams and pods of mineralized material
contained in sandstone and conglomeratic beds which fill channels scoured
into the top of the Moenkopi formation. The potential ore-bearing horizon
is in the lower part of the Moss Back member of the Chinle formation. The
Moss Back member rests directly on the Moenkopi formation. The Shinarump
member, which elsewhere is the basal member of the Chinle formation, is

absent in the area. It wedges out between Indian Creek and Elk Ridge

to the south. The Moss Back and Shinarump members are part of a sedi-
mentary onlap sequence of beds that pinch out from south to north. The
Moss Back member is about 200 feet above the Shinarump member in the Elk
Ridge. area.

The Atomic Energy Commission conducted a geologic reconnaissance

~ in the inter-river area and found that the district was‘iot worthy of

further investigation for uranium deposits. A U. S. Geological field
team presently conducting a geologic mapping project in the area also
concluded that the area is generally unfavorable for significant uranium
deposition. =

According to the applicant, a small amount of drilling and road
building has been done on the claims. The results of this work were not
included in the application. There are no known ore reserves on the
claims and no uranium ore has been produced. However, the Lisbon Valley
Uranium Company has shipped 1876 tons of ore averaging 0.28. percent U3Og
from the Massey channel deposit about 3500 feet northeast of the subject
claims.

Although the applicant's property is in an area which is known to
be generally unfavorable for significant uranium deposits, a field examina-
tion is probably warranted because the property is relatively near the
Massey channel deposit. It is recommended, therefore, that a field
examination be made.
