The property was examined on March 5, 1957 byva DMEA examiﬁing
team consisting of H. F. Robertson, U. S. Bureau of Mines, and W. B.
Gazdik, U. S. Geological Survey. Mr. Bo G. Mayhew, consultihg
geologist, representedvthe applicant° Five unpatented lode mining
claims comprise the proﬁerty»included in theAapplicant‘s‘propdsed
expioration project.

LOCATION, TOPOGRAPHY, AND PHYSICAL FEATURES

The Edna claims Nos. 1, 2, 3, 4, and 5 are located in thé Bowknot'
Bend area on the Green River in T. 25 SO,IR' 17 E., S.L.P.M., Grand
County, Utah (figure 1). v?he claims 1lie on a steép slope on the east
side of the river and cover pért of the top of Spring Canyon Point.
Altitudes range from river level - 3,950 feet - to about 4,900 feeto‘
Abrupt cliffs and steep, boulder-strewn'slopes border the Green River
and make access to the area very difficult. ,

The subject claims are reached from Moab, Utah by traveling
11.8 miles northwest on U. S. Highway 160, thence southwesterly for
about 30 miles over couﬁty and AEC maintained roads to the east bank
of the Green River, thence about 2 miles easterly on a bulldozer road
.paralleling the river. The area is not accessible by road during wet
weather.

The nearest source of supplies, as well as the nearest uranium
processing plant, is Moab, Utah, about 43 miles to the east.

The clihate is semi-~arid with annual precipitation of 9 to 10
inches. Localized downpours cause "flash" runoffs that occasionally
wash‘out access roads and leave them impassable for séveral days at
a time, occur during August. Snowfall during the winter months is

sparse.





Vegetation is very thin and most of the area has sparse soil
cover. Sagebrush and other types of desert plants are found on the
lowlands with scrub pinon and juniper trees on higher rocky slopes.

Occasional cottonwoods grow along the river bottom.

HISTORY, PRODUCTION, AND OWNERSHIP

The mining history of the district is comparativeiy recent due
to its inaccessibility for prospecting. An organized expedition was
sponsored by the.Excalibur Uranium Corporation and the area was
systomatically examined from river camps serviced by boat and plane.
Discovery<of uranium-bearing outcrops and zones of radiometric activity
‘was made along the Moss Back rim outcrop. This prompted claim staking
and the otart of an access road over the Wingate rim and down Spring
Canyon to the Green River. The road has oince been extended northerly
' along the river to the applicant's‘propert.y°
_ Production from the vicinity of tho éubjoot claims has been small,
consiotiog of about 450 tons averaging 0.24 percent U30g from the
Excalibur Uranium Corporation Danise No. 1 adit. According to AEC
reserve records, there are no moasurable reserves left in the mine.
It was not operating at the time of the examination and no production
has been credited to it since July 1956. |

Thé applicant reports the production of 255 tons of mineralized
rock from tho Edna No. 3 claim. ‘However, - only 88 tons of the total ton-

‘nagé'shipped was accepted by the mill and the remainder was rejected becauso

:PRESENT‘STATUS
Exploration and Degelogmegt’
The property has been pértly‘explored by a limited amount of
drifting and drfiliing° According to the application, 16 holés out

of a total of 20 holes drilled on the Edna No. 3 claim cut ore-gradé

material. An incline'was‘sunk to the ore horizon and & drift about
130 feet long was.driven to the indicated ore Eodies. Subsequent.
shipments failed to substantiate the mineralization indicated by the
drili-holes. A1l shipmentg ﬁere made'during September and October,
1956, and operations were shut‘aown in November 1956. The mine was

not operating at the time of the examination in March 1957.

Mining Fquipment and Other Facilitieg
Mining equipment bn the propérty when examined consisted of a
gasoline single-drum hoist, one ore-car and steel-constfucted ore
bin. Other facilities consisted of a small frame cabin and an 18-foot

housetrailer.

GEQLOGY

The rocks eXposed in the Qiciﬁity of the applicant's claims
consist‘of continental sediments that dip 1 to 2° to the northﬁest.A
Thééé formations are, in ascending order, the Moenkopi, Chinle and
Wiﬁgate of Triassic age and the Kayenta and Navajo of Jhrassié ége
(£ig. 2). |

The Moenkopi formatioh is épmposed of efenly bedded silty sand-
"stone, siltstone an& shale that are chocolate-brown to red;brown.

Locally the top few feet of the formation is partially altered to
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greenish gray or light gray. Only the upper few feet of the Moenkopi
formation is exposed in tﬁe vicinity of the applicantfs property. The
top of the Moenkopi is génerally characterized by an erosional uncon-~
formity of regional extent. The few known uranium deposits in the
area occur in the overlying Moss Back member of the Chinle formatiog.
Thé Moss Back member consists predominantly of'lighf gray, medium
to medium fine-grained lenticular sandstone beds with lesser amounts
of grayish-greén‘mudsfone, siltstone and conglomeratic beds. Most of-
the pebbles confained in the conglomeratic beds are limestone pebbles

but locally small amounts of mudstone and siltstone pebbles are
present. Silicified and carbonized fossil logs are scattered throﬁgh
the member and some of the woody material is richly replaced by
uranium minerals. In the viciﬁity of the applicant's property the
Moss Back member varié:iigZut‘BO to 50 feet in thickness,. The léﬁti-
cular sandstone beds thicken and thin abruptly, largely as a result

of the underlying erosional surface of the Moenkopi formation. Else-
where channels, scoured into the top of the Moenkopi and filled with
Moss Back sediments, are important features related to localization of
ére bodies. However, during the course of the field ex§mination no

definite scour and fill features were observed in the vicinity of the

applicant's property where the contact was exposed.





Thebess Back member grades into overlying Chinle beds composed
of interbedded reddish-brown sandstone, siltstone and mudstone that
crop out as a steep slope broken by sahdstone ledges. In contrast to
the slope-forming Chinle beds, the overiying Wingate formation consists
of a'massive, crossbedded'reddish-buff sandstone that forms cliffs
as much as 300 feet high capped by irregularly bedded, slabby Kayenta
sandstﬁne and siltstone beds. Erosional remﬁants of the Navajo sand-
stone are preserved on some of the surrounding mesas séme distance

away from the danyon walls.

ORE DEPOSITS

Known uranium.deposits‘in the general vicinity'of the applicant's
claims are relativeiy small and scattered, and consist of thin discon-
tinuous seamé and small pods of mineralized material restricted to
the lower part of the Moss Back member. The ore-bearing rock is sand-
stone or conglqmeraté imprggnated with uranium-vanadium minerals.
Smaller amounts of ufanium—vanadium minerals are concentrated in
siltstone and mudstonq‘Qﬁ‘réplace carbonaceous fragments and woody
material. | |

 According to the spplicant, 16 of a total of 20 holes drilled

on the claims cut ore-grade materisl. Spbsequent mining operaﬁions
on the Edna No. 3 claim produced_only 88 tbns of ore-grade material

out of a total of 255 tons shipped, The acceptable ore averaged about
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0.08 percent U3O8'and.0.90 percent V505 although one teﬁ-ton lot
averaged 0.21 bercentﬁU308. A detailed examindtion of the small
workings on the Ednﬁ No. 3 indicates that this production came from

relatively thin discontinuous ‘seams and small pods of mineralized

rock. The ore-grade material appeared to be mined out. Thin seams

of mineralized material wére obsefved‘along the walls of the main
drift but several shallow eross~cuts were apparently driven through
barren rock.

A further indication of the small size and erratic distribution
of ore deposits in the general vieinity are the poor results of two
DMEA loans granted to the Excalibur Uranium Corporation to explore
property about 1~1/2 miles southeast of the applicant's claims.
Results of work performed under DMEA 1896 were negative while explora-
tory wofk under DMEA 1631 apparently disclosed, what at the time,
appeared to be a deposit of 1,832 tons. ‘However, AEC production
records indicate that minable ore'reserves were depleted afﬁer 450
tons of'ore averaging'0.24 percent U308 were produced from a series
of small adifs and gopher holes. Because the ferry across the Green
River was not operating the Execalibur UraniumlCorporation property
was not visited by the examining team. No mireralized trends are
apparent in the:area and where present, the small ore bodies appear

to have an-erratic spatial distribution.





ORE RESERVES
There are no measurable ore reserves on or near the applicant's

property.

. PROPOSED EXPLORATION

The applicant's proposed exploration program éonsists of 5,060
feet of non~core and core drilling, ﬁnd 400 feet of exploratory
drifting. The drill holes would be between the present working face
aﬁd the Wingate cliff to the southeast on 100-foot centers. The holes
would bé.iaid out in northeast trending fences approximatelj parallel
to the‘end—iines of the claims and would be confined to the Edna claims
Nos.'é and 3. The program is designed to explore the mﬁst favorable
appeariﬁg Chinle séction in the area which is most accessible to the
present workings on Edna No. 3. The aﬁplicant proposes to do the
drifﬁing andAdrilling simultaneously, however, the location of the
drifting would be governed by the results being obtained by the‘drill-
ing. | |

The feﬁ known uranium déposits in the vicinity bf‘ﬁhéfﬁpplicéntfs
6laims are small and séattered, Although the.Mbss Back mqmber is
expoéed for many miles by numerous canyons in the inter-river area
between the Green and Colprado Rivers rather exteﬁsivg prospgcting
. by pri&ate industry and governmént agencies failed to disclose uranium
deposits of significant size and grade. Thevope bodies that have been
.found tend to be small pods and seams of low-grade material that
cannét'ﬁe‘mined 9conomica11y° It is concluded that the chances of
: finding ore deposits of sigﬁifiéant's;ze and grade on the applicant's
property are poor. Denial of the application under'Docket DMEA 4566

is recommended.

If the Field. Team has no specific data on the subject claims
it probably would be well to evaluate the Chinle sandstones on the
property through field examination. Referral to the Field Team for
appropriate action is recommended. _ _

Columbis Uranium, Inc., has applied for DMEA assistance on
the Edna Nos. 1, 2, 3, 4 and 5 claims located in the Bowknot Bend areag
on the Green River in T. 25 8., R. 17 E., Grand County, Utah. The ap-
plicant'!s proposed project consists of 3,480 feet of non-core drilling,
1,580 feet of core drilling and 40O feet of exploratory drlftlng at a
total estimated cost of $32,730.00.

The subject claims are located in an area where known uranium
deposits are small and scattered. These deposits are restricted to the
basal Moss Back member of the Triassic Chinle formation. The Atomic
Energy Comm1531on conducted a geologic reconnaissance in the area and
concluded that the district was not worthy of ‘continued investigation.

A U. S. Geologlcal Survey mapping team that worked in the area for the
past several years also decided that the potential of the area 1s poor.

The Excalibur Uranium Corporation was granted DMEA assistance
to explore property near the applicant's claims under docket Nos. l63l
and 1896 A relatively small deposit of 1,832 tons was found by exploratory
work under docket No. 1631, but results of work under docket 1896 were
negative. Another DMEA project (Docket 22]0) explored property seven
miles south of the applicant's claim with negative results. An applica-
tion (Docket 4O54) for DMEA assistance to explore adjoining claims in this
area was denied because of the small size and low frequency of known ore
deposits.

The unit price of several items of work in the appli-
cant's cost estimate are high and the use of equipment for the proposed
underground exploration is charged as a rental item at a high rate, even
though it is owqg@ by the applicant.
