This Division reqiested additiorialinformation in letters, dated Jan. i1, 
Feb • 19, and Mar. 19, 1957. None of our letters were 
answered. However, on April 12, Mr. Wallace visited the 
Division office and requested additional time to submit 
the information. At that time the Division office was not 
aware that a field examination of the property had been made. 


The Field Team examiners were in the claim area on other 
DMEA work, therefore, in company with Melvin C. Johnson, 
one of the partners, examined the subect property on 
March 19, 1%?. 


The Field Team Report of examination was received April 22, 1957. 


Work Proposed: 


The Applicant apparently contemplated a combination of drilling 
from the surface and drifting from the northernmost adit to explore 
the property. No estiites of foot1ages or costs were subipitted eçcept 
possibly 3000' of drilling @ $2.00/ft. and 1000' of drifting @ 30fft. 


Excerpts from Field Team Report: 


The D & R claims are located in Red's Canyon on the west flank of 
the San Rafael Swell. Ore deposits in the area are found in the 
basal Moss Back member of the Triassic Chinle formation and are 
restricted to channels and scours where the Moss Back lies on or 
within a few feet of the top of the underlying Moenkopi. 


The outcrop pattern of the Moss Back exposed on the property is 
such that a channel or scour could be observed if it were present. 
Three adits have been driven on the property and some drilling was 
done.

The southernmost adit appears to be in a remnant of a scorn' and 
some mineralized material is present. The westerly projecting 
finger of Moss Back in which the main adit is located, however 
is small and has been explored by both drifting and drilling without 
finding are-grade material. The other two adits are as much as 10 
feet above the base of the Moss Back and no channel or scour can be 
seen. No radioactivity was detected in the middle adit and the• 
radioactivity in the northernmost adit was only slightly above 
background. 


The AEC mapped the above workings and sampled each adit. Assay 
results indicated mineralization ranging fran 0.002 to 0.03% 
U308. The Lucky Strike mine about 2,S00 feet west of the subject 
property produced 9,011 tons of 0.22% U08 ore. However, the 
apparent ore trend of the Lucky Strike aepos it is in a northerly 
direction and not toward the D & R claime. 


The Field Team and field examiners conclude that there is little 
possibility that sigiificant ore deposits will be found on the 
claims, and therefore, recommend thatthe application be denied.

A review of the field exarninei's report indicates that there 
is little possibility that ore 'deposits will be found in th.e 
Moss Back. underlying the claim area as there is no evidence of 
channelling into the Noenkopi. 


Conclusion and Recommendations: 


This Division agrees with the findings of the field examiners and 
concurs in the Field Team's recommendation to deny the subject 
application.

Subject: Review of Field Team Report. 


The applicants requested assistance in exploring for 
uranium minerals in the Chin].e formation. They have done consid-. 
erable work in beds well above the favorably regarded MosBack 
beds. The latter beds are well exposed and no significant4eposit 
has been found, The adit work in the beds aS re the Moss Back has 
failed to find ore and the radioactivity in the adit is low and 
not suggestive of ore. 


Inasmuch as there are nchannels, scours or other 
favorable indications of ore making conditions visible in and near 
the well exposed Moss Back-Moenkopi contact and work in the Chinle 
above the Moss Back has resulted unfavorably, the examiners and 
the Field Team conclude the chances of discovering uranium deposits 
of significant size are poor aM recommend that the application be 
denied.


I concur with the recommendation.

INTRODUCTION AND SUMMARY 


The partnership of W. J. Wallace, G. D. Commons, and M.C. Johnson 


applied for DMEA assistanceto explore for uranium on the D & R group 


of claims in Enery County, Utah0 


The original application did not outline a specific exploration 


program and estimate of costs thereof but appears to propose a program 


of core driiling . from the surface and the extension of a drift to

The property was examined on March 1 1957, by a DMEA examining 


team consisting of Howard F. Albee, U. S. Geological Survey and H. F.

The fifteen D & R claims are located in Red's Canyon on the west 


flank of the San Rafael Swell.

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Known uranium deposits in the vicinity of the áppliçant's property 


are found in the basal Moss Back member of the Triassic qhinle formation 


and are restricted to channels and scours where the Moss Back lies on or 


within a few feet of the top of the Moenkopi.

LOCATION, TOPOGRAPHY, AND PHYSICAL FEATURES 


The claim group which the applicant proposes to explore lies on 


the west flank of the San Rafael Swell. The claims are located in 


Red's Canyon, approximately 65 miles from Green River, Utah (fig. 1). 


The. area is .unsurveyed, but the claim group appears to lie in sections 


5 and 6, T. 24 S., R. 9 E,, S,L.B'0M,, &ery County, Utah. Good dirt 


S roads lead from Temple Mountain, Utah, to the property, a distance of 


30 miles.

was active at the time of the examination, The production rate has 


•	 been irregular due to the scattered occurrence of uranium ore bodies 


of commercial grade.

PRESENT STATUS



Exrlorati pn and Development 


There has been no planned explorati6n program attempted on the 


property. The three adits can probably be classed as exploratory 


since they'were apparently following mineralized showings in from 


the rim • No specific direction was followed in driving these ad its. 


The AEC has mapped the workings and prepared a repqrt in which they' 


give the property no reserves nor do they, recommend further work. 


However, the mining was; done without engineering and geologic guidance 


and mostly in intrafórmat ional , scour 's as much as 40 feet above the base 


of the Mogs Back member' of the Triassic Chinle formation. All ore in 


the area has been found in the base of the Moss Back member.

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GEOLOGY 


The property lies on the western, lesser dipping flank of the 


San Rafael Swell, which is a large, northerly trending, asymmetric 


dome0 The rocks in the vicinity of the claims strike N. 300_400 E., 


and dip -about 20 northweSt. The general area contains many faults, 


one of which crosses the claim area between the southernmost and the 


middle adits (fig0 2) 


The oldest rocks exposed in the area are those of the Moenkopi 


formation which consists of regularly bedded, ripple marked red silt-


stone. The Moenkopi is overlain by the Chinle formation which is 


divided into three members. The lowest member is the Monitor Butte 


which consists of purple and red mudstone, The Monitor Butte is 


overlairi by the Moss Back member which consists of poorly sorted 


sandstone and conglomerate. The Moss Back grades into the red shale 


of the overlying Church Rock member, The Wingate sandstone forms a 


sheer cliff immediately above the Chinle formation (fig. 2). 


The Moss Back sandstone is the ore host- and significant ore.

the Monitor Butte member has been eroded and Moss Back sandstone lies 


on or within a few feet of the base of the Monitor Butte member.

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ORE DEPOSITS 


There are no known ore deposits on the property0 The claims have 


been worked extensively with negative results by drifting from three 


adits and some drilling has been done, also with negative results, in 


the area between the southernmost adit and the middle adit. 


Inasmuch as every known deposit in either the Moss Back or the 


Shinarump is in a channel or scour, the primary requisite for indicating 


the possibilIty of an ore body on a property is the presence of a 


channel or scour. The strike of these features in the area of the 


claims 'is northerly as indicated by information of U. S. G. S. and AEC 


geologists. 


The outcrop pattern of Moss Back on the property is such 'that a 


channel or a scour could be observed If it were present.

The AEC prepared a short report in which they gave the property no 


reserves and recommended no further work. Although the work, on 


which the AEC reported, was done well above the base of the Moss Back, 


probably no better results could have been obtained at the base due to 


the lack of channeling .or scouring.

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PROPOSED EXPLORATION 


The applicant submitted a very unspecific proposal for an explora-. 


tion project. They apparently contemplate a combination of drilling 


'rom the surface and drifting from the northernmost adit in an attempt 


to discover significant deposits of uranium ore. No estimate of 


footage or costs involved was submitted by the applicant. 


No attempt is made by the examining team to design an exploration 


program because they consider the property not worthy of exploration 


with DA assistance and will recoend denial of the application. 


CONCLUSIONS AND REC?4MENDATIONS 


All Information regarding the results of work done on the property 


is unfavorable. Although the property lies about 2,500 fee.t southeast-


erly from the Lucky Strike mine, there is no indication that. a comparable 


ore deposit might be found on the applicant's claims. 


During the inspection of the property, the examining team noted 


no channels, scours, or other favorable criteria at the base of the Mosg 


Back which might indicate the presence of uranium ore deposits. The 


examining team questions the applicant's supposition that the structure 


a few hundred feet north of the northernmost adit Is a. true fault which 


would affect the deposition of uranium in any way0 The AEC has done 


much work in the area and many faults have been mapped, however, no 


faulting is shown at that jàrticular place in the area. It is also

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noted that the applicant's theory of fault-controlled ore bodies in 


this area is not supported by mining and exploration which has been 


done in the vicinity of the D & R claims0 


It is concluded that the chances of discovering uranium deposits 


of significant size on the applicant's property are poor. The examining

This may, of course, be due to the location 
of most of the work well above the base of the ore bearing member of 
the hinle.


The Moss Back that crops out on the property lies about 2,500 
feet southeasterly from the Lucky Strike mine. The Lucky Strike had. 
produced about 10,177 tons of ore through October 1956. Part of the ore 
was so low grade as to be unprofitable and. part of it assayed well above 
0. 30 percent U08. The average grade for the total shipments has not 
been determinea but .t the time when the shipments totaled 7,973 tons the 
average grade was 0.28 percent U0 and 0.07 percent VOç with little or 
no penalty for lime content.
