Om April 4, 1958, the Government issued
a certification of discovery or development in connection with this
exploration project. Thus, the Government is entitled to royalty on
the value of any production of minerals from the property for e period
of 10 years from the date of the contract (until June 3, 1967) or until
the amount of the Government's participation in the exploration costs
has been repaid without interest, whichever occurs first. The Govern-

ment's participation in the exploration costs amounted to $8,933.28.

Royalty reviews made by OME auditors found that $3,963.66 had

been paid to the Govermment by April 30; 1965, and the present review
has been limited to the period subsequent to that date. It was

found that the production and sales arrangement in effect April 30,
1965, was continued and that at the time of this review royalty

had been received as provided in the contract on settlements made

for the period through January 1966 and for the month of

June 1966.

(¢) Reductions in costs.—The Operator shall account for and give the Government credit for any
incidental benefits, credits, or money received in the ordinary course of business in prosecuting the work
(as by salvage or sale of materials or equipment, furnishing of room or board, furnishing of power or
services to third persons, rebates or discounts on purchases, etc.), in the same ratio in which the Govern-
ment contributes to.costs; and such amounts shall be treated as a reduction in costs incurred so that
they are available for use within the limit of the original estimated total cost. This provision does not
apply to receipts from production which are subject to the Government’s percentage royalty under the
provisions of Article 8.8. See Article 13. ,

ARTICLE 7. Reports, accounts, audits.—(a) Operator’s records.—The Operator shall keep suit-
able records and accounts of the work performed and of any production in which the Government may
have an interest; and shall preserve those with respect to work performed for at least three years after
final payment by the Government, and those with respect to production for at least three years after any
obligation to pay royalties to the Government has terminated. The Government may inspect and audit
said records and accoupnts at any time, either by itself or by a certified public accountant. If the Gov-
ernment elects to audit said records and accounts relating to the exploration work by certified public
accountant, it may do so as a cost of the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Comptroller
General of the United States or his representative, until the expiration of said three-year periods, shall
have access to and the right to examine any pertinent books, documents, papers, and records of the
Operator. All of the Operator’s vouchers and records and accounts relating thereto and the Govern-
ment’s payments thereof remain subject to adjustment until final audit by the Government.

(¢) Final report.—Upon completion of the work or termination of the Government’s obligation to
contribute to costs, the Operator shall furnish the Government with five copies of a final report (in
addition to the final progress report and voucher). This final report shall include a geological and engi-
neering evaluation of the results of the work performed under the contract with an estimate of the ore
- reserves resulting from such work, complete assay data, adequate geological and engineering maps or
sketches, and a summary of the work performed and related costs incurred.

(d) Report of sales—The Operator shall provide the Government with suitable accounting and
documentary evidence covering all production to which the Government’s percentage royalty relates, such
as copies of smelter or concentrator settlement sheets, and certified accounts of production and sale or
other disposition of production. ‘

(e) Compliance with requirements.—If in the opinion of the Government any of the Operator’s
reports, records, or accounts are insufficient or incomplete, or if the Operator fails to make them, the
Government may procure the making or completion of such with suitable attachments as an expense of
the work to which the Operator shall contribute. The Government may withhold approval and payment
of any vouchers relating to insufficient or incomplete reports, records, or accounts.

ARTICLE 8. Repayment by Operator.—(a) Certification.—If the Government considers that a
discovery or development from which production may be made has resulted from the work, the Govern-
ment, at any time not later than six months after a sufficient final report and final account (see Article
7) has been rendered, may so certify in writing to the Operator. Such certification shall describe broadly
or indicate the nature of the discovery or development.

(b) Royalty on production.—The Operator, as principal if the Operator is the producer, or as surety
if the Operator is not the producer, shall pay to the Government a royalty on all minerals mined or
produced from the land, as follows: (1) regardless of any certification of discovery or development,
from the date of the contract until the lapse of the time within which the Government may make such
certification, or until the total net amount contributed by the Government without interest is fully repaid,
whichever occurs first; or (2) if the Government makes a certification of discovery or development,
within a period of ten years from the date of the contract, or until the total net amount contributed by
the Government without interest is fully repaid, whichever occurs first. :

(¢) Basis for computation.—The Government’s royalty shall be a percentage of the gross proceeds
(including any bonuses, premiums, allowances, or other benefits) from the production sold, in the form
sold (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), at the point of delivery (the f. o. b. point) ; except, that
charges of the buyer arising in the regular course of business, and shown as deductions on the buyer’s
settlement sheets, on account of the cost of treatment processes performed by the buyer, sampling and
assaying to determine the value of the production sold, and freight paid by the buyer to a carrier (not
the Operator), shall be allowed as deductions in arriving at the “gross proceeds” as that term is used
herein. Any costs of treatment processes, sampling or assaying, or transportation, performed or paid
by the Operator or by anyone other than the buyer, are not deductible in arriving at the “gross proceeds”
as that term is here used. The term “treatment processes,” as here used, means those processes (such as
milling, concentrating, smelting, refining, or equivalent) applied to the crude ore or other production after
it.is extracted from the ground, to put it into a commercially marketable form ; excluding fabricating or
manufacturing. ‘

(d) Unsold production.—If any production (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent), after the lapse
of six months from the date the ore was extracted from the ground, remains neither sold nor used by
the Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations (for instance, if it is stockpiled),
the Government, at its option, as long as it so remains, may require the computation and payment of
its royalty on the value of such production in the form (ore, concentrates, metal, or equivalent) it is in
when the Government elects to require computation and payment. If any production is used by the
Operator in integrated manufacturing or fabricating operations before the Government makes its elec-
tion, the Government’s royalty on such production shall be computed on the value therof in the form in
which and at the time when it is so used. “Value” as here used means what is or would be gross income
from mining operations for percentage depletion purposes in Federal income tax determination, or the
market value, whichever is greater. ‘ ' :

(e) Percentages of royalty.—The percentages of the Government’s royalty shall be as follows:

(f) Time for computation and payment.—The Government’s royalty shall be computed and paid
currently upon each lot sold, held, or used in integrated operations, as the case may be, as above provided
in this article. ‘ .

(g) Lien for payment.—To secure the payment of its percentage royalty, there is hereby granted to
the Government a lien upon the land or -the Operator’s interest in the land and upon any production of
minerals therefrom, until the royalty claim is extinguished by lapse of time or is fully paid.

(h) Notice to purchasers—The Operator shall give notice of the Government’s claim for royalty
to any purchaser of the production, and shall authorize and direct such purchaser to pay the royalty
directly to the Government and to furnish the Government with copies of the settlement sheets. If the
records of any production and sales or other disposition of production, whether the production is by the
Operator or by others, are not made available to the Government, the amount of the royalty may be
estimated by the Administrator, Defense Minerals Exploration Administration, or his successor, and his
estimate thereof shall be final and binding upon the Operator.

(i) No obligation to produce.—Nothing in this contract is to be construed as imposing any obligation
on the Operator or the Operator’s successor in interest to engage in any production operations.

Interests in purchased property.—(a) Title and ownership.—All costs under this
contract shall be incurred by the Operator in the Operator’s own name and for the Operator’s own
account; but any property acquired to the cost of which the Government contributes shall belong to the
Operator and the Government jointly in proportion to their respective contributions, although title thereto
shall be taken in the name of the Operator. : '

(b) Preservation of property.—Until the final disposal of any property in which the Government
has an interest the Operator shall preserve and protect same for the best interest of the Government, any
reasonable and necessary costs thereof to be treated as an allowable cost of the project. After the com-
pletion of the work or termination of the Government’s. obligation to contribute, or when such property
is not in use for or needed for the work, the Operator shall neither use it without the written consent of
the Government nor without paying a reasonable rental to be fixed by the Government for its interest.

(¢) Disposal of property.—Upon the completion of the work or termination of the Government’s
obligation to contribute to costs, or when the property is no longer needed for the work, the Operator
shall promptly dispose of salable or salvageable property in which the Government has an interest for
the joint account of the Government and the Operator, either by return to the vendor, by sale to others,
or purchase by the Operator or the Government at a price at least as high as could be obtained from
others, unless the Government in writing waives its interest in any such property. Without advance
approval of the sales price by the Government the Operator shall not sell at any price any item of property
the cost of which was more than $500, and shall not sell at less than 25 percent of the purchase price any
item of property which cost $500 or less. The Government, in lieu of approving the sales price for any
such item, may itself purchase the item at the best price which the Operator is able to obtain or himself
cares to give. Property remaining upon any termination of the work shall be considered in groups or
categories (such as drill steel, or explosives, or pipe, or rails), and if the original cost of the remaining
unexpended portion of any such group or category is less than $50, the Government waives its interest
therein. If necessary to accomplish the disposal of any item the Operator shall dismantle and sever it
from the land, the cost thereof to be treated as a cost of the project.

(d) Default of the Operator re disposal.—If within 90 days after the completion of the work or ter-
mination of the Government’s obligation to contribute to costs, or after the property is no longer needed
for the work, or after such further time as the Government may in writing allow, the Operator has failed
to sell or otherwise liquidate or dispose of any property in which the Government has an interest, the
Government, at any time prior to final settlement under the contract, may pursue one of the following
two courses: (1) the Government, by written notice to the Operator, may place upon such property what
in its opinion is a fair valuation thereof, not in excess of the cost less 1.66 percent per month from the
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date such property was purchased under this contract to the termination of said 90-day period ; and such
property shall thereupon be considered and accounted for as having been purchased by the Operator at
the valuation so fixed by the Government; or (2) the Government may enter and take possession of such
~ broperty wherever it may be found, and remove and dispose of it for the joint account of the parties.

ARTICLE 10. Termination of the Government’s obligations.—(a) If in the opinion of the Govern-
ment operations at any time have failed to achieve anticipated results that indicate the probability of
making a worthwhile discovery, and in the opinion of the Government further operations are not justi-
fied, the Government may give the Operator written notice thereof, and thereupon: (1) the Government
shall be free of all obligation to.contribute to costs not then incurred other than such as may be allowable |
under the provisions of the contract as necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and accounting ; |
and (2) the Operator shall be free of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be

necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and accounting.

(b) If in the opinion of the Government the Operator is in any manner in default under the terms
of the contract, the Government may give the Operator written notice of such default with a specification
of reasonable time within which the default must be cured; and if the Operator fails to cure such default
as required, thereupon: (1) the Government shall be relieved of all obligation to contribute to costs not
incurred when the notice was given, other than such as may be allowable by the provisions of the contract
as necessary and incidental to winding up, reporting, and accounting; and (2) the Operator shall be free
of all obligation to prosecute the work other than such as may be necessary and incidental to winding up,
reporting, and accounting. The remedy provided for the Government in this paragraph “(b)” is in addi-
tion to any other remedy provided in this contract, and in addition to any other remedy the law may
provide for breach of contract. . :

(¢) The giving of any notice by the Government under the provisions of this Article 10 shall not
affect the Government’s rights as provided for in the contract with respect to a percentage royalty, and
such rights shall be fully preserved. :

ARTICLE 11. Notices to be given by the Government may be delivered to the Operator, or may be
sent by registered mail addressed to the Operator at his mailing address stated in this contract. If
mailed, notices are deemed to have been delivered five days after the date of mailing.

ARTICLE 12. Officials not to benefit—No member of or delegate to Congress or resident commis-
sioner shall be admitted to any share or part of this contract or to any benefit that may arise therefrom;
but this provision shall not be construed to extend to this contract if made with a corporation for its
general benefit.

The property concerned in this report consists of

The U,S, Géological Survey and private industry have

discovered several large commercial ore bodies by drilling

Location ahd Physiography

This group of three claims is located on the Utah-
Colorado border in the Paradox Mining District, La Sal
Creek area in Section 28, T 28 S, R 26 E, S,L,M., San Juan
County, Utah, and Section 10, T 47 N, R 20 W, N.W,P.H,,
Montrose County, Colorado. The claims are approximately two

miles from Utah State Highway 46 and Colorado Highway 90,

which is an all-weather improved gravel road, Numerous
drill roads built by the U.S, Geological Survey traverse
the area,

The property is approximately 46 miles from Moab, Utah
and 34 miles from Uravan, Colorado, Uranium mills are
located at Moab and Monticello, Utah and Grand Junction,
Uravan, and Naturita, Colorado., Mining supplies and
equipment are available at all of these towns,

- The La Sal Creek arda is typical of the "canyon and
mesa" country of the Colorado Plateau, The climate is
characterized by hot summers and cold winters with light
rainfall, The area in the vicinity of the property ranges
in elevation from 6000 feet to 7100 feet and is mostly
covered with cedar and pihon trees, Water from La Sal
Creek is plentiful for domestic, mining, and drilling use,

is covered by a block of 20 claims, that has a checker-

board arrangement, as far as ownership is concerned, In

most cases each individual claim is bounded by claims of

other ownership, There are no known conflicts on the

General Geology

The La Sal Creek area is on the south dipping slope
of the Paradox anticline near its junction with the
intrusive La Sal Mountains, Bip of the beds in the
iﬁmediate vicinity of the claims is from one to three de-

grees in a southerly direction, " Formations exposed range

from the Jurassic Navajo sandstone in lower La Sal Creek

to the Cretaceous Mancos shale on the upper benches, The
ore occurs in the Salt Wash sandstone member of the Jurassic
Morrison formation, The Salt Wash member consists 6f thick
lenticular sandstone channels interbedded with red and

gray mudstone. The most favorable horizon for ore deposits

is in the thick upper sandstone lens of this unit,

The ore occurs as large lenticular masses within the
thicker part of the sandstone channels, The long axis of
the individual ore bodies lies in a northwesterly direction,
while the trend of the favorable mineralized zone lies in
a northeasterly direction.

Grey Dawn mine has produced steadily since 1951; however,
no record of production is available,

Firefly mine owned by Stocke is being operated by Harley
Gardner under lease agreement, Original reserves are
reportedbto be as much as 25,000 tons,

Blue Creek Mining Company is producing ore from the Black

Hat claim, Original reserves calculated by the authors
showed 3995 tons of indicated reserves with an average
grade of 0,28 0308 and 1,17 V205, Inferred reserves
totaled 6308 tons of the same grade, Considerable drilling
has been done on'this property since tﬁe above reserves
were calculated; however, the results of this recent ex-

Te contract, granted June 3, 1957, authorized the expenditure
of $13,500.00 on the exploration by drilling of a claim underlain by the
Salt Wesh member of the Morrison formation (Jurassic). Part of the claim
falls within a twisty semi-defined favorably regarded belt within which
are developed uranium deposits and ore holes drilled by the U. S. Geological
Survey.

All of the 14 holes authorized were drilled at a cost of
$11,911.04 to which amount the Government contributed $3,933.28. Ore
grede material was found in 2 holes. A third hole, USGS LC 408, is also
an ore hole and the 3 ore holes are offset by 5 weakly mineralized holes,
but a barren hole centers the 3 ore holes and it is not permissible to infer
a triengular ore body having the 3 ore holes at the apices. Instead L4 one-
drill-hole indicated bodies are inferred. (One hole cut two ore bodies.)
The examiners estimate the reserves at 1,241 tons of 0.48% U308 and 1.27%
VgO material. As the ore is ebout 250 feet below the surface, its develop-
ment will probably be deferred until ore is found on ad.,joining properties
and a consolidated mining project is evolved.

The operator requested termination of the contract November U,
1957. Certification was recommended by the examiners November 29, 1957.
The Field Team did not concur. The accrued royalty is $8,933.28. Until
informed the cost of carrying the account will probably. greatly exceed
the amount that is likely to be recovered, I agree with the opinion of
the examiners. .

I recommend that the project be certified.

INTRODUCTION

Summary -

Strategic Minerals Exploration Company, P. O. Box 1648, Grand Junctionm,
Colorado, & partnership of 8 individuals, applied on January 4, 1957 for
Government assistance in exploration for uranium on 3 mining claims in the
La Sal Creek areg of San Juan County, Utah and Montrose County, Colorado.

The estimated cost of the applicant's proposed exploratidn progrem was
$46,649.60. Government participation at 75 percent would have been $31+,987.20.

_A field examination was made on February 26, 1957 by an examining team
consisting of M. H. Salsbury, U. S. Bureau of Mines, and W. B. Gazdik, U. S.
Geological Survey. They were accompanied by John I. Schumacher, the managing
partner for the applicent. |

Uranium deposits, in the vicinity of the property, occur within the top
sandstone unit of the Salt Wash member of the Morrison formation of Jura.s.sic
age and form an easteriy trending belt about 1,000 feet wide and several
miles&long along the north side of LaSal Creek. This belt crosses the
southern half of one claim where the ore:pea.ring sandstone unit lies at a
depth of about 250 feet.

The applicant’'s property rights consist of a lease on locsted cla.ims-

owned by the Mid-Continent Uranium Corporstion. The claim locations appeared






to be valid and the title satisfactory.

The applicant proposed to explore all three cla,imé s but the La Ray
claim and part of the Joan claim were located outside of the mineralized
belt which had been delimited by previous Geological Survey drilling. The
mineralized belt crossed the southern half of the third claim, the Ellé,
and the Geological Survey had drilled onejgré-hole on the claim.

The applicant proposed to drill a grid pattern on 200-foot centers
covering the north half of the Joan cleim and the southerly two-thirds of
the LaRay and Ella claims. A second stage of d.rilling to offset mineralized
holes on 100-foot centers was also proposed.

The only area on which exploration was considered to be Justified was
the south half of the Ella claim. The north’ernﬁpazt of the Joan claim w
within the favorable area, but it had been explored underground through an
adit tugnel driven to reach an adjoining property, and further exploration
did not appear to be Justified.

The examining team reconmgnded exploration requiring two stages of
drilliné with an estimated 5 ,100 feet of non-core and 1,700 feet of core
drilling in 20 holes on approximately 200-foot centers (Stage I) and
100-foot centers (Stage II). The maximum cost ﬁould have been $20,422.00.

Because of the small area involved, the Washington DMEA office con- l\
sidered that the recommended 2-stage program was too elaborate and the cost
of supervision for the time probebly required to complete the program wduld
be excessive because only one drill rig could be used advantageously. In
accordance with Washington's suggestions, the progrem was revised to one

stage with an estimated 3,570 feet of non-core drilling and 1,190 feet of






core drilling in 14 holes on 150-foot minimum centers , based on use of 2
drill rigs. The maximum cost was $13,500.00 with Government participation
at 75 percent being $10,125.00. Contract Idm-E 1096, incorporsting these
specifications, was signed on June 3, 1957.

Project work was started on June 26, 1957 and completed September 13,
1957. A total of 3,290 feet of non-core drilling and 1,147 feet of core
drilling in 14 holes was completed. Two ;holes penetrated ore grade material,
five others are mineralized, and 7 are barren as evalusted by the operé,tor.
By Geological Survey stendards two holes contain ore, 8 are mineralized, and
L are barren.

The operator requested termination of the project on November 4, 1957.
Inasmuch as the maximum amount of work allowed by the contract had been
performed terminstion was sutomatic.

The operator rendered & final report on November 11, 1957 and the Audit
and antract Division rendered a Report of Review dated November 18, 1957.
The total accepted cost of the project was $11,911.04. The Government's

share with 75 percent participation was $8,933.28.
CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMEENDATIONSV'

The project resulted in discovery of ore-grade material in 2 holes 3
which, with 1 ‘pfgviously drilled U.S.G.S. ore héle s form an equilateral ”
triangle 250 feet on a side. However, & fourth barren hole was drilled in \
the cexg,er of the triangle. The operator did not consider that a reserve

calculation was justified on the basis of drilling results. The DMEA examiners

The ore is apparently of & spotty nature, occurs at different horizons s
and does not in itself Justify a mining operation at the depth of the occur-

rence. However ’ it ma.y eventua.lly be mined in a coonperative venture covering

adjoining claims which also have an ore potentia,la The operator states in
the final report that an effort will be made to lease the a,d,joining claims

and continue exploration of the unit as a whole. For this ‘reason certif:l-

cation of the project as a discovery has b en recomended by the DMEA

examinezfe. The DMEA Field. Team, Region III has recommend.ed that no certi-
f;aa’qion be made. As of the date of this report, the Washington office
DMEA has not made a certification.

The proJect work was well managed and drilling perfoma.nce by Sprague f
and Henwood, Inc., the sub-contractor, was satisfactory.

Participation by the Government in any furtﬁer work on the. proi:erty is
not recommended. Further exploration by private parties appears to . be
Justified if a larger ares within the favorsble belt can be assembled in

one project.






LOCATION

The Ella cleim, subordinated for the DMEA proJject, lies mainly in
sec, 28, T. 28 S., R. 26 E., SIM, Sen Juan County, Utsh along the Utah-
Colorado state line (fig. 1). The southeast cornmer of the claim is in
Montrose County, Colorado.

The drilling area is on a dissected bench capped by Brushy Besin
sediments where prep_aration of drill sites was comparatively easy. A
few holes had to be relocated because of the presence of isolated Burro
Canyon sandstone boulders. The climate of the region is moderate and
surface operations are normally feasible nine months of the year, subJject
to few delays from adverse weather. | However, in the exceptionally wet
summer of 1957 » there were several periods of a week or more when drilling
operations were completely suspended becsuse of deep mud and there were
delays because of poor roaed conditions throughout the project.

The Elle claim is in the LaSal Creek area, easily accessible from
Moab, Utah, over 34 miles of hard-surfaced roads and 16 miles of gravelled
roads. The nearest major source of supplies is Grand Junctioix, Colorado,
115 miles northeast of Moab. Treatment plants for uranium-vanadium ores

are at Uravan, Colorado, 50 miles distant, Moticello, Utash, 60 miles distant,

and Grand Junction.






PROPERTY

The Ella claim was located as one of a contiguous group of claims by
J. B. Crowley, Willis Crowley and Wade Shupe on September 12, 1952 and
recorded on page 166 of Book 15 of the San Juan County records.  The
several locators divided the claims after a disagreement, and, because the
comparative worth of the claims was unknown, contiguous claims were not
apportioned to one individual. Ownership was therefore badly split up and
eventually was vested in three different companies. The Ells claim, and
the Joan and LaRay claims, on which DMEA exploration was proposed, were
purchased by John I. Schumacher who sold them to Mid-Continent Uranium
Corporation, from whom thé present operator holds a lease. The operator's
prope:q'.y rights appear to be valid and were considered sstisfactory for

the protection of the Government's lnterest.
HISTORY

Venadium has been mined in the LaSal Creek ares since before World
War I, but the current activity dates from 1948‘:“ Extensive drilling
exploration has been done both by private operators and by the Geologica.lh
Survey, and at least 6 substantial ore deposité end many other smaller ones
have been found. A number of mines are in operation currently. Total pro-
duction from mines within 2 miles of the Ella claim is around 50,000 tons
to date and is continuing.

Most deposits mined to date have been developed through adit tunnels

driven from the Salt Wash outcrops above LaSal Creek and tributary canyons.






All of the operations are small, from a few tons to 25 tons per day, end
actual mining is done by advancing headings the full width of the ore body
where this 1s possible, with a change to the usual room and pillar methods
in the larger sections. Rocker shovels, scraper loading and hand shoveling
are all used. Track haulage is generally used with hand tramming or small
compressed ailr, battery or diesel locomotives.

Where individual deposits occur at different levels within the seme
sandstone unit, sub levels must be used to mine them.

Ore deposits sﬁgg &8 those on the Ells claim are too far from the rim
to permit“d.evelopné;t by adit tunnel unless they can be worked in conjunction
with other deposits. Otherwise, a shaft operation is required, provided the

ore body is large enough to justify one.
GEOLOGY

The Ella claim lles in an area of gently folded sedimentary rocks,
bounded on the northeast by the Paradox salt anticline s on the southwest
by the Lisbon Valleylsalt anticline, and on the northwest by the LaSal
Mountein intrusives. In ascending order, the sedimentary formations exposed
in the vicinity of the Ella claim consist of the Navajo, Carmel, Entrada,
Summerville, and Morrison formations of Jurassic age and the Burro Canyon
and Dakota formations of Cretaceous age. DMEA exblora.tion on the Ella
claim was concerned solely with the Morrison formation, thus only the

Morrison formation will be described.






The Morrison formation is divided into 2 members, the Salt Wash member
and the overlying Brushy Basin member. The Salt Wash member is sbout 350
feet thick, and is composed of reddish brown mudstone with interbedded,
lenticular, light red to light gray, quartzose sendstone layers. At the
top of the Selt Wash member, broadly lenticular sandstones are interconnected
so as to form a persistent but complex layer of sandstone and intercalated
mudstone seams. This sandstone layer, at the top of the Salt Wash member,

contains nearly all the significent uranium deposits and is referred to as

the "ore-bearing sandstone". The ofs:pggggng\éaqggtgggnggggg\gpAtgu;oo
feet in thickness; it m;; be a single, msssive unit or be split into two or
more parts by interbedded mudstone layers which range up to 30 feet in thick-
ness. |

Figure 2 shows the coﬁplex nature of the ore-bearing sandstone on the
southern part of the Ella claim. Here, drill hole dats indicate that 3
superposed sandstone lenses constitute the ore-bearing sandstone. The upper
lens is about 30 feet thick on the southern part of the Ella claim and
appears to pinch out to the morth sbout in the middle of the cleim. The
middle sandstone lens is about 30 feet thick along the west side of thé
Elle claim and pinches out near the east side of the claim. To the north,
the middle lens mergesxﬁith the underlying lens. The bottom sandstone lens
is present over the entire southern part of the claim and reaches a meximum
_thickness of about 45 feet, near the southeast corner of the claim. In the
southwestern part of the claim the th;ee lenses are separated by mudstone

layers which renge from a thin film to ebout 10 feet in thickness, but in
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the southeastern part of the claim, where the middle lens is absent, the
upper and lower lenses are separated by as much as 30 feet of mudstone.
Because the middle and the lower sandstone lenses merge they are considered
as parts of the same unit. The ore-bearing sandstone then, consists of'two
parts, an upper sandstone and & lower sandstone, the lower sandstone being
composed of two closely associated lenses. Both the upper and the lower
sandstones have undergone uranium mineralizstion.

The overlying Brushy Basin member of the Morrison formastion is about
350 feet thick. It consists of bentonitic red-brown and green-gray mud-
stone with minor interbedded lenses of varicolored conglomerétic sandstone.

The Ella claim is located near the axis of a gentle fold, the LaSal
Creek syncline (fig. 3). On the property, sedimentary formations are nearly
horizontal, though dips up to 3 degrees southward are recorded s shorf-ais-
tance to the north of the property.

There are no faults known on the Ella claim, but a zone of major
faulting occurs along the flank of the Paradox salt anticline, about 3

miles northeast of the property.

ORE DEPOSITS AND RESERVES

Significant, known uranium deposits in the LaSal Creek ares occur in
the top sandstone layer, "ore-bearing sandstone", of the Morrison formation.
Commonly the ore-bearing sandstone is a single unit; however, where it is
divided into 2 or more parts, such as on the Ella claim, any of the parts

mey contain uranium ore deposits.
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In the LaSal Creek area most major known uranium deposits lie within
a discontinuous northeasterly trending belt several miles long and sbout
1,000 feet wide. Part of this favorable belt crosses the southern end of
the Elle claim (fig. 3). Within this belt the ore deposits range in size
from small pbds containing a few tons of ore to large tabular bodies con-
taining 30,000 tons of ore. No large ore deposits occur on the Ella
claim, but drill holes have renetrated at leas?_} small pods of ore.
Inferred ore reserves in these k4 pods are tabulated in table 1. The Ella
claim contains an inferred 1,241 tons of ore averaging 0.48 percent U30g
and 1.27 percent V205° The reserves are contained in 4 small ore defosits
(f1g. 2). Two of the deposits occur near the base of the bottom unit of
the ore-bearing sendstone; oné deposit occurs near the top of the bottom
unit; and one deposit occurs near the middle ofAtﬂe top unit of the ore-
bearing sandstone.

Because the uraniuﬁ-vanadium deposits are rather deeply buried and
are below the ground water table, they probsbly consist of minerals in
which the uranium and venadium are in a low valent state. The major min-
erals are probably uraninite, montroseite, corvusite, and coffinite.
Uranium-venadium minerals occur as impregnations of the sandstone and may
paftly replace Small masses of mudstone.

In their exploratory drilling project in the LaSal Creek area, members
of the U. S. Geological Survey found that the following features were useful

guldes to ore deposits:

1) Ore-bearing sandstone with an aggregate sandstone thickness of
30 or more feet, and light gray to light brown in color rather
than light red. |

2) Presence of carbonaceous material in the sandstone.

3) Presence of greenish gray mudstone, both within the ore-bearing
sandstone as pebbles and seams, and at the top or base of the
sandstone.

The best Indication of favorsableness for the occurrence of ore deposits
is obtailned by using all the guides together; however, the thickness of
greenish-gray mudstone at the base of the mineralized sandstone appears to
be the best single guide in the LaSal Creek area. Lithologic logs of holes
drilled in the LaSal Creek area by DMEA show that for barren holes the basal
greenish mudstone ranges from O to 3.2 feet in thickness and averages 0.8
feet in thickness. For mineralized holes the basal greenish grayl@udstone
ranges from O.4 to 4.4 feet in thickness end averages ;lg feet. In ore
holes (1 foot or more of material containing at least 0.20 percent U308) the
basal greenish gray mudstone ranges from 0.2 to 7.7 feet in thickness and
averages éé» feet. While the range in thiclmess of the basal greenish gray
mudstone is toé large to assign definite limits of favorableness, any hole
penetrating 2.5 feet or more of greenish gray mudstone at the base of the

ore-bearing sandstone should be regarded as belng potentially close to an

ore deposit.

THE PROJECT

The drilling project incorporated in the contract consisted of 1k
holes on approximately 150-foot centers in the south half of the Ella
claim (fig. 2). These holes, together with a privately drilled hole and
one Geological Survey hole, forma complete grid on 150-foot centers
covering the known favorable area as determined by previous Geological
Survey drilling on the Ella and nearby claims.

The operator proposed a drilling project covering portions of the
Joan, LeRay, and Ella claims but the program recommended by the examining
team confined the project to the more'favorable portions of the Ella claim.
The other claims were largely in areas which were considered unfavorable
on the basis of Geological Survey drilling. A small favorsble area of the
Joan claim had already been explored by a tunnel and further exploration by
drilling was not considered to be justified.

The program recommended by the DMEA examiners was in two stages
requiring a maximum of 20 holes averaging esbout 340 feet in depth, with
hole spacing in Stage I of 200 feet. Because of the small size of the pro-
Ject, employment of more than one drill rig in a two-stage operation was
not feasible, and the Washington DMEA office preferred a single stage with
14 noles on 150-foot centers for which 2 drill rigs might be employed, with
a resultant reduction of cost for a smaller program an@ & shorter period of
operation. The operator agreed to the revision and the contract was set up
for 14 holes requiring an estimated 3,570 feet of non-core drilling and 1,190

feet of core drilling.
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The 14 holes were drilled between June 26, 1957 and September 13, 1957.

The time required for completion, 2%— months, was double the estimated time

because of inclement weather.

e

The operator reported 2 ore holes, 5 minerslized holes and 7 barren
holes. The ore holes were grouped with a previously drilled Geological
Survey ore hole, but, on & hole spacing of 250 feet, continuous minerali-

zation between holes could not be assumed in s Salt Wash deposit. Data on

each hole is tabulated in table 2.

All holes were cored in the potential ore-bearing horizon with good

core recovery, and were logged by the operator. The operator's logging

results and those on 12 of 1k holes logged by the DMEA gamma-ray unit

verified coring data.
