THIS CONTRACT AND AGREEMENT, méde and executed in triplicate
this 22nd day of June, 1954, by and between SANTA FE WESTERN GAS AND

For and in.consideration of the sum of Ten Dollars ($10.00)
and other good and valuable considerations, and subject to the terms,
provisions, and conditions hereinafter set forth, the parties contract
and agree as follows:

1. By these presents the parties hereto enter into a joint
venture to be known as "Dismant Uranium Mines" to purchase, locate,
lease, or otherwise acquire, mines, mining claims, mining rights, and
lands and any interest therein, and explore, work, exercise, develop,
and turn to account the same; to quarry, mine, smelt, refine, dress,
amalgamate, and prepare for market, ore metal and mineral substances
of all kinds, and to carry on any other operations or business which
may seem necessary, convénient, or incidental to any of the objects of
the company; to buy, sell, manufacture, and deal in minerals, plants,
machinery, implements, conveniences, provisions, and things capable of
being used in connection with the mining or other operations of this
joint venture, or required by workmen and others employed by the
company; to construct, carry out, maintain, improve, manage, work,
control, and supefintend, any roads, ways, railways, bridges, reservoirs,
watercourses, aqueducts{.wharves, furnaces, mills, crushing works,
hydraulic works, factories, warehouses, and other works and conveniences
which may seem necessary, convenient, or incidental to any object of

the company and to contribute to subsidize, or otherwise aid or take
part in any such operations. = — @&%ﬁ@ﬁ:‘%&a FILE @@‘5]‘?’"

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2. Dismant contracts and agrees to sell to Western, and
Western contracts and agrees to purchase forty-nine and one-half
pércent (493%) of Dismant's interests in and to a mining lease, dated
September 10, 1953, from Molybdenum Corporation of America of twenty-
nine (29) unpatented mining claims in the Dry Valley Miniﬁg District
of San Juan County, Utah, which consists of the groups of claims known
as the Waterfall Group, Wilson Group, Sunset Claim, and Frisco Group
and 4 unpatented mining claims owned by Dismant, known as Kay D, Giliman
Fraction, Dime Fraction, and Bertha M, together with a forty-nine and
one-half percent (49%%) interest in and to all machinery and equipment
owned by Dismant’which is now being used in connection with the operation
of said thirty-three mines. Said lease is filed of record in the office
of the County Clerk of San Juan County, Utah, and reference is made to
those records for the full and complete legal description of the same.
The interests of the parties in and to these thirty-three claims shall
be assets of the joint venture, togéther with all machinery and equip-
ment of the parties, or either party, which is being used in connection
with the mining operations now being conducted on any or all of these
thirty-three claims. Dismant represents that said lease dated September
10, 1953, carries and is subject to a ten percent (10%) royalty payable
to and for the benefit of the said Molybdenum Corporation of America.
Other assets of the joint venture shall be such other claims, mining
interests, and equipment as may hereafter be acquired by the parties.

3. In consideration of the above specified interest, Westerﬁ
¢ontracts and agrees to pay to Dismant as his separate property, the
sum of Sixteen Thousand and no/100 Dollars ($16,000.00) cash, and issue
“in his name or his nominee, fift& thousand (50,000) shares of the common
stock of Western, and to furnish to the joint venture the sum of Thirty-
four Thousand and no/100 Dollars ($34,000.00) cash to be used as
operating capital of the joint venture and which will become an asset
of the joint venture.

4, This joint venture shall commence operation and become
effective as soon as clearance is received by Western from the Federal

Securities Exchange Commission of an amended prospectus to be filed

with said Commission by Western. As of that date all bills and accounts
in connection with the present operation of said thirty-three claims,
shallbe paid in full by Dismant, with the'exception of a balance due

on a contract or note for the purchase of a mine shuttle car, which
shall be assumed and paid by the joint venture. Cbincident with the
commencement date of this joint venture, Western contracts and agrees
to pay the considerations specified above in paragraph numbered 3. The
cutoff date for all shipments of ore from the claims shall be as of
"midnight on the date of such clearance by Federal Securities Exchange
Commission of said amended prospectus, payments for all ore shipped
prior to that date shall belong to Dismant and payments for ore shipped
théreafter shall be for the benefit of the joint venture. |

5. It is specifically contractedband agreed that this
agreement is subject to the objections, if any, of the Federal Securities
Exchange Commission. It is further contracted and agreed that 1f said
amended prospectus is ﬁot cleared by the SEC.within thirty (30) days
from and after the date of filing of the same with SEC, this contract
and agreement shall be null and void and of no further force and effect,
with all parties releasing the other of and from all liabilities and
obligations otherwise arising hereunder.

6. The operating management of Dismant Uranium Mines shall
consist of Dismant and the President of Western, or his designated
nominee, with each of said two individuals having an equal voice in
the management of the pint venture. The parties hereto and their
representatives agree to cooperate with each other in all respects
concerning the business of said joint venture, but in the event of a
dispute or failure to agree, a mutually acceptable third party shall
be designéted to serve as an arbitrator, and in the event the parties
cannot agree on such third party, such person shall be designated
and appointed upon petition by either party by the presiding Judge of
Second Judicial District Court in and for the County of Bernalillo,
Iate of New Mexico. | _

7. The profits or losses resulting from the operation of

the joint venture shall be divided or borne between the parties in
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proportion to their respective ownership interests in and to the joint
venture, which initially is 493% to or by Western and 503% to or by
Dismant. The profits shall be distributed in proportion to the
interests owned as the operating management of the joint venture

may from time to time determine.

8. In the event of the death of Dismant, an option is hereby
given to Western for the purchase of an additional one percent (1%)
interest in said joint venture for the sum of Ten Dollars ($10.00) cash,
with said option to be exercised by Western within ninet& (90) days
from and after the demise of Dismant, or within ﬁinety (90) days after
the death of Dismant is legally established, whichever first occurs.
The effect of the exercise of such option will be that Western will
then own 503% of the interest in said joint ventufe, and the‘heirs,
executors, and/or administrators of Dismant will then own 493%.

9. Dismant specifically contracts and agrees that none of

10. In no event shall either of the parties hereto sell any
part or all of their interests in said joint venture to any third party
unless in every instance the 6ther‘party hereto has been given written
notice of suﬁh proposed sale and has been given an opportunity for a
period of thirty (30) days thereafter to purchase for itself, its
nominees or assigns, such interest as is proposed to be sold at the
same price and upon the same terms and conditions as to paymenﬁ offered
by such third party less any sales commission. There shall be attached
to such notice a duplicate, original bona fide offer from such.third
party to purchase the premises, and a duplicate bona fide written
acceptance of such offer subject only tb the other party's hereto prior

right to purchase such interest. Should any sale, transfer, or pledge
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be made by either party hereto or its interest in the joint venture,
or any part thereof, neither the joint venture nor the other party
hereto all be required to recognize the transferee or pledgee of
such interest. The sole right of any such transferee or pledgee
shall be to receive from the joint venture from time to time any
distributions which the aséignor of such interest would ﬁave been
entitled to receive but for such sale, transfer, or pledge.

11. Dismant represents and certifies that said lease dated
September 10, 1953, is in good standing and that good and merchantable
title to said twenty-nine mining claims is vested in the said Molybdenum
Corporation of America, and the same is subject only to said sub-lease
to John W. Hargrove on the Sunset, Valley View, and Sunnyside claims,
for a period of one year and that Dismant 1s the owner of the four
unpatented claims contiguous to Molybdenum COrpofation of America
claims.

12. Full and complete books of account of the joint venture
shall at all times be kept and maintained at such placés and places
as may from time to time be designated by the operating management.

The subject property was examined on October 30 and 31, 1957 in
company with Carl I. Dismant, general manager for the applicant. Five of
six areas in which exploration has been proposed were visited.

Drilling exploration of practically all unexplored portions of
the various claim groups has been proposed, but no specific drilling plan
for any area was made in the application. Apparently the proposed explora-
tion has not been based on geologic study or the results of drilling and
other exploration accomplished to date. The criterion for the evaluation
of the areas to be drilled appears to have been solely that of proximity
to areas in which ore bodies have been found, and the possibility of find-
ing extensions of these ore bodies, or similar ones in parallel trends.

The inclusion of all unexplored ground in the drilling areas suggests that

the fact that the ground is unexplored is the largest factor in the applicant's
planning. However, parts of areas listed as unexplored actually have been
tested to some degree, the records of which have been lost, are inadequate,

or are not available to the applicant.

The claims have a long history of operation and exploration.
In a period of over thirty years a large amount of drilling has been done.
Most underground development has been confined to areas easily accessible
from the Salt Wash rim outcrops. It will be noted that most of the claims
controlled by the applicant lie along outcrops and therefore much of the

The subject application was assembled by an engineer who is no
longer connected with the applicant corporation, and Mr. Dismant was not
too familiar with its content. He is reluctant to include in the proposed
DMEA project areas from which production is coming, or in which reserves
have been developed. To eliminate these areas within the Waterfall group,
the largest individual area of the subject property, would result in a
number of small non-contiguous sub-areas being considered for exploration.
This would be undesirable and Mr. Dismant has proposed withdrawing at least
the major part of the Waterfall group from the application and confining
most of the exploration to some or all of the other five groups.

It was explained to him that the applicant must present a definite
drilling plan supported by ev1dence to justify 1t, and he has taken the
matter under consideration with & view to making definite proposals It
should be noted that Mr. Dismant personally is not too favorably disposed
toward DMEA assisted exploration on the property and EP 1§ap0531ble that

the appllcatlon may be withdrawn, depending of course, upon the decision
of the company ‘stockholders or management.

The unexplored areas have some potential. There are, however, a
number of adverse factors to be considered:

(1) Exclusion of the Waterfall group would eliminate the best
area in the applicant's holdings.

(2) The usual limitation of DMEA drill holes not being within
100 feet of property boundaries would prevent exploration of any favorable
areas near the side of the claims away from the rim.

(3) There has been a considerable amount of drilling done in
the past of which there is no record, or in which no uranium content was
determined and vanadium mineralization was estimated by appearance and
thickness of ore beds. The normal DMEA limitations for minimum distance
of Government assisted drill holes from previous drill holes would preclude
exploration of some areas which are essentially unexplored. The fact that
these areas have been drilled but not developed further, may mean only that
the vanadium values were not sufficient to justify mining at the time.

(4) The low average content of uranium in overall recorded pro-
duction (generally less than 0.20 percent U308) from most of the deposits
contrasted with a higher uranium content for small tonnages from parts of
individual deposits suggests that selective mining must be practiced to
maintain a shippable grade of uranium ore and that the uranium content of
the deposits as a whole may be too low to be of interest at this time
although it may be in the future.

(5) The ore bodies are small, generally with long dimensions of
a hundred feet or less and widths of a few feet to fifty feet. However,
these deposits are clustered so that individual mines commonly have
intersected several ore bodies. The layers of ore minerals pinch and swell
abruptly, and vary considerably in the grade of uranium and vanadium and in
the ratio of V,0. to U30g. In places, individual layers of ore minerals
that are of ore grade and thickness are interconnected by ‘layers of weskly
mineralized rock; elsewhere, the layers in a cluster are not interconnected
and range as much as 25 to 30 feet in stratigraphic position. The erratic
distribution of ore grade uranium within the layers of mineralized rock,
and the stratigraphic variability of the layers of ore minerals within the
host rock necessitate the drilling of holes on closely-spaced centers of
about 25 feet in order to establish indicated reserves in much of the area.

The applicant proposed to accomplish the preliminary work
necessary for planning the exploration by geologic study and surveying as a
first stage in the DMEA project, but was advised that such preliminary work
was not & DMEA function and withdrew this phase of the work.

The Atomic Resources Corporation has applied for DMEA assistance
to explore for uranium on 36 claims located in-the Dry Valley area of the
Monticello Mining District.

$12,250.00. The second stage includes 509 drill holes totaling 50,900
feet and costing an estimated $69,745.00. A definite drilling plan has
not been worked out, but presumabl§ would be based on results of the pro-
posed first stage. The total proposed cost of the program is $81,995.00.

dated January 9, 1957, none of the proposed stage I work can be classed
as exploration. No bids by independent drill contractors were presented,
and ownership data appears to be incomplete.

, The applicant!s property has a production history dating back to
the early 1920's. Known ore deposits are characteristically high in
vanadium and low in uranium content, consequently most of the mines were
worked for vanadium ore. The Union Mines Development Corporation estimated
that the Wilson, Waterfall and Frisco groups produced 25,000 to 45,000 tons
of ore through l94h. R. P. Fischer, USGS geologist who mapped the appli-
cant's Happy Jack mine before it became inaccessible estimated that the
mine produced.about 1,000 tons of vanadium ore before reserves were depleted.
