I have reviewed the comments in your letter of October 11,
1957, as well as the examination reports, all on the subject docket.
Although I am sympathetic with the general premise thatethe recom-
mended program of exploration on the New Klondike property is marginal,
I cannot agree with several of the reasons for doubting the suf?gbility
of the program.

I am somewhat confused by the statement ". . .information
developed by a diamond drill contract with holes at 200-foot intervals
would not be dependable. Therefore, if such a deposit cannot be
reasonably sampled and delineated by widely spaced holes, it would not
be a suitable target for DMEA assistance." Please note that the
exploration program proposed in the examination report provides for a
100-foot spacing of Stage II holes. The examiners and the Field Team
were fully aware that the 200-foot spacing in Stage I would not reason-
ably delineate and sample the deposit and therefore recommend Stage II
on 100-foot centers. A two-stage program was recommended in an attempt
to éliminate early in the program those areas not underlain by tactite
and to concentrate work in areas where tactite was present and ore
might be found. Perhaps it would be appropriate to eliminate the
restriction that Stage II offsets (100-foot .centers) be drilled only
around holes containing 5 feet of 0.30 percent WO; or better, and
permit drilling of Stage II offsets around Stage I holes which pene-
trated mineralized tactite.

From the fact that the concentrates averaged only 10 percent
WO3, you conclude that the ore is difficult to concentrate. Although
this may be true, a poor concentration ratio may result from other
factors such as type and suitability of a concentrating plant and com-
petency of an operator.

In paragraph 3 of your letter you doubt the suitability of
‘the proposed project at present, or in the near future, in consider-
ation of the current importance of tungsten. While such short range





o ®

.

-consideration may be entirely appropriate at the Washington level, we
in Region III avoid the short range outlook for any commodity in order
to be consistent in our appraisals of applications. We, therefore,
have purposely avoided any consideration of current market conditions,
or current importance, of any of the commodities in the DMEA program.

I assume that your belief that each DMEA project must stand
alone and not depend on some other project is in effect an expression
of DMEA policy. However, we believe that the DMEA program is suffi-
ciently broad to encompass exploration designed to explore a sizable
portion of an anticipated significant deposit although the reserves
found by such restricted exploration may not be significant. Recom-
mendation of the subject exploration program was based on that
philosophy. If each project must stand alone and not depend on some
other project, Docket DMEA-4651 should be denied.

In summary, we recognize the borderline aspects of the sub-
Jject exploration program but believe that exploration is warranted.
However, you may wish to deny the application in view of the current
tungsten situation and the fact that this program of exploration
cannot be Jjustified without consideration of the ore potential of
adjacent properties. On this basis, we would consider a denial to be
appropriate.

The gpplicant requested assistance in doing underground ex-
ploratory work on a property, the southerly part of which, the Bright-
light mine, had been drilled under contract, Idm-E630 (DMEA 2825) in
1953-54. The proposed work was to be done in the Brightlight section
and in the northerly part of the property, the Happy Chence area.

The work under contract Idm-E630 resulted in the 'discovery!
of considerable low grade ore. The Final Report estimates of the engi-
neer and geologist did not agree. as to tomna.ges The project was
certified. - .

After the drilling was done the operator did a large amount
of underground work and made several small shipments of ore and low
grade concentrate. As of July 19, 1956, 3,077 tons of 0.24% W03 material
had been produced of which about 2,400 tons was milled and 3%.173 tons of
10% WO, concentrate was produced. Exploratory work and mining were done
where some of the 0.4 4 end 0 5% WO3 material was to be expected if the
drilling data are relia.ble

Insteed of the underground work proposed by the applicant,
drilling is recommended by the examiners to be done on the northerly
Happy Chance claims only. The holes would prospect a relatively thin
remnant of limestone resting on quartz monzonite. Some of the limestone
has been altered to tactite and the area is to be explored for tactite
vhich may contain scheelite. At one point, at least, scheelite-bearing
tactite is exposed. Part of the drifting and crosscutting proposed by
the epplicant was planned to explore the exposure.

I concur with the recommendation of the examiners and the

Field Team.

HISTORY AND PRODUCTION

Tungsten, in the form of scheelite, was recognized on the
applicant®s property over 15 years ago. In 1942, two carloads of
ore assaying about 0.5 percent W03 were reportedly shipped to the
Metels Reserve stockpile in Selt Lake City. In 1952, the Molybdenum
Corporation of America drilled 17 wagon-drill holes on the Bright
Light Nose. 1 and 2 claims. As a result of drilling, one 55-ton
lot of ore essaying 0.57 percent WC)5 was sent to the Utah Ore Sampling

Company at Murray, Utah.
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A diamond-drilling program consisting of 33 holes wes completed
in April 1954 under Dockef No. DMEA 2825, Contract Idm-E 630 on the
Bright Light cleims.

GEOLOGY

In the area of the Bright Light and Happy Chance claims, the
country roék' consists of Cambrian limestones and shales which have
been intruded by a quartz monzonite stock known as the Notch Peak
intrusive. The sedimentary rocks strike N, 40° to 60° E., dip about
15%%southeast, and, in general, are in conformable contact with the
intrusive. At the contact with monzonite, the limestone beds have

farther gaway from the contact have been irregularly converted to
tactite.

Low-grade (generally less than 1 percent) tungsten ore in the
form of scheelite is disseminated in thé tactite beds. The better
grade ore is found in the garnet-rich portions. Where monzonite
crosscuts the bedding, more susceptible beds are e_xposved ‘to
metamorphic action and the deposits may be locally thicker. Theo~
retically, such areas could contain higher grede pockets owing to
the better chance of the monzonite contacting fhe most favorable
bed., However, too few data are available to prove this relation-
ship. In any event, any high grade pockets thus formed would be
small and constitute only an insignificant percentage of the total
deposit.

On both the Bright Light and Happy Chance claims, erosion has
stripped all but the lower 50 to 100 feet of the sediments from
areas about 1,000 feet long by several hundred feet wide.

PROPOSED EXPLORATION

The applicant proposes to extend the incline on the Bright
Light claims downward 150 feet and to drive a total of 500 feet of
laterais from three places in the. incline. He also proposes driving
8 165-foot incline with 350 feet of laterals to explore the Happy
Chance No. 1 claim, Cost of the proposed exploration is estimated
to be $53,000,

Tﬁe Bright Light claims ha.vel been explored by drilling under
DMEA Contract Idm-E 630; the work proposed by the applicant on
these claims is considered development. The exploration area on
the Happy ch;tnce claims is similar to that drilled under DMEA con-
tract on the Bright Light claims. Underground “drifting", in hopes
of hitting pockets of higher grade ore, is beliéved to bé a poor
way to explore a large low-grade deposit of this type. Some of the
favorable areas are near the surface and there is no geologic reason
+0 believe that the grade of the ore will increase with depth.
Potential tonnages of low-grade ore are sufficient in the area to

warrant a drilling program.
RECOMMENDED EXPLORATION

A program of exploration by diamend-core drilling is recommended

to appraise the Happy Chance claims. Although the specific program






proposed has not been discussed with the applicant, he has agreed
that a drilling program would be acceptable to him.

A two-stage program of diamond core drilling is recommended to
explore the Happy Chance No. 1, 4, and 5 claims. Stage I would cone
sist of 26 holes on 200-foot centers approximately as shown on
figure 2. Total footage of Stage‘ I drilling is estimated to be
2,170 feet. Stage IT would consist of 24 additional holes to be
drilled as 100-foot offsets from Stage I holes that contain 5 feet
of O. 30 percent. W03 or better. Drilling footage under Stage II is
estimated to be 2,000 feet. The holes-are to be drilled vertically
end penetrate not more than 5' feet into the underlying quartz mon-
zonite except in the area of the sill.

The holes should be AX in size. All core should be examined
under & black lamp and mineralized portions split and assayed for
tungsten.

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INTRODUCTION

On February 14, 1957, H. L. Beard Co., Inc., Millard County, Utah,
applied for assistance in doing further exploratory work on their property.
The original work was done in 1953 and 1954 under Contract Idm-E630, docket
No. DMEA-2825.

The applicant's new tungsten exploratory project proposal consists
of 1,000 feet of drifting and crosscutting, estimated to cost $53,000.
The applicant proposes to extend present drifts and crosscuts on the Bright
Light Nes. 1, 2, and 3 claims. He also proposes to explore the Happy Chance
No. 1 claim by sinking en inclined shaft and drifting and crosscutting from
the inclined shaft to evaluate the mineralized zone.

On April 19, 1957, F. Moore, Geological Survey, and P. V. Fillo, Bureau
of Mines, examined this property to determine the merits of their proposed
program. Mr. H. E. Carlson, president of New Klondike Mining Co., accom-
panied the examining team on the property.

GEOLOGY.

In the Notch Peak area of the House Range, the sedimentary rocks
consist of a series of interbedded limestone beds of Upper Cambrian age.
These beds have been intruded by a quartz monzonite stock, known as the
Notch Peak intrusive, which is about 3 miles in diameter. The contact
between the intrusive and the overlying sedimentary rocks is exposed on
the north, east, wést, and south sides of the stock. On the west side of
the stock, the intrusive dips under the valley floor. In several areas the
quartz monzonite dikes and sills have been observed to exténd from the main
intrusive into the adjoining sedimentary rocks.

The Bright Light cleims and the Happy Chance claims lie on the
southeast side of the stock and the sedimentary rocks strike approximately
N. 60° E., dip about 16° SE., and the bedding is parallel to the underlying
quartz monzonite contact. The Happy Chance claims lie northeasterly from





N
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the Bright Light claims. A good exposure of the tactite beds is seen occur-
ring above and below a quartz monzonite sill approximately 30 feet thick

on the Happy Chance claim No. l. The altered limestone beds contain a
series of closely spaced seams 3 inch to 1 inch thick, striking S. 80° E

and showing scheelite mineralization. The best tactite mineralization on
the Happy Chance claim No. 1 is a 6-foot bed outcropping in a gulch near the
center of the claim.

ORE DEPOSITS

The ore deposits on the Bright Light claims Nos. 1, 2, 3, 4, 5 and
8 are confined to tactite zones developed in the limestone overlying the
quartz monzonite. The tactite deposits are located on a southeast-sloping
ridge approximately 1,000 feet long and 350 feet wide between Contact Canyon
and Water Canyon. The limestone is affected by contact metamorphism and
contains scheelite in varying amounts. The deposits occur in two beds
of tactite separated by a 5-foot t0 15-foot bed of bleached limestone.
The lower bed of limestone varies from 6 to 12 feet in thickness and
is exposed for a distance of approximately 800 feet. The upper bed is
visible on the dip slope at the lower end of the ridge. just north of
Contact Canyon and is exposed for a distance of 300 feet. In this area the

strike is N. 60° E., dips 16° SE., and is generally concordant with the
overlying limestone.

ORE RESERVES

. The reserves are restricted to indicated and inferred ores on the

Bright Light claims. The reserves were computed on a completed DMEA diemonde-
drill program, and the operator's exploratory drifts and two stopes. The
drill holes were drilled vertically om 100-foot grid pattern. In view of
the erratic deposition of the tactite zome, it was assumed that only 65
percent of the gross tonnage can be recovered in mining.

The following indicated and inferred ore-reserve figures were
taken from the final engineering report on docket No. DMEA-2825 prepared
by M. H. Howes, mining engineer, Bureau of Mines: -

The ore'reserves'on Happy Chance claims have not been determined,
since no diamond drilling or drifting has been done on the claims.
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PROPOSED EXPLORATION

, The applicant is requesting $53,000 %o conduct an exploratory
program to continue the drifts and crosscuts from the existing workings
on Bright Light claims Nos. 1, 2 and 3. On Happy Chance claim No. 1, the
operator proposes to sink an inclined shaft 165 feet and from the bottom
of the inclined shaft drift and crosscut 350 feet.

Items under the applicant's proposed program are as follows:

Drifting and crosscutting 1,000 feet at $20 a foot =---- $20,000
Supplies, including powder, drill steel,. and fuel,

at $13 a foot 13,000
Assays, mapping, and geologic consulting at $5 a foot 5,000
Contingencies, 10 percent, $5 00 a foot : 5,000
Rental equipment : 10,000
Total : ~ $53,000

The above=-proposed exploratory work might possibly have some merit,
but it is the belief of the examining team that the increase of ore
reserves would be marginal and the cost would be excessive.

The Bright Light claims have already been covered by a diamond-
drilling program and have been adequately explored for the present time.

A diamond-drilling program appears to be sound and is probably the
most logical method for exploring the Happy Chance claims which have a
| potential similar to the Bright Light claims. It was suggested to the
| applicant that diamond drilling would be the best vay to explore the
| Happy Chance claims Nos. 1, 4, and 5.

RECOMMENDED EXPLORATION

| To properly evaluate the érorerty; diemond-core drilling is recom-
mended on Happy Chance claims and a 200-foot (approximate) grid pattern
be used as shown on figure 2.

‘ This specific proposed program has not been discussed with the
‘ . applicant, but he has agreed that a drilling program would be acceptable
to him. ST

A two-stage program of diamond-core drilling is recommended to explore
the Happy Chance claims Nos. 1, 4 and 5. Stage I would consist of 26 holes
on 200-foot centers approximately as shown on figure 2. Total footage
of Stage I drilling is estimated to be 2,170 feet. Stage. II would consist
of 24 additional holes to be drilled as 100-foot offsets from Stage I holes
that contain 5 feet of 0.30 percent WO3 or better. Drilling footage under






Stage II is estimated to be 2,000 feet. The holes are to be drilled
vertically and penetrate not more than 5 feet into the underlying quartz
monzonite, except in the area of the sill. In the sill area the holes
should penetrate 15 feet into monzonite and continue to the basement
monzonite if tactite or limestone is reecountered.

The applicant agreed to furnish his share of the estimated cost.

CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS
The applicant's proposal for underground work on Bright Light claims
Nos. 1, 2, and 3, and on Happy Chance claim No. 1 does not have sufficient
merit to Justify the work.

The Bright Light claims have been diamond drilled under DMEA Contract
Idm-E630, disclosing an indicated ore reserve of more than 200 »000 tons of
0.32 percent W03. This is believed to have adequately explored the Bright
Light claims area. . !

The Happy Chance claims area is very similar to the Bright Light claims.
It is doubtful that either property contains larxge enough ore reserves to
be mined economically at this time. The two properties could be a part of
a large, important source of tungsten that would make a significant contri-
bution to the national reserves if mined and milled under a large, low-grade
operation. It is believed that a drilling program is warranted on the
Happy Chance cleims.

It is recommended by the examining team that the Defense Miner&ls
Exploration Administration enter into a contract agreement with the
applicant to do the proposed drilling, as outlined:in:this -report,.at
an estimated cost of $39,080.

The epplicant requests assistance in doing further explor-
atory work on property on which under contract Idm-E630 (DMEA 2825),
work was done in 1953 and 1954. Thirty-three holes were drilled for
a total of 1,855 feet, at a cost of $l6 926.88 of which the Govern-
ment's share was $12,695.17.

The president of the present applitant was president of
the operating company under contract Idm-E63O Midstate Development,
Inc.

The drilling, along with natural exposures and previous
work, indicated sheet-like scheelite-bearing tactite zones of varying
thicknesses developed in a remnant mass of limestone resting on granite.
Substantial tonnages of low-grade material were inferred and the project
was certified as a discovery April 29, 1955.

Considerable underground work has been done since the contract
was terminated, and as of July 19, 1956, 3,077 tons of O, 24% WO3
material had been produced of which 2, hOO tons was milled. The~34.173
tons of concentrate produced is estlmated to contain 6,834,6 pounds of
scheelite (10%) and the recovery was only 2. 82 pounds per ton. Inasmuch
as the recent underground work appears to have been done in the most
likely areas, the results are not what were to be expected. No section
is given showing the depths attained by the slopes (inclines), but I
suspect the ore horizons of drill holes 18-a, 18 and 24~C were aimed
for and reached. If so, some spots of 0.4 -~ 0.5% W03 should have been
found, if the drilling data are to be relied upon.

The work now proposed does not appear to be justified, but an
examination may be warranted,

Referral of the application to the Field Team is recommended.
