GEOLOGICAL REPORT

A written report under the title of GEOLOGIC REPORT OF THE TIM CLAIMS, HELL
ROARING CANYON, GRAND COUNTY, UTAH as of July 10, 1955, has been made by
Rudolph W. Fekete, Geologist of Moab, Utah. The report is on file with the Underwriter and with
the Company at its principal office for full detail thereof.

The report sets forth certain conclusions and recommendations which are summarized in part
below. This summary does not purport to be complete and reference is made to the report itself
for its full text. The summary, containing a part of the conclusions and recommendations, is as
follows:

“CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

2. Drifting on the above mentioned channel should follow along the N55W fracture
pattern on the flank of the channel as indicated on ‘channel profile’.

3. An exploration program (drifﬁng or drilling) may be commenced on the Tim Aux
Nos: 27, 29, and 31 channel and ‘altered zone’ along the channel flank with regard to fracture
pattern (N55W).

4. Geologic control should be maintained on all future exploration work and should
include core logs, if drilling is used, assay reports and mine maps, if drifting is used.”

Subject: Review of application, DMEA 4657, Utah Grand, Inc., Inter-
river and Yellow Cat areas, Grand County, Utah, (uranium).

The applicant proposes to explore for uranium ore deposits
on two widely separated groups of claims. The applicant's proposals
are indistinct, but from his cost estimates it is gathered that he
glizhes to do wagon and plug-bit drilling at a total estimated cost of-

»580.

One part of the applicant's property consists of 31 mining
claims located (as near as can be ascertained from the incomplete -
application) in the vicinity of the Squaw Park area of the Yellow Cat .=
district. The U, S, Government discontinued an extensive drilling
program there, after it was concluded that any ore bodies that might
be present would be small and scattered.

The other part of the applicant's property consists of about
17 claims located in the vicinity of the Bowknot Bend in the Inter-river
area. There, too, ore deposits are known to be_small and scattered.
DMEA 1896 and 2970 in the vicinity were failures. DMEA 1631 discovered
less than 2,000 tons of ore; and DMEA 4O54 was denied - both also near
the Bowknot Bend. ' - '

The application does not appear to present well qualified
lands for DMEA consideration. More succinctly, I doubt that DMEA ex-
penditures .on the applicant's property are warranted. However, 1
recommend that the application be referred to the Field Team for review
and for whatever field action they consider necessary.
