ACCESSIBILITY 


The district lies southeast of the main anticlinal axis of the San Rafael 
Swell. Access to the above location is via Hariksville, which is 52 miles

GEOLOGIC CONDITIONS Stratigraphy, Structure, Etc. 


At various surrounding places on the rims of the adjoining properties, 
the youngest formation exposed was thin caps of Dakota sandstone as 
observed, superimposed upon the Brushy Basin shale, which is the upper 
member of the Morrison formation of the Jurassic e&i. Both the Dakota 
and Brushy Basin member have been eroded away entirely upon this property. 
At the canyon cutting the south edge of Hot Rock No. 1 claim, the Salt Wash 
sandstone member of the Morrison formation stands 1 O feet above the. surface 
leaving at least 200 feet of the Salt Wash member7xposed. Here the Salt 
Wash member consists of light colored coarse grained sandstone beds 
alternating with the thin van-colored mudstone beds. The Morrison formation, 
as developed in the Ls Sal Mountain district, Lisbon Valley, Abajo Mountains, 
San Rafael Swell, is producing comiercial uranium ore. I cite the above 
statement because, geologically, the surface geology of your Muddy River 
claims is identical with the "Four Corners" area to the north in the San 
Rafael Swell, without the heavy overburden.of material of the "Four Corners"

The commercial uranium deposits of the Morrison formation are generally 
found in the lower part of the Salt Wash sandstone member and tend to be 
arranged in trends and channels, localized by stratigraphic conditions 
within the maze of sandstone and shale bodies. The Salt Wash is 
favorable for mineralization because of its necessary degree of porosity 
to circulating solutions. It is well established that the Morrison 
represents a continental fluvial formation, in which are preserved fossil 
plants and animal life of late Jurassic period. Recent studies have shoain 
that the Salt Wash sandstone represents vast delta-fan, spread out by aggrading 
rivers which drained part of what is not the Great Basin. 


The Sale Wash member consists of about equal portions of sandstone and mud-
stone with the sandstone in the form of lenses or "channels" The sand-
stones are interpreted as deposits in the beds of rivers, while the mudstone 
represents the flood plain environment. Most localities show four or more 
"rims" or intervals of sandstone with intervals of mudstone between, The 
Brushy Basin member is dominantly mudstone, much of which is bentonitic. 
This member contains relatively fewer beds of coarse grained sandstone and 
conglomerate, hence is less favorable for circul.ating solutions. The Salt 
Wash sandstone member is favorable apparently because of its local abundance 
of fossil carbonacious material, it being assumed that porous routes were 
necessary to bring the mineral constituents into the vicinity of the carbon-
aceous areas, 


Secondary effects which are of value as guides are the bleaching of sand-
stones in the vicinity of ore, the alteration of redd to gray-green color 
in the inudstones and the grayish white color in the sandstones. 


Vegetal trash and carbonaceous material are found as petrified trees and 
dinosaur bones which show radioactivity on mining claims Yellow Jacket 
No, 2 and No. 3. 
1he exposed Salt Wash sandstone member lies in relatively flat-lying strata 
and is dipping south at an angle of one degree where observed,

It will be understood that this preliminary examination, in the limited 
time alloted, was directed mainly to determine, from such examination, 
the possibilities of developing conmiercial uranium ore. As stated under 
"Geologic Conditions" this property shows the necessary qualifications for 
the existence of commercial uranium ore bodies. The u potty nati'e 


suggests a careful and intefligently laid out

Subject: Review of reviewers' memorandum 


The applicant requested assistance in drilling a property, 
5L. claims, with 5 1 i. holes, that is one hole to a claim, ostensibly a 
prospecting project. Five holes have been drilled by the applicant. 
It does not report the results in detail but says )4 holes showed 
mineralization. 


The consensus of opinion of several reviewers is that the 
application should be denied without an examination, but none of the 
reviewers and. people consulted has been on the property and only one 
seems to have worked in the general area. His (it. S. Johnson) 
opinion is that the area is unfavorable and. he knows of no deposit of 
over 100 tons. 


Before denyIng the application, it might be well to try, 
if it has not been done, to get more definite data on the 5 holes 
drilled by the applicant. If 14. holes out of 5 show significant 
mineralization, the averageis high unless they are closely spaced. 


I recommend that more substantive information in support 
of the recommendation of denial be asked for.

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The Salt Wh member of the Jurassic Morrison formation 
inmiediately underlies most or all of the claims on Iiich drilling is 
proposed. Little Wild Horse Mee& is actually a broad bench, several 
miles wide, with northerly facing cliffs of Salt Wash sandstone, 
whtch dips very gently southward under younger units. The property 
1s near the line where the Salt Wash passes under the Brushy ain 
member and higher formations toward the 8outh. The S*lt WReh member 
conSists of light gray, clean, evenly bedded, welisorted sandstone 
beds interbedded with mottled red and gray mudatone. The total 
thiokne5s is about 200 feet. H. S. Johnson of the U. S. 0. 5. and 
4JC Report RME.43 rate the Salt Wash as generally unfavorable for 
uranium ore bodies of econcio significance. 


Uranium mineralization as reported by the applicant was 
penetrated in four of five drill holes on the property; the intensity 
of the mineralization is not known. Carbonized logs and dinosaur 
bones are reported by the applicant as strongly radioactive, The 
tendency of uranium to be concentrated in logs and bones is quite 
typical of unfavorable sandstone. 


No geologist of the U. S. Geological Survey nor of the 
Atomic Energy Commission who were contacted by the DMEL Grand Junction 
teem, oem recall ever visiting the subject property. However, H. S. 
Johnson has worked in th. area, and knows of no deposIts over 100 tons. 
He reports the area as unfavorable. The conclusion of the AEC geologists 
in 1[E.43 is that the Salt Wash under Little Wild Horse Mesa is unfavorable 
for the ocCurrence of uranium deposits of economic significance. The 
type of mineralisation reported by the applicant Is that ocamionly found 
in unfavorable ground. Finally, an earlier application (docket 4533) 
to drill property on Little Wild Horse Nasa was denied without a field 
examination. Therefore, the DK& Grsn4 Junction tem recowaemds 
denial of the application under docket 4691 without a field examination.

The applicant proposes to ecplore for uranium ore deposit S 
on two groups of mining claims comprising 27 claims in each group. 
The two groups are only about 1,500 feet apart, and are located on 
the south flank of the San Rafael Swell. 


The proposed work would consist of one drill hole on each 
claim, 54 holes, a total of 8,640 feet of drilling, at a total 
estimated cost of 20,742. 


According to the applicant's map, five holes have been 
drilled on the claims, but the applicant does not state what the 
results were. 


Drilling one hole at the center of each claim seems much 
like a hit or miss prospecting proposal with the fuiillment of 
assessment work requirements as its primary objective. 


To my knowledge the area has not had a good production 
history as far as the Salt Wash member is concerned, and the fihinarump 
is at great depth. The application and the involved area does not 
appear very attractive in its present state. I recommend, however, 
that the application be referred to the Field Team for further action.
