A field exemination was made on December 17, 1957 by an exsmining
team composed of H. F. Robertson, U.S. Buresu of Mines and N. L. Archbold,
U.S. Geological Survey. The exemining team was accompanied by the appli-
cent s Mr. Leonard Taylor. ,

The Leonard Teylor property is located on the east flank of the
Henry Mountains where sedimentary formations are nearly flat-lying. In
this area, the Salt Wash member of the Morrison formation is'the host for
small uranium deposits. The Salt Wash member is well exﬁosed on the
surface of the property, and coneentratibns of uranium minersls are
present in 3 known places. Exemination of mine workings and inspection

of production recoraq;;ndicates that uranium deposits in the area consist






of clusgfrs of small pods of ore and that any ore deposit can be expected
to contain a maximum of 500 tons of ore with a maximum average grade_of

LOCATION, ACCESSIBILITY, AND PHYSICAL FEATURES

The property i1s in the Trachyte sres of the Henry Mountains mining
district (fig. 1); claims are located in parts of sections 25 and 36,
T, 32 S., R ll.Eo;'sectioﬁ 31, T. 32 S., R. ié E.; end section 1, T. 33 S.,

R. 11 E.; Salt Lake Meridian, Garfield County, Utsh (fig. 2).





The property is accessible by traveling approximately 26 miles south
from ﬁanksville, Utah, over State Route 95, to the point where the route
turns eastward; then 5 miles south, over county road, to the Trachyte
Ranch; then westward about 1} miles over mine access roeds. The road to
the Trachyte Ranch is maintained; but péssable only in dry weather. The
mine access rosd is not meintained and would require some bulldozer work
before equipment could be brought in.

The nearest accessible market for uranium ore is the Union Cerbide
Nuclear Compeny's buying stetion at Thompson, Utah, approximately 125
miles by road from the property. The nearest accessible mill is at Moeb,
Utah, approximately 150 miles distant; however, this mill is not equipped
to handle vanadium-rich ores and generally pays only for the uranium con-
tent. Inasmuch as ores from the Trachyte area contain apprecieble amounts
of venadium, it is not logical to ship to the Moeb mill.

The Salt Wash member of the Morrison formation crops out on the sur-

. face of the subject property and forms nerrow, discontinuous benches,
underlain by sandstone, which alternate with steep slopes, underlein by
mudstone.

PRESENT STATUS

No systematic exploraéﬁpn;ﬁf the property has been sttempted. Several
small prospect pits have been dﬁg where concentrgtions of uranium-bearing
minerals are exposed (fig. 2) amnd account for all ore shipped to date. No
exploratory or mining operations sre presently being conducted and no equip-
ment 1s on th.eiproperty° Access roads on the claims would have to be
rehabilitated before they could be used. The applicant haé stated that he

is presently attempting to sell the claims.
GEOLOGY

The Trachyte ares is situated on the eastern flank of the Henry
Mountain intrusives. Sedimentery formetions in the area are essentially
flat-lying, and no faulting is evident in the vicinlity of the Leonard
Teylor prOperty° |

The Morrison formation of Jurassic age is the only formation exposed
on the property and is the host for urenium deposits, thus it is the only
formaetion described; The Morrison formation is underlain by the Summerville

formation (Jurassic) and is overlain by Cretaceous strate of the Dakota






formation. Unconformities separate the Morrison from the Summerville and
Dekots formations.

Two members are present in the Morrison formation, the Brushy Basin
member and the underlying Salt Wash member. The Brushy Basin member con-
sists of varicolored bentonitic shales with minor lenseé of conglomerste
and sandstone. It has been largely eroded from the ares, butnthin remnents
are present on the top of low,rounded hills along the northern edge of the
G.T.H.;, et al. claims,

The Salt Wash member of the Morrison formation is ebout 300 feet thick
and forms the surface of the Taylor property. It consists of broadly
lenticular, qpartéose sandstones with interbedded reddish brown mudstone.
Sandstone and mudstone are present in about equal proportions. At the top
and bottom of the Salt Wash member, individual lenses of sandstone coalesce
and overlap to form fairly continuous sandstone layers up to TO feet thici:n
The central part of the member consists of more disconnected sandstone'
lenses intercalated in mudstone. Contacts between the top and bottom sand-
stone layers and the central portion are interfingering. The top sandstone
layer of the Sélt Weash member is largely eroded from the property and
cccurs only as capplngs on g few high points and on the hills along the

northern border of the property.





ORE DEPOSITS

All known uranium deposits in the Trachyte area occur in sandstones
of the Salt Wash member of the Morrison formation. Throughout much of
the Colorade Plateau deposits are largely confined to the top sandstone
layer of the Salt Wash member; however, in the Trachyte ares the deposits
seem to be scattered throughout sandstones of the Salt Wash member. No )
alignment of deposits along structural or sedimentery trends is apparent /
Rather, deposits seem to occur as randomly scattered pods, commonly f
gssociated with fossil trees. All known occurrences on the Leonard Taylor {‘

property ere associated with silicified logs; such occurrences seldom con- |
tain more than a few tons of low to average grade ore. Uranium associated
with silicified logs occurs mainly as the mineral carnotite which impreg-

nates the surrounding sandstone and cogts fractures in the log itself.
PROPOSED EXPLORATION

The applicant submitted no proposed exploration project. Discussion
with the applicent indicated that he had little idea of how to explore /
the property. Apparently exploration would be confined to the two areas

shown on figure 2 around small exposures of minerslized rock. On ‘the

- Lucky 1,2, and 3 claims; shallow holes would be drilled to test the

bottom sandstone lgyer of the Salt Wash member. On the Crow 1 claim,

shallow exploration pits would be dug in the vicinity of ere pods near

the center of the Salt Wash member. Other claims in the group would not

be explored.

An alternate plan of exploration is not suggested by the exemining
teem as all availeble information indicates thet the potential of the

property is almost nil.
CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

The examining teem concludes that several Asma.ll pods, each containing
less than 100 tons of ore , might be found on the Leonard Tasrlor property.
But,because these pods are small end scattered throughout sandstones of
the Salt Wash member, no large scele explorstion project is warranted.

Up to 200 tons of ore might be. found by detaileﬁ surface prospecting; in
which case it could possibly be economically mined. This, or course,

; would be a one~ or two-man operation. The possibility of finding signi- /
ficent uranium deposits on the Taylor property is quite remote; therefore,
the exemining team :econmend.s that the application for DMEA assistance be

denied.

property probably does not warrant DMEA participation in explor-
ation. 4

I recommend that the application be referred to the
Field Team for review and comment.
