Geological Services 9 has done a considerable amount of geologic work in the

After examining the drilling pattern depths 9 Shinaruxap conglomerate thickness9 
channel trends in the Frey Point area and by applying knowledge gained from 
other drilling programs conducted in the Whit Canyon Mining District 9 the 
following recommendations are made; 


1) The drilling done to date has been conducted in a haphazard fashion 9 with 
no concrete pattern used0 Some information has been gained in the east=west 
direction and in the 5 through 10 hole area some minera1iation has been 
encountered 0 The southwest and northwest portions of Dixie No 0 20 should be 
drilled by an eastwest grid to establish definitely if a channel crosses the 
claim in a northerly direction0 The White Canyon No 0 1 channel should cross 
the northwest portion of Dixie No 0 20; tracing out the rim exposures on the 
south rim indicates that the channel may trend through the point south of the 
Dixie	 20 and 21	 0 From all indications the 5 through 10 drill hole 
area is in a thicker section and may be on the 11hite Canyon No 0 1 channel0 
Additional drilling in the northwest and southwest portions of Dixie No 0 20 
claim would more definitely establish a trend or extension0 


2) Additional drilling is also recommended for the southern part of Dixie No0 


21 A eastwest row of holes will determine if channel scouring does exist;

INTRODUCTION 


The property discussed here is located in the White Canyon Mining 
in San Juan County, Utah, Township 36 South 9 Range 16 East, Section 25,. 
There are nine claims, Dixie 2O28 The area is acecessible from the east 
and west by Utah Highway 95, a graded dirt road 0 Blanding, Utah, is 5 
miles east and Nankeville, Utah is 65 miles north across the Colorado River0 
There is an ore buying station located in White Canyon 0 Access roads have 
been built across the claims0 


An exploratory drilling program is recommended for this property based on 
the field work completed for this report0 


GEOLOGY 


Rocks in this area consist of sedimentary formationeranging in age from Carboniferous to 
Jurassic the entire section is more than 2,000 ft 0 thick 0 These beds are on 
the southwest flank of the Elk Ridge anticline and have a regional dip of 2 to 3 
degrees Southwest0 The nearest exposure of igneous rocks are in the Henry 
Mountains, about 17 miles to the west 0 There are four (4) formations of interest 
in this report 0 From bot';om to top they are Cutler formation (Permian), 
Moenkopi (triassic), Shinarump (Triassic), Chinle (Triassic)0 


The Cutler formation forms the floor of White Canyon and has been trenched by 
streams to depths of 50 to 200 feet0 


The Moenkopi formation consists of 200 to 250 feet of thin bedded, dark brown 
sandstone and siltstone0 


1he Shinarump conglomerate, the principal ore .=bearing formation in the White 
Canyon area, rests unconformably on the Moenkopi formation 0 The most striking 
feature of the formaZion is its extreme lenticularity0 Conglomerate of the 
Shinarump formation %/Q 40 feet think may pinch out completely in an outcrop 
less than 2000 feet in length0 The thicker parts of the formation resulted both 
from the filling of channels in the underlying Moenkopi formation and from 
lateral facies change to conglomerate of the overlying Chinle formation 0 The 
formation reaches a maximum thickness of 75 feet0 


The Chinle formation is divided into three groups 0 The lowermost of these 
three is left covering the Shinarump conglomerate at the property discussed 
by this report and is approximately 220 to 245 feet in thickness0 A resistant 
sandstone and conglomerate bed 10 to 100 feet thick forms the top or surface 
expression of this property 0 This sandstone bed is very easily confused ith 
the Shinarump ionglomerate0


STRUCTURE 


The rocks in the different formations are strongly jointed 0 There are three 
prominent joint systems0 All have vertical dips 0 Ffactures in the sandstones 
in the Shinarunip formation trend generally parallel to the main jointing in the 
area0


Iv1INALIZATION 


The principal known uranium deposits in this area are shown in Plate 1 0 All 
the ore production has cone from the Shinarump conglomerate where the uranium, 
commonly associated with copper, occurs in disseminated deposits in the sand 
stone and in veins along fractures0 The uranium ore in the Shinarump conglomerate
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occurs principally in the lower one=third of theformation; the thicknees 
of the ore bearing sandstones in few places exceeds 10 feet and in most 
deposits is lees than 5 feet 0 Most of the larger ore bodies are in 
channel deposits associated with copper 9 and some are in fractures and 
apparently spread from these fractures into and along bedding planes0

The examiners believe that there is little possibility of
