D. P. Elston, USGS, and M. H. Saisbury, USBM: 


The property is on the southwest flank of the 
San Rafael $well. Sedimentary strata which crop out on 
the claims are the Moenkopi, Chinie, and Wingate formations 
of Triassic age. 


The Moss Back member of the Chinle formation is 
the potential ore-bearing sandstone in the San Rafael Swell, 
and in places it contains significant uranium deposits. 
The Lucky Strike mine, about 2500 feet northeast of the 
subject property, has a recorded production Of 11,107 tons 
of ore averaging 0.2k% U308 and 0.09% v2o5.

Anomalous radioactivity associated with a 'ragment of a 
fossil log was noted at one place. Elsewhere, the outcrop 
of the Moss Back member is devoid of anomalous radioactivity. 
The Applicant reported one of eight percussion drill holes 
penetrated rock which registered o.o6% eU0R on a Babbel probing 
unit. The remainder of the holes are repred to be barren. 


The proposed drifting on the Paint Horse claims is 
not based on mineralized exposures or favorable geologic 
structure. During the field examination the Applicant did 
not appear too interested in exploring the Paint Horse claims. 


Because of the apparent lack of a suitable host 
structure for uranium ore, the absence of mineralized rock 
at the 'outcrops, and the negative, results of the drilling 
done by the Applicant on the other claims, the field 
examiners and Field Team believe that the chance of finding 
a significant uranium ore deposit 'by the proposed drilling 
is poor'.

The examining team report that geologic conditions on 
the applicant's mining claims are not good for the presence of 
significant uranium ore deposits. 


The examiners point, out that ore deposits in the vicinity 
are found in the Moss Back member of the Chinle formation. The 
ore is localized in Moss Back filled channels cut into the under-
lying Monitor Butte member of the Chinle. Excellent Moss Back 
outcrops exist in the area, yet goodhannel scours were not found. 
Only one anomalously radioactive fossil log was found. Elsewhere 
the Moss Back showed noanomalous radioactivity. Only one out of 
eight percussion drill holes penetrated rock that registered a 
reported 0.06 percent u308. 


There are many unfavorable features about the applicant's 
property. I am in agreement with the recommendations for deial 
of the application on the grounds that a significant ore discovery 
would probably not result from the proposed project..

INTRODUCTION AND SUIIMARY 


The Lucky Thirteen Uranium Corporation, P. 0. Box 118, Paonia, 


Colorado, applied for DMEA assistance for exploration drilling and. 


drifting on the Lucky Thirteen and. Paint Horse claim groups, Emery 


County, Utah. The claims are in u•.surveyed ground on the vest 


side of the San Ra±'ael Swell, about 16 airline miles northwest of 


Temple Mountain • The property consists of six contiguous claims that 


are about 3,000 feet south of the Lucky Strike No. 2 mine, and two 


claims that are on an isolated butte about 7,000 .ft further to the 


southeast. 


The applicant proposes to drill 70 non-core and core drill boles 


to an average depth of about 80 feet on the Lucky Thirteen claim group 


and to drive 50 feet of drift on the two Paint Horse claims at an overall 


cost of $12,670.00. Goverzmtent participation at 50 percent would be 


$6,335.00. The application, DMEA 14.875, was referred to tbe field. and. an 


examination was made on January 29 ) 1958. The examining team, consisting 


of Donald P. Elston, U. S. Geological Survey, and M. H. Salsbury, U. S. 


Bureau of Mines, was accompanied by R. Ho Bacon, president of the appli-


cant corporation, and. 0. C. McAckran, a stockholder. 
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Sedimentary strata which crop out on the dlaims are'bhe Moenkopi 


formation, Chinle formation and. Wingate sandstone of Triassic age. The 


Moss Back member of the Chinle formation is the ore-bearing sandstone in 


the San Rafael Swell and in places it contains siiificant uranium 


deposits. In the vicinity of the property, uranii deposits in the Moss 


Back member are associated with Moss Back filled channels cut into the 


underlying Monitor Butte member of the Chinle formation. Siificant 


deposits apparently are in channels which are scoured to within a few 


feet of the underlying Moenkopi formation. Smaller deposits locally 


occur in minor scours and. in association with carbonaceous material, at 


positions that are about 20 feet above the Moenkopi formation. 


The Moss Back member on and near the Lucky Thirteen claims has a 


nearly uniform thickness of about 60-65 feet. The base of the Moss 


Back where measured. at two places on these claims is about 20-22 feet 


above the Moenkopi formation. No apparent significant channel was seen 


on the property. nomalous radioactivity associated with a fraWneut of 


a fossil log was found by the applicant at one place. Elsewhere, the 


outcrop of the Moss Back member is devoid. of anomalous radioactivity. 


One of eight percussion drill holes penetrated. anomalously radioactive 


rock which registered a reported o,o6 percent eU3O8 on the applicant's 


Babbel probing unit. The remainder of the holes are reported to be 


barren. 


The applicant considered. the proposed drifting on the Paint Horse 


claims as of secondary importance. The proposed exploration f the Paint 


Horse claims was not based on any known mineralized. exposures, but was of 
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a prospecting nature. There appears to be no justification for the under-


grouad work proposed. Inasmuch as the applicant 's representatives did 


not have a. definite location or a logical reason for the drift, and. were 


not particularly interested. in this part of the proposed. project, the 


Paint Horse claims were not examined in detail. However the strata are 


well exposed and no channel was apparent. 


The lack of significant scours or channels on these claims, coupled 


with the general lack of anomalous radioactivity, indicate that the chance 


of finding a significant ore deposit here is poor. It is therefore 


reconunend.ed that the application for DMEA assistance be denied. 


ACKNOWLEDGMENTS 


The applicant submitted. with the brochure an explozation project 


with map and cost a. No bids to support drilling costs were submitted. 


Data on previous drilling on the property were inadequate. 


Mr. Charles C. Hawley, geologist, U. S. Geological Survey, was con-


sulted. relative.to the geolo of the area. Mr. Hawley also made available 


unpublished maps and sections by R0 C. Robeck, formerly of the Geological 


Survey. The ore reserves section of the Grand Junction Operations office 


of the Atomic Enerr Conmiiss ion was consulted. on production and reserve 


data of the mines and prospects of the area. 


Memoranda of W. P. Williams and James Paone were noted.. 
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LOCATION, TO)GRAPHY, AND PHYS ICAL FEATURES 


The Lucky Thirteen and. Paint Horse claim groups are in unsurveyed 


T. 21i. S., R. 8 E., SIZ4, iery County, Utah, 73 miles southwest of Green 


River over black-topped Utah highway 2k and. the graded access road into 


the San Rafael Swell area (figs, 1 end. 2). The roads are vulnerable to 


washouts and. may be frequently impassable for short intervals, parti-


cularly sections which occupy normally dry stream beds. 


There are no unusual problems of supply, access, labor, or ore 


marketing except as the remote location contributes to high costs affect-


ing these items. The nearest major source of supply is Grand Junction, 


Colorado, 200 miles from the property. 


Ore may be delivered to Green River, Utah where an upgrading plant 


is operated by the Union Carbide Nuclear Company, or shipped to uranium 


treatment plants in Grand Junction, Colorado, Moab, Utah, or Salt Lake 


City, Utah. Green River is on the main line of the Denver and. Rio Grand.e 


Western Railroad. 


The five Lucky Thirteen and. two Ursa Minor claims occupy rough 


terrain where the beds are displaced by faulting in front of a long f 
narrow ridge, a Wingate escarpnent which rises fom a Chinle slope on 


which the claims have been located. An access road has been built into 


the claim area but repair and extension into other parts of the claim 


area would be. necessary to reach proposed. drill sites. Cost of prepara-


tion would be high.

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The Paint Horse Nos. 1 and 2 claims are on an isolated mesa capped 


by Wingate sandstone about 2 miles south of the other claims.. Access 


to the Moss Back outcrop on these claims would also be 


expensive. 


Living accomodations would have to be furnished at the property for 


exploration personnel. Domestic water must be hauled from Green River 


arid drilling water from the Muddy River about 8 miles south of the pro-


perty. The ount obtainable from this source may be very small in the 


dry season. Dry drilling methods are preferred. if feasible. 


HISTORY, PRODUCTION, AND PROPERTY 0ERSHIP 


Exploration in the vicinity of the applicant 's property dates from 


1950 and to date has resulted in discovery of only one deposit from 


which any appreciable production has come. The Lucky Strike mine, about 


2,500 feet northeast of the property was in operation between 1952 and 


1956 and has produced from one deposit or cluster of deposits a recorded 


11,107 tons of ore averaging 0.2 11. percent U303 and 0.09 percent V205. 


The mine is closed down at the present time. It has produced ore of con-


siderably higher grade than 0.211. percent U3C8 (average 0.38 percent U308 


in 1952), but many shipnents contained only 0.11 to 0.20 percent U308. 


No ore has been found on the applicant's property. 


The Lucky Thirteen Nos, 1,	 11.,	 5, 6 and. 7 claims (fig. 2) were located 


on March 8, 1955 by Theodore Jackson, Sid Simpson and 0. C. McAckran,


representing the Lucky Thirteen Uranium Corporation. They are recorded on 
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pages 71-77 in Book J-78 of the Eniery County records. Amended locations 


were recorded on pages 558-562, Book j-io8. 


The Ursa Minor claims were located later to extend the holdings of 


the corporation to the north0 They are recorded on pages 11.85 and 11.86, 


Book J-llO. .Pinended locations are recorded on pages 276 and 277, Book 


J-1l2.


The PaLnt Horse claims are on an isolated mesa about 2 miles south-


west of the other claims. They were recorded on pages 262 and 263, 


Book J-87. Amend.ed locations were recorded on pages 563 and 5611., Book 


j-io8.


The Lucky Thirteen Nos. 1, 6 and. 7 claims conflict in part with the 


Paleface Nos. 18 and. 23 claims and the White Point claims which are prior 


locations. The applicant does not claim the ground in conflict end has 


not proposed exploration on it. No evidence of other conflicts was found 


during the field inspection. 


Location procedures on the Lucky Thirteen claims appear to have been 


satisfactoxy although the claims are poorly marked on the ground at the 


present time. Many of the 14._ by 11.-inch posts used for claim corners have 


been removed. The Ursa Minor claims are not marked on the ground as they 


are shown on the map furnished by the applicant. They appear to overlap 


the Lucky Thirteen Nos. 11. and 5, judging by the position of the coimnon 


southerly corner of the two claims. 


The claims have not been tied into any land subdivision corners and 


are located by coordinates referred to the portal of the Adams mine, 6,069 


feet south and 5,123 feet west of the discovery monument on the Lucky 
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Thirteen No. 1 claim. The survey of the claims was made by a registered 


land surveyor. 


The applicant's property rights appear to be satisfactory although 


the Ursa Minor claim locations should be ended. 


P1ESENT STATCTS



Previous Exploration 


Exploration on the property to date has consisted of eight, randomly 


located percussion drill holes up to 80 feet deep. No lithologic data 


were compiled, and depths to the Moss Back and. Moenkopi strata were not 


determined. Mineralization (0.06 percent eU3O3) of undetermined thick-


ness was reported. in one bole. Drill hole locations, as shown on the 


alicant 's map, have not been surveyed and are not readily identifiable 


on the ground. Several of those found did not correspond to their 


supposed position. 


For evaluation purposes, the exploration done to date is worthless. 


The only conclusion which can be reached on the basis of drilling results 


is that no significant mineralization was encountered, 


Mining Equient and Other Facilities 


The applicant does not own any exploration equipnent and. proposes 


to contract the proposed. drilling and employ certain experienced stock 


holders in the corporation to do the underground work.

GEOLOGY 


Sedimentary strata exposed on the claims are the Moenkopi formation, 


Chinle formation and Wingate sandstone of Early and. Late Triassic age 


(fig. 2). These strata, which are on the west flank of the San Rafael 


Swell, strike northeasterly and dip about 3-5° NW. Several normal, high 


angle faults cut these strata in the general area, three of which are 


present on the Lucky Thirteen claims0 The largest fault transects the 


claims, It strikes about N.750E., and. strata are displaced downward on 


the southeast about 80 feet. The other faults are minor and displacement 


along them is on the order of about 10 feet or less. 


Only the upper part of the Moenkopi formation, which consists of 


light to dark red brown generally thin and evenly bedded siltstone, 


mud.stone and very fine-grained sandstone is exposed on the claims. Ripple 


marks and. current markings are abundant and are characteristic of the 


formation. 


The Chin.le formation includes four members. The Temple Mountain 


member is at the base and is overlain by the Monitor Butte, Moss Back and. 


Church Rock members. The Temple Mountain member consists of poorly 


sorted material that characteristically is a mottled purple-white in 


color. On the claims it is 5 to 7 feet thick and consists mainly of very 


fine-grained argillaceous sandstone that contains scattered medium-sized 


quartz grains. Locally, the uppermost part of the TempleMountain member 


is a mottled purple-white claystone0 The Monitor Butte member on the 


claims includes purple claystone and mud.stone, 5-8 feet thick at the base, 
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overlain by 7-11 feet of light green and locally red-brown mud.ston.e and 


siltstone which locally contains scattered lenses of congloineratic material 


particularly near the top. The aggregate thickness of the Temple Mountain 


and. Monitor Butte members on the claims is 20-22 feet. 


The Moss Back member is present in all exposures of the Chinle forma-


tion throughout the area and forms cliffs, benches and flat-topped mesas. 


The Moss Back member consists principally of irregularly conglomeratic 


sandstone which contains interbedd.ed lenses of mudstone, particularly in 


the lower part. The color on fresh and weathered Surfaces commonly is 


light gray but the lowermost lenses may be light to dark brown. The 


sandstone is fine- to coarse-grained and. both fluvially cross-bedded. and 


evenly bedded. Conglomeratic material, consisting of granules to pebbles 


of quartz, quartzite, chert, limestone, sandstone ad mudstone, is more 


abundant in the lower part of the member. The mudstone interbeds are 


greenish gray and green. The thickest beds, 2-3 feet, occur near or at 


the base of the member. Upward, the mudstone is generally only in seams 


in finer grained, locally argillaceous sandstone, The lower part of the 


Moss Back member is commonly coarser grained than the upper part, is 


composed mainly of angular crossbede, and forms steep cliffs. The upper 


part is coimnonly finer grained and thin-bedded, and is exposed as irregular 


step-like ledges above the cliffs. 


The thickness of the Moss Back member on the claims is 65 feet where 


measured. northwest of the largest fault. There is little variation of 


thickness evident at the outcrop and. no evident channel filling at the
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base of the member. 


Carbonaceous fossil wood. is locally abundant at the base of the 


member, and., at places, sparse asphaltic material is present as seams 


and. occupies spaces thought to have been formerly occupied. by mud.stone 


galls.


The Church Rock member conformably overlies the Moss Back member. 


It consists of red. to purplish red. interbedd.ed. siltstone and. sandstone 


and. locally light red. to lavender conglomerate and. mud.stone. The member 


forms steep rubble covered. slopes and. small ledges beneath the massive, 


nearly vertical cliff-forming Wingate sandstone. The Church Rock member 


on and. near the claims is about 100 feet thick. 


The Wingate sandstone is a reddish tan, nearly homogeneous, fine- to 


med.ium-grained., cliff-forming sandstone which is about 350 feet thick in 


the area.


ORE DEPOSITS 


Uranium ore deposits in the southwest part of the San Rafael Swell 


commonly occur in discrete lows or spoon-shaped. scours within broad 


discontinuous channels at the base of the Moss Back member. Because of 


the variable relief of the contact of the Moss Back member with the under-


lying Monitor Butte member, up to 10 feet in the southwestern part of the 


Swell, channels here were arbitrarily defined by B. C. Robeck (unpublished 


report) as having a minimum cut-off depth of 10 feet. The size of the 


channels ranges from 100 to 1,000 feet in width, fran about 200 to 11.,300 


feet in length and 10 to !i.5 feet in depth. 
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R. C. Robeck postulated. a northeasterly trending channel through 


the property (unpublished map) projected from a minor channel 1,500 feet 


to the south (fig0 2). The presence of the extension of this channel on 


the property is questionable as the amount of scouring, from thicknesses 


of the underlying Monitor Butte member, is on the order of 5 feet or 


less. No significant structures are apparent at the outcrop on or adjacent 


to the property. 


The applicant drilled 8 wagon drill holes through the Moss Back 


member. Lithologic or structural data from these holes were not obtained. 


by the applicant. However, the holes were probed. and one intersected. 


mineralized rock estimated by the applicant to be o.o6 percent eU308 on a 


Babbel instrument. The other boles were reported to be barren. 


The Lucky Strike mine, now inoperative, is located. about 2,500 feet 


north-northeast of the subject property. The deposit is in a broad. 


northwesterly trending channel in which the base of the Moss Back member 


occupies a scour which is cut to within about .5 feet of the underlying 


Moenkopi formation. The depth of scour is on the order of 15-20 feet. 


From 1951 to October 1957 production totaled 11,107 tons averaging 0.2i. 


percent U308 and 0.09 percent VO5 . Reserves are estimated. by the AOEOCO 


ore reserves section to be 1,361 tons of indicated. ore and. 10,100 tons of 


inferred ore having an average of 0.37 percent U30. Early production 


grade, evidenced by a 1952 production of 3,135 tons averaging 0.38 percent 


U3O8, was considerably higher thanthe average production grade. Produc-


tion grade from 19511. ranged between 0.11 and. 0.20 percent U 308. It is 
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probable that this deposit is not now being worked because of a. lack of 


ore grade reserves. 


Other nearby workings, including the Conunonwealth and Paleface 


outcrop workings, are classed as prospects for which no reserves or 


production are shown in Atomic Energy Coimnission records. A small pro-


duction is reported to have been made from the Coionwealth property but 


there is no record of it. 


PROPOSED EXPLORATION 


The exploration proposal presented by the applicant would reQuire 


70 core and non-core drill holes about 80 feet deep on the Lucky Thirteen 


claims in two fences • about 1,500 feet apart with holes in each fence about 


100 feet apart and additional holes spaced between the fences. The fences 


are oriented to cross a supposed Moss Back channel., trending northwest and 


southeast. The estimated cost for drilling of $2.00 per foot was not 


supported by bids from drilling contractors. The rate for drifting pro-


posed on the Paint Horse claims is $15.00 per foot, which is underestimated. 


The estimate for supervision is high as the applicant proposes to use both 


a full time geologist and superintendent. 


The examining team has not proposed any alternate exploration plan 


or made a cost estimate.
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CONCLU$IONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS 


Because of the apparent lack of a suitable host structure for uranium 


ore, either exposed on the property or likely to extend from the Lucky 


Strike mine, the absence of mineralized rock at the outcrop, and the nega-


tive results of drilling done by the applicant, the chance for discovering 


a significant uranium deposit on these claims appears to be poor. There-


fore, it is reconwiended that the application for exploration assistance 


under Docket DMEA 1.875 be denied.

Work at the Adams mine has 
consisted of crosscutt	 and drifting along a paleostream channel 
similar to the one described by the applicant. To date the work 


fv	 under Idm-E986 has not been certified as a discoyery. 


The applicant proposes an exploration project consisting
