On August 20, Mr. Townsend forwarded the necessary
application blanks and information concerning the Defense Minerals
Exploration Administration program. He suggested that in case you
vished aid in the exploration work that you complete in detail the
forms that were enclosed.

It 18 noted that on November 1 you mailed a considersble
smount of information regarding your claims to this office. This
material was returned to you with our letter of November 5 which
was sent as certified majil, It is also noted that additional forms
MP-103, Application for Aid in the exploration project were gent you
at the same time.

Wash sandstones appear unfavorable for uranium mineralization,

The"mompson area claims are not c‘ontiguous. The upper part
of the Salt Wash forms the bedrock on five of the claimsj;
Brushy Basin shale is the bedrock on the other claim,

The general area of these claims is on the northeast limb of
the Salt Valley anticline, near its northwest end, The strata
strike westerly and dip about 10° northerly. Several small
radioactive anomaliesAassociated with carbonized wood fragments
in the Salt Wash sandstone. These anamalies are small and
widely scattered, hence, no geologic trend in their occurrence
could be used to plan an exploration program.

In the Yellow Cat area, Dakota sandstone and Mancos shale are
exposed on the claims. The examiners could not detect any
anomalous radioactivity in the area, There are no known ore
deposits on the claims nor in the immediate vicinity.
Government drilling in the Yellow Cat district showed a i
progressively more unfavorable enviromment for ore toward the |
weste

Because of the lack of exploration targets and the general
unfavorable appearance of the Salt Wash on all the groups,
the examiners and Field Team recommend the applicationbe
denied,
